
Dear Mr. Tammi and the school board,

We, the Indus Senior Class of 2023, would like to ask the school board for permission to take our 
Senior class trip on March 22-23rd, 2023. 

We will be traveling to St. Paul/Minneapolis as shown below in the itinerary.  We would 
like to travel on Wednesday-Thursday because most of us work on the weekends and because the 
hotel estimate was more on weekend nights as opposed to weekdays.  Our alternative dates 
would be March 24-25th a Friday-Saturday but we would have to stay farther away from the 
mall too because a majority of the hotels in the mall area were booked on Friday night. (With 
cost raising for hotels in that area right now.)

We are asking the school board to cover the cost of our transportation and the cost of one 
substitute teacher. Ms. Gerard said we could make that work. Our advisors will be Mr. Soren and 
Mrs. Mayer.  If everyone went there would be 10 of us total with the advisors so we would fit 
into the big Ford transit van and only need one vehicle. 

We have included the criteria to participate below:
In recent years the senior trips are typically 1-2 nights, have some educational components and 
some fun activities. Typically the classes will try to pick activities and experiences they might 
not do on their own so they will have some fun yet informed memories with their senior 
classmates.

Students and advisors will pay for food and transit fare, if we fail to raise enough money.

To be eligible for the senior trip students must meet All of the following criterias.
 Meet ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY:  The student must be passing all classes required to 
graduate and all homework must be turned in the Friday before the trip. Online Acellus classes 
need to be completed for all courses.
DISCIPLINARY INELIGIBILITY:   For the student to participate in the trip, he/she can not 
have more than 3 in school suspension and more than 1 out-of-school suspension.
ATTENDANCE:  

● Students also need to meet eligibility by following the school attendance policy.
● Students must participate in the fundraising opportunities otherwise the student will be 

expected to pay their own way for the trip and a full deposit will be expected 1 week 
prior to departure. 

● Students will not be allowed to attend the senior trip if the student has been suspended for 
possession, consumption, and/or being under the influence of alcohol and/or a controlled 
dangerous substance including tobacco during his or her senior year.
