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7 Critical Need Position Designation Form

Reemployment of a retired public employee pursuant to NRS 286.523 is limited to positions of extreme need. An
employer who desires to employ a retired public employee to fill a position for which there is a critical labor shortage
must make the determination of reemployment based upon appropriate and necessary delivery of services to the public.
The critical need designation must be made by the designating authority of the agency in an open meeting. The
designated authority shall not designate a position for more than 2 years. To be redesignated, the designating authority
must consider and make new findings in an open public meeting as to whether the position continues to meet the criteria
established by law. PERS will compile the forms received from each designating authority and provide a biennial report
to the Interim Retirement and Benefits Committee (IRBC) of the Legislature.

History Of the rate Of turnover fOI’ the position. Each year, NCSD has multiple EC (Pre-K) & ECSE Teacher openings. This is an area of concern

as we strive to ensure that all students are receiving a quality education from a certified, licensed EC (Pre-K) or ECSE Teacher.

Number of openings for the position and the number of qualified candidates for those openings after all other efforts of
recruitment have been exhausted: As of May 1, 2026, Nye County School District has one (1) unfilled vacancy in EC (Pre-K)/ECSE Teaching

positions throughout the District. There are limited qualified candidates available for this position at this time, with it being filled by a long-term sub.

Length of time the position has been vacant: T hiS position was posted beginning March 2023.

Difficulty in filling the position due to special circumstances, including special education or experience required for the
position: EC (Pre-K) and ECSE Teacher positions are difficult to fill based on the limited number of qualified candidates available.

Further, NCSD is similar to other districts across the state and nation in that there are not enough qualified candidates to fill these critical positions.

History and success of the efforts to recruit for the position, including advertising, out-of-state recruitment and all

other efforts made (include copies of advertising or electronic recruitment notices, specifying targeted geographic
areas): NCSD has participated in multiple job fairs across the country and virtually, in an effort to recruit candidates for all positions.

Chamber of Commerce, EmployNV, Handshake, K12 JobSpot, LinkedIn, NASET, NASP, ASHA, social media platforms, and printed publications.
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
