GENDER NEUTRAL TOILET ROOMS

e A student group requested resources to research solutions for
gender neutral toilet rooms to create a more equitable and
inclusive school facility.

e Currently a single gender neutral toilet is remote and awkwardly
located in the nurse’s office at the 1st floor of a 4-story building.

e Proposed solution is to provide gender neutral stalls in such a
way as to:
o Maintain code-required fixture counts.
Distribute facilities more evenly within the building.
Address privacy needs.
Address observational needs.
Adhere to accessibility requirements.
