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TOPIC: Chemistry ACA/ACC

Assessment in Grade 11. Atomic structure and quantitative relationships between atoms and molecules are
stressed to explain chemical reactions. Understanding the concepts of chemistry is developed through the use
of real world phenomena that apply chemistry including: The Radium Girls, Airbags and Environmental
phenomena. Students engage in chemistry through the science and engineering practices. Additional depth is
provided to accelerated students through added conceptual ideas and a deeper focus on the mathematical and
computational understanding of chemistry.
