	Text11: Federal funding has been withheld from K-12 schools that was scheduled to be given to schools on July 1, 2025.  Marble Falls ISD learned that we have a number of sources of funding being held back at the national level.  For MFISD, this particular impact is our ACE program (also known as Texas Afterschool Centers on Education).  The ACE program has served all 4 MFISD elementary campuses, our middle school and Marble Falls High School.  It has helped keep our students safe, progressing academically, and supporting our families.   The funding that has not flowed to Marble Falls ISD is almost $2 million which funds our afterschool and summer learning programs.  

A bipartisan FY 2025 spending bill, signed into law by the President in March, provided $1.329 billion for local afterschool and summer learning programs through 21st CCLC. The Texas Education Agency and MFISD was expecting to access those funds on July 1, 2025.  The Administration announced on June 30 that they have delayed those funds indefinitely pending a review.  

For Marble Falls ISD, we are in the position that we are going to have to let staff go because of the uncertainty of this lack of funding.  And, we will begin scrambling to find adequate after school programming for the 2025-2026 school year.  

The District has reached out to the office of Congressman Carter, Senator Cruz and Senator Cornyn to formally request assistance by urging the White House and the Office of Management and Budget to immediately make 21st CCLC afterschool and summer learning funds available to the Texas Education Agency.  
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
