Executive Summary (Brief description of agenda item):

Although born in Long Beach, California, Barbara Kinsey Huntley grew up in Gatesville and graduated from Gatesville
High School in 1960. She received her bachelor's degree from Hardin Simmons University in 1964 with teaching
certifications in Secondary Math and Secondary Biology. That same year, Barbara began her teaching career with a
two year stint in Temple ISD followed by another two year stint at the State School for Boys. From 1968 to 2003, Mrs.
Huntley came back to GISD to teach math at the junior high and then high school campuses. She taught everything
from 6th grade math to Calculus. Mrs. Huntley found time to earn her master's degree in education in 1972 from Texas
A&M University. Barbara tried to retire in 2003, but the district kept called her back to work in the coming years (03-04,
05-06, and 10-11). She also frequently subbed and acted as GED testing coordinator during her "retirement years." All
told, Mrs. Huntley had 40+ years in education with most of them being here in GISD. In an evaluation, Principal John
Westbrook wrote, "Unfailingly pleasant and encouraging with all learners. Mrs. Huntley goes to great lengths to explain
topics." Principal Mike Barr added, "Expectations for learning and for behavior are high. Mrs. Huntley is a good
manager of students and time. She and her students work hard." For all of these reason, Barbara Huntley is a Hornet
Legend.
