This item requests approval for the renewal of the agreement of the City of Oak
Point, TX, Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for SRO whereas City of Oak Point
shall provide Denton ISD with one SRO to serve as school resource officer for
Rodriguez Middle School.

The Denton ISD Board of Trustees have approved similar agreements with the
City of Denton, Denton County Sheriff's Department, Town of Little EIm, and the
City of Aubrey to provide SROs to our campuses in their jurisdiction.
Historically, we have had one SRO MOU for Cross Oaks and Rodriguez Middle
School. We have decreased the reimbursement for the Cross Oaks SRO to
reflect an SSO salary and have eliminated the funds to contribute to the vehicle
lease. The Rodriguez Middle School SRO MOU will continue to reimburse a
contribution for vehicle lease and some training expenses.
