Greetings from Community Education, 
 
Preschool and ECFE Registration  
We held our registration night on March 3rd, which included a scavenger hunt for families that was very well received. Families 
had the opportunity to explore several areas of the school, including the media center, health office, cafeteria, music room, and 
gym. Thank you to all the staff who helped make the evening a success. 

Currently, 60 preschool students have registered for the upcoming school year. For comparison, we had 44 students registered 
at this point last year following registration night. 

We will start the process of placing students for the next school year. Below is the timeline we have shared with families. We 
understand that preschool families need early placement notifications to plan for childcare, transportation, and financial 
arrangements.
