Nye County School District's grading policy is aligned with the Nevada Administrative Code (NAC) in several key ways, as outlined in the presentation:
Uniform Grading Scale: NCSD utilizes a uniform grading scale for high school students (grades 9-12) that aligns with the requirements set forth in the NAC. This includes specific course percentage ranges, letter grades, and corresponding GPA values.
Weighted Grades: The district incorporates weighted GPA values for advanced courses such as Honors, Advanced Placement (AP), and International Baccalaureate (IB) courses, directly following the guidelines specified in NAC 389.6625. This regulation dictates the bonus points added to the GPA for these courses.
GPA Computation: The method for computing GPA to the third decimal place and its rounding rules also adhere to NAC standards.
Teacher Discretion: While teachers have sole discretion over assigning grades, the overall framework within which they operate is consistent with state regulations.
General Compliance: The presentation explicitly states that NAC 389.6625 outlines the uniform grading scale, GPA computation, and weighting criteria, and NAC 390.420 covers the publication of standards and passing grades, indicating that NCSD's policy is built upon these state-level regulations.
