Virtual students will be broken into groups
based on their i-Ready scores and class
performance.  These groups will be
scheduled 3-5 times per week depending
on the needs of the group.

● How will interventions be provided
in K-6?

Students who need interventions will be
scheduled with small group time and
computer-assisted software.
