Ramona Rock has coached the Tikigaq girls varsity
basketball program for 12+ years, serving students
and families in Point Hope. In a community where
school sports can be a central gathering place, her
leadership has helped build a program marked by
consistancy, discipling, and team identity.

Under her guidance, the Harpoonerettes have become

one of Alaska’s premier small-school programs,

winning four Class 2A girls state championships since

2018, including two back-to-back championship runs.

Her
teams have pursued excellence in the full student-
athlete experience — including strong academic
