WHEREAS, the Board will annually include enough detail in the adopted budget to establish 
the monthly stipend amount; and

WHEREAS, Board members understand their ethical obligations, have declared conflicts of 
interest, and will abstain from participation in discussion and votes as required by ORS 244.120; 
and

WHEREAS, the district business office will establish procedures for issuing stipends; and

WHEREAS, individual Board members may decline the stipend by notifying the business office 
in accordance with established procedures; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that from [July 1, 2026] until rescinded, the 
following members of the [Name of School District] Board of Education shall be eligible to 
receive monthly stipends in the amount as determined by the annual adopted budget1:
