The Board will establish graduation requirements for the awarding of a high school diploma, a modified
diploma, an extended diplorna and an alternative certificate which meet or exceed state requirements.
A student may satisfy graduation requirements in less than four years. The district will award a diploma to
a student fulfilling graduation requirements in less than four years if consent is given by the student's
parentorguardianorbythestudentirne/sffiis18yearsofageorolderoremancipated'

If the district requires diploma requirements beyond the state requirements, the district shall grant a waiver
for those requirements to any student who, at any time from grade 9 to 12, was:

1. A foster childl'

2. Homeless;

3. A runaway;

4. A child in a military family covered by the Interstate Compact on Educational Opportunity for
Military Children;

5. A child of a migrant worker; or

6. Enrolled in the Youth Corrections Education Program or the Juvenile Detention Education Program.

For any student identified above, the district shall accept any credits eamed by the student in another
district or public charter school, applying those credits toward the state requirements for a diploma if the
credits satisfied those requirements in that district or public charter school'.

Diploma

A high school diploma will be awarded to students in grades 9 through 12 who complete a minimum of 24
credits which include at least:

1. Three credits of rnathematics (shall include one unit at the Algebra I level and two units that are at a
level higher than Algebra I);

2. Four credits of English Llanguage Afirts (shall include the equivalent of one unit in written
composition);

3. Three credits of science;

4. Three credits of social sciences (including history, civics, geography and economics (including
personal finance));

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5. One credit in health education;

6. One credit in physical education; and

7. Three credits in career and technical education, the arts or world languag{ (units shall be eamed in
any one or a combination).

The district shall offer students credit options provided the method for obtaining such credits is described
in the student's personal education plan and the credit is earned by meeting requirements described in
Oregon Administrative Rule (OAR) 581-022-2025.

A modified diploma will be awarded only to students who have demonstrated the inability to meet the full
set of academic standards adopted by the State Board of Education for a diploma while receiving
reasonable modifications and accommodations. A modified diploma may only be awarded to a student
who meets the eligibility criteria below:

1. Has a documented history of an inability to maintain grade level achievement due to significant
learning and instructional barriers; or

2. Has a documented history of a medical condition that creates a barrier to achievement.

Extended Diploma

At extended diploma will be awarded only to students who have demonstrated the inability to meet the
full set of academic content standards adopted by the State Board of Education for a diplorira while
receiving modifications and accommodations. To be eligible for an extended diploma, b student must:

1. Whilein grade nine through completion of high school, complete 12 credits, which may not include
more than six credits in a self-contained special education classroom and will include:

b. Two credits of English;
c. Two credits of science;
d. Three credits of history, geography, economics or civics;
e. One credit of health;
f. One credit of physical education; and
E. One credit of the arts or a world language.

by the district.

The district will ensure that students have onsite access to the appropriate resources to achieve a diploma,
a modified diploma, an extended diplomal or an alternative certifi cate at each high school.

A student shall have the opporlunity to satisfy the requirements for a modified diploma, an extended
diploma or an alternative certificate in either 4 years after starting the ninth gtade, or until the student
reaches the age of 2I, if the student is entitled to a public education until the age of 2l under state or
federal law.

A student may satisfy the requirements for a modified diploma, an extended diploma or an alternative
I certificate in iess than four years but not less than three y"urr. I*"-d*{o satisfy the requirements for a

modified diploma, an extended diploma or an alternative certificate in less than four years, the student's
parent or guardian or a student who is emancipated or has reached the age of 18 rnust provide written
consent which clearly states the parent, guardian or student is waiving the fourth year andlor years until the
student reaches the age of 21. A copy of the consent will be forwarded to the district superintendent who
will annually report to the Superintendent of Public Instruction the number of such consents.

A student who qualifies to receive or receives a modified diploma, an extended diplornal or an alternative
certificate shall have the option of participating in a high school graduation ceremony with the student's
class.

The district will award to students with disabilities a document certifying successful completion of
proglqn requirements. No document issued to students with disabilities educated in full or in part in a
special education program shall indicate that the document is issued by such a program. When a student
who has an IEP completes high school, the district will give the student an individualized summary of
performance.

Eligible students with disabilities are entitled to a free appropriate public education (FAPE) until the age of
21, even if they have earned a modified diploma, an extended diploma, an alternative certificate or
completion of a General Education Development document. The continuance of services for students with
disabilities for a modified diploma, extended diploma or alternative certificate is contingent on the IEP
team determining the student's continued eligibility and special education services are nleded.

Students and their parents will be notified of graduation and diploma requirements.

[The district will review graduation requirements biennially in conjunction with the secondary school
improvement plan. Graduation requirements may be revised to address student performance.i

The district may not ileny a diploma to a student who has opted out of statewide assessments if the student
is able to sqtisfy all other requirements for the diploma. Students who opt-out will need to meet the
Essential Skills_graduation requirement using another approved assessment option. Students may opt-out
of the Smarter Balanced or allemate Oregon Extended Assessment by completing the Oregon D-epdrtment
of Education's Opt-out Forms and submilting the form to the district:
