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Play war with playing cards, but add a spin. See who can race to add or
multiply the numbers the fastest. Winner gets both cards.
On these rainy days, hide Easter eggs in the house that help build a
story. For example, pick a person, place and thing. Write each one down
and place it in an egg. Hide them, and once they are open, have your
children help build the story. For older students, have them write it out
and draw a picture. Display it on the fridge.
Baking this time of year is also so much fun. Try doubling a recipe, but
have your student help you with the math. Allow them to use the
measuring spoons and cups to see how quarters and halves add up.

A new year is a great time
to look at starting new traditions and trying out new resolutions. We would
love for you to pair with us and begin some new traditions at home that help
support learning.
