POLICE AUTHORITY

To ensure sufficient security and protection of students, staff, and
property, the Board authorizes the formation of a District police de-
partment and shall employ and commission a police officer.

The police officer shall be accountable to and shall report to the
Superintendent. The Superintendent shall not delegate this super-
visory responsibility.

The jurisdiction of the police officer shall include all territory within
District boundaries, as well as all real and personal property out-
side the boundaries of the District that is owned, leased, or rented
by the District, or is otherwise under the District’s control.

The police officer employed by the District shall have all the pow-
ers, privileges, and immunities of police officers on or off duty with-
in the jurisdiction of the District. The District police officer shall
have the authority to:

1. Protect the safety and welfare of any person in the jurisdiction
of the District and protect the property of the District.

2. Enforce all laws, including municipal ordinances, county ordi-
nances, and state laws, and investigate violations of law as
needed. In doing so, the District police officer may serve
search warrants in connection with District-related investiga-
tions in compliance with the Texas Code of Criminal Proce-
dure.

3. Arrest suspects consistent with state and federal statutory and
constitutional standards governing arrests, including arrests
without warrant, for offenses that occur in the officer’s pres-
ence or under the other rules set out in the Texas Code of
Criminal Procedure.

4. Coordinate and cooperate with commissioned officers of all
other law enforcement agencies in the enforcement of this
policy as necessary.

5.  Enforce District policies on District property, in school zones,
at bus stops, or at District functions.

6. Investigate violations of District policy, rules, and regulations
as requested by the Superintendent and participate in admin-
istrative hearings concerning the alleged violations.

7. Carry weapons as approved by the Superintendent.

8. Carry out all other duties as directed by the Superintendent.

TEMPORARY The District police officer shall enforce all laws, including municipal

ASSIGNMENT ordinances, county ordinances, and state laws within another law
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(LOCAL)

enforcement agency’s jurisdiction while temporarily assigned to the
other agency.

An officer commissioned under this policy shall not provide law en-
forcement or security services for an outside employer without prior
written approval from the Superintendent.

The District’s police department and the law enforcement agencies
with which it has overlapping jurisdiction shall enter into a memo-
randum of understanding that outlines reasonable communication
and coordination efforts among the department and the agencies.
The police officer and the Superintendent shall review the memo-
randum of understanding at least once every year. The memoran-
dum of understanding shall be approved by the Board.

If available, video equipment shall be used on a District police car
for safety purposes whenever the flashing lights on the car are in
use.

Recordings shall be considered law enforcement records, shall
remain in the custody of the police department, and shall be main-
tained as required by the department regulations manual and law.
A parent or student who wishes to view a video recording in re-
sponse to disciplinary action taken against the student may request
such access under the procedures set out by law. [See
FL(LEGAL)]

The District police officer shall receive at least the minimum
amount of continuing education required by the Texas Commission
on Law Enforcement (TCOLE).

To carry out the provisions in this policy, the police department
shall compile and maintain a manual that describes and sets forth
operational procedures, rules, and regulations pertaining to the
administration of police services. The police officer and the Super-
intendent shall review the manual annually and make any appro-
priate revisions.

The police officer shall develop and implement regulations to en-
sure compliance with state law regarding racial profiling. The po-
lice officer employed by the District shall not initiate any law en-
forcement action based on an individual’s race, ethnicity, or
national origin.

The use of force, including deadly force, shall be authorized only
when reasonable and necessary, as outlined in the department
regulations manual.

HIGH-SPEED The police officer shall not engage in high-speed chases in a motor

PURSUIT vehicle when the immediate danger to the public or the officer cre-
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(LOCAL)

ated by the pursuit exceeds the immediate or potential danger pre-
sented by the offenders remaining at large. Guidelines for high-
speed pursuits shall be addressed in the department regulations
manual.

Complaints against the District police officer shall be in writing on a
form provided by the District and shall be signed by the person
making the complaint. In accordance with law, the District shall
provide to the police officer a copy of the complaint. [See COM-
PLAINTS AGAINST PEACE OFFICERS at CKE(LEGAL)]

Appeals regarding this complaint process shall be filed in accord-
ance with DGBA, FNG, or GF, as appropriate.

