Installation, operation, inspection, maintenance, repair and service of radio, television, recording, voice, sound and vision production and
reproduction, telephone and telephone interconnect, facsimile, equipment and appliances used for domestic, commercial, educational and
entertainment purposes, pulling of wire through conduit but not the installation of conduit.

LABORER  SKILLED - BUILDING AND HIGHWAY

The skilled laborer building (BLD) and heavy & highway (HWY) dassification shall encompassthe following types of work, irrespective of the site
of the work: flagging, caisson worker pius depth, gunnite nozze men, lead man on sewer work, welders, cutter burners and torchmen, chain saw
operator, paving breaker, jackhammer and drill operators, layout man and/or drainage tile layer, steel form setter - street and highway, air
tamping hammerman, signal man on crane, concrete saw operator, concrete saw operator walk behind, screenman on asphalt pavers, front end
man on chip spreader, laborers tending masons with hot material or where foreign materials are used, muitiple concrete duct - leadman,
luteman, asphait raker, curb asphalt machine operator, ready mix scalemen (permanent, portable or temporary plant), laborers handling
masterplate or similar materials, laser beam operator, coring machine operator, plaster tenders, underpinning and shoring of buildings, material
selector when working with fire-brick or castable material, fire watch, signaling of all power equipment, tree topper or trimmer when in
connection with construction, and diver tender.

MATERAL TESTER/ INSPECTOR!: Hand coring and drilling for testing of materials; field inspection of uncured concrete and asphatt.



MATERAL TESTER/ INSPECTORIL: Feld inspediion of welds, structural steel, fireproofing, masonry, soil, facade, reinforcing steel, formwork,
cured concrete, and concrete and asphalt batch plants; adjusting proportions of bituminous mixtures.

This shall encompass {aborers, workers and mechanics who drive contractor or subcontractor owned, leased, or hired pickup, dump, service, or
oil distributor trucks. The work indudes transporting materials and equipment (induding but not limited to, oils, aggregate supplies, parts,
machinery and tools) to or from the job site; distributing oil or liquid asphalt and aggregate; stock piling material when in connectin with the
actual oil and chip contract. The Trudk Driver (Ol & Chip Resealing) wage dassification does not indude supplier delivered materials.

Other Qassifications of Work:

For definitions of dassifications not otherwise set out, the Department generally has on file such definitions which are available. If atask to be
performed is not subject to one of the dassifications of pay set out, the Department will upon being contacted state which neighboring county
has such a dassification and provide such rate, such rate being deemed to exist by reference in this document. If no neighboring county rate
appliesto the task, the Department shall undertake a special determination, such special determination being then deemed to have existed



under this determination. If a project requiresthese, or any classification not listed, please contact IDOL at 217-782-1710 for wage ratesor
darifications.

LANDSCARING

Landscaping work falls under the existing dassifications for laborer, operating engineer and truck driver. The work performed by landscape
plantsman and tandscape laborer is covered by the existing dassification of laborer. The work performed by landscape operators (regardless of
equipment used or itssize) is covered by the classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by landscape truck drivers (regardless of
size of truck driven) is covered by the dassifications of truck driver.
