Through the
platform, staff are able to easily compare assessments to measure success of student learning and
determine future learning needs by providing immediate feedback of learning to both staff and
students. Formative provides over 20 different activity and assessment types, a secure
assessment platform, and will translate into over 30 languages. The educators will be able to
measure student growth over time in all content areas, adapt assessments to required
accommodations and modifications, and easily break down data into meaningful chunks to allow
for collaboration to best support student learning needs.
