Waiving Liability on Foreign Travel With the Exception of Canada 
 

 Whereas, the District is supportive of being inclusive of all students, and 
 

 Whereas, Resolution E-5-09-2628 said the District desires to clarify for students, staff 
and parents that it does not assume any liability whatsoever for participants in trips outside of the 
United States, and 
 
 Whereas, it is the District’s intention to allow educationally beneficial student travel to 
Canada; 
 
 Now, Therefore Be It Resolved, those trips taken by students and staff outside the United 
States with the exception of Canada are not sponsored or approved by Independent School 
District No. 709, St. Louis County, State of Minnesota.  In addition, all staff who accompany 
students on such foreign travel trips are expected to obtain a liability release and waiver from the 
student’s parents/guardians prior to the trip.  This liability release and waiver, and all written 
communication regarding such trips, should include the text of this resolution. 
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
