The district starts receiving state funding in September of each year. The District is 
classified by TEA as payment class 2 and will receive 50% of our state aid funding 
prior to tax collections and the remaining 50% will come between April and August, 
with settle-up payments commonly happening after August. Federal revenue is being 
received for indirect cost associated to federal funds and interim SHARS claims.   
 
This is the eighth month of our FY26 fiscal year. The attached analysis compares 
February 2026 YTD to February 2025 YTD.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU) 

by and between 

UNIVERSITY OF NORTH TEXAS AT DALLAS 

and 

GARLAND INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT 

 

 

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is entered into this on February 23, 2026, by and 

between the University of North Texas at Dallas ("UNTD"), on behalf of the School of Education, 

and Bussey Middle School in Garland ISD (collectively, "Parties") to establish a university-based 

mentor practice school site. 

 

I. Purpose 

 

The above parties are entering into this MOU to participate in The Bridges Program; a cooperative 

educational program providing a university-based mentorship program for new UNTD alumni 

certified in Texas as EC-12 Special Education classroom teachers. The Bridges Program was created 

to promote a seamless transition from the university to the classroom for new special education 

teachers who meet inclusion criteria. This agreement enables academic collaboration between the 

parties to research the effectiveness of a university-based mentor as a supplement to district-assigned 

school-based mentors bridging the transition from a university student to a classroom teacher. 

 

II. Goals 

 

The goals of this Agreement are to: 

1) Help improve EC-12 Special Education teacher retention by supporting the transition to the 

classroom for UNTD alumni who have entered the classroom as Texas-certified EC-12 

Special Education teachers by continuing the sense of community and trust built in the 

university setting. 

2) Improve EC-12 Special Education teacher retention by helping the UNTD alumni teachers 

navigate the challenges of finding effective resources, managing stress, and problem-solving 

situations with the administration, their grade level team, and families. 

3) Assist UNTD School of Education to continue developing a long-term relationship with the 

partner school district by providing a university-based mentor to help transition from the 

university for alumni EC-12 Special Education teachers. 

 

III. Program Terms  

 

To carry out and fulfill the aims of this Agreement, each institution will appoint the appropriate 

person at each of their campuses to serve as the Institutional Liaison and to coordinate the activities 

under the terms of this Agreement. The Institutional Liaisons will be responsible for evaluating 

activities under this Agreement according to the practices of their respective institutions. The 

Institutional Liaisons will act as a point of contact concerning the Program.

1) The UNTD School of Education Bridges Program will provide a university-based mentor 

to alumni EC-12 Special Education teachers. 

2) Garland ISD and The UNTD Bridges Program Mentor will collaborate to guide UNTD 

alumni EC-12 Special Education teachers regarding this agreement and program 

expectations. 

3) The UNTD Bridges Program Mentor will pass all state and local background checks and 

follow all district and/or school rules and policies regarding classroom observations and 

campus visits. 

4) The UNTD Bridges Program Mentor will serve as supplemental support and will not 

replace the district or school-based mentor.  

5) The UNTD Bridges Program Mentor will collaborate solely with the participating 

school’s liaison if an area of need or concern has been identified to ensure the 

participating UNTD alumni EC-12 Special Education teachers receive the appropriate 

support.  

6) Both parties will monitor the progress and effectiveness of the Bridges Program 

7) The UNTD Bridges Program shall be executed in accordance with TEXAS’ 

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE: EDUCATOR’S CODE OF ETHICS. 

 

IV. UNTD Bridges Program Role and Responsibilities 

 

1) The UNTD School of Education Bridges Program will identify alumni certified through the 

state of Texas as EC-12 Special Education classroom teachers for The UNTD Bridges 

Program.  

2) The participating school will be notified of the eligible alumni EC-12 Special Education 

teacher(s) and the name and contact information of the assigned Program Mentor.  

3) The Program Mentor will help the UNTD alumni EC-12 Special Education teacher navigate 

the challenges of finding appropriate and effective resources, managing stress, and problem-

solving situations with the administration, their grade level team, students, and families. 

