Decriminalizing all currently illegal substances and replacing present
incarceration systems with comprehensive, individualized mental health
response programs.

Protecting the rights of substance users and their families, and reducing
harms associated with substance use and misuse.

Increasing public access to naloxone/Narcan, the opioid overdose antagonist.
Ensuring substance use disorder treatment facilities are accessible,
affordable, and utilizing evidenced-based modalities with exemplary, quality
standards of care.

Promoting non-predatory, ethically-based marketing tactics for substance use
disorder treatment centers and recovery residences.

Improving public health outcomes by ensuring that all substance users have
access to clean using supplies, and piloting safe consumptions facilities in
high needs communities.

Identifying progressive and effective drug policy models nationally and across
the globe.

Improving the quantity, quality, inclusivity, and affordability of recovery
residential models, and reducing barriers to accessibility of these residences
by specifically mandating that all recovery homes are: a) establishing the
ability for residents to use medication-assisted treatments and other
prescribed psychiatric medications during their stay, b) offering robust
continuum of care services, ¢) incorporating overdose prevention policies, d)

advocate, d) offering linkage and transportation to treatment, and e) doing
everything possible to avoid releasing a patient from the ED before care
linkages are established.

Redistributing funding from criminalization activities to treatment, education
and harm reduction initiatives, which aid in reducing recidivism, and
bolstering resiliency.

Implementing evidence-based policies to ensure jails and prisons are
establishing: a) an appropriate compassion-based culture and environment for
inmates with mental health disorders, b) a plethora of options for treatment
and recovery programming, ¢) harm reduction services for justice-involved
populations currently serving time or post-release, specifically naloxone
access and linkages to housing, employment, legal, and mental health
services.

Educating the robust law enforcement community regarding compassionate
interactions with substance users and innovative programs to link people to
care, including diversion program education and funding.

Strengthening the 911 Good Samaritan Law to eliminate possible misuse of
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the law by law enforcement through eliminating the ability to prosecute for
violent crimes such as manslaughter, aggravated battery, drug-induced
homicide, and any other laws inferring an individual present at any overdose
participated in violence or attempted murder towards the individual who
overdosed.

What is a Federally Qualified Health Center(FQHC)

A Federally Qualified Health Center (FQHC) strives to help meet the needs of an underserved area or
population. The FQHC provides primary outpatient services and opportunities for employment for the
community, often while working to meet community initiatives. These services target health disparities
and work to empower underserved areas with high-quality patient care.

An FQHC qualifies for enhanced reimbursement from The Health Resources and Services
Administration (HRSA) beyond Medicare and Medicaid benefits. As a nonprofit and tax-exempt
organization, an FQHC can receive grants from the government, the private sector, and donations in
addition to Medicare and Medicaid funding. Any patient care center can apply to become an FQHC if the
health center meets specific requirements to receive funds from HRSA.

VILLAGE MANAGERS REPORT

SEPTEMBER 20, 2022

TRANSFER STATION CLEANUP

As reported last month. The old Public Works/Republic Services transfer station (village owned
property) located at 2"d Ave and Wilcox St. is badly in need of cleanup. Currently the site has a
large amount of debris consisting of tree branches, landscape materials, tires, household items,
and heavy furniture. Additionally, the site contains a significant amount of materials such as
broken concrete, asphalt, gravel, and miscellaneous building/road materials.

Over the years, the site has been utilized by Republic Services as a transfer station and a
general dumping site used by the public works department. Moreover, it has been, and
continues to be a dumping ground for others.

Currently the site is fenced and gated, however there are condition issues, especially with the
gate. In general, the site lacks good security and can easily be accessed.

Public Works Director John West is recommending that the Village cleanup the site (see
attached memo dated August 8, 2022, from your August 16 packet). Mr. West obtained a
proposal from our new waste hauler, LRS, to cleanup a portion of the site.

Cost for partial cleanup could exceed $50,000. The partial cleanup includes the portion of the
transfer station related to general debris found on the south side of the lot.

Road, building and landscape debris, located on the north side of the lot, is not included in this
proposal. Removal of that debris would require much more effort and cost.

To make a positive, long lasting, impact to the site, security issues need to be addressed prior to
any cleanup efforts taking place. Currently we are assessing the security needs and will be
pricing out all options. Additionally, we are working with LRS on available cost and payment
options as it relates to the partial clean up. This matter will be referred to the Infrastructure
and Sustainability Committee for review and recommendations.

Cost for cleanup and security is not in this year’s fiscal budget. Funding for cleanup/security
would need to be identified prior to approval. ARPA funds may be an option. As more
information becomes available this will pass on to the appropriate trustee committee.

OSHA — FIRE DEPARTMENT COMPLIANCE

As reported last month, the Village is in receipt of an lllinois Department of Labor — OSHA
Citation and Notification letter. OSHA preformed a workplace {Fire Department) inspection on
or about June 27, 2022. The inspection addressed various complaints of workplace conditions.
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The result of the inspection identified 26 citations within the Fire Department. The letter
provides details on each citation and actions needed to be taken by the Village Fire Department
to satisfy OSHA. Deadlines for compliance have been provided.

Update: Fire Department command staff, along with other city staff, are diligently working to
rectify the situation and come into compliance. Significant progress has been made on certain
OSHA citations however, there are matters still open and being worked on. We hope to have
all matters resolved by October 30, 2022. More information to follow.

EMPLOYEE HANDBOOK REVISIONS

As reported last month, a revision to the Employee Handbook was in process. Update: A draft
of a new employee handbook, with related policies, has been completed. This matter will be
forwarded to the Ordinance and Policy Committee for presentation and review. The next
Ordinance and Policy Committee meeting is scheduled for September 26, 2022. Staff will work
with the committee chair to set the agenda.

PATROL UNION AGREEMENT

Contract negotiations for a new patrol officer union agreement has been completed. A final
version of the contract will be presented to the Village Board for Approval in October. Parties
from both sides diligently worked on this matter and the result was a fair and equitable
agreement that benefited all parties.

SNOW REMOVAL PRE-TREATMENT PROPOSAL

Public Works Director John West has submitted a proposal for the purchase and installation of a
snow removal — pre-treatment/pre-wet system. The funds for the system have been allocated
in the 2022/23 village budget. The amount of the proposal is $36,191.10. There is only one
proposal submitted.

Prior to submitting this for Village Board approval it is my recommendation that this matter
appears before the Infrastructure and Sustainability Committee for review.

The next committee meeting is scheduled for Thursday September 22. If approved by the
committee, this item will move to the October 4 COW and then to the Village Board for final
approval on October 20.

COMCAST PHONE AND INTERNET UPDATE - CABLING

Village IT Consultant, Marvin Savage, is working closely with Comcast on implementation of a
new phone system and upgrade to the villages internet connectivity. Equipment and materials
have been ordered and work will begin as soon as the order arrives.

Cabling of the Police Station and Fire Stations 1 and 2, will begin shortly. The work has been
scheduled with Proven IT.

ISSUE STATEMENT

To revise the scope of the 2022 Green Infrastructure Alley Improvement project to authorize a
change order that reflects new project costs due to special soil management conditions and to
modify Village and MWRD grant contributions.

