| am providing a brief recap/update/summary of various matters that have been previously
reported and/or remain open. In addition, | am providing a summary of our transitional
meetings that have taken place since May 8.

IT MATTERS - UPDATE

Most of the Impact Networking system network implementation phase is complete. The
following work is in process of being implemented and should be completed within 30 days,
unless noted below.

e Caselle Server migration — waiting on equipment delivery and then installation.

e Umbrella policy — block/monitor access to websites that could cause security issues.
Final phase after all other work is complete.

e Laserfiche implementation — this is on the agenda for approval. The first phase is
software and programing. The second phase will be the most important — scanning of
village records and documents. This will be a time-consuming and more expensive
project. ARPA are earmarked for this work. Estimated completion —year end 2024.

e IT inventory — ongoing process. Will be valuable information for 2025/2026 budget
process starting in January 2025.

As a reminder, all village emails have been migrated to a “.gov” domain. Old email addresses
using the “.org” domain will be maintained and linked to the new email address for the
foreseeable future.

If you are having trouble accessing your new email, please contact Marvin directly. Marvin
and/or an Impact engineer can assist with getting you set up properly.

AT&T SERVICE — OUTSTANDIN BILLING/INVOICES MATTERS - UPDATE
As previously reported, the village has moved away from AT&T for all communication needs. All
designated phone lines, emergency dispatch numbers, and direct circuits have been transferred
to Comcast or disconnected. The village and AT&T have been in dispute over various charges

that date back many years. Final invoices and past due accounts will be turned over to KTJ for
resolution with AT&T. This matter will take time to resolve. Staff, along with KTJ, will monitor
and work on a resolution. Update — final invoices have been received and have been forwarded
to KTJ for review. KTJ has assigned an attorney to handle this matter. IN PROGRESS - NOTHING

NEW TO REPORT.
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FIRE FIGHTERS’ UNION AGREEMENT — GRIEVANCES - UPDATE

Staff and legal have reached out to the union to set up a meeting to discuss the union
agreement, outstanding grievances, as well as recent arbitrator decision on minimum manning.
A meeting took place on Tuesday May 7" with the union. Progress was made regarding all open
matters. Potential global resolution topics are on the table. The union provided KTJ with
feedback/resolution on all open matters. KT] and staff met on Wednesday May 29" to discuss
proposed resolution and draft a response. Both parties are taking the approach to try and
resolve all matters under one umbrella versus tackling them individually. A report, verbal or
written, will be provided to the village board at an upcoming meeting.

OTHER UNION NEGOTIATIONS - PUBLIC WORKS TEAMSTERS, PD SERGEANTS, AND PATROL
OFFICERS

Union negotiations for the three mentioned unions are in progress or will be shortly. There
have been some delays due to schedule conflicts and external matters. Additionally, | believe,
the process has been slowed due to the transition in the village manager position. Negotiations
should be reinstated soon. More information to follow.

MAPS JR. GRANT - UPDATE

As has been previously reported, the grant period has ended. Final expenses are being
compiled, reconciled, and submitted for payment/reimbursement. Staff, including the mayors
office, Community Engagement, Finance and PD are working closely with the DOJ grant
administrators to identify available resources for final submittals. Any program expenses
(over/under) will be addressed during this process. All indications are the overall program was a
success and greatly benefited the youth of Maywood and the surrounding area.

VILLAGE AUDITS — TIF REPORTS

The Finance Department and Baker Tilly have completed the 2021/2022 audit. The 2021/2022
audit will be presented to the Finance Committee when schedules can be aligned. It is
tentatively set for the June FAGT Agenda.

Work has begun on the 2022/2023 audit with Baker Tilly. Plans are in place for completion of
the annual audits up to and including the 2023/2024 fiscal year to meet certain grant and state
requirements.

In conjunction with our annual audits, TIF reports are being prepared for submittal. TIF reports
from 2020/2021 will be submitted in May followed by the reports for 2021/2022. The required
Joint Review Board meetings will follow as required. This is an important matter that is being
addressed by multiple internal/external entities including the Community Development
Department, Finance Department, Village Managers office, KTJ, Ryan, and Hancock.
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COOK COUNTY/ELEVATE LEAD SERVICE LINE REPLACEMENT PROGRAM — LEAD LINE
INSPECTION AND LOCATE GRANT

Various external government entities are working within environment and assisting
communities within the Chicagoland area, including Maywood. Staff, along with the mayor’s
office and Hancock Engineering are closely monitoring all the activity in this area to achieve the
best level of benefit possible for Maywood. This will be an ongoing process for many years.

BUILD UP COOK PROGRAM

Maywood has been the recipient of significant funding from the Build Up Cook program to
address infrastructure needs for the police and fire departments. Additionally, the Build Up
Cook team is working closely with the mayor’s office on funding opportunities for renovation of
the Ceasefire Building. These are active conversations that could result in additional funding
over the course of the next 6 to 12 months.

