Implementation Guide 
 

 

 

Purpose: 

This common sense, location-based approach can positively impact the amount of food 

made available to those in need through on-site food pantries and reduce food waste 

produce by on-site kitchens. 

 

While originally named the School Lunch Repack Program, the guide is designed in a 

way that any institution with an on-site food pantry and an on-site kitchen which 

provides meal service could implement.   

 

This could include: 

 School Districts 

 Universities/Colleges 

 Large Employers 

 Residential or Group Housing 

 

 

Successfully Tested Model: 

In spring of 2021, Moorhead Area Public Schools, Fargo Public Schools, and West 

Fargo Public Schools designed a pilot to test this model from March 8 to April 2, 2021.  

This pilot was made possible in part by financial support from United Way of Cass-Clay 

and the support from Great Plains Food Bank, Power Plate Meals, Fargo Cass Public 

Health, Clay County Public Health, and the Cass-Clay Hunger Coalition. 

 

Prior to this pilot, each district determined the best pilot kitchen and took inventory of 

current on-site food pantries.  A task force worked together to create a standard 

operating procedure to be used, which is the basis for this guide. 

 

During this month long pilot, the three pilot kitchens were able to pack 472 meals with 

35 varieties of food.  By the end of the academic year, all meal components were 

successfully distributed through various on-site school pantries located within the school 

districts. In addition, surveys were sent to students and families who received these 

packed meal components.  All respondents stated they consumed all food provided and 

that they like it a great deal. One student shared specifically, “Mom and dad work a lot 

so this helps on those nights.” Another family shared, “We are grateful. Always enjoy 

the food we get. Thank you!”

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Key Roles and Responsibilities: 

Through this pilot we discovered three key roles needed to support this project: 

1. Nutrition Staff: Safe preparation of menu items   

2. On-Site Food Pantry Coordinator/Food Pantry Companions: Distribution of 

items through on-site food pantry 

3. Administration/Leadership: Support for launching and commitment to building 

sustainability for  this project  

 

Recommended Standard Operating Procedure: 

Nutrition Staff Instructions: 
1. Nutrition staff package leftover menu items individually in microwave safe plastic 

containers. 

 Ensure food has not been out for service or used in self-service line.  
2. Place filled containers into walk-in freezer or commercial freezer at least 

overnight. Keep lids off to ensure a complete freeze while minimizing frost build-
up on the food. 

3. After menu items have safely cooled, close containers with provided lid and 
adhere labels containing safety, allergen, and reheat instructions to the top of the 
container. 

 Approved Label:  

Keep Frozen 

Reheat to 165F 

Allergy statement: Menu items may contain or come into contact with 

Wheat, Eggs, Peanuts, Tree Nuts, Fish, Crustacean Shellfish, Soybeans, 

and Milk. 

 NOTE: You will be responsible for creating and printing these labels for all 

items you freeze.   

4. Make sure containers are frozen for at least 24 hours before items are sent to the 
on-site food pantry. 

5. Recommended: We recommend tracking meal components using an inventory 
sheet and printed menu (if available) to help ensure data is collected on items 
distributed and items are easily distributed in a first in, first out (FIFO) basis. 
Please consider using the Inventory Sheet example included in the Reference 
Section of this document.   

 Count the number of containers of each menu item. 

 On the inventory sheet, write down each menu item and the number of 
containers of each item.  

6. Deliver containers to the on-site food pantry freezer along with inventory sheet (if 
used).  

 TIP: Use a weekly color coding system to track menu items to menu 
dates. Assign each week a color and highlight menu items on printed 
menu to color code to ensure you are following a first in, first out basis of 
distribution. If you choose to use this process, highlight what items are 
delivered on the menu taped to the freezer. Note the quantity of each item 
delivered on the inventory sheet, also taped to the freezer. 
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Food Pantry Champion Instructions: 
1. Recommended: We recommend tracking meal components using an inventory 

sheet and printed menu (if available) to help ensure data is collected on items 
distributed and items are easily distributed in a first in, first out (FIFO) basis. 
Please consider using the Inventory Sheet example included in the Reference 
Section of this document.   

 Ensure menu is taped on pantry freezer. Should be completed by Nutrition 
Staff when delivering frozen items to on-site pantry.  

 TIP: Use a weekly color coding system to track menu items to menu 
dates. Assign each week a color and highlight menu items on printed 
menu to color code to ensure you are following a first in, first out basis of 
distribution. If you choose to use this process, ensure highlighters are 
available as well when food items are being delivered by Nutrition Staff.  

