This RN2B Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into as of (DATE),
by and between Washington Community High School (“Washington HS”) and
Saint Francis Medical Center College of Nursing (“Saint Francis College”). This
Agreement establishes the terms and conditions under which qualified
students from Washington HS may apply for early admission to Saint Francis
College.

Purpose
