SUBJ: LCTC Furniture and Equipment Purchase

The Livonia Career Technical Center (LCTC) is updating and upgrading the Gaming 
Design Animation Classroom and Computer Repair Lab. LCTC is requesting to 
purchase new student desks, chairs, makerspace tables, stools, and cabinets from 
Interior Environments (Novi, MI) totaling $45,139.66. Additionally, LCTC is requesting to 
purchase a collaborative robot for the Engineering and Graphic Design programs and a 
laser engraving and cutting machine for Graphic Design. Three quotes were obtained 
for both the collaborative robot and the laser engraving and cutting machine. The 
purchase price for the collaborative robot is $45, 359.00 from Advanced Technologies. 
The purchase price for the laser engraving and cutting machine is $39, 882.00 from 
Midwest Laser. LCTC will utilize 61a CTE “added” cost categorical funds for each 
furniture and equipment purchase. 

I am asking for this agenda item to be included as part of the Committee of the Whole 
meeting for March 16, 2026, with the intent to recommend to the Board of Education for 
approval at the Regular Board meeting on March 23, 2026. 
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We upgrade our computer labs on a rotating basis to ensure our technology remains current 
and aligned with industry standards. The Game Design, Animation, and Computer Repair lab is 
next in this cycle and requires upgrades to both computers and furniture. 

The existing furniture in this lab is not conducive to an optimal learning environment and does 
not adequately support the instructional needs of these programs. The lab is divided into two 
instructional areas: the front of the classroom is dedicated to Game Design and Animation, 
while the back room functions as a Computer Repair Lab. Upgrading the furniture will better 
support hands-on learning, improve workflow, and enhance student engagement across both 
program areas.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF SALE

1. PROPOSALS AND ORDERS

A. PARTIES: Balco Interiors, LLC, a Michigan limited liability company, who conducts business under the assumed name of "Interior 
Environments," and shall be referred to as "Seller" or "IE." Buyer is the person or entity identified on Page 1 of this agreement. If Buyer is 
an entity, Buyer agrees to provide verified proof to Seller of the creation and continued existence of that entity, including the primary mailing 
address and telephone number of that entity, within five (5) days of affixing Buyer's signature to this agreement. Seller shall not be 
obligated to place any orders or take any action in performance of this agreement until Buyer submits such information to Seller.

B. PRICING: All prices quoted by Seller are in United States dollars and are valid for 30 days from date of proposal as set forth on the top of 
Page 1 of this agreement. Pricing does not include taxes (sales, use, excise or other taxes), shipping, transportation, freight, handling 
charges, storage, prevailing wages, tariffs, duties, customs fees or expenses (if any), port authority fees or expenses, and governmental 
surcharges (Additional Expenses) unless specifically stated otherwise in the proposal. These Additional Expenses are at Buyer’s cost and 
expense and are in addition to the pricing stated, unless otherwise specifically stated. If specifically stated as included in the Pricing, any 
increase in any of the Additional Expenses after acceptance of this agreement shall be Buyer’s sole cost and expense. Seller shall notify 
Buyer of an increase in the Additional Expenses and provide Buyer with an amended proposal Price as soon as practical after receiving 
notice of the increase. At Seller’s option, upon notification of an increase in any Additional Expense, Seller may require Buyer to pay the 
Additional Expense within ten (10) days of Buyer’s receipt of the amended proposal. If Seller is responsible for any installation and Buyer is 
required to pay any prevailing wages, Buyer must notify Seller of that fact prior to preparation of Seller’s proposal. If notified after 
acceptance of the proposal, Seller may increase its labor charge as set forth in the proposal to meet prevailing wage rates. These prevailing 
wages shall be treated as Additional Expenses as set forth above.

