EXPLANATION: The Region 20 Education Service Center Board of Directors (hereafter “Board”) recognizes

that officials in the State of Texas and the United States Government;

have declared a disaster and emergency regarding Coronavirus/COVID-19 (hereafter
“COVID-19”) and its potential spread;

the territory included in Region 20 Education Service Center is within the areas declared
a disaster and an emergency area;

the Board recognizes that COVID-19 is an unforeseen and unavoidable emergency of
urgent public necessity, that the World Health Organization has declared COVID-19 a
pandemic, and that additional emergency declarations may follow in the coming days
and weeks;

the Board has a substantial public interest in protecting the health and safety of its staff,
clients and community and therefore desires to ensure that the Education Service Center
and community are prepared to the fullest extent possible to protect the health and safety
of staff, clients and community in light of COVID-19;

On March 27, 2020, the President signed the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic
Security Act (the CARES Act or the Act) (Pub. L. 116-136) to provide emergency
assistance and health care response for individuals, families, and businesses affected by
the coronavirus pandemic.

The Region 20 Education Service Center is currently on sound financial footing. In light of the
financial and operational impact of the COVID-19 pandemic will continue to have on our
clients and the uncertainty it will continue to have on revenue generation for Region 20
Education Service Center in the short term, the Center is taking the following actions:

O

Near Term-The Center has applied for the Payroll Protection Program (PPP) allowed
under the CARES Act. If the loan is approved and funded there are opportunities that
the loan may be fully or partially forgiven. These funds may be used to pay payroll and
other specific fixed costs. The loan amount will be approximately $ 5,598,900.00.

Longer Term-The Center published a RFO to prospective financing firms in attempt to
provide a longer term financing mechanism for cash flow timing purposes. The Bids
will be received by mid-May 2020 and the Center review the responses for best value
that may establish one or more vendors to be awarded. This process will likely require
the Center to provide collateral in terms of real estate and buildings. The Center is
looking for a line of credit or loan up to a maximum of $10,000,000.

BE IT RESOLVED, That the Board of Directors approves the above actions and grants authority to the Executive Director
to take all necessary actions including negotiation and execution of all documents to fulfill the financing mechanisms.