In addition, the District has entered into an agreement with a local
law enforcement agency for school resource officers. School re-
source officers shall provide services consistent with the terms of
the agreement, the District’'s comprehensive safety programs, and
Board policy.

The Superintendent or designee shall develop and maintain a
comprehensive system of student records and reports dealing with
all facets of the school program operation and shall ensure through
reasonable procedures that records are accessed by authorized
persons only, as allowed by this policy. These data and records
shall be stored in a safe and secure manner and shall be conven-
iently retrievable for use by authorized school officials.

A cumulative record shall be maintained for each student from en-
trance into District schools until withdrawal or graduation from the
District.

This record shall move with the student from school to school and
be maintained at the school where currently enrolled until gradua-
tion or withdrawal. Records for nonenrolled students shall be re-
tained for the period of time required by law. No permanent rec-
ords may be destroyed without explicit permission from the
Superintendent. [See CPCGBA]

The principal is custodian of all records for currently enrolled stu-
dents. The principal is the custodian of records for students who
have withdrawn or graduated. The student handbook made avail-
able to all students and parents shall contain a listing of the ad-
dresses of District schools, as well as the Superintendent’s busi-
ness address.

The record custodian shall be responsible for the education rec-
ords of the District. These records may include::

1. Admissions data, personal and family data, including certifica-
tion of date of birth.

2. Standardized test data, including intelligence, aptitude, inter-
est, personality, and social adjustment ratings.

3. All achievement records, as determined by tests, recorded
grades, and teacher evaluations.

4.  All documentation regarding a student’s testing history and
any accelerated instruction he or she has received, including
any documentation of discussion or action by a grade place-
ment committee convened for the student.

5. Health services record, including:

a. The results of any tuberculin tests required by the Dis-
trict.

b. The findings of screening or health appraisal programs
the District conducts or provides.

c. Immunization records. [See FFAB]
6. Attendance records.
7. Student questionnaires.

8. Records of teacher, counselor, or administrative conferences
with the student or pertaining to the student.

9. Verified reports of serious or recurrent behavior patterns.

10. Copies of correspondence with parents and others concerned
with the student.

11. Records transferred from other districts in which the student
was enrolled.

12. Records pertaining to participation in extracurricular activities.

13. Information relating to student participation in special pro-
grams.

14. Records of fees assessed and paid.
15. Records pertaining to student and parent complaints.

16. Other records that may contribute to an understanding of the
student.

ACCESS BY PARENTS The District shall make a student’s records available to the stu-
dent’s parents, as permitted by law. The records custodian or de-
signee shall use reasonable procedures to verify the requestor’s
identity before disclosing student records containing personally
identifiable information.

Records may be reviewed in person during regular school hours
without charge upon written request to the records custodian. For
in-person viewing, the records custodian or designee shall be
available to explain the record and to answer questions. The con-
fidential nature of the student’s records shall be maintained at all
times, and records to be viewed shall be restricted to use only in
the Superintendent’s, principal’s, or counselor’s office, or other re-
stricted area designated by the records custodian. The original
copy of the record or any document contained in the cumulative
record shall not be removed from the school.

Copies of records are available at a per copy cost, payable in ad-
vance. Copies of records must be requested in writing. Parents
may be denied copies of records if they fail to follow proper proce-
dures or pay the copying charge. If the student qualifies for free or
reduced-price lunches and the parents are unable to view the rec-

one copy of the record shall be provided at no charge.

A parent may continue to have access to his or her child’s records
under specific circumstances after the student has attained 18
years of age or is attending an institution of postsecondary educa-
tion.

A school official shall be allowed access to student records if he or
she has a legitimate educational interest in the records.

For the purposes of this policy, “school officials” shall include::

1. Anemployee, Board membertrustee, or agent of the District,
including an attorney, a consultant, a contractor, a volunteer, a
school resource officer, and any outside service provider
used by the District to perform institutional services.