4) The UNTD Bridges Program Mentor will communicate weekly with the alumni EC-12 

Special Education teacher. Communications may include in-person classroom visits, virtual 

meetings, emails, and cell phone text conversations.  

5) The UNTD Bridges Program Mentor will meet directly with the Garland ISD’s School 

liaison to answer questions, collaborate, and engage in good-faith problem-solving to help 

the alumni EC-12 Special Education teacher develop the skills and dispositions needed to 

become effective classroom teachers. 

6) The UNTD Bridges Program will establish a community of support for UNTD alumni EC-

12 Special Education teachers to help improve the retention of new teachers.  

7) The parties acknowledge that the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) 

applies to all research study records. No disclosure or re-disclosure of personally identifiable 

information of any student shall be made except as from the other party to what is reasonable 

and necessary for legitimate educational interests under the purposes of this Agreement. It is 

understood and agreed that in accordance with FERPA, records will be kept as confidential 

as possible under current local, state, and federal laws. 

8) All artifacts gathered during The UNTD Bridges Program (classroom observations, meeting 

notes, emails, texts, etc.) will be kept on a password protected computer or in a locked cabinet 

in the principal investigator’s locked office at UNTD and used to evaluate the effectiveness 

of the program.  

9) UNTD intends to release information, data, writings, or material resulting from The UNTD 

Bridges Program and reserves the right to use such in any way for educational and internal 



 

research purposes. Any published articles that result in this research will be shared with the 

participating school district. 

10) Participants of this program will not be identified in the analysis or presentation of the data 

in subsequent publications and presentations at local, national, and/or international academic 

conferences.  

 

V. Bussey Middle School Roles and Responsibilities 

 

1) Garland ISD agrees to provide a district- or school-based mentor to participating UNTD 

alumni EC-12 Special Education teachers. 

2) The participating school agrees to notify the UNTD Institutional Liaison of the name and 

contact information of the Bussey Middle School Institutional Liaison.  

3) Bussey Middle School agrees to allow the UNTD Institutional Liaison to conduct classroom 

visits with the alumni EC-12 Special Education teachers and to provide space for face-to-

face meetings between The UNTD Bridges Program Mentor and the alumni EC-12 Special 

Education teacher when needed.  

4) The Bussey Middle School Institutional Liaison will meet directly with The UNTD Bridges 

Program Mentor to answer questions, collaborate, and engage in good-faith problem-solving 

to help the alumni special education teacher develop the skills and dispositions needed to 

become effective classroom teachers, improving retention and student achievement.  

 

VI. Term 

 

This agreement shall remain in effect while the UNTD alumni EC-12 Special Education teacher is 

employed at Bussey Middle School, or if terminated by either party upon written notice. 

Performance under this Agreement may be terminated by either party upon 10 (10) days' written 

notice to the other.  No later modification of this Agreement shall have force or effect unless set 

forth in writing and executed by authorized representatives of both Parties.

In accordance with Texas Education Code (TEC) §31.1011 local school systems are required to 
annually certify to the State Board of Education (SBOE) and TEA commissioner that students have 
access to instructional materials covering all Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) for all 
required subjects, except physical education.