DISCUSSION AND/OR ANALYSIS

As presented at the last Village Board meeting, during the standard environmental soil testing
performed for this project, issues with special soil management were identified. At that time,
initial cost projections for remediation of the project site were projected to be $312,800. The
cost for remediation exceeded 40% of the total cost of the project and the additional cost for
remediation was a village responsibility.

Given the circumstances, Village Engineer, Bill Peterhansen, recommended at that meeting,
that further review and analysis was in order. Additional site testing confirmed that soil
conditions required significant remediation. Please see Bill Peterhansen memo dated
September 9, 2022 for more detailed information.

After thorough review of additional site and soil reports, Village Engineer Bill Peterhansen,
presented his findings and recommendations to me for discussion and consideration. Based
upon a variety of factors, we felt that the best course of action to take was to reduce project
scope and to minimize the cost of remediation of soil management conditions.

As part of the revised project, alley #313 was removed from the project, leaving alley #s 415
and 432 in the project scope. Alley #313 will be moved to the 2023 project list using alternate
construction methods to minimize the total cost of the project and to potentially use other
forms of funding.

This proposal is being forwarded to your attention for consideration and for submission to the
Regular Village Board Meeting, should you deem appropriate and applicable.

While no one program will end gun violence, the Village of Maywood Police Department would
like to implement a one-day Gun Buyback Program this fall, to be held at Village Hall, 40 W.
Madison Street, Maywood, IL.

With more police officers on the ground, upgrading of police department technology, youth
initiatives, the implementation of crisis intervention and fostering community relationships with
citizens collaboratively in tandem with this program will hopefully make for safer streets within
the Village.

Under the Federal Department of Justice Equitable Sharing Program Permissible Usage Guidelines
(attached and highlighted), five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) from Maywood Police Department’s
Asset/Forfeiture account, which has a current balance of $30,237.01, will be utilized for the
program’s gift cards.

Depending on the type of weapon, citizens turning in firearms will be rewarded with Visa gift
cards in $50.00 increments. Visa gift cards will be awarded as follows:

e Rifles or shotguns - $ 50.00
e Handguns - $100.00
e Automatic rifles (AK) - $200.00
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ALL FIREARMS WILL BE RETRIEVED WITH A
NO-QUESTIONS ASKED BY LAW ENFORCENMENT OFFICERS.

The following rules and information will be provided to the public regarding the process for
turning in the firearms. They are as follows:

ALL FIREARMS MUST BE UNLOADED AND STORED IN THE TRUCK UPON
ARRIVAL - THERE WILL BE NO HANDING WEAPONS TO ANY PERSON AT
THE EVENT

FIREARM SHOULD BE PUT IN SEPARATE BAGS (PAPER OR PLASTIC)
AMMUNITION MUST BE PUT IN A SEPARATE BAG (SEPARATE FROM
FIREARMS)

DRIVERS WILL LINE UP AND ENTER ON THE WEST SIDE (EASTBOUND

UNLOCK TRUNK BUT DO NOT EXIT VEHICLE (UNLESS NECESSARY TO

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Department of Justice Equitable Sharing Program
Interim policy guidance regarding the use of equitable sharing funds

Effective immediately, the policies outlined below replace the existing policies included in the
Department of Justice Guide to Equitable Sharing for State and Local Law Enforcement Agencies
(2009) (Guide) Section VIIL.A.1 and 2. These policies will be incorporated into the next edition of
the Guide.

V. What Are the Uses of Equitably Shared Property?

Asset forfeiture is a powerful tool that provides valuable resources to state and local law
enforcement that may not have otherwise been available. Equitably shared funds must be used
in accordance with this Guide for law enforcement purposes that directly supplement the
appropriated resources of the recipient law enforcement agency. Sharing will be withheld from
any state or local law enforcement agency where the governing body, state or local law,
regulation, or policy requires or directs 1) specific expenditures of shared funds, 2) the transfer
of federal equitable sharing funds to non-lJaw enforcement agencies, or 3) expenditures for non-
law enforcement purposes.

To avoid a conflict of interest or the appearance of a conflict of interest, any person or
members of his or her immediate family who was involved in an investigation which led to the
forfeiture of property to be sold is prohibited from purchasing, either directly or indirectly, that
forfeited property.

A. General guidance on Supplantation and Budgeting

1. Supplantation—Shared funds must be used to increase or supplement the resources
of the receiving state or local law enforcement agency or any other ultimate recipient
agency. Shared funds shall not be used to replace or supplant the appropriated
resources of the recipient. The recipient agency must benefit directly from the
sharing. In determining whether supplantation has occurred, the Department of
Justice will examine the law enforcement agency’s budget as a whole and allow
agencies to use equitable sharing funds for any permissible purpose as long as
shared funds increase the entire law enforcement budget. The Department of
Justice may terminate sharing with law enforcement agencies that are not permitted
by their governing body to benefit directly from equitable sharing.

Example of Improper Supplantation: A police department receives $100,000 in
federal sharing money only to have its budget cut $100,000 by the city council. In this
instance, the police department has received no direct benefit from equitable sharing
whatsoever. Rather, the city as a whole has received the benefit of the sharing.
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2. Anticipated shared property should not be budgeted — Agencies should not
“spend it before you get it” or budget anticipated receipts. Receiving agencies may
not commit to the spending of sharing funds for a certain purpose in advance. For
example, if a local law enforcement agency files a Form DAG-71 and anticipates a
50 percent share of $100,000, the anticipated $50,000 should not be obligated or
budgeted for two reasons: (1) the completion of the forfeiture is uncertain; and (2)
the amount of the sharing that will ultimately be approved is also uncertain.
However, agencies may earmark or budget sharing funds already received.

B. Use of shared funds

Except as noted in this Guide, equitably shared funds shall be used by law enforcement
agencies for law enforcement purposes only. The uses outlined below are examples of
permissible and impermissible expenditures. If an agency is unsure whether a proposed
expenditure is permissible, it should email afmls.aca@usdoj.gov.

Shared funds may be used for any permissible agency expenditure and may be used by both
sworn and non-sworn law enforcement personnel, except as noted in salaries. The fact that
shared property was forfeited by a particular unit or as a result of a particular federal violation
does not limit its use to purchases only for that unit or to further investigations only for that
particular federal violation. If an agency wishes to support a multi-agency expenditure, such as
a new payroll system or city municipal building, with a non-law enforcement agency, the law
enforcement agency’s costs based on its use may be calculated on a pro-rata basis.

1. Permissible uses

a. Law enforcement operations and investigations—the support of investigations
and operations that further the law enforcement goals or missions. For example,
payments to informants, purchase of evidence, buy-back programs, “buy” money,
reward money (annual'dues paid to a crime tip organization or payment for a
specific reward for information in a specific case), recruitment and advertisement
costs, and translation and interpretation services.

b. Law enforcement training and education —the training of investigators,
prosecutors, and sworn and non-sworn law enforcement personnel in any area
that is necessary to perform official law enforcement duties. For example, training
and conference registration fees, speaker fees, or costs to produce training
curriculum. This provision does not permit donations or the fransfer of funds to
associations or organizations providing training.

Tuition for law enforcement classes necessary to the performance of sworn or non-
sworn personnel’s official duties is also permitted. For example, criminal justice,
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language, constitutional law, accounting/finance, or forensics classes could be
permissible provided that the employee’s regular duties require knowledge of
such topics.