RFQ — FOR ELECTRICAL, TRAFFIC LIGHTS, STREETLIGHTS, AND RELATED LOCATE SERVICES

The Villages of Broadview, Bellwood and Maywood have issued a joint Request for
Qualifications (RFQ) for various municipal services related to village electrical services including
traffic lights, streetlights and locate services.

We are currently awaiting information from Broadview on the results of the RFQ. Once we
receive the information, we will evaluate the results and present them to the infrastructure
committee for further review and/or recommendation. More information to follow.

VILLAGE POLICIES — REVIEW

An ongoing review of village policies is recommended. Various policy revisions are close to
being presented to the village board for approval. In fact, two new policies that were
recommended by our insurance carrier will be presented to the village board in June.
Additionally, there may be two other policy revisions brought forward if they pass legal review.

TRANSITION TO NEW VILLAGE MANAGER

May has been a very busy month. Many transitional meetings were scheduled between new
Village Manager Frank Torres, me, village departments, and a variety of important
partners/agents that represent the village in one way or another. Below is a brief synopsis of
some of the more important meetings that took place. Please note, all the meetings

went very well and | feel that a smooth transition has/will take place.

e HR Department (5-13) Frank, Jim, and James. Thorough review of personnel matters
and Workers Comp matters that are still open. Discussed role of HR/James including all
insurance matters, salary/benefit matters, Paycor, IMRF, employee services
(newsletter, service awards, engagement survey, and managing union matters from
contracts to grievances.

e Community Development Department (5-13) Frank, Jim, and Angela. Discussed a
variety of topics from Municipal Campus plans, to new/existing TIF’s, village parking
plans, and PPD meetings. Also discussed status of various RDA projects that are in
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process or proposed. Grant management was discussed, and the status of outstanding
grants was discussed.

Public Works Department (5-13) Frank, Jim, and Greg. General review of PW operations
and staffing was discussed. Projects and programs including sidewalk replacement, tree
maintenance plans, vacant property maintenance, and other PW obligations were
reviewed. The status of RFQ (multi village) for electrical services was discussed.
Equipment/vehicle fleet was discussed, including recent purchases and future needs.
Particular attention was given to water operations and staffing of a certified water
operator.

Fire Department (5-14) Frank, Jim, and Craig. Overall review of fire department
operation including staffing levels, number of calls, and equipment. Discussion of
current/past maintenance matters at the two fire stations. Particular attention on
union matters (negotiations) and grievances were reviewed and discussed.

Finance Department (5-14) Frank, lim, Lanya, and Tanika (partial). General operational
matters were discussed including payroll, accounts payable, utility billing, and cashier
services. Bill/invoice process and payment policy discussed (Tanika). Other matters
reviewed and/or discussed include general accounting, audit updates, grant
management, and budget process.

Fire and Police Commission (5-14) Frank, Jim, James, Gloria Clay, Captain Scott, and Jim
Brewer. Review of the role and function of the Fire and Police Commissions. Discussed
current matters related to the hiring process, new hires for Fire Department, and the
process that needs to be followed for vacancies and offer letters. Discussed current
staffing for fire and police as well as matters related to certification and training.

Water Operator — Pump House (5-23) Frank, Jim, Greg, and Paul Dowd. Overview of
operations discussed including recent improvements to operation, maintenance, and
role of the water operator. Future staffing and staff development discussed. Also
discussed were plans for new/needed maintenance of water system infrastructure.
Various other topics discussed include village wide lead line matters, water loss reports
and resolution, and computer/SCADA upgrades.

Police Department (5-29) Frank, Jim, and Chief Willis. General overview of operations.
Particular attention on current staffing, hiring of new staff, promotion process, and
future management plans. Current matters related to surplus property, vehicle needs,
use of part-time staff, and it equipment needs were reviewed and discussed.

Build Up Cook (5-13) Frank, Jim, Drew, Cindy, and engineer from build up cook.
Discussed approved improvements for generator replacements at PD and Pump House
and boiler system replacement at PD. Additional discussion on the plans and process to
follow for renovation of ceasefire building. Build Up Cook can assist in the
planning/grant process, including business plan, engineering, and architectural services.
Marsh McLennan Insurance Brokers (5-29) Frank, Jim, James, and six (6) representatives
from Marsh attended. Introductions and general overview of all insurance policies from
employee health/medical to property/casualty to cyber were reviewed and discussed.
Claim history and reporting on claims were discussed. Carriers of the village insurance
needs were reviewed and discussed. Carrier requirements on policies was discussed.
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e IPMG (5-23) Fank, Jim, James, Beverly, and Jennyfer. Zoom meeting. Overview of the
services IPMG provides the village. Works closely with HR on workers comp
matters/claims. Discussed a new process on how to improve communication between
HR, Village Manager, and elected officials on claim status. Discussed process of
property and casualty claims.

e Hancock Engineering (5-7), Frank, Jim, Greg, Bill, and Rob. Construction meetings occur
on larger projects — typically monthly. Discussed how to process payments from
contractors. General review of services that Hancock provides the village from grant
applications and grant management to engineering services on projects and general
PW/community development needs, including TIF’s.