2. Distribute frozen meal items during distribution hours on a first in, first out (FIFO) 
basis. 

 Items to be distributed by 90 days of being frozen.  
3. On the inventory sheet (if used), note the number of items distributed and the 

number of families/students who took freezer items.  

 For school food pantries, if you serve as a hub location for multiple school 
buildings, also indicate which school location meals were distributed to.  

4. Recommended: For the first year of this project at your organization, it is 
recommended that you collect additional data beyond your monthly statistics 
reporting to Great Plains Food Bank.  Please consider using the Recording Sheet 
and Survey example included in the Reference Section of this document.  This 
information is extremely useful in evaluating your project and giving you the 
information need to make changes to build for sustainability and high levels of 
client satisfaction.  

a. It is recommended to send or hand out surveys to individuals or families 
who receive food through your program on a regular basis (bi-weekly or 
monthly) through the end of your pilot period.  

b. It is recommended that your team reviews survey data and inventory 
sheets on a regular basis (monthly or quarterly) through the end of your 
pilot period.  

c. Submit inventory sheet data points to Great Plains Food Bank along with 
your normal reporting process.  If you have any questions, please contact 
Great Plains Food Bank at info@greatplainsfoodbank.org. 
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Considerations Before Launching this Program: 

Below are some considerations we recommend discussing prior to planning to launch 

this program: 

 

1. Do you have an on-site food pantry with a freezer? How can you best 

distribute meals once frozen?  

Having an on-site food pantry is a key component for the success of this 

program.  Both from the perspective of food safety and ease of distribution. 

We highly recommend ensuring your on-site food pantry is established, has a 

set referral process in place, and has a freezer prior to launching this program 

at your location.  Making sure your entire organization knows how to refer 

clients to your on-site food pantry will help in distribution of these meals, 

along with ensuring you have proper utilization of your on-site food pantry.   

 

2. When should you distribute items to clients? 

As part of our pilot project the clients were K-12 students.  It was important to 

make sure students were able to get this food towards the end of the day, as 

we did not want the items sitting in a locker or not handled properly.  Think 

through distribution times of these items; especially, if you have only 

previously given out shelf stable items through your on-site food pantry. 

 

3. Estimate of costs and labor hours 

Through this pilot we were able to estimate costs for running this program for 

one month.  Overall, time spent on the packaging of these items was similar 

to what was previously done with handling leftovers after meal service. 

 

Costs include staff time, containers, and labels. 

 Staff Time: Minimal time outside of normal duties 

- NOTE: Staff time for nutrition services staff was one of the 

largest concerns in launching the pilot.  However, it was 

discovered that it took roughly an additional 15 minutes per day 

to complete the assigned tasks. No additional time was noticed 

for Food Pantry Champion or Staff as duties are in line with 

normal workflow.  

Containers: $0.40/container  

- Cost estimate is based on products used by pilots. Plastic 

container with clear plastic sealable lid.  Each district estimated 

they used about 40 containers each per week per kitchen, which 

is a total of $500 to $830 annually depending on if you run for a 

9 month schedule or a 12 month schedule. 

- We found the clear top plastic containers were most appealing 

to students, when they were considering which food items to 

take when visiting the on-site food pantry. 
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Labels: $5/month 

- Districts simply used a printable sticker label which was 

attached to the containers once filled. No set requirement on 

size or formatting.  It just needs to be legible and include the 

following information:   

Keep Frozen 

Reheat to 165F 

Allergy statement: Menu items may contain or come into 

contact with Wheat, Eggs, Peanuts, Tree Nuts, Fish, 

Crustacean Shellfish, Soybeans, and Milk. 

 

4. How best to package items?  

Through our pilot we received clear feedback that students appreciated the 

opportunity to choose which items they wanted with ability to mix-and-match 

meal components to create a meal that seemed most desirable to them.  

 

Our pilot sites found it fairly straight forward as to how they could package 

menu items based on the amounts left over.  Items can be made into full, 

complete meals in one container or a single item can be saved with multiple 

servings into one container.  

 

We also recommend thinking through common complementary items for 

frozen items.  For example: 

- Can you provide syrup for frozen waffles? 

- Can you provide dipping sauce for chicken strips? 