C. OFFER AND ACCEPTANCE: All orders for the purchase of goods and services from Seller require a proposal prepared by Seller which 
must be approved and signed by an authorized signatory of Buyer. Seller’s proposal shall constitute an offer and Buyer’s approval of the 
proposal shall constitute acceptance of that offer. If Buyer submits a purchase order (or similar document) before Seller issues a proposal, 
Seller’s proposal shall constitute a counteroffer and Buyer’s approval of the Seller’s proposal shall constitute acceptance of that 
counteroffer without any additional terms or conditions. Regardless of acceptance of Seller’s offer by Buyer, Seller shall not be obligated to 
commence performance, including ordering of the goods, until such time as Buyer pays to Seller the required deposit.

D. AGREEMENT: This Agreement between the parties is Seller’s proposal to Buyer, including these attached terms and conditions, which are 
incorporated into the proposal by reference. The terms and conditions herein set forth shall be deemed to supersede any other written or 
oral terms, conditions or agreements between the parties. Any different or conflicting terms in any quote, invoice, Buyer purchase order, 
shipper, or any other document shall be deemed to be void and unenforceable. For the avoidance of doubt, any different, additional, or 
conflicting terms provided on any ancillary Buyer document(s) are expressly rejected by Seller.

E. MODIFICATIONS/CHANGES/CANCELLATIONS: Once this agreement is mutually signed by the parties, based upon Seller’s proposal, it 
shall not be canceled, modified, changed or terminated by the Buyer, unless as otherwise specifically set forth herein. Any requested 
modification to this Agreement is subject to the approval of Seller. If any change or modification is approved by Seller, Buyer shall pay any 
and all additional charges resulting from order modifications or changes within ten (10) days of receipt of the modified or amended 
proposal. Buyer acknowledges that all goods are custom manufactured to customer specifications and, therefore, cannot be returned to the 
manufacturer or supplier.

2. CREDIT APPROVAL AND DEPOSITS 

Unless otherwise set forth in Seller’s proposal, all orders are subject to credit approval. A deposit of 50% of the entire contract price is 
required on all orders. The deposit is non-refundable and shall not be construed as liquidated damages. The deposit will be applied to the 
monies owed by Buyer under this agreement. No order will be placed by Seller until the deposit is paid. Seller will invoice Buyer for such 
deposit amount upon execution of the Agreement. Even though a binding contract exists upon acceptance of Seller’s proposal, as set forth 
above, Seller shall not be obligated to commence performance, including ordering of the goods and materials specified in the proposal, until 
such time as Seller is in receipt of the required deposit from Buyer.

3. TITLE AND OWNERSHIP OF GOODS – PURCHASE MONEY SECURITY INTEREST
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Transfer of title to the goods as between Seller and Buyer shall occur upon delivery and installation of the goods by Seller and payment of 
the balance of the purchase price by Buyer. Seller retains a purchase money security interest in the goods until payment in full is made. If 
goods are installed in a location not owned or controlled by Buyer, Buyer agrees to notify the owner or occupant of the premises where the 
goods have been delivered or installed of Seller's purchase money security interest in the goods prior to delivery of the goods to the project 
site.

4. PAYMENT

A. TIMING: Any remaining balance on goods purchased under this Agreement, and any related installation or other services, will be invoiced 
upon delivery of the goods to the job site or, if installed by Seller, following substantial completion of the installation. Direct shipments from 
manufacturers will be invoiced to Buyer upon shipment from the manufacturer. Any goods or materials being held or stored at Buyer’s 
request, due to delays in construction or otherwise, will be invoiced for product only upon Seller’s receipt of the goods and materials with 
separate invoicing for installation or other related services upon substantial completion. Buyer will be invoiced for any Additional Expenses 
as they are occurred as set forth in paragraph 1.B. above.

B. PAYMENT TERMS: Seller has the right to increase its prices at any time upon notice to Buyer to reflect any and all unusual or unforeseen 
increases in Seller cost, provided that any such increase shall be limited to the increase actually incurred by Seller. These potential 
increases are those identified above as Additional Expenses and Buyer will not offset or recoup any claim against amounts due Seller. All 
invoices are due on the date noted on the related invoice. Interest will accrue at 1.5% (18% A.P.R.) on all undisputed unpaid balances after 
the invoice due date. A service charge of three percent (3%) of the invoice amount will be added to all invoices paid by credit card.