2. An employee of a cooperative of which the District is a mem-
ber or of a facility with which the District contracts for place-
ment of students with disabilities.

3. Acontractor retained by a cooperative of which the District is
a member or by a facility with which the District contracts for
placement of students with disabilities.

4. A parent or student serving on an official committee, such as
a disciplinary or grievance committee, or assisting another
school official in performing his or her tasks.

All contractors provided with student records shall follow the same
rules as employees concerning privacy of the records and shall
return the records upon completion of the assignment.

A school official has a “legitimate educational interest” in a stu-
dent’s records when he or she is::

1. Working with the student;

2. Considering disciplinary or academic actions, the student’s
case, or an individualized education program for a student
with disabilities;

3. Compiling statistical data;

4. Reviewing an education record to fulfill the official’s profes-
sional responsibility; or

5. Investigating or evaluating programs.

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The District may request transcripts from previously attended
schools for students transferring into District schools; however, the
ultimate responsibility for obtaining transcripts from sending
schools rests with the parent or student, if 18 or older.

For purposes of a student’s enroliment or transfer, the District shall
promptly forward in accordance with the time line provided in law
education records upon request to officials of other schools or
school systems in which the student intends to enroll or enrolls.
[See FD(LEGAL), REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION] The District
may return an education record to the school identified as the
source of the record.

The director of special education shall be responsible for ensuring
the confidentiality of any personally identifiable information in rec-
ords of students in special education.

A current listing of names and positions of persons who have ac-
cess to records of students in special education is maintained at
the special education office.

Within 15 District business days of the record custodian’s receipt of
a request to amend records, the District shall notify the parents in
writing of its decision on the request and, if the request is denied,
of their right to a hearing. If a hearing is requested, it shall be held
within ten District business days after the request is received.

Parents shall be notified in advance of the date, time, and place of
the hearing. An administrator who is not responsible for the con-
tested records and who does not have a direct interest in the out-
come of the hearing shall conduct the hearing. The parents shall
be given a full and fair opportunity to present evidence and, at their
own expense, may be assisted or represented at the hearing.

The parents shall be notified of the decision in writing within ten
District business days of the hearing. The decision shall be based
solely on the evidence presented at the hearing and shall include a
summary of the evidence and reasons for the decision. If the deci-
sion is to deny the request, the parents shall be informed that they
have 30 District business days within which to exercise their right
to place in the record a statement commenting on the contested
information and/or stating any reason for disagreeing with the Dis-
trict’s decision.

The District has designated the following categories of information
as directory information: student name; address; telephone listing;
electronic mail address; photograph; date and place of birth; major
field of study; degrees, honors, and awards received; dates of at-
tendance; grade level; most recent educational institution attended;

School facilities shall not be used to advertise, promote, sell tick-
ets, or collect funds for any nonschool-related purpose without prior
approval of the Superintendent or designee.—Nenschool-related

For purposes of this policy, “advertising” shall mean a com-
munication designed to attract attention or patronage by the
public or school community and communicated through
means under the control of the District in exchange for con-
sideration to the District. “Advertising” does not include pub-
lic recognition of donors or sponsors who have made contri-
butions, financial or otherwise, to the District or school
support organizations.

Advertising shall be accepted solely for the purpose of generating
revenue foreevering the Districteest-ef providing-materials and
eguiprment; not for the purpose of establishing a forum for commu-
nication. The District shall retainretains final editorial authority to
accept or reject submitted advertisements in a manner consistent
with the First Amendment. The District shall retain the authority
to determine the size and location of any advertising. The Dis-
trict shall also reserve the right to reject advertising that is in-
consistent with federal or state law, Board policy, District or
campus regulations, or curriculum, as well as any content the
District determines has a reasonable likelihood of exposing
the District to controversy, litigation, or disruption.

Acceptance of advertising shall not constitute District approv-
al or endorsement of any product, service, organization, or
issue referenced in the advertising, nor shall acceptance of
advertising from a vendor determine whether the District will
purchase goods or services from the vendor through the Dis-
trict’s formal procurement process.