The book ends with a section on conservation and global warming
that features suggestions for things kids can do to preserve Earth's colorful animals. Much of the narrative
reads like a science textbook and includes the expected nonfiction text features: photos, captions, headers,
and a glossary and index in the back matter. Occasionally, the tone shifts to a more conversational voice
with references that won't always hit the mark for young readers. For example, Aitken at one point wishes
that he could "be a toucan while traveling economy on international flights!" However, the main draw of this
book will be its smart, vivid photography. Kids will page through this title again and again to enjoy photos of
colorful and peculiar mantis shrimp, notsostealthily camouflaged arctic foxes, and electric blue poison dart
frogs. VERDICT A solid purchase with plenty for animal lovers and nonfiction browsers to pore over.
Grades 47. This inviting collection of 20 reallife, truly amazing ocean experiences will appeal to curious
middlegrade readers, whether they’re wildlife lovers, budding oceanographers, or againstallodds
survivalstory enthusiasts. Every chapter concentrates on one phenomenon (underwater volcanoes,
shipwrecks, lost cities, midocean shark cafés) and begins with a specific event amply supported by
additional examples, scientific explanations and reports on ongoing research, environmental and
conservation concerns, and other kidfriendly tidbits, both trivial and aweinspiring. Overarching themes
include profound respect for the mysteries of the deep and the thrill of making new discoveries (coverage is
current through 2024). There’s also great emphasis on the crucial need to protect our oceans and their
wildlife. Each chapter runs around eight pages; reportedly, the final product will feature several illustrations
(art not seen). The back matter includes a glossary and an extended list of additional resources. Equally
useful as a research tool or as a leisurereading recommendation, this appealing offering has broad
crosscurricular applications and will add depth to public and school library STEM collections.
PreschoolGrade 3. Alone for the holidays, a man is delighted when a pear tree, complete with partridge, is
delivered “from his true love.” Bemusement begins when (of course) the gift is repeated the next day, along
with (of course) two turtle doves. As the gifts continue to mount (a phone call with his perplexed girlfriend
yields only mutual frustration), the man is resigned to make the best of things as this cavalcade of presents
grows. Described in a wry, laconic firstperson voice—peppered with dry, witty asides—the increasingly
surreal situation plays out in Rex’s trademark blend of absurdity and charm. As an impromptu parade of
birds, dancers, drummers, milkmaids, lords, and ladies turns into a riotous spectacle, a boy wistfully wishes
he could sell it all—to buy books for his school. After spending the day counting the ways people frolic
today, our man is inspired to rally his holiday pals to offer up a chaotically successful breakfast fundraiser.
The proceeds fund a list of a dozen library essentials—graphic novels, howto guides, medal winners,
Golden Books—in batches descending from 12 to a single printer cartridge (instead of a partridge, of
course). Always deft and detailed, Rex’s expressive comic drawings are set against glowing, layered
backdrops reminiscent of Wayne Thiebaud’s iconic pastry displays. With brilliantly lively compositions and a
festive finale, this wildly funny twist on a holiday tune delivers heart, hilarity, and true love (of course).
Reindeer Dasher is back for a third time (most recently Dasher Can't Wait for Christmas, rev. 11/23), here
befriending a polar bear named George while enjoying the northern lights. Dasher tries unsuccessfully to
teach George how to fly; on Christmas Eve, Christmas works its magic for George (and Dasher) when
Santa helps George "know how it feels to fly." Tavares's splendid digital illustrations of snowy Arctic scenery
and soaring sleigh rides complement his heartfelt holiday story of new friendship.

When the Goldilock family
returns to the nowtrashed campsite, an apologetic mama and papa bear come to get their cub, ending the
tale with a humorous misunderstanding. Yaccarino’s illustrative style has a vintage feel with a muted color
palette dominated by earthy browns that cause the blue sky and golden locks of the Goldilock family to pop.
An author disclaimer and examples of campsite safety are also incorporated to help readers avoid their own
bear situation. Part fractured fairy tale, part camping cautionary tale, this entertaining offering will delight
young and old readers alike.