Law enforcement, public safety, and detention facilities—the costs associated
with the purchase, lease, construction, expansion, improvement, or operation of
law enforcement or detention facilities used or managed by the recipient agency.
For example, the costs of leasing, operating, and furnishing an off-site undercover
narcotics facility. Capital improvements should not be made on leased property or
space since the law enforcement agency will not benefit from the improvements
upon termination of the lease.

Approval from AFMLS is required prior to building new facilities or making
structural changes to existing facilities. Approval is not required for cosmetic or
non-structural improvements such as cabling, electrical, interior walls, carpeting,
or furniture costs.

. Law enforcement equipment—the costs associated with the purchase, lease,
maintenance, or operation of law enforcement equipment for use by law
enforcement personnel that supports law enforcement activities. For example,
furniture, file cabinets, office supplies, telecommunications equipment, copiers,
safes, fitness equipment, computers, computer accessories and software, body
armor, uniforms, firearms, radios, cellular telephones, electronic surveillance
equipment, vehidles (e.g., patrol and unmarked vehicles), animals and animal-
related expenses.

. Joint law enforcement/public safety operations — the costs associated with the
purchase of multi-use equipment and operations used by both law enforcement
and non-law enforcement personnel. For example, 911 call center equipment,
defibrillators, search and rescue boats, aircraft, and diving equipment. These
expenditures are exempt from the pro-rata calculation. This provision does not
include equipment to be used solely by non-law enforcement personnel, such as

fire and EMS vehicles.

Contracting for services — the costs associated with a contract for a specific service
that supports or enhances law enforcement is permitted. For example, helicopter
services, feasibility studies, forensic accountant for a specific case, auditor to
perform an audit of equitable sharing funds, subject matter expert, grant writer,
software developer. Contracts for long-term and/or full-time employment services
or services that should be provided by an agency employee are not permitted.

. Law enforcement travel and per diem—the costs associated with travel and
transportation to perform or in support of law enforcement duties and activities.
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All related costs must be in accordance with the agency’s per diem policy and
must not create the appearance of extravagance or impropriety.

Law enforcement awards and memorials— the costs associated with the purchase
of plaques and certificates for law enforcement personnel in recognition of a law
enforcement achievement, activity, or training. Shared funds may not be used to
pay awards in the form of cash or cash equivalents such as stored value cards.

Shared funds may be used to pay the costs for commemorative plaques, displays,
or memorials on law enforcement property that serve to recognize or memorialize
a law enforcement officer’s contributions, such as a memorial plaque or stone in
honor of an agency’s officers killed in the line of duty. The plaque, display, or
memorial must not create the appearance of extravagance.

Drug and gang education and other awareness programs—the costs associated
with conducting awareness programs by law enforcement agencies. For example,
meeting costs, motivational speakers, child identification kits, and anti-crime
literature or software.

Matching funds—the costs associated with paying a state or local law enforcement
agency’s matching contribution or share in a state or federal grant program for
items other than salaries, provided that the grant funds are used for a permissible
law enforcement purpose in accordance with this Guide. For information
regarding the use of equitable sharing funds to match federal salary grants, see
Section V.B.3.

Transfers to other law enforcement agencies— cash transfers of shared funds from
one state or local law enforcement agency to another. In order to receive a cash
transfer of shared funds, the law enforcement agency must be compliant with the
Agreement, Certification, and Audit provisions of this Guide (see Section X). All
cash transfers must be used in accordance with the permissible use provisions of
this Guide. The agency transferring funds is responsible for verifying that the
recipient agency is eligible to receive sharing. The transfer must be reported on the
Equitable Sharing Agreement and Certification form filed by both the transferring
and recipient agencies. Transferring agencies must verify the recipient agency’s
compliance at the time of transfer on the agency compliance list found on AFMLS’
public website.

Support of community-based programs— transfers of shared funds from a state or
local law enforcement agency to a state, county, or local governmental agency or
community non-profit organization (501(c)(3) or (4)). An agency may, at its
discretion, transfer up to a total of $25,000 of its shared funds annually to
community-based programs whose missions are supportive of and consistent with
a law enforcement effort, policy, and/or initiative. Examples include a drug
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treatment facility, job skills program, or a youth program with drug and crime
prevention education. The chief law enforcement officer must approve the transfer
and must ensure the recipient is a qualified entity.

2. Impermissible uses

a.

Use of forfeited property by non-law enforcement personnel —Personnel from
non-law enforcement agencies are not permitted to use shared vehicles, forfeited
property, or items taken for official use or purchased with shared funds.

Creation of endowments or schelarships—Shared funds may not be used to
create or establish endowments or scholarships.

Uses contrary to the laws of the state or local jurisdiction—Shared funds and
property may not be used for any purpose that would constitute an illegal or
improper use of state or local law enforcement funds or property under the laws,
rules, regulations, and orders of the state or local jurisdiction of which the agency
is a part.

Personal or political use of shared assets—Shared funds may not be used for any
use that creates the appearance that shared funds are being used for political gain
or personal benefit. For example, campaign paraphemalia, gym memberships, bar,
union, or other individual dues.

Purchase of food and beverages—Shared funds may not be used to pay for food
and beverages (alcoholic and non-alcoholic) except for meals during local
operations. Shared funds may be used to purchase food and beverages if state or
local law or rules governing reimbursement of expenses permit officers to be
reimbursed for such expenses. For example, meals purchased for officers engaged
in a disaster operation, such as earthquake or hurricane relief, or per diem for
meals while an officer is on official travel.

Extravagant expenditures— Recipient agencies should use federal sharing funds
prudently and in such a manner as to avoid any appearance of extravagance,
waste, or impropriety. For example, tickets to social events, hospitality suites at
conferences, or meals or travel in excess of the per diem.

Petty cash accounts and stored value cards — Shared funds may not be used to
establish petty cash accounts, purchase prepaid credit cards (except for use as a
form of payment for buy-back programs), or any other type of transaction where
expenditures are not monitored and tracked to ensure permissibility in accordance
with this Guide.
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h. Purchase of items for other law enforcement agencies — Shared funds may not be
used to purchase equipment or other permissible items for other law enforcement
agencies. To ensure proper tracking and accounting of funds, agencies wishing to
support other participating law enforcement agencies must transfer the cash
required for such purchases to the recipient law enforcement agency. The
recipient law enforcement agency must report the receipt of funds and the
expenditure on its annual Equitable Sharing Agreement and Certification form.
See Section V.B.1.k for inter-agency transfer of funds.

i. Costs related to lawsuits — Shared funds may not be used to pay attorney fees,
settlement payments, or any other related costs of lawsuits involving the agency or
its employees.

j- Loans - Shared funds may not be used as advance payment for expenditures being
reimbursed or paid by other funds. For example, OCDETF overtime
reimbursements and appropriated funds.

k. Money laundering operations — Shared funds may not be used to support state
and local undercover money laundering operations.

3. Salaries

Equitable sharing funds may not be used to pay the salaries and benefits of sworn or
non-sworn law enforcement personnel. The purpose of this rule is to protect the integrity of
the Asset Forfeiture and Equitable Sharing Programs so that the prospect of receiving equitable
sharing funds does not influence, or appear to influence, law enforcement decisions.

Exceptions: Equitable sharing funds may be used to pay the salaries and benefits
of current law enforcement officers and personnel in the limited situations listed

below.!