e Impact Networking/IT (5-21) Frank, Jim, Marvin, and representatives from Impact.
Overall review of IT network systems and review of improvements implemented during
the last 12+ months. Discussion of final phase of network implementation. Continued
bi-weekly meetings will continue until implementation is complete. Discussion of roles
of village and Impact. Computer inventory and status report to be completed by Impact
and Marvin.

e LRS (5-21) Frank, Jim, Greg, Walter, and Bill Kinney attended. LaSondra joined later.
General discussion and review of services provided by LRS. Contract discussions and
potential additional services were introduced. Additional conversations took place
related to various resident service issues. Walter, Greg and LaSondra weighed in on
outstanding issues and potential solutions. Discussion of LRS operations within the
village and future use of facility and need for right-of-way.

e AT&T (5-21) Frank, Jim, Jane Holt and Kander. General overview of the village
relationship with AT&T. Discussed the issue of past services and disputed invoices. First
net was also discussed.

e TIF (5-30) Frank, Jim, Angela, Mike J, Chuck, Brett, Michele and Iryna. On-going monthly
(sometime bi-weekly) TIF meetings. General discussion on the to create four (4) new TIF
districts. Additional discussion on matters related to Joint Review Board meetings and
annual TIF reports to stay in compliance. Discussion of a schedule to meet the TIF
schedules on three (3) existing/expired TIF districts.

e Fire Department Union (5-7, 5-15, 5-29) Frank, Jim, James, Carlos, and other personnel.
Focus on outstanding union negotiation matters, outstanding grievances, and recent
arbitrator decisions. Detailed discussions internally and with union representatives on
resolution of remaining issues and of arbitrator ruling. Productive meetings on all
matters could lead to positive outcomes on all matters.

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MAYWOOD MINUTE — QUICK TOPICS

315 W. Roosevelt Road — property was acquired by the village on September 25%, 2023.
Building and Code, along with PW and PD has secured the building and its contents.
Access to the building is delayed until resolution of a lawsuit that was filed shortly after
acquisition by the previous landowners/tenants. KTJ is actively working on this lawsuit.
More information to follow.

Water Operator — The position of a Licensed Responsible Operator in Charge (ROINC)
has been secured through 2024. Staff development and training is being offered to PW
employees. One staff member is actively pursuing a water operator’s license. This staff
member is attending a water operator class and receiving on-the-job training from Paul
Dowd. He took his water operators state test two (2) weeks ago and is awaiting the
results. If successful, additional training will take place to meet the requirements of the
position.

Municipal Campus project update — This project and the timeline have been evolving
since early last year. A significant amount of work will be required to move this project
forward. Coordination of initial planning with funding will be key. The village has been
working in these areas and plans for advancing. Various funding sources have been
identified. One important matter that is actively being resolved is regarding the
completion of the annual audits. Director Satchell and her staff have been diligently
working through the audit process and have a timeline in place that should keep pace
with development and funding planning.

As reported by Village Attorney Mike Jurusik, the process to establish four (4) new TIF
districts is underway. Public Hearings for all four (4) TIF areas are complete. The next
phases in the process will occur over the course of the summer. August and September
are targeted months for the next phase to establish the new TIF districts. Final TIF
implementation should be completed prior to year-end 2024.

Park equipment installation — A great amount of work has taken place within the last 4-6
weeks related to the installation of new park equipment, including needed
improvements to the park grounds. Kudo’s go out to our PW department for their work
preparing the parks for installation of equipment and to Frank and Terri for their hard
work in coordinating the site work and securing the contracts for installation. Their
efforts will allow maximum use of the parks in 2024.

Subject: Proposal for the Purchase of Police Vehicles and Equipment

I am writing to propose the acquisition of essential police vehicles and equipment for our department's
patrol section, with the goal of enhancing operational efficiency and replacing our aging fleet. The
proposed purchase includes a 2024 Ford Interceptor for $41,782 and a 2024 Ford F-150 Pickup truck for
$56,960. Additionally, we intend to acquire necessary parts from CDS Office Technologies at a cost of
$24,782 and outfit both vehicle at an expense of $23,782. The total estimated cost for this project is
$147,306, closely aligning with the $150,000 allocated from ARPA funds. I would also like to request the
flexibility to change vendors if it results in cost savings without exceeding the allocated amount.

The inclusion of these new vehicles is critical for the patrol section’s effectiveness and the overall safety
of our community. Our aging fleet is in urgent need of replacement, and this proposal is in line with our
commitment to maintaining a reliable and modernized police force. We anticipate that the project will be
completed within 5-6 months, ensuring a seamless transition and enabling our officers to perform their
duties with enhanced capabilities.

This funding initiative will utilize ARPA permissible usage funds granted to the Village and falls within
the ARPA guidelines, which have been approved by the Committee of the Whole (COW).

I am submitting this proposal to the Public Safety Committee for thorough review and, if approved,
request that it be forwarded to the Finance Committee of the Whole (COW) for final approval.