 

5. How to select who receives food and how much?  

We feel this is best determined by each on-site food pantry in line with 

standard practices.  If possible, these items should be available for all who 

are in need within your client base.  However, we recognize you may not 

produce enough to meet the need of everyone.  We recommend setting up a 

standard process for food distribution and using these frozen items as just 

another option for distribution through your on-site food pantry.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE RENEWAL OF AN EXPIRING  

REFERENDUM REVENUE AUTHORIZATION 

 

BE IT RESOLVED by the School Board (the “Board”) of Independent School District No. 146 

(Barnesville Public Schools), Clay, Otter Tail and Wilkin Counties, Minnesota (the “District”), as follows: 

 

1. Background.   It is hereby determined that: 

 

(a) Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.17, subdivision 9b (“Subdivision 9b”), states that 

a school board may renew an expiring referendum revenue authorization without an election by 

adopting a written resolution authorizing the renewal, provided that the expiring referendum has not 

been previously renewed under Subdivision 9b, the term of the renewed referendum is no longer 

than the initial term approved by the voters, the expiring referendum is within the last two fiscal 

years of the term of the referendum, and the per pupil amount of the renewed referendum is the same 

as the amount expiring referendum, or for an expiring referendum that was adjusted annually by the 

rate of inflation, the same as the per-pupil amount of the expiring referendum, adjusted annually for 

inflation in the same manner as if the expiring referendum had continued. 

 

(b) At a duly called and regularly held special election on November 4, 2014, District 

voters approved a referendum revenue authorization for a term of 10 years, commencing with taxes 

payable in 2016. The additional revenue from the referendum revenue authorization has been used 

to finance school operations. The referendum revenue authorization is scheduled to expire after taxes 

payable in 2025 (the “Expiring Referendum”). 
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(c) On February 26, 2024, the Board convened a regular meeting for the purpose, of 

discussing the proposed renewal of the Expiring Referendum in accordance Subdivision 9b and 

allowing public testimony on the proposed renewal. 

 

(d) The Expiring Referendum has not been previously renewed under Subdivision 9b. 

 

2. Authorization of Renewal. The Board hereby determines and declares that it is necessary 

and expedient for the District to renew the Expiring Referendum in the same per pupil amount as is current 

in the Expiring Referendum.   The additional revenue from the renewed referendum revenue authorization 

will be used to finance school operations. The renewed referendum revenue authorization will be applicable 

for 10 years beginning with taxes payable 2026, unless otherwise revoked or reduced as provided by law.    

 

3. Notice of Renewed Referendum Revenue Authorization. The Clerk is hereby authorized 

and directed to submit a copy of this resolution to the Commissioner of Education and the county auditor of 

each county in which the District is located in whole or in part as soon as practicable, but not later than 

September 1 of the calendar year in which resolution is adopted. 

 

4. Effective Date. Pursuant to Subdivision 9b, this resolution becomes effective 60 days after 

its adoption.

Two options may be available to school districts to offer early retirement
incentives to teachers
By the MSBA Management Services staff

Two options may be available to school districts to offer early retirement incentives to their teachers. First, the
master agreement between the school district and the teachers’ exclusive representative may have language
outlining early retirement incentives. Second, the school district may grant an incentive per the provisions
of Minnesota Statutes122A.48. Each year, your MSBA staff receives questions on the incentives allowed by this
statute.

School districts may send a notice to all teachers in order to make them aware of the early retirement provisions
contained in Minnesota Statutes 122A.48; school districts may also approach their teachers’ exclusive
representative and suggest they make the provisions of the statute known to all members of the bargaining unit.
School districts should avoid approaching individual teachers and suggesting possible early retirement.

Applications must be submitted to the school district on or before February 1 of the school year at the end of
which the teacher wishes to retire. The statute does not specify how or what must be included in the “submitted
application.” For example, the submitted application could be an email or a letter. If the original communication
from the teacher is not clear as to the teacher’s intent to request an early retirement incentive, a response should
be sent to the teacher for clarification (i.e., to be considered for an early retirement incentive per Minnesota
Statutes 122A.48, requests must be received by February 1. If you are interested in applying for an early
retirement incentive, please submit your formal request to (NAME) by February 1 …).

The early retirement incentive paid to the teacher is agreed upon by the school board and the teacher;
negotiation with the exclusive representation is not required under this provision. The school district is not
obligated to agree to provide an early retirement incentive payment to teachers who apply, however, the school
board only has 30 days to take action to approve or deny the application after its receipt.

As a reminder, per Minnesota Statutes 122A.48 a teacher who has entered into an early retirement agreement
with an early retirement incentive may only be employed as a substitute teacher, behind-the-wheel instructor, or
coach after retirement.

Finally, Minnesota Statutes 122A.48 only applies to those individuals who fall within the definition of teacher
in Minnesota Statutes 122A.15, subdivision 1.