C. FREIGHT, TARIFFS, HANDLING, TAXES AND OTHER CHARGES TO BUYER: Unless otherwise specifically stated in this Agreement, 
Buyer is solely responsible for any and all Additional Expenses (paragraph 1.B.), which shall be Buyer's sole and exclusive responsibility, 
unless specifically indicated otherwise in the proposal. If not included in the proposal, such charges are not included in a price quotation 
and will be invoiced to Buyer separately by Seller.

D. TAXES: Buyer is solely responsible for any applicable taxes. If Buyer possesses tax-exempt status, a certificate of resale, or tax exemption 
is to be provided prior to order placement.

E. STORAGE OF GOODS AND MATERIALS: If Buyer is unable or unwilling to receive goods at the prescribed shipping site on the mutually 
agreed upon delivery date, any goods thereafter or material stored by Seller will be at Buyer’s expense until such time as Buyer is able to 
accept delivery. Buyer shall also be liable for any additional delivery charges to transport the goods or materials to and from storage to the 
project site.

5. DELIVERY AND INSTALLATION

A. SHIPMENT, DELIVERY AND INSTALLATION: Seller shall advise Buyer of the manufacturer's projected shipment date and will 
notifyBuyer immediately of any changes or delays in the projected shipment date. Any delivery date of the goods is a projected delivery 
date, and not a commitment by Seller that the goods will be delivered and available on any specific date. Shipment of the goods from the 
manufacturer is outside of the control of the Seller. Buyer acknowledges that many factors can cause delays in shipping and delivery and 
will not hold Seller liable for such delays. Changes in tariffs, trade policies, customs regulations, customs duties, and taxes may not only 
affect pricing, but it can also affect shipment and delivery of the goods and materials. Seller will follow the delivery schedule as projected by 
the manufacturer and keep Buyer updated as to delivery. Seller shall use its best business efforts to move delivery forward and minimize 
any potential or actual delays. Regardless of any project schedule, installation of the goods and materials by Seller, if applicable under this 
Agreement, will not be required to commence until the goods are delivered to the project site. Any contracted delivery and installation will 
be made during Seller’s normal business hours of 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Overtime delivery or installation 
performed at the Buyer’s request will be subject to labor rates reflecting time-and-a-half for weekdays and double time for weekends and 
holidays. If applicable trade regulations require employing union tradesmen to complete the installation or delivery, any additional 
incremental costs will be invoiced to and paid by the Buyer. Seller shall not be liable for failure or delay in installation due to the installation 
site not being ready for installation. Any shipping, delivery, and performance dates are estimates only, and time is not of the essence. Seller 
may ship or direct shipments of all the goods and materials at one time or in portions from time to time. Seller has the right, but not the 
obligation, to determine the method of shipment and routing of the goods, unless otherwise stated in Seller’s delivery and installation 
proposal or acknowledgement.

B. SELLER’S RESPONSIBILITIES: Unless received by Buyer or Buyer’s agent directly, Seller will receive, inspect, stage, and if 
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contractedfor, install Buyer’s goods and materials. All furnishings will be left clean and in working order. Carton and packing materials will 
beremoved to the Buyer’s waste disposal containers, and the premises will be left broom clean. Buyer is responsible for providing 
aconstruction or trash dumpster for disposal of boxes and packaging materials. At Seller’s option, Seller may direct shipments directly to the 
job site.