Retired North Carolina Fish and Wildlife Law Enforcement dog Ripley is a stalwart, loyal German shepherd
who has dedicated herself to taking care of her young human, Charlie, as well as Charlie’s mom, Amelia,
ever since Charlie’s father, Max, died five years ago. Sadly, Ripley can sense that she is nearing the end of
her own life after she falls getting off of Charlie’s bed. The vet confirms that Ripley has osteosarcoma,
devastating Charlie and her mother with the news. The two have been fairly isolated since Max’s death, and
Ripley worries that her humans will not have enough support after she’s gone. As the dog and her family
check items off a bucket list of the former’s favorite activities, like chasing sandpipers at the beach, they find
themselves truly reckoning not only with her death, but Max’s as well. Charlie and Amelia both start to make
new friends, including a boy named Nathan who is dealing with the recent loss of his mother. There is no
rest for the weary—Ripley must unofficially return to duty to protect her humans from dangerous poachers
who threaten the preserve where Amelia works. This tearjerking middlegrade novel is the passionate and
tender fourth installment in Hoyle’s caninecentric bibliography, following Millie (2024). Written in the first
person from Ripley’s point of view, the narrative roots itself in sensory details, such as the “nervous
chemicals [that] tint [Charlie’s] breath” when Ripley falls and the physical strain of the family’s financial woes
(“I don’t know what it is about the word money, but it always makes my girls tense and their words stiff”).
Peppered throughout are Tarkela’s blackandwhite digital illustrations, which are proficient but less
emotionally evocative or memorable than the story itself. An affecting emotional roller coaster chronicling a
loyal dog’s last days with her human family.
Toes, Teeth, and Tentacles celebrates and highlights the numerous unusual and strangely fascinating
features and appendages of all kinds of animals, from horns to toes and stomachs to hearts. From the
twotongued loris to a scallop's 200 eyes, readers will find joy in numbers with this latest book by these two
masters of nonfiction. While not a counting book in the traditional sense, readers will enjoy learning all kinds
of fun facts from the animal world as they look for fingers and fins!
Grades 25. “They thought she was harmless. They underestimated her.” Here McGuire directs a rare and
wellearned salute to a French curator who, concealing her knowledge of German, not only stood quietly by
and took careful notes as Nazi invaders looted the art collections of Paris but, as Allied armies approached,
slipped the Resistance a headsup when one last train full of crated treasures was set to depart.

In the illustrations, Valland’s small, erect figure sometimes looks ghostly as scowling Nazi soldiers scurry
obliviously past, piling up artworks to carry away or, tragically, burn. But her determination and courage
shine throughout.

Instead, pages
are completely filled with colorful, cartoonlike drawings that occasionally sprawl across doublepage spreads
and effectively convey actions, situations, or occurrences associated with various sounds. The intent is to
evoke vocal responses (introductory directions include opening the book, making a suggested sound, and
giggling). The images aptly capture such clamorous opportunities as lightning strikes and bursting balloons,
lions roaring and sheep bleating, and both flat tires and snakes hissing (and, yes, kissing, sneezing, and
farting). Part of the fun is that, whether imitating rustling leaves or bellowing dragons, there are multiple
correct answers and rarely an incorrect attempt (is there one definitive sound for a pig falling off a
trampoline?). From rather quiet (watching snow fall, whispering a secret) to progressively distinctive
(cracking an egg, snipping scissors) to really startling (erupting volcano, police siren), this attractive
vocabulary builder will appeal to preschoolers, language learners, and creative writers searching for
onomatopoetic inspiration.

The rhyming text follows the iconic cadence of the source material, making for a
worthy read-aloud that will keep little hands turning pages.

Executive Summary:   

The Texas Education Agency (TEA) has modified the purchasing module of the Financial 
Accountability System Resource Guide to permit the use of an “Extended RFP Process”. This 
process is different from the traditional RFP process as it affords districts the ability to accept, 
evaluate, and award proposals as they are received throughout the term of the agreement. The 
benefits of this process allow the district to be more responsive to unforeseen and unexpected 
events that require compliance with purchasing law. Along with the benefits, TEA requires 
internal controls to ensure the process is used properly.

1. Local policy will dictate which purchases require approval by the Board of Trustees -
$150,000 or greater in accordance with CH Local.

2. The standard procurement process should be used when possible.

3. The Purchasing Department, in conjunction with Committee(s) will establish 
guidelines to ensure all requirements listed in the Financial Accountability System 
Resource Guide are met. At a minimum, the following guidelines must be 
established:

� Establish the categories in which responses will be received

� Determine the frequency of reviewing and approving responses

� Determine the criteria for accepting and rejecting responses

� Review existing contracts to ensure the needs cannot be met with 
an existing contract.

By design of the extended RFP, we are adding additional vendors to continue creating a 
pool of awarded instructional material vendors that have been approved and vetted for 
Garland ISD campuses and departments. The spend for this RFP is an average of the 2 
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years expenditure for instructional material. Reviewed and approved by Jill Harvard, 
Assistant Director of Special Education, Mark Booker, Executive Director of 
Purchasing, and Darrell Dodds, Chief Financial Officer.