Task force agencies may only pay salaries as a match to a federal grant or officer
overtime. To avoid a conflict of interest, at no time can a task force member’s full
salary be paid with equitable sharing funds.

(1) Matching federal grants—Shared funds may be used to pay the match
requirement for the salaries and benefits of current sworn and non-sworn
law enforcement personnel funded by federal grant programs.

1 For the purposes of this provision, prosecutors and members of the National Guard are considered sworn law
enforcement personnel.

For purposes of these drafts, | have anticipated the public hearing date as
Tuesday, December 6, 2022 and the approval date of the tax levy ordinance at the Village Board
meeting scheduled for Tuesday, December 20, 2022. As you know, the Village Board needs to take the
following actions:

Adopt “Resolution Determining the Estimated Village of Maywood Real Estate Tax Levy
for Year 2022” in November 2022 (available Board of Trustees meeting date: Tuesday,
November 15, 2022).

2. Publish “Notice of Proposed Real Estate Tax Levy Public Hearing for the Village of
Maywood for Year 2022” (not more than 14 nor less than 7 days prior to the proposed
Tuesday, December 6, 2022 Public Hearing; target publication date: Chicago Sun Times or
Chicago Tribune: one time during Wednesday, November 16, 2022 through Tuesday,
November 22, 2022) (in the past, the Village has handled the publication).

3. Conduct a Public Hearing on the 2022 Tax Levy on Tuesday, December 6, 2022 (7:00 p.m.)
(tentative date).

4. Adopt the 2022 Tax Levy Ordinance, on Tuesday, December 20, 2022.

S. File a certified copy of the 2022 Tax Levy Ordinance with the Cook County Clerk on or before
the last Tuesday of December 2022 (December 27, 2022). THIS SHOULD BE FILED NO LATER
THAN WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 21, 2022 DUE TO THE HOLIDAYS.

In the past, the publication of the Tax Levy Public Hearing Notice has been handled by Village of
Maywood (“Village”) staff. After the Notice is published, please provide me with a copy of the
publisher’s certificate.

As the process moves forward and the tax levy amounts and any other missing information is
provided to me, | will finalize the enclosed “draft” documents and return final versions to you so that
they can be voted upon at the appropriate Village Board meetings.

As a reminder, and due to changes in the Firefighter and Police Pension Fund laws, and the
Settlement Order of the now-settled lawsuit filed by the Maywood Firefighter Pension Fund, | have
cited Sections from the Firefighter/Police Pension Fund Settlement Agreement that place certain
restrictions on the Corporate Authorities' approval of the Annual Real Estate Tax Levy as follows:

Settlement Agreements - Firefighters and Police Pension Fund Litigation

“6.The VILLAGE agrees that it will provide the PENSION FUND with a Certified Copy of the
VILLAGE'S Annual Tax Levy Ordinance each year when such Ordinance is filed with the Cook
County Clerk's Office.

7. Commencing with the fiscal year 2004/2005, and continuing thereafter, the VILLAGE shall
annually levy a tax upon all taxable property within the VILLAGE in accordance with and
required by Section 4-118 of the Illinois Pension Code (40 ILCS 5/4-118). The amount of taxes
to be levied for each fiscal year shall be determined by an enrolled actuary chosen jointly by
the VILLAGE and the PENSION FUND. The VILLAGE shall be responsible for the cost of such
agreed upon actuary. Neither party shall unreasonably withhold their approval of the
selection of such enrolled actuary.
% %* *

13. It is expressly understood that the Circuit Court of Cook County, Chancery Division, shall
retain jurisdiction over this action for the purposes of enforcing the terms of this Agreement.”
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The Village is required to make annual funding contributions to the Police Pension Fund and
the Fire Pension Fund in accordance with the Illinois Pension Code and the Pension Fund Settlement
Agreements. 40 ILCS 5/3-125(a) (Police Pension Fund); 40 ILCS 5/4-118(a) (Fire Pension Fund).

Prior to January 1, 2012, the Village was required to make annual contributions in a manner that
would fully fund both pensions by the year 2033. 40 ILCS 5/3-125 (prior to Public Act 96-1495) (Police
Pension Fund); 40 ILCS 5/4-118 (prior to Public Act 96-1495) (Fire Pension Fund). The amount of the
required contributions was set by an annual report generated by an actuary.

State law relative to pension contributions changed in 2012, when the Governor signed Public
Act 96-1495 into law. This Public Act changed the formula used to calculate the Village’s pension fund
contributions. Under Public Act 96-1495, effective January 1, 2012, the Village is required to make
annual contributions that would increase the funding levels to a “90% fully funded” threshold by the
year 2040 pursuant to annual actuarial reports generated using the actuarial method of “project unit
credit,” and using the value of the funds’ assets as of March 30, 2012. 40 ILCS 5/3-125 (Police Pension
Fund); 40 ILCS 5/4-118 (Fire Pension Fund).

The Public Act also requires that municipalities meet funding obligations in the future by
implementing:

1. State-shared revenue diversions to pension funds beginning in 2016 equaling the difference
between the Village’s contribution and the required actuarial contribution. Three year
phase-in with up to one-third of State-shared revenue diverted in 2016, up to two-thirds in
2017, and up to the full contribution difference beginning in 2018.

2. Expanded investment authority including corporate bonds for all funds and greater equity
investments for funds with assets of at least $10 million.

3. Afive-year smoothing of actuarial gains and losses.

Moreover, the Public Act changes the following benefits for new hires, those brought in after
January 1, 2012:

Normal retirement age of 55.

Early retirement at age 50 with a 6% reduction for each year prior to age 55.
Pensionable salary cap of $106,800 indexed to 1/2% of the CPI-U.

Final average salary calculated using the last 8 of 10 years.

Survivor benefit of 66 2/3%.

Cost-of-living adjustments beginning at age 60 for retirees and survivors.

SHELIF I

As you know, in 2011 the Pension Funds reinstituted litigation relative to the alleged failure by
the Village to levy appropriate amounts in violation of the Settlement Agreements. This litigation has
been settled in 2017 because the Village has complied in successive years with its pension contributions.
Failure to levy the appropriate amount will result in an adverse action against the Village.
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2022 Tax Levy and 2023/2024 Budget Consideration

Automatic annual wage increases payable to over 90% of the Village employees are required
under the collective bargaining agreements. As you know, these wage increases impact the 2022/2022
Budget and the 2022/2023 Budget and Village operations, and need to be considered in determining the
2022 Tax Levy.

In past years, my office has filed the above-referenced Ordinances with Cook County and then
provided the Village Clerk with stamped copies for the Village’'s file.