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122A.48 TEACHER EARLY RETIREMENT INCENTIVE PROGRAM.​

Subdivision 1. Teacher defined. For purposes of this section, "teacher" means a teacher as defined in​
section 122A.15, subdivision 1, who:​

(a) is employed in a public elementary or secondary school in the state and​

(b) either​

(1)(i) has at least 15 total years of full-time teaching service in elementary, secondary, and technical​
colleges, or at least 15 years of allowable service as defined in sections 354.05, subdivision 13; 354.092;​
354.093; 354.094; 354.53; 354.66; 354A.011, subdivision 4; 354A.091; 354A.092; 354A.093; 354A.094;​
or Laws 1982, chapter 578, article II, section 1 and​

(ii) has or will have attained the age of 55 years but less than 65 years as of the June 30 in the school​
year during which an application for an early retirement incentive is made, or​

(2) has at least 30 total years of full-time teaching service in elementary, secondary, and technical​
colleges, or at least 30 years of allowable service as defined in sections 354.05, subdivision 13; 354.092;​
354.093; 354.094; 354.53; 354.66; 354A.011, subdivision 4; 354A.091; 354A.092; 354A.093; 354A.094;​
or Laws 1982, chapter 578, article II, section 1.​

Subd. 2. Retirement. For purposes of this section, "retirement" means termination of services in the​
employing district and withdrawal from active teaching service.​

Subd. 3. Employment exemptions for retired teachers. Notwithstanding the provisions of subdivision​
2, a teacher who has entered into an agreement for termination of services and withdrawal from active​
teaching service with an early retirement incentive may be employed as a substitute teacher, behind-the-wheel​
instructor, or coach after retirement.​

Subd. 4. Unemployment benefits. Any amount of unemployment benefits that the teacher receives and​
for which the district is required to pay into the unemployment insurance program trust fund pursuant to​
section 268.052, subdivision 1, may be deducted by the district from the amount of the teacher's early​
retirement incentive or recovered by the district from the teacher up to the amount of the early retirement​
incentive.​

Subd. 5. Applications. A teacher meeting the requirements of subdivision 1 may apply to the school​
board of the employing district for a contract for termination of services, withdrawal from active teaching​
service, and payment of an early retirement incentive. This application must be submitted on or before​
February 1 of the school year at the end of which the teacher wishes to retire. A school board must approve​
or deny the application within 30 days after it is received by the board. The amount of the early retirement​
incentive shall be agreed upon between the teacher and the school board.

When the Democratic “trifecta” in control of Minnesota’s House, Senate 

and governor’s office announced last spring’s K-12 education finance bill, 

there weren’t enough superlatives in the thesaurus to fuel the sound bites. 

The more than $2.2 billion in “new” spending on public schools was 

“historic.” The number of initiatives funded was “sweeping,” the predicted 

outcomes for students and teachers “life-changing.”

Now, district leaders statewide are scrambling to explain to their 

communities that, in fact, they are facing massive cuts. In many places, 

balancing the budget will mean layoffs or school closures.

Like their counterparts throughout the country, Minnesota school systems 

are facing the one-two punch of the end of COVID recovery aid and 

enrollment losses — in many places, going back years — that means less 

per-pupil state money. School funding experts call this a fiscal cliff.

1. Use current iPads for a 4th year, which covers the 2024-25 school year.

2. $35/year Technology Fee: This fee covers around-the-clock internet filtering 

and one device repair. There is a family cap at $100. It's important to note 

that if a device requires repair, an additional $35 fee is required to restore the 

account to good standing. This is because the average cost to the school for 

each repair is approximately $100.

3. K-5 Device Policy: We recommend that devices for students in grades K-5 

remain at school. Devices may be sent home for specific projects or E-

Learning days to help minimize risks of damage or loss. Sending iPads home 

is at the discretion of the individual teacher.

4. Pre-Expiry Apple Care Device Repairs: In anticipation of our current Apple 

Care warranty expiring, we will require all iPads experiencing issues to be 

turned in for repairs. This proactive measure will ensure that our devices are 

in optimal condition, enabling us to extend their usage for a fourth year 

effectively.
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Eliminate FACS Teacher and Program

The elimination of a 1.0 Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) elective is necessary due 
to student enrollment numbers at the High School.

Efforts to hire a certified Family and Consumer Sciences (FACS) teacher for 
this elective position have been unsuccessful. Despite numerous attempts, 
we have been unable to secure a licensed teacher.

It is recommended to eliminate the FACS Teacher and Program for the 2024-
25 school year.