C. BUYER’S ACCEPTANCE: Buyer agrees to have an agent on the premises at the agreed upon time to accept goods, deliveries,installation, 
and completed work. All goods and services shall be considered accepted after Buyer or his agent has signed anacknowledgement 
document(s). All claims or exceptions must be made in writing the date the work is substantially complete.Notwithstanding the foregoing, if 
Buyer or Buyer’s agent is unavailable or unwilling to sign acknowledgment document(s), Buyer shall bedeemed to have accepted the goods 
and services “as is” or as otherwise noted by Seller on the acknowledgement document.

D. DROP SHIPMENTS: In case of drop shipments where goods are delivered without installation, Buyer will receive, inspect, and install,at its 
cost, ordered goods and materials. Buyer is also responsible for filing necessary freight claims in the event of damage. Buyer shall have no 
claims against Seller due to damage during shipment, and may not withhold payment on account thereof.

E. CONDITION OF JOB SITE: Buyer’s job site shall be clean, clear of all obstructions, and free of debris prior to any Seller 
installation.Charges will be assessed to the Buyer for excessive handling, storage and transportation incurred because of site conditions, 
activity ofother trades, or other reasons not specifically identified in the price quotation, at a standard hourly rate, or at actual charges plus 
fees, if labor is performed by a third party.

F. JOB SITE SERVICES: Buyer will furnish electrical current, heating, lighting, trash disposal containers, hoisting and/or elevator services,and 
suitable unobstructed dock space and staging areas at the job site without charge to Seller if Seller is to provide installation. If Seller 
isrequired to remove or handle existing furniture, the additional cost of moving and transporting shall be billed to the Buyer on an 
hourlybasis. Once installation has begun, Buyer agrees to assume any expense incurred by Seller due to changes made at the Buyer’s 
request orfor any reason beyond Seller’s reasonable commercial control. If the Agreement requires Sellers to install goods, and Buyer 
makes anyrequest of Seller for changes or amendments to the installation portion of the contract, Seller shall not be required to make those 
changesor amendments until reduced to writing and signed by Buyer.

G. ELECTRICAL INSTALLATION: Unless specifically included as part of Seller’s installation obligations, a licensed electrician may be 
requiredto install electrical product including outlets, task lights, and hook- ups to base building power. If Seller determines that an 
electrician isrequired, Buyer will be responsible for contracting and paying the electrician.

H. PROTECTION OF DELIVERED GOODS: Buyer is responsible for security and safekeeping of goods after delivery to Buyer’s site, or 
intostorage negotiated by Buyer if the job site is not ready on an agreed upon delivery date, and Buyer shall assume any risk of damage or 
loss thereof.

I. DAMAGED GOODS: If Seller is not required to install the goods, Buyer must notify Seller of any damage to the goods within seven (7) 
days ofreceipt of delivery of the goods. The notice must be in writing and must specifically identify the goods that are damaged, and the 
nature of thedamage. The notice must include pictures of the damage to the packing container and the damage to the goods. If the damage 
was caused during transit, Buyer must file its claim with the shipping company who caused the damage, with a copy sent to Seller. Note 
paragraph 4( c) above. Likewise, Buyer is required to and must send pictures of damaged goods, packages and labels to initiate any 
available damageor warranty claim(s). Failure to report damages within the required reporting period with the required information may 
negate anywarranty claims and Buyer shall accept responsibility for any and all costs associated with replacement or repairs of damaged 
goods.

J. DELIVERY AND INSTALL WARRANTY: Seller shall warrant all delivery and installation services against defects in performance for 
aperiod of one (1) year following delivery. If this proposal includes the provision of delivery and installation services, Seller warrants 
thatdelivery and installation services performed by Seller or by a permitted Subcontractor or agent of Seller, shall be performed in a 
goodand workmanlike manner consistent with the best practices in the industry. In the event of a delivery and installation service defect, 
theSeller shall repair, replace or re-perform the defective goods or service, at Seller’s sole discretion, at no cost to the Buyer. Subject to 
theterms of any manufacturer’s warranty, all delivery and installation services performed after the one (1) year delivery and install 
warrantyperiod including but not limited to product warranties, service, repairs, replacement, etc. shall be paid for by Buyer at Buyer's 
expense.