A RESOLUTION DETERMINING THE ESTIMATED
VILLAGE OF MAYWOOD REAL ESTATE TAX LEVY FOR YEAR 2022

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 18-60 of The Truth In Taxation Law (35 ILCS 200/18-60), the
Corporate Authorities of the Village of Maywood shall, not less than twenty (20) days prior to approving
the 2022 Real Estate Tax Levy Ordinance, "determine the amounts of money, exclusive of any portion of
that levy attributable to the cost of conducting an election required by the general election law,
hereafter referred to as ‘election costs’, estimated to be necessary to be raised by taxation for that year
upon the taxable property in its taxing district"; and

WHEREAS, Sections 18-70 and 18-75 of The Truth In Taxation Law (35 ILCS 200/18-70 and 18-75)
require the corporate authorities of the each taxing district to give public notice of and hold a public
hearing on its intent to adopt an aggregate tax levy, if the estimated tax levy will exceed 105% of last
year’s final aggregate levy, including any amount abated before extension. For transparency purposes,
the corporate authorities of any taxing district may hold such public hearing on its intent to adopt an
aggregate tax levy even if the estimated tax levy will not exceed 105% of last year’s final aggregate levy.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE

the Village of Maywood prior to the final approval of the real estate tax levy ordinance, which is
anticipated to occur at the Regular Village Board Meeting to be held on Tuesday, December 20, 2022.

SECTION 2: Pursuant to Section 18-70 of The Truth In Taxation Law (35 ILCS 200/18-70), the
corporate authorities of the Village of Maywood will conduct a public hearing on this proposed levy or
any amendment thereto at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, December 6, 2022 in the Village Council Room
located at 125 South 5th Avenue, Maywood, lllinois.

WHEREAS, Transportation Enhancement activities have been eligible for funding under the
Surface Transportation Program since its inception under the Intermodal Surface Transportation
Efficiency Act of 1991 (P.L.102-240). In 1998, the United States Congress amended the definition of
Transportation Enhancement activities by inserting the phrase “relates to surface transportation” as
part of the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (P.L.105-178). In 2005, the Safe, Accountable,
Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (P. L. 105-59) restated the requirement
that “activities relate to surface transportation,” listed the twelve eligible Transportation Enhancement
activities and made minor revisions to clarify project eligibility. The Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient
Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users also set a minimum base for Transportation Enhancement
funding based on fiscal year 2005 apportionments; and

WHEREAS, the Illinois Department of Transportation (“IDOT”) administers the distribution of
funds made available under the Transportation Enhancement Program; and

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood, Cook County, lllinois
(the “Village Board”) desire to authorize and approve of the submittal of a grant application to IDOT’s
lllinois Transportation Enhancement Program (“ITEP”) for the project referred to as the “Roosevelt Road
Streetscape Improvements Project (13th Avenue to 1st Avenue)”, (the “Project”), which, if approved,
will be constructed within the guidelines and regulations of the Transportation Enhancement Program
and its Grant. A copy of the ITEP Grant Application is attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and made a part
hereof; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to its authority set forth in Section 6 (Powers of Home Rule Units) of Article
VIl (Local Government) of the lllinois Constitution of 1970 and the applicable provisions of the lllinois
Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/), the President and Board of Trustees of the Village find that it is in the
Village’s best interests to authorize the approval, execution and submittal of the ITEP Grant Application
to the ITEP to request funding for the Project.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF MAYWOOD,
COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1: Recitals. The statements set forth in the preambles of this Resolution are found to
be true and correct and are adopted as part of this Resolution.

SECTION 2: Approval of ITEP Grant Application. The President and Board of Trustees of the
Village of Maywood authorize the approval, execution and submittal of the ITEP Grant Application
(Exhibit “A”) and all other necessary documents to IDOT’s lllinois Transportation Enhancement Program
in order for the Village to be eligible to receive the ITEP Grant and to construct the Project, and further
authorize the following actions:

A. The Village President, the Village Clerk, the Village Manager, the Village Attorney and the Village
Engineer, or their designees, are authorized to execute and submit the ITEP Application and

such other documents and supplemental materials as are necessary to file a complete ITEP
Grant Application with IDOT’s lllinois Transportation Enhancement Program on behalf of the
Village of Maywood or as requested by IDOT as part of the application process.

B. The Village Manager, the Village Attorney and the Village Engineer, or their designees, are
authorized to communicate and meet with staff and consultants from IDOT’s lllinois
Transportation Enhancement Program regarding the ITEP Application in order to facilitate the
consideration and approval of the Application by the ITEP.

SECTION 3: Direction to Act. In addition, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of
Maywood authorize and direct the Village President, the Village Manager, the Village Finance Director,
the Village Treasurer, the Village Clerk, the Village Attorney and the Village Engineer, or their designees,
to execute such instruments and other documents to make the approved expenditures and take such
other necessary actions to comply with the authorization and direction set forth in this Resolution.

SECTION 4: Effective Date. This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its
adoption and approval, or as otherwise provided by law.

The Illinois We recently met with Village staff and discussed the submittal of an application for the
2022 llinois Transportation Enhancement Program (ITEP). The ITEP program is offered on a cyclical
basis and typically becomes available every two years. The program offers federal funding for
projects such as Pedestrian/Bicycle Facility Improvements and Streetscapes.

Background
The ITEP program maintains approximately $125 Million dollars of federal funding for the State of

lllinois with a maximum of three million dollars to be allotted per project. The breakdown of cost
sharing is eighty percent (80%) federal funding with twenty percent (20%) local matching funds.
The federal participation is applicable to all phases of engineering (Phase |, Il, and Ill} as well as
construction. Several exceptions include Right-of-Way acquisition, easements, and street lighting.
Those items would receive fifty percent (50%) federal funding with fifty percent (50%) local
matching funds required.

At least 20% of the projects are slated to be awarded to “high need communities” and the local
matching funds required shall be determined based on a sliding scale.

2022 Application Submittal
The following project is brought forward for board consideration:

Roosevelt Road Streetscape Improvements — (13" Avenue to 1% Avenue)

The primary focus of the project would be to improve the aesthetics, access, and safety
within the right-of-way along the Roosevelt Road business corridor. The project would

improve pedestrian mobility, safety and access, improve intersection safety, and
incorporated streetscape elements such as sidewalk improvements, decorative brick
pavers, decorative pedestrian lighting improvements, street furniture, bicycle racks, trees,
planter boxes, shrubs, signage, striping, and other ancillary items.

The Village would have the option of adding additional enhancements outside the scope of
funding of the ITEP program such as gateway signage, banners, hanging plants, and
monuments. This work could be included in the construction contract but would need to
be 100% Village funded.

Below is a preliminary estimate of costs based on the general scope of the project.
Conservative assumptions of cost for all aspects of the project have been utilized due to
the many unknowns regarding IDOT requirements of State owned Roosevelt Road,
potential business development coordination, and public involvement needs.

The 20% matching funds would be eligible to come from a combination of the Roosevelt Road TIF
and Proposed TIF #4 or General Fund. Approximately 85% of the project is within the Roosevelt
Road TIF, leaving 15% (the section between 3™ Avenue and 1% Avenue) to be paid for through the
Future TIF Expansion, General Fund, or other funding source.

Additionally, the three phases of Engineering required (Phase | — Preliminary Engineering, Phase 1l —
Design Engineering, and Phase Ill — Construction Engineering) would all be eligible for grant funding.
Correspondingly, due to the utilization of federal funding the Village would need to follow the
Qualification Based Selection (QBS) system to select a professional engineering service provider for
each phase of work.

Proposed Schedule

If the Village is fortunate to receive a project award, the project would take several years to pass
through the design engineering stages and receive all approvals from IDOT, including the
engineering agreement approval process.