I would like to bring to the Board of Education the purchase of tablets and 
mounts for our Transportation Department buses at the next Committee of the 
Whole Meeting, March 16, 2026. 

Background

The Transportation Department is seeking to expand the number of operational 
tablets in alignment with the number of Transfinder software licenses available to 
us. We currently have 25 tablet licenses but only utilize 12 tablets. This purchase 
would allow us to fully utilize our current license.

To maximize safety and efficiency for contracted and substitute drivers, tablet 
mounts are also needed on every bus within our active fleet. Contract and 
substitute drivers often rotate between routes, and the assigned bus may change 
daily. Having mounts installed on all buses ensures that drivers can safely secure 
the tablets that are rotated rather than holding them or placing them on unstable 
surfaces—both of which pose safety risks given typical road conditions.

Fully equipped buses will allow substitute and contract drivers to quickly access 
route details, turn by turn guidance, and student information through the 
Transfinder platform. This will reduce delays and support the accurate and timely 
completion of routes.

Recommendation

The Transportation Department recommends the following purchases:

The purchase of 13 tablets and 67 mounting systems to support continued 
implementation of the district’s transportation technology platform. The total cost 
of this purchase is $46,337. This acquisition represents a continuation and 
expansion of an existing system already deployed within the Livonia Public 
Schools transportation fleet. Because the District is seeking to maintain full 
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technical compatibility, integration, and system integrity with the previously 
installed Transfinder hardware and software infrastructure, competitive bids are 
not applicable nor recommended.

Funding Source
This purchase would be funded using Capital Funds, as the equipment 
constitutes durable technology infrastructure and supports long‑term operational 
needs of the district’s transportation system.

Re:  Approval of Fleet Replacement

I would like to bring forward a recommendation to purchase seven propane buses for 
discussion at the March 16, 2026, Committee of the Whole meeting.

Background

We are proposing the purchase of six passenger buses (29–30 capacity) and one 18-
passenger special needs bus from Holland Bus Company. Although Holland did not 
submit the lowest responsible bid, they are the only vendor offering propane buses, 
which currently make up the majority of the district's fleet. Additionally, the district is 
receiving funding through the Clean Air Act Grant to support this purchase. Propane 
buses provide cleaner operation, with near‑zero emissions and reduced environmental 
impact.

These buses will replace our 2017 models, all of which have reached or exceeded 
100,000 miles and have experienced recurring transmission issues. Those units were 
previously purchased from Starcraft. After consulting with the district’s Garage 
Supervisor, we determined that transitioning to Blue Bird buses is in the district’s best 
interest. Our mechanics are already familiar with Blue Bird equipment, and our garage 
maintains an inventory of Blue Bird parts, which will support more efficient repairs and 
maintenance.
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Recommendation

Standardizing our fleet with a single manufacturer is expected to create long-term 
maintenance efficiencies and cost savings. The total purchase cost is $982,511, broken 
down as follows:

• Six propane passenger buses: $824,532 (per‑bus cost: $137,422)
• One special needs propane bus: $157,979

Funding for this purchase includes $385,132 from the Clean Bus Energy Grant and 
$597,379 from Bond funds.

The district’s existing Cisco wireless access points were installed during the 2013 Bond 
Project and are now more than ten years old. This equipment has reached the end of its 
life cycle and no longer meets current performance, security, or compatibility standards. 
As instructional technology use grows and network demands increase, upgrading the 
wireless infrastructure is essential to providing reliable, secure, and high‑capacity 
connectivity across all district buildings.

Recommendation

It is recommended that the district replace all existing access points with new WiFi 6E–
enabled Meraki access points. This upgrade will improve wireless performance, 
enhance security visibility, reduce interference, expand available bandwidth, and 
streamline centralized management.