Generally, the approximate schedule is as follows:

IDOT Announcement of Grant Recipients December 15, 2022
Phase | Engineering — IDOT Approval June 1, 2024
Phase Il Engineering — IDOT Approval June 1, 2025
Begin Construction September 1, 2025
Complete Project July 1, 2026

Action

If the Village Board approves the associated resolution of support for the project, we will work
together with staff to prepare the completed application by the deadline of September 30, 2022.

We believe this project is a strong candidate for funding as it not only provides
improvement to the Village of Maywood, but also benefit to the greater Roosevelt Road

corridor.

Parade and Scope of Request

temporarily close a portion of State Highway Route 171 to conduct the Parade is in the best interests of
the Village, the Village residents, the Proviso East High School students and the public.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
VILLAGE OF MAYWOOD, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, THAT:

SECTION 1: Each paragraph above is incorporated by reference into this Section 1 and made a
part hereof as material and operative provisions of this Resolution.

SECTION 2: If such permission is granted by the IDOT, the President and Board of Trustees of the
Village agree to direct and authorize the Village Manager, or their designee, including the Police Chief
and Director Public Works, to install, erect and maintain all necessary and appropriate detour signage
and vehicle traffic signage, barriers and barricades to ensure that all highway traffic during the period
specified for the Parade shall be detoured over the following routes:

A Northbound Traffic on State Highway Route 171 will be detoured East on Madison
Street, and then North on Thatcher Avenue, and then West on Washington Boulevard,
and continue North on State Highway Route 171.
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B. Southbound Traffic on State Highway Route 171 will be detoured East on Washington
Boulevard and then South on Thatcher Avenue, and then West on Madison Street, and
continue South on State Highway Route 171.

SECTION 3: If such permission is granted by the IDOT, the President and Board of Trustees of the
Village agree to assume full responsibility for the direction, protection and regulation of the vehicle
traffic during the time the detour is in effect, and all liabilities for damages of any kind occasioned by the
closing of State Highway Route 171; and it is further agreed by the President and Board of Trustees that
efficient all-weather detours will be maintained to the satisfaction of the IDOT and conspicuously
marked for the benefit of traffic diverted from State Highway Route 171 and that all detour markings
will conform to the requirements of the IDOT Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

SECTION 4: The President and Board of Trustees of the Village further authorize and direct the
President and Clerk (or their designees) to execute the IDOT permit and such other documents as are
necessary to fulfill the Village’s obligations under this Resolution, and the IDOT issued permit, and to pay
all budgeted and appropriated costs that are necessary to fulfill the Village’s obligations under this
Resolution and the IDOT issued permit. In addition, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village
authorize and direct that the Village President, the Village Clerk, the Village Manager, the Village
Engineer and/or the Village Attorney, or their designees, transmit a fully executed, certified copy of this
Resolution to the IDOT and to all other parties and agencies that are entitled to receive such documents,
as required and directed by IDOT or any other governmental oversight regulatory agency, in order to
comply with the terms of the IDOT issued permit.

SECTION 5: This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption and
approval as required by law.

PROJECT (Reducing the Original Contract Price and Increasing the Village's Matching
Share of the Project Costs), with the Change Order attached as Exhibit “A”

Village Engineer Bill Peterhansen has recommended approval of the enclosed Ordinance
authorizing Change Order Number 1 for the payment of necessary, extra work (special soil
management) and the reduction in the original contract price to account for the removal of the Alley No.
313 scope of work, which will be completed by J. Nardulli Concrete, Inc. for the 2022 Green
Infrastructure Alley Improvements Project {“Project Contract”). The original Project Contract amount
was $753,762.50. With the approval of Change Order Number 1, the new total Project Contract amount
is $738,619.25 (a reduction of $15,143.25) and the Village’s estimated, matching share of the Project
Costs are $379,236.98 (an increase of $153,108.23).

The Project funding sources consist of Metropolitan Water Reclamation District Grant Funds and
matching Village General Funds.

Per 720 ILCS 5/33E-9 (Criminal Code; Change Order Statute) and the Public Works Contract
Change Order Act (50 ILCS 525/5), approval by the corporate authorities is required for any change
order that increases or decreases the Project Contract amount by more than $10,000.00 or extends the
Project completion date by 30 days.

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING CHANGE ORDER NUMBER 1
TO THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE VILLAGE OF MAYWOOD
AND J. NARDULLI CONCRETE, INC. FOR THE PERFORMANCE OF
THE 2022 GREEN INFRASTRUCTURE ALLEY IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT
(Reducing the Original Contract Price and
Increasing the Village’s Matching Share of the Project Costs)

WHEREAS, on July 13, 2022, the Corporate Authorities of the Village of Maywood (“Village”)
adopted Resolution No. R-2022-32 approving a Construction Services Agreement with J. Nardulli
Concrete, Inc. of Cicero, lllinois (the “Contractor”) relative to the performance of construction activities,
including the construction of three (3) green alleys at the following locations within the Village: Alley No.
313 — “T” Alley bounded by 20th Avenue, 19th Avenue, Washington Boulevard, and Randolph Street;
Alley No. 415 — North-South Alley between 12th Avenue, 11th Avenue, Washington Boulevard, and
Randolph Street; and Alley No. 432 — North-South Alley between 16th Avenue, 15th Avenue, Madison
Street, and Warren Street (the “Project”) (the “Project Contract”). The total Project cost set forth in the
Project Contract was a “not-to-exceed” price of $753,762.50 (the “Contract Price”). A copy of the Project
Contract is incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof; and

WHEREAS, after the start of the Project, it was determined that certain soils to be removed as
part of the Project will require special soil management, which was not anticipated since the alleys abut
residential properties, and which will increase the Village’s share of the Project cost. Because the
Contractor will be required to perform additional special waste soil disposal activities that were not
contemplated in the original Project Contract, a change order is necessary. To minimize the increased
Project costs, the Village Engineer recommends that the Alley No. 313 work (“T” Alley bounded by 20th
Avenue, 19th Avenue, Washington Boulevard, and Randolph Street) be removed from the Project. Alley
No. 313 would be completed at a later date under a new competitively bid contract, because all of the
proposed excavated soils for this Alley are classified as special waste soil requiring the higher cost of
disposal. With Alley No. 313 work removed from the Project and the increased costs associated with
special waste soil disposal for Alley No. 415 and Alley No. 432, the Village Engineer has estimated the
cost of the additional construction activities to complete the Project produces a net low to high change
order range of $34,612.23 to $153,108.23 for the Village’s share of the matching Project costs. Based on
the Village Engineer’s estimate, Change Order Number 1 to the Project Contract has been prepared to
provide for a new total Project Contract amount of $738,619.25 (a reduction of $15,143.25) and an
increase in the Village’s matching share of the Project Costs of $379,236.98 (an increase of
$153,108.23). A copy of Change Order Number 1 is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, upon approval of Change Order Number 1, the original Contract Price for the Project
of $753,762.50 shall be decreased to $738,619.25 (the “Amended Project Contract Price”); and

WHEREAS, the sources of funding for the Project as originally contemplated consist of seventy
percent (70%) funding of construction of the Project through the Green Infrastructure Program of the
MWRD with Grant Funds in the amount of $527,633.75, with the remaining thirty percent (30%) of
$226,128.75 to be funded through the Village’s General Fund. The estimated-additional construction
costs of Change Order No. 1 ($153,108.23) will be 100% Village funded as part of its matching
contribution; and
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WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities of the Village agree to authorize and approve the
additional Project Costs by approving Change Order Number 1 for the Project; and

WHEREAS, based on the recommendation of the Village Engineer, the Corporate Authorities of
the Village make the following findings and determinations (see bolded text) in accordance with the
Ilinois Compiled Statutes, Chapter 720, Section 5/33E-9 regarding changes to the Construction Contract:

1. The Change Order (or series of change orders) recommended in Exhibit "A”, which is
attached hereto and made a part hereof, increases or decreases the contract sum by
$10,000.00 or more [YES], OR

2. The Change Order increases or decreases the contract time by thirty (30) days or more
[NO], OR
3. The Change Order (or series of change orders): (a) is (are) made necessary by

circumstances not foreseeable at the time the Project Contract was signed; (b) is (are)
germane to the Project Contract as originally signed; and (c) is (are) in the best
interests of the Village [YES for a, b and c].