The bid scope includes the replacement of all existing wireless access point for all district buildings, new access points to 
resolve gaps in building coverage, and migrate the overall network support systems to a single cloud based tool suite. 
Mandatory Alternates were requested for extending the licensing and support to a 7 year program, and a separate alternate 
to replace the existing access points at the Livonia Early Childhood Center.

I would like to request adding an agenda item to the March 16, 2026, Committee of the 
Whole Meeting to consider the purchase of a Gator equipped with a plow attachment.

Background

The district is responsible for maintaining city sidewalks adjacent to school buildings, 
along with the bus yard and the areas between buses. At present, staff must use 
full‑size plow trucks with 9‑foot blades to clear these narrow pathways. This equipment 
is not designed for sidewalk‑scale work and frequently causes damage to turf and 
landscaping. Additionally, operating these trucks on unfrozen or soft ground increases 
wear on the vehicles and leads to avoidable repair costs.

I would like to discuss the purchase of a TomCat Auto Scrubber at the upcoming Committee 
of the Whole meeting on Monday, March 16, 2026.

Background

The district’s TomCat Walk‑Behind Auto Scrubbers were originally purchased in 2013 and 
have provided reliable service for more than a decade. Over the past several years, 
however, the units have experienced increasing mechanical failures and a higher frequency 
of repairs. These machines are essential for maintaining clean, safe flooring throughout our 
facilities, especially in high‑traffic areas.

As the equipment has aged, the cost of parts, labor, and associated downtime has become 
unsustainable, making continued repair no longer cost‑effective.

To ensure we maintain appropriate cleaning standards and operational efficiency, bids were 
solicited for replacement of auto scrubbers. A total of six vendors submitted proposals for 
consideration.

Recommendation

After reviewing all submissions, we recommend awarding the purchase to Coleman Wolf 
Supply of Roseville, Michigan, identified as the lowest responsible bidder. Their proposal 
meets district specifications at a total cost of $97,115.90.
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Funding for this purchase will be provided through the 2021 Bond.

I would like to request to be added to the Division of Instruction agenda of the 
Committee of the Whole meeting of March 16, 2026. I would like to provide an update 
to the Board of Education regarding the District’s photography vendor.  

Background

Lifetouch, owned by Shutterfly, has recently been in the news as concerns have been 
raised about data privacy and a connection to disclosures from the Department of 
Justice.  Most schools in Livonia Public Schools use Lifetouch for their yearly school 
pictures.  

In 2019, Apollo Global Management, a private equity firm, acquired Shutterfly and its 
subsidiaries.  Shutterfly acquired Lifetouch in 2018. Apollo Management Group also 
owns many other companies nationwide.

As a company, Lifetouch has been in business for 90 years and in that time there has 
never been a data breach.  All those with photo access must have individualized multi-
factor authentication, and after 18 months photos are deleted from the system.  If ever 
schools request photos from other schools in the district, access is denied.    

Lifetouch has extensive training for all staff members who are fully vetted.  In addition, 
Lifetouch adheres to all applicable federal, state, and local privacy laws, including 
FERPA.

Recommendation 

Lifetouch ensures the safety of all student images and security of student data.  Student 
images and data have never been shared with any third party, including Apollo Global 
Management.  Parents can request to have photos deleted at any time or opt out of 
school photos.  All staff members must pass comprehensive background checks and 
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are fully vetted.   Because of these reasons and the background above, it is 
recommended that contracts with Lifetouch resume.

STUDENTS APRIL 16, 2018 
HOMELESS STUDENTS

The Board of Education of Livonia Public Schools is committed to ensuring that students 
experiencing homelessness have equal access to the same free and appropriate public 
education as all other students. Students who meet the definition of ‘homeless children and 
youths’ under the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act* will be provided a free and 
appropriate public education in the same manner as all other students of the District and will not 
be stigmatized or segregated on the basis of their status as homeless. Students eligible under 
the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act* will be provided services and may participate in 
programs comparable to other students in the District. Board policy, administrative guidelines, 
and practices will not be interpreted or applied in such a way as to inhibit the enrollment, 
attendance, participation, or school success of eligible students.