In addition, the Corporate Authorities of the Village make the following finding and
determination pursuant to Section 5 of the Public Works Contract Change Order Act (Public Act 93-
0656): the amount of the Change Order (or series of change orders) does not increase the original
contract price by 50% or more of the original contract price and thus the Village is not obligated to re-
bid the additional work proposed under the Change Order.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
MAYWOOD, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1: Each Whereas paragraph set forth above is incorporated by reference into this
Section 1.

SECTION 2: The Corporate Authorities of the Village of Maywood approve Change Order
Number 1 to the Project Contract to authorize the payment of the Amended Project Contract Price
amount of $738,619.25 (a reduction of $15,143.25) and the Village’s increased matching share of the
Project Costs of $379,236.98 (an increase of $153,108.23) payable to the Contractor, in accordance with
Change Order Number 1, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.

SECTION 3: The Corporate Authorities of the Village of Maywood authorize and direct the
Village President, the Village Clerk, the Village Treasurer, the Village Manager and the Village Engineer,
or their designees, to execute, process and deliver the necessary checks, wire transactions, change order
documents and such other instruments necessary to comply with the authorization and direction set
forth in this Ordinance.

SECTION 4: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption, approval
and publication in the manner provided by law.

Background
The 2022 Green Infrastructure Alley Improvements consists of alley improvements to the following

alleys:
e Alley No. 313 - “T” Alley bounded by 20t Avenue, 19*" Avenue, Washington Boulevard, and
Randolph Street
e Alley No. 415 - North-South Alley between 12" Avenue, 11*" Avenue, Washington
Boulevard, and Randolph Street
e Alley No. 432 - North-South Alley between 16" Avenue, 15" Avenue, Madison Street, and
Warren Street

We have recently been informed that certain soils to be removed as part of the project will require
special soil management. This will significantly increase costs to the project.

The contractor performed his standard environmental soil testing in accordance with Clean
Construction or Demolition Debris Fill Operations (CCDD) requirements per the lllinois
Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA). The contractor must obtain this certification by an
environmental engineer before he can deliver soils to a landfill that is considered a “clean fill site”.

An unforeseen amount of soils have tested outside of the allowable thresholds for CCDD approval
and are considered “non-special waste”. This means that the contractor cannot take the excavated
soils to the local landfills as anticipated, but rather must bring them to a special facility such as
Laraway Landfill in Joliet or Zion Landfill. There are additional costs for the duration of the extra

hauling as well as special dump fees so that the soils can be managed in accordance with IEPA
requirements. The soils are reported to contain elevated levels of naturally occurring metals,
elevated pH level (acidity), as well as other sources of environmental concern based on historical
use of the area. While the soils in place are not of human concern, they nonetheless need to be
transported and managed at an additional cost.

The soil testing results are unforeseen due to the fact that the alleys are all abutted by residential
properties and as such the typical outcome is that the soils would test as “clean”. Typically we see
poor results more frequently when working in an industrial or commercial corridor, and in those
cases the special soil management is anticipated/included within the contract.

We have met with staff and reviewed options in which to move the project forward without an
overwhelming financial strain. If the project scope as-bid is left unchanged, the Village will need to
be prepared to pay an additional $312,800.00 above the original share of $226,128.75, for a total
amount of $538,928.75. This is a worst case scenario that results in and overall increase in
construction costs of 41.5%. We discussed this at the previous board meeting and were requested
to provide an alternate option for consideration.

Recommendation

A viable option to move the project forward is to remove Alley #313 from the project. The
remainder of the project could be completed this Fall, utilize MWRD grant funding, and minimize
overages to the Village’s budget.

Alley #313 was found to contain 100% soils that need special management. In contrast, Alley #415
and Alley #432 were found to contain soils that need 40% and 50% special management,
respectively. It would be in the Village’s financial interest to focus on the two (2) alleys with less
special soil management as part of this project: Alley #415 and Alley #432.

Due to the finding of Alley #313 needing 100% special soil management, the alley would be better
suited to be constructed as a conventional concrete pavement. The conventional concrete
pavement design would minimize excavation and the subsequent special management of soils,
resulting in a lesser total of cost overages. The project would be shovel ready with a limited
revision to the design, and then bid for construction upon the approval of the proposed TIF
expansion in 2023.

We discussed this option with both MWRD and the Contractor. The MWRD has offered to maintain
their 70% share of construction funding (excluding non-special waste). The Contractor has been
cooperative and has offered to maintain his unit prices as bid, despite the reduction in economy of
scale.

Furthermore, Alley #313 has a shallow existing gas main that needs to be lowered by Nicor for
safety reasons. There is a chance that Nicor’s work will extend well into the Fall and Alley #313
would not be able to be constructed until 2023.

*Based on past experience with soil management and dump operations, we anticipate the most
likely outcome will be a cost increase to the Village in the amount of $34,612.23. However, the
Village needs to be prepared and budget for the worst case scenario in the amount of $153,108.23.

Furthermore, we have compared the cost to constructing the alleys with a conventional concrete
pavement without the use of MWRD funding. The Village is still saving approximately $195,000 by
utilizing the MWRD program for the two (2) alleys.

Action
If Village desires to move forward with Change Order No. 1, a resolution will need to be approved

and we will notify the contractor to schedule work accordingly for construction this Fall.

AT THE 702 SOUTH 8TH AVENUE PROPERTY

WHEREAS, the Village of Maywood (the “Village”) is a home rule unit pursuant to the provisions
of Article VII, Section 6(a) of the Illinois Constitution of 1970, including the right to exercise any power
and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and

WHEREAS, Section 11-1-1 of the lilinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/11-1-1) grants to
municipalities the authority to pass and enforce all necessary police ordinances; and

WHEREAS, Section 11-80-2 of the lllinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/11-80-2) grants
municipalities the authority to regulate the use of streets within the Village; and

WHEREAS, Section 11-208 of the Illinois Vehicle Code (625 ILCS 5/11-208) authorizes local
authorities within the State to restrict the use of highways as authorized in Chapter 15 of the Vehicle
Code; and

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood desire to make
certain amendments to Chapter 72 (Stopping, Standing And Parking) and Chapter 76 (Parking Schedules)
of Title 7 (Traffic) of the Maywood Village Code concerning the adoption, posting and enforcement of
certain on-street parking regulations and restricted parking signs and the issuance of related permits for
persons with disabilities by authorizing the creation of drop-off zones for persons with disabilities (the
“Code Amendments”) and to authorize the posting of drop-off parking zone signage for persons with
disabilities at the 702 South 8th Avenue property; and

WHEREAS, at an August 22, 2022 public meeting, the Ordinance and Policy Committee reviewed
the proposed Code Amendments and received input from Village staff and provided an opportunity for
input from the public, and then favorably recommended the Code Amendments to the President and
Board of Trustees of the Village; and

WHEREAS, as a home rule unit of local government, the Village may regulate property and
property owners located within the corporate boundaries of the Village; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to its home rule authority granted under Article VII, Section 6 of the lllinois
Constitution of 1970, and the authority granted under the applicable provisions of the lllinois Municipal
Code (65 ILCS 5/) and the lllinois Vehicle Code (625 ILCS 5/15), the Village President and Board of
Trustees find that adopting the Code Amendments set forth below is in the best interests of the Village,
the Village residents, business owners, property owners and the public.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
MAYWOOD, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:
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SECTION 1: Each Whereas paragraph set forth above is incorporated by reference into this
Section 1.