The sSuperintendent will appoint a liaison for homeless children, who will perform the duties as 
assigned by the sSuperintendent. Additionally, the liaison will coordinate and collaborate with 
the State Coordinator for the Education of Homeless Children and Youth as well as with 
community and school personnel responsible for the provision of education and related services 
to eligible homeless children and youths.

*McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 11431 et seq.)
The term >homeless children and youth=C

(A) Individuals who lack a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence and
(B) Includes--

(i) Children and youths who are sharing the housing of other persons due to loss of 
housing, economic hardship, or a similar reason; are living in motels, hotels, trailer 
parks, or camping grounds due to the lack of alternative adequate accommodations; are 
living in emergency or transitional shelters; or are abandoned in hospitals;
(ii) Children and youths who have a primary nighttime residence that is a public or 
private place not designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation 
for human beings;
(iii) Children and youths who are living in cars, parks, public spaces, abandoned 
buildings, substandard housing, bus or train stations, or similar settings; and
(iv) Migratory children who qualify as homeless for the purposes of this subtitle because 
the children are living in circumstances described in clauses (i) through (iii).

GENERAL PUBLIC RELATIONS NOVEMBER 13, 2017
VISITS TO SCHOOLS

Parents/guardians and other visitors having legitimate business to conduct are welcome in our 
the schools. For the protection of the health, safety, and welfare of the students and staff, all 
visitors shall remain in the secured vestibule and follow the security protocols in order to gain 
access into the main office for first report to the school’s main office for visitation approval.

Visitors from other school districts systems should make appropriate arrangements in advance 
through the Office of the Superintendent or his/her designee.

Visits to classrooms by parents and other citizens must should be arranged in advance, have 
the approval of the building principal/administrator; be arranged in advance; and not disrupt the 
educational process.

GENERAL PUBLIC RELATIONS
VISITS TO SCHOOLS March 1, 1990
UNAUTHORIZED PERSONS ON SCHOOL PROPERTY APRIL 27, 2026

The following procedures should shall be followed throughout the at all school buildings in handling 
when there are visitors to the schools:

1. Visitors with valid identification should must wait in the secured vestibule and follow district 
security protocols use the intercom to communicate with the main office in order report to the 
main office and to gain permission for a brief visit.

2. Former students will not be permitted to visit teachers during regular school hours unless they 
have made an appointment in advance to meet the teacher during a conference hour non-
instructional time.

3. Students may visit with a teacher after 3:00 p.m., if the teacher has no other school-related 
commitments and wishes to see the students.

3. Any Staff members who may notice unauthorized visitors must direct them back to the office 
and accompany them there. finding an unauthorized visitor or group of visitors in the hall should 
return with this person(s) to the office.

4. When a visitor is denied permission to visit, and is asked to leave and does not do so, an 
administrator should be immediately informed.  A school administrator must be contacted 
immediately if an unauthorized visitor refuses to leave the school property. Administrator will 
then follow security protocols.

GENERAL PUBLIC RELATIONS JUNE 20, 1988
UNAUTHORIZED PERSONS ON SCHOOL PROPERTY  Reviewed 8/2014

For the protection and safety of students and staff, the protection of school property, and the 
general necessity of an efficient administration of school buildings, no person shall loiter on 
school grounds or in any school building. 

Students who are under suspension or have been expelled from school are not allowed on 
school property or in any school building and shall not be admitted to any school activity or 
event function. If a student is serving an in-school suspension, the student is not allowed on 
school property outside of the normal school day hours.

Persons causing any disturbance to school programs or school activities shall be directed 
requested by the building administration to leave the school property immediately at once. If a 
person refuses to leave, he/she shall be considered to be trespassing and the police shall be 
called.