SECTION 2: Chapter 72 (Stopping, Standing and Parking) of Title VIl (Traffic Code) of the
Maywood Village Code is amended to add a new Section 72.35 (Drop-Off Zones For Persons With
Disabilities) as follows (new text is marked with underlining; deletions to existing text marked using
strikethrough):

“§ 72.35 DROP-OFF ZONES FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES.

(A) It shall be unlawful for any person to park a vehicle in any public parking area posted as a
“Drop-Off Zone for Persons With Disabilities”, unless that person is parked in such parking area for
purposes of picking up or dropping off one or more persons with disabilities from the property that
applied for and received authorization to post the Drop-Off Zone for Persons With Disabilities signage.

(B) Upon request of a person with disabilities who has been issued a Certificate of
Registration pursuant to 625 ILCS 5/3-616 or any Village institution that provides services to persons
with disabilities and approval of the corporate authorities of the Village by ordinance, a parking space in
the street adjacent to the residence of the persons with disabilities or the Village institution shall be
designated by the posting of official signage of the Department of Public Works as reserved for Drop-Off
Zone for Persons With Disabilities. No person shall park a motor vehicle in the space so designated
unless it bears special registration plates issued pursuant to 625 ILCS 5/3-616. If a permanently disabled
resident or a Village institution desires a drop-off zone for disabled persons, the application for such a
sone shall follow the below procedures of this section and criteria listed. Drop-off zones for persons with
disabilities shall meet the following criteria:

1. The person or entity seeking the drop-off zone for persons with disabilities must
demonstrate the need for such a zone. Factors to be considered in determining the
need for such a drop-off zone shall include the following: the number of persons with
disabilities traveling to and from the proposed drop-off zone location, the frequency of
this activity, the difficulties encountered without the proposed drop-off zone and the
alternate solutions available.

2. The proposed drop-off zone for persons with disabilities shall not have a substantial
negative impact on existing parking and traffic conditions in the area.

3. The need which must be demonstrated under this Section must not be the need for
parking for persons with disabilities, but rather the need for a location to stop a vehicle
which carries a person or persons with disabilities only long enough to drop off or pick
up such person or persons from a designated place. The regular use of special motor
vehicles or buses for the transport of persons with disabilities to and from a designated
place shall be considered as evidence indicating the need for a drop-off zone for persons
with disabilities, rather than the need for parking for persons with disabilities.

4. The size of a Village-approved drop-off zone will be determined based on the size of the
transport vehicle typically used (e.g., automabile, van, bus).

(C) Any person who violates this Section shall be fined as set forth in & 39.99 of this Code.”
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SECTION 3: Schedule VII (Handicapped Parking Spots and Zones) of Chapter 76 (Parking
Schedules) of Title VII (Traffic Code) of the Maywood Village Code is amended as follows (new text is
marked with underlining; deletions to existing text marked using strikethrough), including its title:

“SCHEDULE VII. HANDICAPPED PARKING SPOTS AND DROP-OFF ZONES FOR PERSONS WITH
DISABILITIES.

The corporate authorities—hereby authorize the placement of handicapped parking signs
and/or drop-off zone for persons with disabilities signs at the following locations and hereby-direct the
Village staff to place signs necessary for the designation for such locations:

Street Side Location Type of Signage

4™ Avenue East 1517 South 4th Avenue handicapped parking signage
17" Avenue West 1008 South 17th Avenue handicapped parking signage
17" Avenue East Opposite side of public handicapped parking signage

right-of-way from
1008 South 17th Avenue

21%t Avenue East 15 South 21st Avenue handicapped parking sign
8th Avenue East 702 South 8th Avenue drop-off zone for persons

with disabilities signage

SECTION 4: To the extent necessary, all tables of contents, indexes, headings, and internal
references or cross-references to sections that need to be amended or deleted within the Maywood
Code of Ordinances, as amended, as a consequence of the above Code Amendments, shall be amended
by the Village’s codifier so as to be consistent with the terms of this Ordinance.

SECTION 5: All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, in conflict with the provisions of this
Ordinance, to the extent of such conflict, are repealed.

SECTION 6: Each section, paragraph, clause and provision of this Ordinance is severable and, if
any provision is held unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not affect the

remainder of this Ordinance, nor any part thereof, other than that part affected by such decision.

SECTION 7: Except as to the Code amendments set forth above in this Ordinance, all Chapters
and Sections of the Maywood Village Code, as amended, shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 8: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage,
approval and publication as required by law.

Rent to the Village per rent escalations every five years that are based on the Consumer Price Index for
Urban Consumers (CPI-U).
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Paramount now desires to assign the Lease Agreement to Clear Channel in accordance with the
provisions of Section 16 of the Lease Agreement. To accomplish the assignment, Paramount and Clear
Channel have requested that the parties approve the enclosed Consent to Assignment of Billboard Lease
Agreement dated October 21, 2002 (“Consent to Assignment”) and an Estoppel Certificate. However,
Paramount neglected to pay Base Rent and the required rent escalations to the Village for most of the
term of the Lease Agreement.

From the
proceeds paid at the closing of the conveyance of the Lease Agreement from Paramount to Clear
Channel, Paramount agrees to pay $84,703.64 to the Village, which is the remaining amount owed to
the Village under the Lease Agreement for the unpaid rent escalations to the annual Base Rent
payments based on the CPI-U escalation (“Unpaid Rent”). Paramount has also neglected to comply with
Section 3 of the Lease Agreement, which required Paramount to provide the Village on an annual basis
with proof of a general comprehensive insurance policy in the amount not less than $2,000,000, a
workers’ compensation insurance policy per the statutory amount, an employer’s liability insurance
policy per the statutory amount; designate the “Village of Maywood, its officials, officers, agents and
employees” as “additional insureds” in the insurance coverages; and to post a $50,000 performance
bond with the Village of Maywood to secure the billboard company’s performance under the Lease
Agreement (“Non-Compliance Lease Items”).

The Consent to Assignment and the Estoppel Certificate have been reviewed by the Village

In addition, under the Consent to Assignment,
Clear Channel agrees to comply with the terms and provisions of the Lease Agreement, including the
requirement that Clear Channel “assumes all rights, responsibilities and liabilities under the Lease
terms”.
