* Procurement must be advertised to and open to the public.

» Submit lowest or more responsive bid/proposal to School Board for approval.
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C. Non-competitive Purchases

Non-competitive purchases may only be made when an emergency arises that threatens continued
service of the Child Nutrition Program, or when the service/commodity being purchased is available
from only one vendor (i.e. sole source). If it is necessary to make a non-competitive purchase in order to
continue service, the purchase shall be made and a log of all such purchases shall be maintained and
reviewed by the review official listed in Column E of the Chart of Procedures. The log shall show:

* Item name

* Dollar amount

* Vendor

* Reason for emergency/justification of sole source designation.

D. All purchases will be conducted in accord with the attached Chart of Procedures.

E. The following records will be maintained for a period of 3 years, plus the current year:
* Written records of all obtained via telephone gquotes

* Log of all emergency and sole source purchases

* All written quotes and bid documents

» Comparison of all price quotes and bids with the effective dates shown

* Price comparison will show bids or quote award

* Log of approved substitutions.

F. Bid Protest Policy:

These guidelines are relating to the filing, hearing, decision, and appeal of protests by any actual
prospective bidder or contractor who is aggrieved in connection with the bidding or award of a contract.
Any actual or prospective bidder, offeror, or contractor who is aggrieved in connection with the
solicitation or award of a contract which meets Board approval requirements may file a protest.
Protestors may file a protest on any phase of solicitation or award including, but not limited to,
specifications, bid solicitation, or award.

The Superintendent or his/her designee shall have the authority to settle and resolve a protest of an
aggrieved bidder, offeror, or contractor, actual or prospective, concerning the specifications, solicitation,
or award of a contract.

Within ten (10) calendar days of the date the Invitation to Bid is mailed, the protestor must submit in
writing to the Superintendent the reason for the protest. The Superintendent shall review specifications
and product code numbers and based on the facts will issue an addendum, withdraw solicitation, rebid or
reject protest. Protest of Awards shall be made in writing and submitted in an envelope labeled “Protest”
to the Superintendent within seven (7) calendar days after the protestor knows or should have known of
the facts giving rise thereto. A protest is deemed filed when received by the Superintendent. No protest
will be entertained if filed more than seven (7) calendar days after the award of a contract. The written
protest shall contain the following: name, mailing address, telephone number, and fax number of the
protestor, appropriate identification of the procurement or contract protested, statement, in sufficient
detail, of the facts upon which the protest is based, including the effective date of any alleged grievable
action and why such action is believed to be in error, supporting exhibits, evidence, or documents to
substantiate any claims unless not available within the filing time, in which case the expected date the
information will be available shall be indicated, and a statement of the relief requested. Upon receipt of
a written protest, the Superintendent shall submit a copy of the protest to the Board Attorney and the

Director of Child Nutrition.
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In the event of a timely protest, the solicitation or award of the contract will be deterred until the
resolution of the protest, unless the Superintendent, after conferring with the Director of Child Nutrition,
makes a determination that in order to protect substantial interests of the school district, it is necessary to
go forward with the solicitation or award of the contract. Any additional information requested by any of
the parties should be submitted within the reasonable time period established by the requesting source in
order to expedite consideration of the protest. Failure of any party to comply expeditiously with a
request for information by the Superintendent may result in the protest being resolved without additional
information being considered. The Superintendent and other administrators shall determine if a protest
conference is needed and appropriate. If so, a date, time, and place for the protest conference will be
scheduled and a notice of same will be sent via personal delivery or by certified United States Mail,
postage prepaid, return receipt requested, to the protestor, the procuring school district or institution, and
any interested party. Continuances requested by any party to the protest shall be granted within the
discretion of the Superintendent only for good cause shown. If a protestor, without good cause, fails to
appear at the protest conference, such failure will be deemed

a withdrawal of the protest and the Superintendent shall dismiss the protest and such dismissal shall be
final and conclusive. The protestor has the burden of proving that the
specifications, bidding, or award of the contract was in error and merits the relief requested.

The Superintendent shall, within a reasonable time after the conclusion of the protest process, prepare a
written decision. A copy of such decision shall be sent by personal delivery or by certified United States
Mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, to the protestor, any interested party, and the
Foodservice Administrator. The decision of the Superintendent shall be final and conclusive unless
fraudulent or unless a timely request for a review by the Board of Education is filed.

Any protestor or interested party who participated in the conference or the procuring agency aggrieved
by the final decision of the Superintendent may file a written request for review by the Board of
Education. If a protest is not filed within the time limit set forth herein, it will be considered waived. If a
request of review by the Board of Education is not filed within the specified time limit, it will be
considered waived and the decision of the Superintendent shall be final and conclusive.

G. The following conduct will be expected of all people who are engaged in the award and
administration of contracts supported by school food and nutrition program funds:

* No employee, officer or agent of the Jackson County School District (School Food Authority) shall
participate in selection or in the award or administration of a contract supported by program funds if a
conflict of interest, real or apparent, would be involved.

» Conflicts of interest arise when one of the following has a financial or other interest in the firm
selected for the award:

0 The employee, officer or agent

0 Any member of his immediate family

0 His or her partner

0 An organization which employs or is about to employ one of the above.

» The Jackson County School District (School Food Authority) employees, officers, or agents shall
neither solicit nor accept gratuities, favors, or anything of material monetary value from contractors,
potential contractors, or parties to sub-agreements.

* The purchase during the school day of any food or service from a contractor for individual use is
prohibited.

 The removal of any food, supplies, equipment, or school property (such as official records, recipe

books and the like) is prohibited. o1




* The outside sale of such items as used oil, empty cans and the like will be sold by contract between the
Jackson County School District (School Food Authority) and the outside agency. Individual sales by any
school person to an outside agency or other school person is prohibited.

* Failure of any employee to abide by the above stated code could result in any combination of the
following: a fine, suspension, or dismissal. Interpretation of the code will be given at any time by
contacting the Superintendent.

The Jackson County School District (School Food Authority) will not be responsible for any other
explanation or interpretation which anyone presumes to make on behalf of the Board of Education.

Subject: Lighting Upgrade Proposal

We would like to propose a lighting upgrade project for the Board’s consideration. The long-term goal is
to upgrade all facility lighting throughout the district to LED. This would include classrooms, hallways,
restrooms, cafeterias, gymnasiums, offices, building exterior walkways, parking lots, and athletic
facilities.

We estimate this will reduce lighting load by 50% and we estimate lighting load as a percentage of total
load across the district at around 25%. Altogether this lighting upgrade initiative should reduce total
electricity consumption annually by around 10-15%. The district spent $1,750,000 last year on
electricity which means the lighting upgrades initiative has the potential to save the district $175,000 -
$250,000 annually before inflation and capital investment considerations.

Duane Jones and David Baggett have analyzed the current lighting footprint across the district and have
spoken with two utilities and one commercial electrical contractor to understand our options and costs
associated with LED upgrades. As a result, we have segregated two subprojects under the lighting
upgrade initiative — 1) Building and Grounds Lighting and 2) Athletic Field Lighting and developed a
different approach to tackle each.

For the Building and Grounds Lighting upgrades, we propose to initially perform this inhouse. Phase 1
would be upgrade the interior and exterior lighting to LED at the Business Office, Central Office, and
Child Nutrition Office. The work would begin immediately with designing standards for bulb/ballast
replacement experimenting with different lighting arrangements for optimal office lighting that would
be replicated throughout the district in school/attendance center offices. The installation would begin
after the standards have been developed at the three administrative buildings mentioned above with
target to have it complete before Christmas. We would utilize maintenance crews that no longer are
needed as much for grounds work (mowing, weeding, etc.) to support the installations in
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November/December. Once Phase 1 is complete, we would begin collecting data to measure year-over-
year energy reduction and installation pacing requirements. This time of the year (Nov/Dec) and the
spring (Mar/Apr) is generally the best time to measure lighting load reductions due to the decreased
usage of heating and cooling and the ability to limit weather variations impacting measurements.

Assuming Phase 1 shows energy reductions we were expecting and installation pacing that is acceptable,
Phase 2 would begin over the summer after school lets out. We would pilot the design/installation at
one school addressing all areas in and around the school building. We will utilize maintenance crews to
do the actual installations and student workers to support them. It is unknown at this time how long it
will take to upgrade an entire school with our current labor resources. Our desire though is to perform
all school upgrades over the summer months or on nights/weekends throughout the year to avoid
disrupting the classroom environment.

For the Athletic Field Lighting, we propose to initially contract this out. The district is not equipped to
handle the replacement or servicing of these light poles. One option we are exploring is to higher an
engineering firm to perform lighting study and design and then purchase the lighting fixtures/bulbs
ourselves and contract out the installing and servicing when needed. Another option is to enter into an
energy savings agreement with an ESCO whereby the district is essentially borrowing money against its
energy savings to purchase, finance, and install (and own) the lighting. Another option we are exploring
is to obtain the fixtures/bulbs upgrades through a “Lighting-as-a-Service” model whereby the asset
would be purchased, financed, installed, and serviced by a third-party with a long-term commitment at a
fixed rate. Our current utility provider does not provide any turnkey solution.

Given the upgrades that are happening at East Central with the bleachers, and the potential need to
move two poles to install the bleachers, Phase 1 (athletic field pilot project) would most likely be at East
Central Baseball and Softball fields. We would obtain the energy reduction year-over-year after the
spring season (ideally 2023) to determine if/how/when we scale the upgrades to other athletic fields
throughout the district.

We are seeking the board’s commitment to both the 1) Building and Grounds Lighting Upgrades and 2)
Athletic Field Lighting Upgrades. Regardless of the commitment, we had already begun replacing
dead/failed bulbs and fixtures with LEDs. St Martin High exterior lighting is the next area of concern that
is being addressed. As these arise, we will continue to prioritize these areas of concern before the
above plan.

The BrightBytes
EdTech Impact platform and Progress Monitoring platform are collectively referred to as

“Service(s)” in this Addendum.
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This Addendum describes the duties and responsibilities to protect student data transmitted to
BrightBytes from the District pursuant to the Agreement, including compliance with the Federal
Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (“FERPA”), 20 U.S.C. § 1232(g), the Children’s
Online Privacy Protection Act (“COPPA”), 15 U.S.C. §§ 6501-6502; the Protection of Pupil
Rights Amendment (“PPRA”), 20 U.S.C. § 1232, and other applicable laws, rules and best
practices relating to the protection of the personal information of students. In performing the
Service, and for the limited purpose thereof, BrightBytes shall be considered a School Official

with a legitimate educational interest.

Pursuant to FERPA, 20 U.S.C. § 1232(g), and the FERPA regulations that took effect January 8,
2009:
An educational agency or institution may disclose personally identifiable information
from an educational record of a student without the consent required by § 99.30, if the
disclosure is to organizations conducting studies for, or on behalf of, educational agencies
or institutions to develop, validate, or administer predictive tests; administer student aid

programs; or improve instruction. 34 C.F.R. § 99.31(a)(6)(1)

Additionally, as set forth in 34 C.F.R. § 99.31(a)(6)(iii):

An educational agency or institution may disclose personally identifiable information
under paragraph (a)(6)(i) of this section, and a State or local educational authority or
agency headed by an official listed in paragraph (a)(3) of this section may redisclose
personally identifiable information under paragraph (a)(6)(i) and (a)(6)(ii) of this section,
only if:

(A) The study is conducted in a manner that does not permit personal identification
of parents and students by individuals other than representatives of the

organization that have legitimate interests in the information;

(B) The information is destroyed when no longer needed for the purposes for
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which the study was conducted; and

(C) The educational agency or institution or the State or local educational authority
or agency headed by an official listed in paragraph (a)(3) of this section enters

into a written agreement with the organization that—

(1) Specifies the purpose, scope, and duration of the study or studies and
the information to be disclosed;

(2) Requires the organization to use personally identifiable information
from education records only to meet the purpose or purposes of the

study as stated in the written agreement;

(3) Requires the organization to conduct the study in a manner that does
not permit personal identification of parents and students, as defined in
this part, by anyone other than representatives of the organization with

legitimate interests; and

(4) Requires the organization to destroy all personally identifiable
information when the information is no longer needed for the purposes
for which the study was conducted and specifies the time in which the

information must be destroyed.

This DSA establishes the terms, conditions, and limitations on the use of data provided to

BrightBytes by the District for the purpose described above. Attachment C defines the data,

including but not limited to personally identifiable information (“PII”’), covered by this DSA.

BrightBytes represents and warrants that the data identified in Attachment “C” (hereinafter

referred to as District Data) is limited to that which is absolutely necessary for BrightBytes to

prepare the reports to MDE as set out in Attachment “D.” The District shall not be obligated to

transmit, provide, or otherwise send BrightBytes any data outside of that listed in Attachment

“C.” The BrightBytes EdTech Impact Solution and Progress Monitoring Platform will not scrape,

gather, or otherwise collect from the District any data outside of that listed in Attachment “C.”

For avoidance of doubt, the foregoing prohibition does not apply to any Google products or
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services used by District or users of other BrightBytes products or services. Nothing in this DSA
shall preclude the District and BrightBytes from entering into a separate, independent agreement
for the provision of additional services, or the sharing of data for additional purposes. Attachment
“D” defines the data, aggregated at the school and district level (no PII) covered by this DSA that
will be transferred from BrightBytes to the MDE. Only data identified in Attachment “D” will be
released from BrightBytes and transferred to MDE.

2. Definitions: As used in this DSA -

"FERPA" means the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (codified at 20 U.S.C.
§ 1232¢g) and includes any amendments or other relevant provisions of federal law, as well as all
requirements of Chapter 99 of Title 34 of the Code of Federal Regulations and reauthorization
when effective. Nothing in this Agreement may be construed to allow either party to maintain,

use, disclose or share student information in a manner not allowed by federal law or regulation.

In accordance with FERPA, 34 C.F.R. § 99.3, "Personally Identifiable Information" or "PII"

includes but is not limited to:

(a) The student's name;
(b) The name of the student's parent or other family members;

(c) The address of the student or student's family;

(d) A personal identifier, such as the student's social security number, student number, or
biometric record;

(e) Other indirect identifiers, such as the student's date of birth, place of birth, and mother's
maiden name;

(f) Other information that, alone or in combination, is linked or linkable to a specific
student that would allow a reasonable person in the school community, who does not have
personal knowledge of the relevant circumstances, to identify the student with reasonable
certainty; or

(g) Information requested by a person who the educational agency or institution
reasonably believes knows the identity of the student to whom the education record

relates.
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"Destroy" or "Destruction" means the act of ensuring that data cannot be reused or reconstituted
in a format that could be used as originally intended and that the data is impossible to recover or

reconstitute in its original format.

“De-identified data” means records and information from which all personally identifiable
information and has been removed or obscured, such that the remaining information does not
reasonably identify a specific individual, including but not limited to, any information that, alone
or in combination is linkable to a specific student taking in account reasonable available

information.

“Data Breach” means the unauthorized release, access, disclosure, or acquisition of data that

compromises the security, confidentiality, or integrity of data maintained by BrightBytes.

“IDEA” means the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act of 2004 (codified at 20 U.S.C. §§
1400 et seq.) and includes any amendments or other relevant provisions of federal law, as well as
all requirements of Chapter 300 of Title 34 of the Code of Federal Regulations and reauthorization
when effective. Nothing in this Agreement may be construed to allow either party to maintain,

use, disclose or share student information in a manner not allowed by federal law or regulation.

Under IDEA, Destruction means physical destruction or removal of personal identifiers from

information so that the information is no longer personally identifiable. 34 C.F.R. § 300.611.

In accordance with IDEA, 34 C.F.R. § 300.32, "Personally Identifiable Information" or "PII"
includes but is not limited to:
(a) The name of the child, the child’s parent, or other family member;

(b) The address of the child;
(c) A personal identifier, such as the child’s social security number or student number; or

(d) A list of personal characteristics or other information that would make it possible to

identify the child with reasonable certainty.

“Student Data” is any personal information that is directly related to an identifiable current or
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former student that is maintained by BrightBytes on the District’s behalf pursuant to this

Agreement. For clarity and without limitation, “Student Data” includes “personally identifiable

information” or “PII” as those terms are defined by FERPA and IDEA.

THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual understanding and agreement set forth, the
District and BrightBytes do hereby agree to the following:

3. Scope of Services:

A. Both District and BrightBytes agree:

1.

To maintain confidentiality of all education records as required under FERPA, IDEA,
and other state and federal laws and regulations.

To maintain safeguards that restrict the release or disclosure of information exchanged
under this DSA as required under federal and/or state law or regulations related to data
protection, data analysis, and the confidentiality of student information.

That all copies of data of any type, including any modifications or additions to data
from any source that contain PII, are subject to the provisions of this DSA in the same
manner as the original data.

That the Student Data to be transferred under this DSA from the BrightBytes to the
MDE have been received from third parties (i.e., District) without a means by which

to determine the accuracy of the data.

Ownership and Control. BrightBytes shall access and process Student Data solely for
the purposes of providing an outsourced institutional function pursuant to FERPA 34
C.F.R Part 99.31(a)(1). As between BrightBytes and the District, the District owns all
right, title, and interest to all Student Data provided or otherwise made available to
BrightBytes. The transfer of District Data from District to BrightBytes does not
constitute a transfer of ownership of data or create an ownership interest on the part
of BrightBytes in the data elements, analysis of the data, or any aggregate data
contained in reports created from District Data, except to provide the Services
described herein. Both parties agree to uphold their responsibilities under laws
governing the privacy of Student Data, including in the U.S. the Family Educational
Rights and Privacy Act ("FERPA"), the Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment
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(“PPRA”), and the Children's Online Privacy and Protection Act ("COPPA"), as
applicable. BrightBytes will rely on District to obtain and provide appropriate consent
and disclosures, if necessary, for BrightBytes to collect any Student Data, including
the collection of Student Data directly from students under 13, as permitted under
COPPA.

6. BrightBytes does not have permission to redisclose District Data to a third party
except upon prior written authorization of the District Superintendent or his or her
designee, or to the MDE (except as contemplated under this Agreement), as a required
part of this Addendum as provided in the assurances signed by the District related to
its participation in the Equity in Distance Learning Act. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, nothing in this agreement shall prohibit BrightBytes from disclosing
District Data to vendors, contractors, sub-processors or affiliates, provided that such
recipients are bound by contractual agreements to protect District Data in a manner no
less stringent than the terms of this DSA. For clarity, authorized users of the District
who access the BrightBytes services pursuant to the Agreement shall not be “third
parties” for purposes of this Section

7. That any transmission, transportation, processing, use, or storage of District data
outside the United States is prohibited except upon prior written authorization of the
District Superintendent or her designee. For avoidance of doubt, BrightBytes may use
the services of its personnel located outside of the United States to perform its
obligations under the Agreement, all of whom shall be subjected to the confidentiality
obligations set forth in Section 3(b)(1) below.

8. That the Director of BrightBytes, or their designee, and the District’s Chief
Information Officer, or their designee, will make commercially reasonable efforts to
review the provisions of this DSA annually to assure that the parties are acting in
compliance with the requirements of this DSA. If any data security problems are
identified, a report specifying problems, solutions, and timelines for implementation

will be developed cooperatively with personnel from all Parties.

B. BrightBytes Agrees:
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1. Confidential information, including but not limited to PII, will be available only to
BrightBytes employees and contractors directly supporting the EdTech Impact Solution
and Progress Monitoring Platform who have a legitimate educational need to know as
determined by the Director of BrightBytes. Prior to the release of District Data, to provide
District according to their security guidelines, an email confirmation that each
BrightBytes employee and contractor who will have access to confidential information
have executed confidentiality terms at least as restrictive as those in the Agreement.
Additionally, BrightBytes will adhere to its Privacy Policy (See Attachment “F”). Any
individual-level student records (e.g., not in aggregate) will be considered confidential
information and protected as such, even if student identifiers have been removed from the

record.

2. To utilize District Data provided to BrightBytes only for the purpose of (i) providing the
services to the District as contemplated by the Agreement, specifically and exclusively
limited to the collection of data from the District as a condition in the District’s
participation in the Mississippi Connects Digital Learning Program of the EDLA, and the
compiling and provision of the reports set forth in Attachment “D;” (ii) internal purposes
of maintaining, supporting, evaluating, improving and developing BrightBytes’
applications and services (including but not limited to, sharing with BrightBytes
contractors and consultants for the purposes of research and development related to the
Service); and (ii1) enforcing BrightBytes’ rights under the Agreement. Use of District Data
for any purpose outside the scope of this DSA shall require a written amendment to this

DSA or a separate agreement.

3. Other than to the MDE as contemplated by this Agreement, that no reports created by
BrightBytes from District Data will be released in any manner to any individual or any
other entity without the prior written consent of the District Superintendent or his/her
designee, and that if consent is obtained, only aggregate descriptive statistics will be made
available. No report utilizing District data shall be released that will allow the

identification of individual students or parents or be easily traceable to a student to whom
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the information pertains, assuring the use of sufficient cell and subgroup sizes.
BrightBytes will only create reports using aggregate descriptive statistics and will use
statistical reporting techniques and other measures to prevent the intentional and/or
unintentional identification of individuals when producing aggregate reports. BrightBytes
will notify the District when any publication is available and provide a copy upon request.
BrightBytes shall report all findings directly to the District and share any preliminary and
final statistics and/or reports with the District and prior to the release to other entities after

approval of the District Superintendent or his/her designee.

. That no (i) District Data; (ii) Student Data, or (iii) anonymized, de-identified, or
aggregated data created using District Data or Student Data will be sold, transferred, or
exchanged by BrightBytes except (i) to MDE as contemplated by this Agreement; or (ii)
as expressly permitted by this Agreement.

. That any District Data received will be archived in a manner that maintains the
confidentiality of the information exchanged and does not permit the identification of
individual persons to whom the information pertains. BrightBytes is responsible for the
security and confidentiality of District Data in its custody. BrightBytes will use reasonable
industry security practices in the storage and use of District Data, as well as student and/or

teacher level data. These practices include, but are not limited to:

a. Restricting physical access to the hardware hosting the data;

b. Not transmitting PII through unsecured or unencrypted connections;

c. Limiting access to the system and/or application hosting
student/teacher data to only those individuals which have signed a
confidentiality agreement, and those vendors or other authorized third-
party service providers who have agreed to implement the same
security practices;

d. Physically protecting any backup storage mediums (tape) that contain
backups of the data. (i.e., the backups are locked up);

e. Any cloud-based storage must use Continental United States based

data centers;
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f.  For any accounts owned or controlled by BrightBytes or its contractors
with access to student and/or teacher level data:

1. Multi-factor authentication;

2. Non-shared, individual user accounts;

3. Logging of all access;

4. Policies and procedures setting access rights and
authorizations, including policies that grant access only when
absolutely required;

5. Criminal background checks, to the extent permitted by
applicable law, to ensure no such users have any felony
convictions, convictions that may indicate a lack of honesty,
or are registered sex offenders;

Industry standard physical security and access controls;
h. Firewalls for all external data connections; and
i. Implementation of a procedure for regular and timely installation of all

necessary software patches and updates.

6. That in the event the scope of work related to BrightBytes changes or the operations of
BrightBytes become compromised due to leadership changes, funding changes, or other
factors deemed detrimental by the District, any and all data received in accordance with
the provisions in this DSA will be returned to the District upon request with no copies
residing with BrightBytes absent the existence of a new written agreement covering the
disposition and handling of such data.

7. 1f BrightBytes is served with any subpoena, discovery request, court order, or other legal
request or command that calls for disclosure of any District Data, BrightBytes shall
promptly notify the District in writing and provide the District sufficient time to obtain a
court order or take any other action the District deems necessary to prevent disclosure or
otherwise protect District Data. Where BrightBytes is prohibited by law from notifying
the District of a legal request for District Data, BrightBytes will comply with all applicable

laws and regulations with respect to the requested District Data.
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8. To report to District and the MDE within 24 hours of BrightBytes becoming aware of any
Data Breach that compromises the security or confidentiality of PII or District Data, unless
notification within this time limit would disrupt investigation of the incident by law
enforcement. BrightBytes shall immediately take such actions as may be necessary to
preserve forensic evidence and eliminate the cause of the data breach. In the event of a
Data Breach related to District Data or PII, BrightBytes agrees to indemnify and hold the District
harmless for any loss, cost, damage, or expense suffered by the District as a result thereof.
BrightBytes shall also promptly provide the MDE and the District information necessary
to enable the District and MDE to fully understand the facts, circumstances, nature and scope
of the Data Breach. To the extent the District in its sole discretion deems warranted, the
District may provide notice or require BrightBytes to provide notice to any parties,
including parents and students, who may have been affected by the Data Breach. In such
case, BrightBytes shall consult with the District in a timely fashion regarding appropriate
steps required to notify third parties. If the District elects to have BrightBytes provide
notice, BrightBytes will pay the entire reasonable cost of such notice, such as mailing, call
center services, and, to the extent required by law, identity theft monitoring for affected
persons. However, unless otherwise provided by law, in no event will BrightBytes
transmit any notice of a Data Breach pursuant to Mississippi Code § 75-24-29 or any other
Federal or state law without first obtaining the District’s approval for such notice, which
approval will not be unreasonably withheld. BrightBytes shall provide the District and the
MDE information about what BrightBytes has done or plans to do to mitigate any
deleterious effect or the unauthorized use or disclosure of, or access to, District Data.

9. At any time during the Term of the Agreement, District may request that BrightBytes
retrieve or destroy District Data in BrightBytes’s possession by providing such a request
in writing, including but not limited to by the Directive for Disposition of Data
(Attachment “G”), which request BrightBytes shall then comply with in a commercially
reasonable time not to exceed 30 days. If District requests that BrightBytes retrieve
District Data, BrightBytes will provide District with a copy of all District Data that was
processed during the Term. For clarity, BrightBytes will continue to maintain a copy of

such data for until the end of the Term of the Agreement or until receipt of a destruction
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request.

C. District agrees to:

1.

Provide only the District Data absolutely necessary for BrightBytes to prepare the
reports to MDE set out in Attachment “D,” and District will provide such data to
BrightBytes at a mutually agreed upon time after the execution of this DSA by both
parties.

Allow BrightBytes to provide mutually agreed upon District Data to the MDE as set
out in Attachment “D”, that defines the data, aggregated to the school and district level
(no PII), covered by this DSA that will be transferred on the districts’ behalf from
BrightBytes to the MDE, attached hereto and incorporated herewith at a mutually
agreed upon time after the execution of this DSA by District and BrightBytes.

Allow BrightBytes to access or collect only the Student Data absolutely necessary for
BrightBytes to prepare the reports to MDE set out in Attachment “D” and shall
facilitate a reasonable method for BrightBytes to access the that limited scope of
information stored in District’s student information systems (“SIS”), learning
management system (“LMS”) or other data repository, or receive District Data or
other information via SIS, Secure File Transfer Protocol (“SFTP”), through the use
of the Service or other secure transfer method. To the extent District utilizes a portion
of the Service that collects information through a client-layer solution (e.g., a browser
extension), network layer solution (e.g., software that resides at the network level and
that collects information), or another method that may be used by BrightBytes and/or
its third-party service providers to collect information (each a “Collection Method”),
District authorizes BrightBytes to access or collect District Data and Usage Data (e.g.,
time spent on page, use of third-party applications, mouse clicks, etc.) via the

Collection Method selected by the District in its sole choice or discretion as follows:
____ Cisco Umbrella; or

_____ Chrome extension.

District may, in its sole discretion and without altering or amending this Addendum,
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change its choice of Collection Method at any time. District agrees that BrightBytes
may combine such data with District Data it receives or collects through other
methods.

4. Make reasonable efforts to work cooperatively with BrightBytes in providing District
Data in accordance with the terms of this Agreement. For example: (a) providing a
location on a secure server where the data can be safely transferred; (b) creating the
data file in an agreed upon format; and (c) providing the data at agreed upon times.

5. Reserve the right to make unannounced, unscheduled inspections during normal
business hours of the District Data utilized by BrightBytes. Such inspections may

come in the form of a verbal request to inspect preliminary findings.

Period of Performance: The period of performance of the terms and conditions of this DSA
shall be from the date of the execution by both parties and will remain in effect until September

30, 2025 (the “Term”) unless terminated earlier or amended under this Agreement.

Funding: The parties agree to work cooperatively in the sharing of student data in compliance
with FERPA. No funding is involved in the implementation of this DSA.

COPPA Consent: The District is under no obligation to obtain written parental consent pursuant
to the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act (“COPPA”), and the District acknowledges that
as it pertains to this DSA, the BrightBytes services are utilized for an educational purpose for the

use and benefit of the school and for no other commercial purpose.

Relationship of Parties: The relationship of District and BrightBytes shall be that of Independent
Contractor. None of the provisions of this DSA are intended to create, nor shall they be construed
to create an agency, partnership, joint venture, or employer/employee relationship between

District and BrightBytes

Termination: Either the District or BrightBytes may terminate this DSA at any time by giving
ten (10) days written notice to the other party of such termination and specifying the effective
date thereof. Furthermore, the District or BrightBytes may terminate this DSA, in whole or in

part, upon mutual agreement. Upon termination of this DSA, and at the sole election of the
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District, BrightBytes will either destroy or return to District all original and copies of District
Data regardless of location or deviated form. For clarity and without limitation, BrightBytes is
not required to destroy any data that has been aggregated or anonymized, so long as the data is
maintained in a form, which could not reasonably be used to identify any individual, taking into

account available information.

Maintenance of Records: BrightBytes will maintain, as commercially reasonable, pertinent
books, documents, and paper or electronic records of BrightBytes solely as related to the charges
and performance of BrightBytes under this DSA. Such records shall be kept by BrightBytes for a
period of three (3) years from the date of the records, unless the MDE authorizes their earlier
disposition. However, if any litigation, claim, negotiation, audit or other action involving the
records has been started before the expiration of the three-year period, the records shall be

retained until completion of the action and resolution of all issues which arise from it.

Assignment: Except as approved otherwise by District in writing, BrightBytes shall not assign
or subcontract in whole or in part, its rights or obligations under this DSA without prior written
consent of the District and the MDE and all terms and conditions in the DSA apply to both
BrightBytes and subcontractors and/or assignments. Any attempted assignment without said
consent will be void and of no effect. For the purposes of this DSA, a change of control of
BrightBytes shall constitute an assignment requiring prior written consent of both the District and

MDE.

Severability: Should any term or provision of this DSA be found to be prohibited by the laws of
the United States or the State of Mississippi, or should any term or provision be declared invalid
or void by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining terms, conditions and obligations shall
be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law, and shall not be affected by the

invalidity of any other provision.

Governmental Entity: BrightBytes recognizes and acknowledges that the District, as a political
subdivision of the State of Mississippi, enters into this DSA only to the extent authorized by

Mississippi law, including the opinions of the Attorney General of Mississippi. Any provision
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that is not authorized by or is inconsistent with Mississippi law, including the opinions of the

Mississippi Attorney General, is invalid and deleted.

Governing Law and Venue: This DSA is governed and controlled exclusively by the laws of
the State of Mississippi. All suits, claims, cases, controversies, actions, disputes, complaints
and/or orders related to, arising from, in connection with, or to construe or enforce the DSA shall
be governed by the laws of the State of Mississippi, without regard to its conflicts of law
principles. The courts of the county in which the District is located shall be the sole and exclusive
jurisdiction and venue for any civil action related to this DSA, and BrightBytes irrevocably
consents to jurisdiction in said courts and waives any argument that such courts are not a
convenient forum for such litigation. Any provision which purports to establish venue outside the

State of Mississippi is deleted.

Indemnification: Any references to the District indemnifying, defending or holding harmless
BrightBytes or any other party are deleted. BrightBytes shall indemnify and hold District and
District's affiliates, officers, directors, employees, attorneys and agents harmless from and against
any and all claims, costs, damages, losses, liabilities and expenses (including attorneys’ fees and
costs) arising out of or in connection with: (i) a claim alleging that the services provided by
BrightBytes directly infringe a copyright, a U.S. patent, or a trademark of a third party; (ii) a
claim, which if true, would constitute a violation by BrightBytes of its representations or
warranties, implied or otherwise; or (iii) a claim by any third-party arising from or related to any

alleged breach of the DSA by BrightBytes.

No Limitation of Liability, Remedies, Claims, or Damages: The District does not agree to limit the
liability of BrightBytes in any way. The District does not waive, relinquish, or otherwise limit

any remedies, claims, or damages available to it. Any contradictory provisions are deleted.

Disclaimer of Warranties: The District does not waive, disclaim or exclude any warranties of
any other party to the DSA, including without limitation, such other party’s warranties of

merchantability or fitness for a particular use or any common law warranties to which the District
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is entitled.

Arbitration: The District does not agree to submit to arbitration or mediation. Any references

to arbitration are deleted.

No Waiver of Jury Trial or Class Action: The District does not waive any rights to a trial by

jury or to its participation in a class action. Any provisions providing as much are deleted.

Public Records: BrightBytes acknowledges that the District and the terms of the Agreement are
subject to the Mississippi Public Records Act (“MPRA”), Mississippi Code Annotated §25-61-1

et seq. and are not confidential.

Insurance: BrightBytes agrees to maintain at all times a cyber liability and data breach policy of
insurance providing coverage for expenses, whether incurred by either BrightBytes or the District,
in the event of a data breach, privacy incident, digital asset loss, cyber extortion threat, leak,
disclosure, or other loss of or damage to the District Data. The limits of such policy of insurance
shall be at least Five Million Dollars ($5,000,000.00) per claim or occurrence. Upon request,
BrightBytes shall provide proof of such insurance, and advance notification prior to changing

insurance carriers.

Modification or Amendment: This DSA shall not be modified, altered, or changed, except by
mutual, express written consent of the parties. Any modification or amendment shall be made in
writing, clearly stating the changes being affected and shall be duly executed by an authorized
representative of each party. Any changes of or modifications to the BrightBytes Terms of
Service, Privacy Policy, or other things purporting to contractually bind the District or alter this
DSA shall be null and void unless such changes are agreed to in accordance with this provision.

Any references to BrightBytes’ rights to otherwise modify the terms of the Agreement are deleted.

Notice: Any notice required or permitted to be given under this DSA shall be in writing to the

party to whom notice should be given at the address set forth below, in addition to the following

10.2 Termination for Convenience. Either party may terminate this Agreement for any
reason or for no reason by providing the other party at least thirty (30) days’ prior written
notice.

10.3 Termination for Cause. Either party shall have the right to terminate this
Agreement immediately upon written notice to the other party: (a) if the other party
breaches or fails to perform or observe any material term or condition of this Agreement
and such default has not been cured within thirty (30) days after written notice of such
default to the other party; or (b) if the other party (i) terminates or suspends its business,
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(i) becomes subject to any bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding under Federal or state
statute, (iii) becomes insolvent or subject to direct control by a trustee, receiver, or
similar authority, or (iv) has wound up or liquidated, voluntarily or otherwise.

10.4 Effect of Expiration or Termination.

(A) Upon any expiration or termination of this Agreement, all rights to the Services
will cease, and Customer and its Users will cease all use of the Services.

Confidentiality: The grantee shall comply with provisions regarding confidentiality of
student information. [Procedures for State Policy 74.19, Chapter 9].

Consistency with State Policies: The grantee has in effect policies, procedures, and
programs that are consistent with the state policies and procedures established in
accordance with 34 CFR §§300.101 through 300.163 and 300.165 through 300.174. [34
CFR §300.201].

Contracts and Procurement: The grantee will use its own procurement procedures
that reflect applicable state and local laws and regulations, provided the procurements
conform to applicable federal law and the standards in 2 CFR §§200.318-200.326

Foster Care Plan

The Jackson County School District is dedicated to promoting high achievement and
educational stability to those students in foster care. The District will collaborate with the
Mississippi Department of Education (MDE), the Mississippi’s Child Welfare Agency, and the
Mississippi Department of Child Protection Services (MDCPS) as needed to provide
educational services for students in foster care.

DEFINITIONS

1. Best Interest Determination (BID) — refers the collaborative process between MDCPS
and local school districts based on the individual student’s unique best interests. The
determination involves input from multiple parties to make decisions about whether a
student placed in foster care should continue to attend his or her school of origin.

2. School of Origin — refers to the school that a student was attending at the time of
placement in foster care or the last school the student attended, despite a change in
home. To ensure continuity in education, remaining in the school of origin is preferred.

3. School District of Origin — refers to the Mississippi school district in which a school of
origin is physically located.

DISTRICT POINT OF CONTACT (POC)

The District will maintain a staff person who is designated as the District’s POC for students in
foster care. The POC will follow all requirements as set forth in MDE Rule 30.8.

The District will provide MDE will the name and contact information of the District POC at the
beginning of each school year. The POC and his/her contact information will be posted on the
District’s website for ease of contact. Any changes to the District POC before the end of the
academic year will be provided to the MDE POC.

BEST INTEREST DETERMINATION (BID)

The District will coordinate with MDCPS to finalize a BID within seven (7) school days from
the date the District is notified, by MDCPS, of child’s placement in foster care or change in the
child’s living arrangement, except in emergency removal situations.

During the BID determination period, the District will ensure the child is permitted to remain in
his or her school of origin and the District will document how transportation shall be provided,
arranged, and funded during the pendency of the BID decision. See Policy EDA

The BID decision will involve input from multiple, relevant parties who have the authority to
make decisions regarding the child in foster care, and who have the knowledge and expertise
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about the child and the child’s circumstances to determine whether a student in foster care
should continue to attend his or her school of origin. These parties may include:

MDCPS representative;

Student, if applicable;

Child’s foster family;

Individual from receiving school district;

Counselor;

Guardian Ad Litem; and,

Biological Parent, if determined by MDCPS or Court Order.

If there is disagreement regarding school placement for a student in foster care, MDCPS is the
final decision maker. Students should continue to attend their schools of origin while BIDs are
determined.

The District will consider all factors relating to a child’s best interest. In evaluating the
appropriateness of the current educational setting, the District will consider:

1. Appropriateness of the current educational setting (the school of origin),

2. Proximity to the school in which the child is enrolled (the school of origin) at the time of
placement in foster care,

3. Preferences of the child’s parent(s) or education decision maker(s) (individual legally
authorized by the court to make educational decisions for a child in foster care);

4. Holistic and well-informed determination, utilizing a variety of student-centered factors
including, but not limited to —

a. Student’s age and grade level,

b. Student’s preference, when age appropriate;

Student’s attachment to the school, including meaningful relationships with staff

and peers;

Placement of the student’s sibling(s);

Distance/length of time to travel to/from school;

Time of academic year, academic performance, and skills;

Current educational goals and services; anticipated length of time in placement,

and whether reunification is the family goal;

Number of placements to date;

Child’s participation in specialized instruction (e.g., gifted programming, career

technical education program, College Credit Plus, Advanced Placement classes);

Availability of required special education and/or related services in a school

other than the school of origin when the student has an identified disability under

IDEA or Section 504;

k. Availability of language services in a school other than the school of origin when
the student has been identified as an English learner;

0. Impact the commute to and from school would have on the child, based on
developmental functioning. For children with disabilities, consider the IDEA’s
federal requirements when determining best interest;

p. Any other relevant factors pertinent to the child.

5. Whether the student needs to remain in the school of origin for a limited time (e.g., until
the end of the school year, the end of a testing or grading period).

6. Determine if it is appropriate to revisit the question of whether it is in the student’s best
to remain in the school of origin or enroll locally, and if so, document a specific time to
reassess; and,

7. NOT consider the cost of transportation when determining a child’s best interest.

REMAIN IN SCHOOL OF ORIGIN

When the District has determined that it is in the best interest of the child to remain in the
school of origin, the District will document in the individualized student’s plan regarding how
transportation will be provided, arranged, and funded for the student.

The District will document, in collaboration with MDCPS, the Transportation Plan that supports
the District’s obligations under state and federal law and follows all guidelines in MDE Rule
30.8, in order for the student to receive transportation services on the first day of the student’s
attendance. See also policy EDA.

LEAVE SCHOOL OF ORIGIN

When the District has determined it is in the best interest of the child to leave the school of
origin, the enrolling district will:

1. Ensure enrollment in the new school takes place on the same day the student is enrolled,
even if the child is unable to provide records normally required for enrollment.

. A student in foster care must be enrolled by a MDCPS representative.
a. The District will confirm, in writing, the person responsible for making
educational decisions. If a student is removed, from the school, by anyone other
than a MDCPS employee the district will notify MDE immediately, unless a
court order state otherwise.
b. The District will contact the school last attended (school of origin), within one
(1) school day of enrollment, to obtain relevant academic and other records.
2. Update the student database and contact information for the student within one (1)
school day of notification of enrollment from the custodial agency (MDCPS).
3. Ensure the student is assigned to a school in the district in the same manner and
according to the same process used for all other students in the district.
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4. Give foster children transferring into the District credit for full and/or partial coursework
completed at their school of origin, in accordance with the District’s policy on transfer
credits.

5. Ensure each student in foster care shall be provided services comparable to other
students in the school of attendance.

6. Ensure that it is documented that a student was withdrawn prior to the best interest
determination, if applicable.

STUDENT RECORDS

Upon receipt of a written request for school records from a new school, the school district of
origin shall forward, in a manner consistent with state and federal law, a complete copy of the
records of the student in foster care. Information needed by the receiving school district shall
include, but is not limited to:

Proof of age;

Immunization records;

Cumulative education file, if the child is attending a public school.

Copy of the current IEP, if the child is eligible for special education services;
Copy of the current Section 504 Plan, if the child has a Section 504;

Copy of health records kept by the school; and,

Any other pertinent information needed to assist the enrolling school in providing
appropriate educational services.

The purpose of this document is to provide support to Jackson County School District in its effort to serve the
needs of English Learners. The materials in this document are intended to provide educators with

appropriate services and resources necessary for English Learners to attain English proficiency and reach high
academic standards.

This document is based on the Mississippi English Learner Guidelines: Regulations, Funding Guidance, and
Instructional Supports 2018 and the U.S. Department of Education’s English Learner Toolkit for State and
Local Education Agencies. To ensure consistency in understanding the purpose and to accomplish successful
implementation, key sections of the MS EL Guidelines have been duplicated.
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INTRODUCTION

Jackson County School District is located on the Mississippi Gulf Coast, enrolling over 8900 students
in 14 schools with an EL population near 3% with over 10 languages spoken.

The mission of our EL program is to optimize individual student learning for success in a global
community. We believe in the importance of equity, excellence, growth mindset, relationships,
relevance, and positive and respectful cultures.

This English Learner plan adopts the Mississippi Department of Education’s (MDE) newly revised
policies, procedures and guidelines to ensure compliance with Title Ill of the Elementary and
Secondary Education Act (ESEA), as amended by the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) of 2015
which addresses requirements serving students who are English learners and or immigrant children
and youth. As required by MDE, the plan will be reviewed for Board approval annually.

This plan provides the procedures and practices necessary for ensuring all EL students enrolled in
Jackson County School District receive a high-quality education. These guidelines will heighten
awareness of the importance of our English Learners making growth and meeting the requirements
of the state, as well as supporting the vision of being a district of A-level schools.

Definition of English Learner

The U.S. Department of Education (ED) defines an English Learner as an individual, “who comes
from an environment where a language other than English that has had a significant impact on
the individual’s level of English language proficiency,” thereby impacting the student’s English
language proficiency where difficulties in speaking, reading, writing, and comprehension the
English language may be sufficient to deny the individual;
m the ability to meet the State’s proficient level of achievement
on State assessment;
m the ability to successfully achieve in classrooms where the
language of instruction is English;
m or the opportunity to participate fully in society.
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RIGHTS OF ENGLISH LEARNERS AND THEIR FAMILIES

diverse language backgrounds but also to provide the foundation for guidance in establishing
an equitable, quality education for Mississippi students, including ELs:

IDENTIFICATION AND PLACEMENT

Guidelines for Registration:

The Jackson County School District will provide a free and equitable education to all school age
children who live within the boundaries of JCSD, regardless of immigration status. Several laws
protect the rights of English Learners (ELs) and their families, particularly during the enrollment
process. These protections are provided because many EL students’ levels of transiency and
lack of English proficiency make them a particularly vulnerable population.

When enrolling students, JCSD will not request any information from students or their parents
or guardians in order to deny access to public schools on the basis of race, color, or national
origin.

Jackson County School District requires the following documents when enrolling a student
unless otherwise indicated as optional:

1. Birth Certificate

2. Proof of Immunization

3. 2 Proofs of Residency
Parent(s) or Legal Guardian(s) must be present when enrolling their child. A child will not be
enrolled if a parent(s) or legal guardian(s) is not present at the time of enroliment.

Grade level placement:

ELs should be placed at their age-appropriate grade level. Some situations allow for exceptions.
If a student is less than seven years old and has not attended school before, it is often best to
place the student in kindergarten. Grade level placement should be on a case-by-case basis,
using information available such as previous school records (if available) and personal history.
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Transferring Foreign Credits:

The school guidance counselor should be trained in assessing non-U.S. school transcripts for
appropriate awarding of credits. Students should not be required to repeat content classes they
had in their native language just because of their lack of English skills. Every effort should be
made to review previous school records and transcripts to evaluate and award transfer credits.

Any transfer student from a school or program (correspondence, tutorial, or home study) not
accredited regionally or by a state board of education [or its designee(s)] is given either a
standardized achievement test(s) or teacher-made special subject test(s) to determine the
appropriate classification of the student within thirty (30) days after filing for transfer. Notice of
the administering of such test(s) shall be given to the applicant not less than five (5) days prior
to the date of the administration of such test. {MS Code § 37-15-33} (7 Miss. Admin. Code Pt. 3,
Ch. 36, R. 36.1, R. 36.2, R. 36.3, R. 36.4)

Definitions:

An English Learner (EL) may be defined as:

A student who was not born in the United States or whose native
language is other than English and comes from an environment where a
language other than English is dominant.

A student who is a Native American of Alaska or a native resident of
the outlying areas and comes from an environment where a language
other than English has had a significant impact on such individual’s

level of English language proficiency.

A student who is migratory and whose native language is other than
English and comes from an environment where a language other than
English is dominant.

Immigrant Children and Youth are individuals who:

are ages 3 through 21;

were not born in the U.S, “state” means the 50 states, the District of
Columbia, and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico (Section 3127 of ESEA).
Children born to U.S. citizens abroad (e.g., children born on a military
base overseas) maybe be considered immigrants if they meet all the
criteria in the definition of immigrant; and

have not been attending one or more schools in any one or more states
for more than three full academic years. A full academic year is 10
months of school attendance, kindergarten through 12th grade. If a
student has been in different school districts and even different states,
the number of months that the student has been in school in any one or
more states must not add up to total of more than 3 full academic years.
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Procedures:

In order to effectively serve EL students and make appropriate educational decisions,
procedures are necessary for the identification, assessment, and placement of these students.
The Jackson County School District will follow Steps 1-3 for identifying and placing a student in
the EL program.

Step 1- Identification

Parents/guardians are asked to complete the Home Language Survey (HLS) during the online
registration process. To ensure that all students receive the education services they need, we
are required to ask questions about students’ language backgrounds on a Home Language
Survey (HLS). The answers to the following questions will tell us if a student’s proficiency in
English should be evaluated and help us to ensure that important opportunities to receive
programs and services are offered to students who need them. A copy of the HLS can be found
in the appendix of this document.

The questions of the HLS are as follows:
1. Whatis the dominant language most often spoken by the student?
2. What s the language routinely spoken in the home, regardless of
the language spoken by the student?
. What language was first learned by the student?
Does the parent/guardian need interpretation services?

What was the date the student first enrolled in a school in the United States?

5. Does the parent/guardian need translated materials?
6
7. In what country was the student born?

If any question indicates a language other than English is spoken in the home, the student is
referred to the EL teacher for further assessment.

Step 2- Initial Assessment

A student whose home language survey indicates the need for a placement test must be
administered within thirty (30) days of enrollment at the beginning of the school year. Students
who register after the beginning of the school year must be assessed within ten (10) school
days.

The placement test assesses English proficiency in all four domains of language development -

listening, speaking, reading, and writing - as well as comprehension, to ensure that a student’s
language needs are properly identified and addressed through the district’s EL program.
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Students who were previously administered with the state board approved placement
assessment or have taken the annual state-adopted English Language Proficiency Test (ELPT) do
not need to be rescreened. The assessment will be administered by a School Counselor.

The student’s placement test report must be placed in their cumulative record along with the
original copy of the home language survey.

Step 3-Parental Notification

Parents of a student who qualifies for English language services shall be sent a notice of
placement and services within thirty days of the start of the school year or within ten days for
students ruled eligible enrolling after the initial day of school. The notice may either be mailed
to the parent or guardian or sent home with the student. The LEA and EL Coordinator will invite
the parent or guardian to a conference further explaining the ruling or the services that will be
provided. The notification must include all of the required elements, including the right to opt
out. Parents may decline EL services at any time by written request.

Any parent or guardian whose child is receiving or is eligible to receive EL services have the right
to decline or opt his or her child out of any or all EL services. The district will provide guidance
in a language parents or guardians can understand to ensure that they understand their child’s
rights, the range of EL services that their child could receive, and the benefits of such services to
ensure that the parent or guardian’s decision to opt out is informed and voluntary.

After ELs have been identified using the LAS Links Placement Test, the district must provide ELs

with appropriate language assistance services and programs, commonly known as “EL Services

and Programs.” The district has the flexibility to choose the EL services and programs that meet
civil rights requirements and best meet the needs of their EL population.

Parents are encouraged to respond to the notification for the student to participate in the
district's EL program; parents do have the right to waive EL services and decline any services
provided. However, the student remains in the EL program. If a student has been identified as
an EL, the student is still required by federal law to take the annual ELPT until the student
meets state exit criteria, regardless of parental refusal of services.

Step 4- Program Placement:

The Mississippi Department of Education requires each student designated as an EL to have a
Language Service Plan (LSP), which must be updated annually until the student exits the EL
program. The Student Evaluation Team (SET) must meet to develop the LSP at the beginning of
each academic school year. This team must be composed of teachers
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(including EL teachers), administrators, counselors, and parents or guardians. The team
will meet quarterly to evaluate the student’s progress and make necessary adjustments. A copy
of the LSP must be provided to all teachers who work with the EL student. The LSP must contain
the following:
m Student’s demographic information
Date of first enrollment in a U.S. school
Yearly ELPT scores
Classroom accommodations
State testing accommodations

Signatures of SET members

After ELs have been identified using the LAS Links Placement Test, LEAs must provide ELs with
appropriate language assistance services and programs, commonly known as “EL services and
programs”. The LEAs have the flexibility to choose the EL services and programs that meet civil
rights requirements and best meet the needs of their EL population. The goal for students who
are ELs is that they attain fluency in English, master the state’s academic content standards as
demonstrated by proficiency on the state’s required student assessments, and pass any other
state required tests. ELs must be placed age-appropriately in the mainstream classroom. This
provides them with access to challenging, grade-level content instruction, and the opportunity
to interact with their English-speaking peers and is considered generally to be the least
restrictive educational environment.

When EL students enroll in U.S. schools for the first time at the secondary level, steps will be
taken to ensure they have access to a high school diploma. To ensure ELs have access to the
foundational skills needed to be successful in high school and ensure access to graduation,
Jackson County School District will place students in academic courses sequentially. English 1, I,
I, and IV will be offered, scheduled, and taught in sequential order. Simultaneous enroliment is
acceptable in situations where a student failed a course and needs to simultaneously enroll. EL
students will not be placed out of sequence to prevent them from taking required assessments.

Step 5- Exiting and Monitoring:

Exiting:
English Learners are required to obtain proficiency on the state approved English Language
Proficiency Test to officially exit the EL program.

ESSA requires states to have uniform exit criteria. All students including students with
disabilities will no longer meet the definition of an EL when they meet the state’s definition of
“proficient” in English. The following guidance is from the Mississippi Department of
Education’s Office of Student Assessment.

07. Action: Revise English Language Proficiency Test (ELPT) score requirements for English
Learners (EL) to exit EL status [Goals 1, 2, 3, and 4 — MBE Strategic Plan]

Background Information: The Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA), which reauthorizes the
Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), requires that states establish and implement
standardized English Learner entrance and exit procedures. On July 14, 2016, the State Board of
Education approved the exit criteria for English Learners (EL) to exit EL status. The student is
required to obtain the following proficiency levels on the LAS Links ELPT.

Students Exiting the Program and Monitoring Exited Students:
Students may exit the EL program by achieving the following scores on the LAS Links English
Proficiency assessment. (These are the only criteria allowed for a student to exit the program.)

1. Overall Proficiency Score — Level 4 or 5 AND
2. Reading Proficiency Score — Level 4 or 5 AND
3. Writing Proficiency Score — Level 4 or 5.

An EL student with a disability can be “exited” from EL status when he or she no longer meets
the definition of an EL. This occurs when the student meets the State’s definition of “proficient”
in English. The student’s EL status cannot be removed based solely on the fact the student has
an |EP.

LAS Links: Overall 4-5, Reading 4-5, Writing 4-5

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Monitoring:
After students have exited EL status, their academic progress is monitored for 4 years.

Monitoring will be conducted and documented quarterly, with a LEA/SET team reviewing
monitored student’s grades, assessments, and other related data. If an exited EL is not
progressing academically as expected and monitoring suggests a persistent language need, the
student will be re-evaluated using the state adopted ELPT to determine if the student needs
additional language services. The district will retest using the LAS Links Placement Test to see if
the student needs to be offered additional language assistance. If the student re-enters the EL
program based on the results of the placement test, the parent’s consent for reentry will be
requested.

EL Instructional Services:

The Jackson County School District utilizes multiple methods for providing EL instruction. EL
teachers provide daily standards-based language instruction as specified in the students’ LSP. In
addition to the EL teachers, all Jackson County School District teachers are language teachers.
All teachers should hold ELs to the same high academic standards expected of all students;
however, content teachers must understand to do this, differentiated instruction,
modifications, and accommodations must be provided to each EL for instruction and
assessment to be meaningful and to meet individual needs as required by law.

Jackson County School District serves EL students through:

1. Pull-Out Model-It's a challenge to meet English as a Second Language (ESL)
students' needs for English language learning during an already packed school
schedule. Jackson County School District prefers for EL teachers to work directly
with students. Teachers use set curriculum with lesson plans to teach students
language acquisition skills. The pull-out model can benefit your students in several
ways, including:

e More individualized support

® A low-risk setting

e The ability for teachers to closely assess student progress

e Flexible grouping opportunities for enhanced student support

2. Sheltered English Instruction- This is a method of teaching English Language
Learners that fits the recommended model of culturally responsive education.
The goal of Sl is to help ELLs develop content knowledge, language proficiency,
and academic skills at the same time. The program instructs students to speak,
read, and write in English. Strategies that are associated with this pedagogy
foster academically focused student talk, intra and interdependent problem-
solving skills, effective collaboration, and healthy cross- cultural communication
skill development.
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3. Content-Based Instruction-This model consists of the EL teacher pulling students
out of their general education classes to work with the teacher either one-on-
one or in a small-group setting. Content-based instruction focuses on content
rather than language. However, the goal is language instruction. Simply stated,
the language becomes a tool for learning new things instead of the topic. ESL
classes can help school-age children with listening, reading and writing skills;
these classes can also help them develop conversational and culturally
appropriate speaking skills. This helps students make logical connections
between ideas, words and objects. Proponents of content-based learning
believe that this approach is the most effective method for language acquisition.

Language Service Plan:

Each student identified as an English Learner must have a Language Service Plan
(LSP) per Mississippi Department of Education guidelines. Language Service Plans
are updated annually until the student exits the EL program. The LSP must contain
the student’s demographic information, date of first enrollment in a US school,
yearly LAS Links scores, and state/classroom accommodations. The SET must meet to
develop the LSP at the beginning of each academic school year. The SET is composed
of the student’s teachers, EL teacher, administrators, counselor, and
parents/guardians. The team will meet quarterly to evaluate the student’s progress
and make necessary adjustments. A copy of the LSP must be provided to all teachers
who work with the EL student.

The SET should use the following guidelines for implementation of the Language Service Plan:

1. Convene as needed to discuss changes or adjustments in the EL’s
instructional services.

2. Review student’s progress in language acquisition and academic
achievement annually.

3. Identify accommodations needed on state assessments. Additional
classroom strategies and accommodations should be identified as
appropriate.

4. Communicate in a timely manner the student’s LSP with faculty and
staff who interact with and provide instruction for the student.
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GRADING

Grading/Retention Guidelines for English Learners:

Per State and Federal Guidelines, it is a violation of a student’s civil right to be retained/
penalized due to limited language proficiency during the initial stages of language acquisition.
Under Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (Title VI) and the Equal Educational Opportunities
Act of 1974 (EEOA), schools must ensure that EL students are placed appropriately and can
participate meaningfully and equally in education programs. Students receiving language
supports and accommodations should have this information notated on their report cards and
all stakeholders must be informed. Parents/ guardians of EL students must have a clear
understanding of their child(s) true academic performance in a language they understand.

EL students who have already been identified in Jackson County School District will remain in
the EL program if they leave the district for a district in another state or country and return to
the Jackson County School District. The EL student will only be removed if he or she has met the
criteria to exit the EL program set forth by MDE.

Elementary ELs should not be placed more than one grade level behind their peers. Retention is
strongly discouraged, except in rare cases where it can be documented that language
proficiency is not the likely cause for academic difficulties.

At the high school level, credits must be awarded based on transcripts provided by the
students/parents/guardians, even if the course work was taken in another country. If
transcripts are in a language other than English, translations will be sought so credits can be
awarded appropriately. ELs must be provided with access to Advanced Placement, dual credit,
and other advanced courses. ELs must receive language support to assist them in accessing
academic content, just as they would if they were in other less accelerated academic courses.

EL Data:

Once a student has been identified as an EL, the district must ensure the student is correctly
marked in their student data package. This information will transfer over to MSIS once the
district has submitted their data to MDE. Districts should ensure each column on the EL roster
screen of MSIS is completed. This information should be updated monthly.

English Learner English Language Proficiency Assessment:

The Elementary and Secondary Act (ESEA) and Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) requires that
all students identified as English Learners be assessed for English language proficiency on an
annual basis. The current approved English language assessment is the LAS Links English
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Proficiency Assessment. The assessment is currently administered in the Spring.
The LAS Links English Proficiency Assessment measures four domains:

Speaking
Listening
Reading
Writing

PwnNpE

Students taking this assessment may or may not have reasonable accommodations when taking
this assessment. The Mississippi Testing Accommodations Manual outlines the
accommodations available for students who have been identified as English Learners.

Scores from the LAS Links English Proficiency assessment are usually received during the
summer following the assessment. Score reports will be sent to parents or guardians at the
beginning of the next school year. Copies of the score reports are placed in the student’s
cumulative folder. Reports for students who transfer to another school during the summer
months are included with the record sent to the new school.

Grading and Retention:

As students are working to learn English during the initial stages of language acquisition, it is a
violation of their Civil Rights to retain them due to limited language proficiency. Schools must
ensure that EL students are placed appropriately and can participate meaningfully and equally
in educational programs as noted in Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (Title VI) and the
Equal Opportunities Act of 1974.

Retention is not generally recommended for ELs. Though the decision to promote or retain will
be made on a case-by-case basis, and the decision to retain an EL must be accompanied by
documentation demonstrating that appropriate accommodations and modifications were
employed throughout the school year to ensure compliance with federal requirements. ELs
should be carefully evaluated before retention is recommended to ensure that the lack of
English skills is not being mistaken for poor achievement.
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Annual Measurable Achievement Outcomes

Adequate Yearly Progress for subgroups/ELs are required to meet State academic standards on
MAAP. In order to ensure measurable progress of ELs, our Annual Measurable Achievement
Outcomes are to:

1. decrease the percent of students not exiting ESL services within five years,

2. increase the percent of ELs with initially strong oral language production skills
who exit within three years,

3. increase the percent of ELs making sufficient growth toward English proficiency,
as measured by the LAS Links

4. making adequate yearly progress for the district’s English learner and immigrant student
populations (as measured by academic assessments included in the state’s
accountability and assessment system in the areas of mathematics, reading/language
arts, and science).

LAS Links is administered, annually, to all English learners in Mississippi to include students
whose parents have waived language services. It is a standards-based, criterion referenced
English language proficiency test designed to measure English learners’ social and academic
proficiency and progress in English. It assesses social and instructional English as well as the
language associated with language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies within the
school context across the four language domains of speaking, listening, reading, and writing.
Proficiency performance levels are: Beginning, Early Intermediate, Intermediate, Proficient, and
Above Proficient.

English Language Learners and other Program Services

Guidelines for Gifted Education Students:
In the identification of ELs for gifted services, students must meet the criteria determined by
the state, LEA, or school.

Gifted students who are also ELs should receive programming services designed to develop
their specific area(s) of strength or ability and should be conducted in the language that would
give the student the greatest advantage for optimal learning and performance. This does not
preclude continuing English language instruction and developing proficiency in English use;
developing English proficiency should complement and supplement, not substitute for, the
development of the student’s significant strengths and abilities.

The time spent in the development of English proficiency should not take precedence over
appropriate instruction and learning in the student’s areas of strength and talent. For example,
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a mathematically gifted, non-English proficient student should receive advanced and
accelerated mathematics instruction and opportunities to perform at optimal levels. The
language of instruction should serve the optimal development of the student’s mathematics
ability. The student should spend as much quality time in high-level mathematics learning and
production as would a highly English proficient, mathematically gifted student.

Guidelines for Students with Disabilities:

As with other populations, one expects a range of abilities among students whose English
proficiency is limited. The difficulty often comes in determining whether a learning problem is
related only to the English language issue or whether there is an actual disability present.
Students learning English, because of their cultural and linguistic background, have special
instructional needs. When a student is having difficulty mastering specific skills, it is important
for the teacher to accommodate the instructional strategies and/or instructional pace for the
student. Just because the student requires accommodations to his/her program does not
necessarily mean that he/she has a disability or that he/she should be referred to special
education.

If, however, the student continues to have difficulty after consistent language accommodations
and instructional interventions have been attempted for a reasonable amount of time and the
interventions from Tiers 1 and 2 have not resolved the issues, the student should be referred to
the SET.

Knowledge of second language acquisition, along with the following information, is essential in
determining the possible need for different interventions or future referrals for additional
services:

At this point, one of two things may happen: (1) the SET may recommend additional
interventions and accommodations for the classroom. If these supports are successful, the
student may be served successfully in the general education classroom with the recommended
supports in place. If the additional interventions and accommodations are not successful, (2)
the SET can then make a referral to the Multi-disciplinary Evaluation Team (MET) to determine
the need for a comprehensive assessment. If the student qualifies as a student with a disability
under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), he/she may be served through the
special education program.

Depending on the extent of the student's disability, it may be appropriate for the general
education teacher, EL teacher, and the special education teacher to work collaboratively in
order to meet the needs of the student. The fact that an EL has a disability does not replace the
need for language assistance. The plan for providing language assistance and support should be
delineated in the student’s Individual Education Plan (IEP). ELs should be dually served through
both programs. In the event another means of support will be more beneficial to the student,
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the Special Education team and the EL teacher should work together to determine the most
effective plan and to provide needed support for implementation.

The SET and the Special Education Committee members should meet together to set both
language and academic goals for ELs identified in SPED based on their areas of expertise.

Specific procedures for special education assessment are provided in the Mississippi Policies
and Procedures Regarding Children with Disabilities under the Individuals with Disabilities
Education Act Amendments of 2004, State board policy 74.19. Proficiency assessment in both
English and the child's first language can identify the dominant language for the purpose of
further evaluation and assessment if needed. Non-verbal tests are another alternative. All
students who qualify for services under IDEA, regardless of the type or degree of disability,
share certain rights and needs, including:

e Theright to a free and appropriate public education,

e The right to an Individualized Education Program (IEP) specifying the student's
unique needs along with the special education and related services the student
is to receive,

e The need to have cognitive, linguistic, academic, and social/emotional
characteristics considered and appropriate environmental modifications or
accommodations made.

Guidelines for ELs and Multi-Tiered Systems of Support (MTSS):
Response to Intervention (RTI) integrates assessment and intervention within a multi-level

prevention system to maximize student achievement and to reduce discipline infractions.

With RTI, schools identify students at risk for poor learning outcomes, monitor student
progress, provide evidence-based interventions, and adjust the intensity and nature of those
interventions depending on a student’s responsiveness and identify students with learning
disabilities or other disabilities (National Center on Response to Intervention). EL students are
eligible for intervention services, and EL teachers will assist with the documentation process.

Parent and Family Engagement:

Jackson County School District has a legal obligation to communicate meaningfully with Limited
English Proficient (LEP) parents and families and to adequately notify them of information
about any program, service or activity called to the attention of non-LEP parents. Successful
communication provides LEP parents, guardians, and families with the school-related
information they need to make informed decisions about, and be helpful participants in, their
children’s education. This may include but not be limited to information about language
assistance programs, special education and related services, Individualized Education Program
(IEP) meetings, grievance procedures, notices of nondiscrimination, student discipline policies
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and procedures, registration and enrollment, report cards, requests for parent or guardian
permission for student participation in district or school activities, parent-teacher conferences,
parent handbooks, and gifted programs.

Jackson County School District will provide information to LEP parents and guardians with
documents in a language they can understand when necessary

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Immigrant Introduction

build the capacity of schools and early learning programs, communities, organizations, and
other stakeholders to support the civic, linguistic, and economic integration of immigrants.

The programmatic efforts of the U.S. Department of Education (ED) support a number of
immigrant populations, including immigrant children (e.g., unaccompanied youth) and the
children of immigrants, Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) children and youth,
immigrant families, adult immigrants (e.g. refugees, asylees), foreign-born professionals,
migrant students, teachers of English learners and foreign languages, and receiving
communities. ED’s initiatives geared toward learners, teachers, schools and communities
support all three pillars of immigrant integration: civic, economic, and linguistic integration.

Graphic Organizers for Content Instruction

Let's Read It Again: Comprehension Strategies for English Learners

One of the most effective ways to engage Els and help them comprehend and read English is
through repeated readings and retellings of appealing bilingual picture books. Using Con Mi
Hermano/With My Brother by Eileen Roe, second grade Spanish-speaking Els identify the main
idea of the story, construct meaning from text and illustrations, and learn English words.
Students then demonstrate their knowledge and practice writing in English by writing a poem
and a retelling of the story. This lesson (which can be adapted using bilingual books in other
languages and for older students) also has older struggling readers read with younger students.
Finally, English-speaking students in regular classrooms learn Spanish words for familiar people
and objects. The following link from ReadWriteThink is a good resource for lesson planning and
activities. This is a K-2 activity with an estimated time of five 30-minute sessions.

Acrostic Poems

In this online interactive writing poetry activity from ReadWriteThink, students can learn about
and write acrostic poems. An acrostic poem uses the letters in a word to begin each line of a
poem. All lines of the poem relate to or describe the main topic word. As part of the online tool,
students brainstorm words to prepare themselves to write their poems and can save their work
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in progress to revise and edit, reinforcing elements of the writing process. Students can also
print their finished acrostic poems or proudly show off their work by emailing it to a friend or
family member.

Understanding the "Silent Period" with English Learners

If you have a new EL in your class who is not speaking, do not assume that they are not
learning. According to language researcher Stephen Krashen, most new learners of English will
go through a "silent period/' where they are unwilling or unable to communicate orally, even
though they understand much of what is going on around them. They are not comfortable
speaking in the new language, because it is difficult for them to express their thoughts orally.
Children in this silent period should not be forced to speak before they are ready. They need
time to listen to others talk, digest what they hear, and observe their fellow classmates'
interactions with each other. Their silence does not mean they are not learning the language.

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Common Terms:

Accommodation: Adapting language (spoken or written) to make it more understandable to
second language learners. In assessment, accommodations may be made to the presentation,
response method, setting, or timing/scheduling of the assessment.

Alternative Assessment: Assessment that is different from a traditional paper-and-pencil test.
This type of assessment usually examines how well a student can perform a realistic task.

Bicultural: Identifying with the cultures of two different language groups. To be bicultural is not
necessarily the same as being bilingual, and vice-versa (Baker, 2000).

Biliteracy: The ability to effectively communicate or understand thoughts and ideas through
two languages' grammatical systems and vocabulary, using their written symbols.

Bilingualism: Defining bilingualism is problematic since individuals with varying bilingual
characteristics may be classified as bilingual. One approach is to recognize various categories of
bilingualism such as bilingual ability through the determination of bilingual proficiency that
includes consideration of the four language dimensions: listening, speaking, reading, and
writing.

Carnegie Unit: A standard measure of high school work indicating the minimum amount of time
that instruction in a subject has been provided. Awarding of one Carnegie unit indicates that a
minimum of 140 hours of instruction has been provided in regular and laboratory classes over a
school year; awarding of % Carnegie unit indicates that a minimum of 70 hours has been
provided.

Culture Shock Cycle: Euphoria, during this initial phase the student will experience a period of
excitement over the newness of the surroundings. Culture shock refers to the symptoms
ranging from mild irritability to deep psychological panic and crisis. Anomie, a stage of gradual,
tentative and vacillating recovery. Some problems of the acculturation process are solved while
others linger.

Individuals become more empathetic with other persons in the second culture and more
accepting of the new surroundings. It is also described as homelessness in that individuals do
not feel bound to the native culture nor fully adapted to the second one. Assimilation, this
stage represents near or full recovery as shown by acceptance of the new culture and self-
confidence in the "new" person who has developed in the new culture.

Cultural Diversity: Understanding that students come from a variety of ethnic, geographic,
economic and religious backgrounds and how these diverse cultural and/or academic
backgrounds impact the instructional process.

Dominant Language: The language with which the speaker has greater proficiency and/or uses
most often.
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English Learner (EL): The language in the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 identifies language
minority students as limited English proficient students or LEPs. However, the Mississippi
Department of Education follows the suggestion of the National Research Council with the
identification of these students as English language learners or ELs since this term highlights the
positive aspect of the English language acquisition process. The terms for EL and LEP may be
used interchangeably. According to Title Il of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, an English
language learner is and individual:

(A)Who is aged 3 through 21; was not born in the United States or whose native
language is a language other than English and comes from an environment where a
language other than English is dominant; or is a Native American or Alaska Native or
who is a native resident of the outlying areas and comes from an environment where
a language other than English has had a significant impact on such individual's level
of English language proficiency; or - is migratory and whose native language is other
than English and comes from an environment where a language other than English is
dominant; and

(B) Who has sufficient difficulty speaking, reading, writing, or understanding the English
language and whose difficulties may deny such individual the opportunity to learn
successfully in classrooms where the language of instruction is English or to
participate fully in our society.

Home Language Survey (HLS): Form completed by parents/guardians that gives information
about a student's language background. Must be on file for every EL student.

Immigrant Child: According to Title Ill of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, an immigrant
child is an individual who: (A) is aged 3 through 21; (B) was not born in any State; and (C) has
not been attending one or more schools in anyone or more States for more than three (3) full
academic years.

Informed Parental Consent: The permission of a parent to enroll their child in an EL program, or
the refusal to allow their child to enroll in such a program, after the parent is provided effective
notice of the educational options and the district's educational recommendation.

Interpreter: A person who translates orally from one language to another.

Interventions: All students are entitled to appropriate instructional interventions. Interventions
may include alternative strategies and assessments and additional time to learn the curriculum.
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Interventions provide additional opportunities for students to master the curriculum. They
differ from modifications since interventions do not include changing or deleting objectives in
the curriculum. EL classes are appropriate instructional interventions for EL students. Core
content courses delivered through a sheltered approach are also appropriate interventions for
EL students.

Language Educational Program: According to Title Ill of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001,

language educational program means an instruction course:
(A)in which ELs are placed for the purpose of developing and attaining English proficiency,
while meeting challenging State academic content and student academic achievement
standards; and

(B) that may make instructional use of both English and a child's native language to enable the
child to develop and attain English proficiency, and may include the participation of English
proficient children if such course is designed to enable all participating children to become
proficient in English and a second language.

Language Proficiency: Refers to the degree to which the student exhibits control over the use of
language, including the measurement of expressive and receptive language skills in the areas of
phonology, syntax, vocabulary, and semantics and including the areas of pragmatics or
language use within various domains or social circumstances. Proficiency in a language is
judged independently and does not imply a lack of proficiency in another language.

Local Education Agency (LEA): Also referred to as a school district.

Migrant Child: Migratory child means a child who is, or whose parent, spouse or guardian is, a
migratory agricultural worker or migratory fisher and who, in the preceding thirty-six (36)
months, has moved from one school district to another to obtain or accompany such parent,
spouse, or guardian in order to obtain temporary or seasonal employment in agricultural or
fishing industry as a principal means of livelihood.

Native Language: The first language learned in the home, or the home language. Often, it
continues to be the students' stronger language in terms of competence and function.

Office for Civil Rights (OCR): The Office of Civil Rights of the U.S. Department of Education is
responsible for enforcing Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, which prohibits discrimination
based on race, color, national origin, disability, sex, or age.

Parent Involvement: Any program or activity that encourages parents to become involved in
their child's education; for example, conferences, volunteering, helping the child with
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homework, attending workshops on parenting.

Phase or Stage: Periods of language development that area typically used in discussion of
language ability instead of ages to refer to a child's progress in second language development.

Primary Language: The language of most benefit in learning new and difficult information.

Pull-out: A program model in which a paraprofessional or tutor pulls students from their classes
for small group or individual work. Also, a paraprofessional or tutor may serve students in a
small group within the regular classroom setting.

Push-in: when the English teacher comes into the general education classroom and aids the
English language learners.

Student Evaluation Team (SET): A group of educators who meet to discuss possible
interventions for students experiencing difficulty in school.

Syntax: The study of the sentence patterns of a language and the rules that govern the
correctness of the sentence.

Teachers of English to Speakers of Other Languages (TESOL): This is the international
professional organization.

Title I: Title | of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 supports programs to assist economically
disadvantaged students and students at-risk of not meeting educational standards. The
reauthorized Title | makes it clear that EL students are eligible for services on the same basis as
other students.

Title lll: Title Il of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 ensures that EL students, including
immigrant children and youth, develop English proficiency and meet the same academic
content and academic achievement standards that other children are expected to meet. Title IlI
effectively establishes national policy by acknowledging the needs of EL students and their
families.

Title VI: Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 prohibits discrimination on the basis of race,
color, or national origin in programs and activities that receive federal financial assistance.

Total Physical Response (TPR): Communicative approach where students respond with actions,
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not words first. Instruction is accomplished through the use of commands.

Translator: A person (or computer program or application) that translates written documents
from one language to another. This term is used simultaneously with the term interpreter.

Waiver: Official document needed for parents who decline the services of the language
instruction educational program while the student is considered EL. In these cases, a waiver is
required. The waiver must state that students are held accountable for meeting all grade level
expectations regarding Mississippi curriculum and state mandated standardized testing.
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Appendix B
Rights of English Learners

° 1964 Civil Rights Act, Title VI

What the law says
“No person in the United States shall, on the ground of race, color or
national origin, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of,
or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving
federal financial assistance.” 42 U.S.C. § 2000d.

What this means
Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 protects people from discrimination based on race,
color or national origin in programs or activities that receive Federal financial assistance.
Public institutions (like schools) must provide equal quality of educational services to
everyone including those who are Limited English Proficient (LEP). Title VI covers all
educational programs and activities that receive Federal financial assistance from the
United States Department of Education.

° May 25, 1970, Memorandum

What the law says
“The purpose of this memorandum is to clarify policy on issues concerning
the responsibility of LEAs to provide equal educational opportunity to
national origin minority group children deficient in English language skills.”

What this means

Where inability to speak and understand the English language excludes national origin-
minority group children from effective participation in the education program offered
by a LEA, the LEA must take affirmative steps to rectify the language deficiency in order
to open its instructional program to these students. School districts have the
responsibility to notify national origin- minority group parents of school activities, which
are called to the attention of other parents. Such notice in order to be adequate may
have to be provided in a language other than English.

° Lau v. Nichols (US Supreme Court Decision 1974)

What the law says
The failure of school system to provide English language instruction to
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national origin students who do not speak English, or to provide them with
other adequate instructional procedures, denies them a meaningful
opportunity to participate in the public educational program, and thus
violates § 601 of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, which bans discrimination based
"on the ground of race, color, or national origin," in "any program or activity
receiving Federal financial assistance," and the implementing regulations of
the Department of Health, Education, and Welfare. Pp. 414 U. S. 565-569.

What this means
The Supreme Court stated that these students should be treated with equality among
the schools. Among other things, Lau reflects the widely-accepted view that a person's
language is so closely intertwined with their national origin (the country someone or
their ancestors came from) that language- based discrimination is effectively a proxy for
national origin discrimination.

° 1974 — Equal Education Opportunities Act

What the law says
The Equal Education Opportunities Act of 1974 states: “No state shall deny
equal educational opportunity to an individual based on his or her race,
color, sex, or national origin by the failure of an educational agency to take
appropriate action to overcome language barriers that impede equal
participation by its students in its instructional programs.”

What this means
The EEOA prohibits discriminatory conduct, including segregating students on the basis
of race, color or national origin, and discrimination against faculty and staff serving
these groups of individuals, as it interferes with their equal educational opportunities.
Furthermore, the EEOA requires LEAs to take action to overcome students' language
barriers that impede equal participation in educational programs.

° Plyler v. Doe (U.S. Supreme Court Decision 1982)

What the law says
“The illegal aliens who are plaintiffs in these cases challenging the statute
may claim the benefit of the Equal Protection Clause, which provides that no
State shall ,,deny to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of
the laws" . . . The undocumented status of these children does not establish
a sufficient rational basis for denying them benefits that the State affords
other residents . . . No national policy is perceived that might justify the State
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in denying these children an elementary education.” -457

u.S. 202
What this means:
The right to public education for immigrant students regardless of their legal

status is guaranteed. Schools may not require proof of citizenship or legal
residence to enroll or provide services to immigrant students.

e Schools may not ask about the student or a parent’s immigration status.

e Parents are not required to give a Social
Security number.

e Students are entitled to receive all school
services.

™ Presidential Executive Order 3166

What the law says
“Entities receiving assistance from the federal government must take
reasonable steps to ensure that persons with Limited English Proficiency
(LEP) have meaningful access to the programs, services, and information
those entities provide.”

What this means:

Recipients of federal assistance are required to help students overcome language

barriers by implementing consistent standardized language assistance programs for LEP.
In addition, persons with limited English proficiency cannot be required to pay for
services to ensure their meaningful and equitable access to programs, services, and

benefits.
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° Title Ill of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001

What the law says

Title Il of the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act requires that all English
language learners (ELs) receive quality instruction for learning both English
and grade-level academic content. NCLB allows local flexibility for choosing
programs of instruction, while demanding greater accountability for ELs'
English language and academic progress.

What this means

Under Title I, states are required to develop standards for English Language Proficiency
and to link those standards to the state's Academic Content Standards. Schools must
make sure that ELs are part of their state's accountability system and that ELs' academic
progress is followed over time by:

e establishing learning standards, that is, statements of what children in that state
should know and be able to do in reading, math, and other subjects at various grade
levels; creating annual assessments (standardized tests, in most states) to measure
student progress in reading and math in grades 3-8 and once in high schools;

e setting a level (cut-off score) at which students are considered proficient in tested
areas; and

e reporting to the public on what percentages of students are proficient, with the
information broken down by race, income, disability, language proficiency, and
gender subgroups.

The process for referral of an EL student is the same as the process outline for all students:

1. Any member of the EL student’s set team or other representative may notify or
make the coach aware of the student’s interest to participate.

2. Meet eligibility requirements established by MDE, MHSAA, and the OSD,
including a health clearance from a physician and other health related
requirements as applicable.

3. Attend try-outs with other students or request a private try-out if entering after
the initial try- out period, as allowed by MHSAA rules.

4. If selected to participate based on ability, the student must adhere to all
discipline and academic requirements set by MHSAA, the OSD, and individual
coaches, band directors, or activity sponsors.

a. Not all sports or activities have a number of players allowed on the team
based on ability. Therefore, a student would simply make the coach aware
if he/she wishes to participate and follow all practice and game rules as
instructed by the coach according to the MHSAA and the OSD regulations.

JCSD Policy: IK- English Learner Policy

The Jackson County School District assures that it will comply with the following for
English Learners (EL):

1. The district will identify English Learners (EL) through a home language survey,
which will be completed by all students during registration.

2. The district will provide equal access to all district programs and services for all
English Learners (EL).

3. The district will provide appropriate and comparable staff training, professional
development opportunities, and instructional materials for serving English
Learners (EL).

4. The district will monitor and maintain student records and provide support services as
indicated.

5. The district will invite parental involvement and maximize attempts to
communicate with parents in their native language.

6. The district English Learner (EL) program will be administered under the direction of
the Director of Federal Programs and EL Coordinator.

Purpose:

The purpose of the English Learner Policy is to outline the procedures the Jackson County
School District (JCSD) will follow to ensure that all non-English speaking students are
provided a free appropriate public education and any additional services required to attain
proficiency in the English language.

Enrollment:

The Jackson County School District will provide a free and equitable education to all school
age children who live within the boundaries of JCSD, regardless of immigration status.
Several laws protect the rights of English Learners (ELs) and their families, particularly
during the enrollment process. These protections are provided because many EL students’
levels of transiency and lack of English proficiency make them a particularly vulnerable
population.

When enrolling students, JCSD will not request any information from students or their
parents or guardians in order to deny access to public schools on the basis of race, color,
or national origin.
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Jackson County School District requires the following documents when enrolling a student
unless otherwise indicated as optional:

1. Birth Certificate
2. Proof of Immunization
3. 2 Proofs of Residency

Parent(s) or Legal Guardian(s) must be present when enrolling their child. A child will not
be enrolled if a parent(s) or legal guardian(s) is not present at the time of enrollment.

Identification of English Learner:

The Home Language Survey (HLS) must be completed for each new student registering with
the JCSD. The HLS is used to identify students whose first language is not English. The HLS
should remain in the student’s cumulative folder until graduation. If any response on the
HLS indicates the use of a language other than English by the student or an individual in the
home, then further assessment must be conducted to determine the student’s English
language proficiency.

The LAS Links Placement Test is be used to determine the level of English proficiency and to
facilitate appropriate instructional and program placement decisions. Students identified
by the HLS during registration whose first language is a language other than English at the
beginning of the school year must be assessed for English-language proficiency within 30
calendar days of initial day of enrollment. Students who register after the beginning of the
school year and indicate on the home language survey that their first language is a language
other than English must be assessed within 10 school days of enrollment. The assessment
will be administered by a School Counselor.

The student’s placement test report must be placed in their cumulative record along with
the original copy of the home language survey.

EL students who have already been identified in Jackson County School District will remain
in the EL program if they leave the district for a district in another state or country and
return to the Jackson County School District. The EL student will only be removed if he or
she has met the criteria to exit the EL program set forth by MDE.

Elementary ELs should not be placed more than one grade level behind their peers.
Retention is strongly discouraged, except in rare cases where it can be documented that
language proficiency is not the likely cause for academic difficulties.

At the high school level, credits must be awarded based on transcripts provided by the
students/parents/guardians, even if the course work was taken in another country. If
transcripts are in a language other than English, translations will be sought so credits can be
awarded appropriately. ELs must be provided with access to Advanced Placement, dual
credit, and other advanced courses. ELs must receive language supports to assist them in
accessing academic content, just as they would if they were in other less accelerated
academic courses.

When EL students enroll in U.S. schools for the first time at the secondary level, steps will
be taken to ensure they have access to a high school diploma. To ensure ELs have access to
the foundational skills needed to be successful in high school and ensure access to
graduation, Jackson County School District will place students in academic courses
sequentially. English I, II, 1ll, and IV will be offered, scheduled, and taught in sequential
order. Simultaneous enrollment is acceptable in situations where a student failed a course
and needs to simultaneously enroll. EL students will not be placed out of sequence to
prevent them from taking required assessments.

Parent Notification:

Parents of a student who qualifies for English language services shall be sent a notice of
placement and services within thirty days of the start of the school year or within ten days
for students ruled eligible enrolling after the initial day of school. The notice may either be
mailed to the parent or guardian or sent home with the student. The Student Evaluation
Team (SET) will invite the parent or guardian to a conference further explaining the ruling
or the services that will be provided. The notification must include all of the required
elements, including the right to opt out. Parents may decline EL services at any time by
written request.

Any parent or guardian whose child is receiving or is eligible to receive EL services has the
right to decline or opt his or her child out of any or all EL services. The district will provide
guidance in a language parents or guardians can understand to ensure that they
understand their child’s rights, the range of EL services that their child could receive, and
the benefits of such services to ensure that the parent or guardian’s decision to opt out is
informed and voluntary.

After ELs have been identified using the LAS Links Placement Test, the district must provide
ELs with appropriate language assistance services and programs, commonly known as “EL
Services and Programs.” The district has the flexibility to choose the EL services and
programs that meet civil rights requirements and best meet the needs of their EL
population.
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Language Service Plans:

Each student identified as an English Learner must have a Language Service Plan (LSP) per
Mississippi Department of Education guidelines. Language Service Plans are updated
annually until the student exits the EL program. The LSP must contain the student’s
demographic information, date of first enrollment in a US school, yearly LAS Links scores,
and state/classroom accommodations. The SET must meet to develop the LSP at the
beginning of each academic school year. The SET is composed of the student’s teachers, EL
teacher, administrators, counselor, and parents/guardians. The team will meet quarterly to
evaluate the student’s progress and make necessary adjustments. A copy of the LSP must
be provided to all teachers who work with the EL student.

EL Data:

Once a student has been identified as an EL, the district must ensure the student is
correctly marked in their student data package. This information will transfer over to MSIS
once the district has submitted their data to MDE. Districts should ensure each column on
the EL roster screen of MSIS is completed. This information should be updated monthly.

English Learner English Language Proficiency Assessment:

The Elementary and Secondary Act (ESEA) and Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) requires
that all students identified as English Learners be assessed for English language proficiency
on an annual basis. The current approved English language assessment is the LAS Links
English Proficiency Assessment. The assessment is currently administered in the Spring.

The LAS Links English Proficiency Assessment measures four domains:

Speaking
Listening
Reading
Writing

Students taking this assessment may or may not have reasonable accommodations when
taking this assessment. The Mississippi Testing Accommodations Manual outlines the
accommodations available for students who have been identified as English Learners.

Scores from the LAS Links English Proficiency assessment are usually received during the
summer following the assessment. Score reports will be sent to parents or guardians at the
beginning of the next school year. Copies of the score reports are placed in the student’s
cumulative folder. Reports for students who transfer to another school during the summer
months are included with the record sent to the new school.

Grading and Retention:

As students are working to learn English during the initial stages of language acquisition, it
is a violation of their Civil Rights to retain them due to limited language proficiency. Schools
must ensure that EL students are placed appropriately and can participate meaningfully
and equally in educational programs as noted in Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (Title
VI1) and the Equal Opportunities Act of 1974.

Retention is not generally recommended for ELs. Though the decision to promote or retain
will be made on a case-by-case basis, and the decision to retain an EL must be accompanied
by documentation demonstrating that appropriate accommodations and modifications
were employed throughout the school year to ensure compliance with federal
requirements. ELs should be carefully evaluated before retention is recommended to
ensure that the lack of English skills is not being mistaken for poor achievement.

Students Exiting the Program and Monitoring Exited Students:

Students may exit the EL program by achieving the following scores on the LAS Links English
Proficiency assessment. (These are the only criteria allowed for a student to exit the program.)

1. Overall Proficiency Score — Level 4 or 5 AND
2. Reading Proficiency Score — Level 4 or 5 AND
3. Writing Proficiency Score — Level 4 or 5.

An EL student with a disability can be “exited” from EL status when he or she no longer
meets the definition of an EL. This occurs when the student meets the State’s definition of
“proficient” in English. The student’s EL status cannot be removed based solely on the fact
the student has an IEP.
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Students who have achieved the proficiency levels above and exited the program must be
monitored for a period of four academic years. Monitoring must be conducted and
documented quarterly by the SET. Monitored students who are not achieving at a
satisfactory level may be considered for placement in the EL program. The district will retest
using the LAS Links Placement Test to see if the student needs to be offered additional
language assistance.

English Learner Services and Instructional Support:

Students identified as English Learners must be provided with appropriate English Learner
language assistance services. The district will provide English Learners with access to the
content of the Mississippi College and Career Readiness Standards and other services,
including special education, gifted education, and extracurricular programs, as needed.

ELs will have meaningful access to the core curriculum, such as math, science, social
studies and language arts, while learning English. While the district’s EL program focuses in
part on language acquisition, both the EL teacher and academic teachers should work
together to ensure that students are mastering the academic language needed to be
successful.

The goal for students who are ELs is that they attain fluency in English, master the state’s
academic content standards, and pass any other state required tests.

Parent and Family Engagement:

Jackson County School District has a legal obligation to communicate meaningfully with
Limited English Proficient (LEP) parents and families and to adequately notify them of
information about any program, service or activity called to the attention of non-LEP
parents. Successful communication provides LEP parents, guardians, and families with the
school-related information they need to make informed decisions about, and be helpful
participants in, their children’s education. This may include but not be limited to
information about language assistance programs, special education and related services,
Individualized Education Program (IEP) meetings, grievance procedures, notices of
nondiscrimination, student discipline policies and procedures, registration and enroliment,
report cards, requests for parent or guardian permission for student participation in
district or school activities, parent-teacher conferences, parent handbooks, and gifted
programs.

Jackson County School District will provide information to LEP parents and guardians with
documents in a language they can understand when necessary.

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Introduction

The Jackson County School District is dedicated to ensuring each child who is
homeless has equal access to the same free, appropriate public education available to
other students.

McKinney-Vento Law

The McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (Act) requires all school districts to
maintain compliance. The McKinney-Vento Act specifies rights for homeless students.
Every school district must designate a McKinney-Vento Liaison to assist in identifying,
supporting, and ensuring the rights of homeless students and families. These rights
include waiving certain requirements, such as proof of residency, when students are
enrolling and allowing categorical eligibility for certain services, such as free lunch. The
McKinney-Vento Act also state:

e Students must be enrolled in school and receive services, such as transportation,
while disputes are being settled.

e Students are automatically eligible for Title | services.
e School districts must reserve a portion of Title IA funds to serve homeless students.

e School districts must review and revise policies that serve as barriers to homeless
students.

e Schools must post information in the community regarding the rights of homeless
students and unaccompanied youth in schools and other places where homeless
families may frequent and written in a language they can understand.
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e School districts must identify a McKinney-Vento Liaison to assist students and their
families

Policy:
Education of the Homeless School Age Children

All school-age children, including the homeless, who live within the Jackson County
School District, shall be eligible to attend the district's schools, Homeless students in
the district will have access to the education and other services needed to ensure that
an opportunity is available to meet the same academic achievement standards to
which all students are held, A liaison for students in homeless situations will be
designated by the district to carry out duties as required by law.

The district will ensure that homeless students are not stigmatized nor segregated on
the basis of their status as homeless. A homeless student will be admitted to the
district school in the attendance area in which the student is actually living or to the
student's school of origin as requested by the parent and in accordance with the
student's best interest. Transportation will be provided to and from district school or
school of origin in a manner that would be in the best interest of the child as
determined by the district Homeless Liaison for homeless students.

The Superintendent of Education has the authority to designate a student as homeless
based on criteria outlined in this policy and the McKinney Vento Homeless Assistance
Act. If, it is determined by the Superintendent that a child or his/her parents are
attempting to use a designation of homeless to change schools for reasons other than
those delineated in the McKinney Vento Act (i.e. athletics, school choice or other non-
related reason), the Superintendent may deny a homeless designation.

The district utilizes this policy as it guideline to explain the rights of homeless students
and the responsibilities of the schools to meet their needs and eliminate barriers to
school attendance. This information shall also be disseminated in writing and by other
means designed to raise awareness of these rights and responsibilities to staff,
homeless families and students, the public, and homeless service providers.

Definition

For the purposes of this policy, children are deemed to be homeless under the
following conditions:

1.

A child who is lacking a fixed regular and adequate nighttime residence and
who has a primary nighttime residence that IS a publicly or privately-operated
shelter designed to provide temporary living accommodations, a temporary
residence prior to being placed in an institution, or a place not designed or
ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings.

A child who has been abandoned by his/her family and is staying in a hospital.

11.School-age unwed mothers or expectant mothers who are living in homes for

unwed mothers because they have no other available living accommodations.

SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED

1.

Pursuant to and in compliance with the requirements of the Stewart B.
McKinney Homeless Assistance Act of 1990, 42USC11431, it shall be the policy
of this school district, to the extent practicable under requirements relating to
education established by state law, that each eligible child of a homeless
Individual and each eligible homeless youth will have access to a free
appropriate education comparable to the education provided the children of
district residents who are non-homeless, without isolation or stigma.

The placement of an eligible homeless child or youth will take into consideration
the best interests of the homeless child or youth and placement requests made
by a parent

The choice of placement in either the "school of origin” or the school serving the
"place of abode" will take place regardless of whether the child or youth is living
with the homeless parent(s) or has been temporarily placed elsewhere by the
parent(s).

Any and all records ordinarily kept by this school district, including immunization
records, academic records, birth certificates, guardianship records, evaluations
for special services and programs shall be kept on homeless children and youth
and shall be forwarded in a timely fashion should a child or youth enter a new
school or school district; and in a manner consistent with S1232g of Title 20
Should this school district receive assistance un S11432 of the Act, It shall
coordinate with local social service agencies and other agencies or programs
providing services to such children or youth and their families

Should this school district ever receive assistance under S11432 of the Act, it
shall designate a homelessness liaison to ensure that homeless children and
youth enroll in and succeed in the schools of their district; and, homeless
families, children and youth receive educational services for which they are
eligible, and referrals to health care services, dental services, mental health
services, and other appropriate services.

The homelessness liaison shall inform school personnel, service providers and
advocates working with homeless families of the duties of the liaison.

This school district has and will continue to review and revise, to the extent
practicable under the requirements relating to education established by state
law, any policies that may act as barriers to the enrollment of homeless children
and youth in schools selected in accordance with paragraphs 2 3 and 4 above

In reviewing and revising such policies, to the extent practicable under the
requirements relating to education established by state law, consideration shall
be given to Issues concerning transportation, requirements of immunization,
residency, birth certificates, school records, or other documentation and
guardianship.

Disputes which may arise regarding the assignment of a homeless child or
youth will be promptly resolved according to the provisions of Policy JBCCA -
Assignment of Pupils. Other issues or disputes will be directed to the attention
of the school official responsible for that particular matter for prompt resolution.

Should the homeless child be living with a parent designee, a person with whom the
parents have placed the child but who is not a legal guardian, school officials shall
communicate directly with the parent designee concerning any school-related matters
involving the homeless child and, in addition, shall use their best efforts to
communicate the same information to the respective parent(s).
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If a dispute arises over any issued covered in this policy, the school where the dispute
arises will provide the parent/guardian or unaccompanied homeless youth with a
written explanation of its decision and the right to appeal and will refer the
parent/guardian or youth to Director of Student Services/Federal Programs in the
Jackson County School District Office immediately. The Superintendent shall
designate the Director of Student Services/Federal Programs in the district office to
investigate and report complaints that are believed to be in non-compliance with the
Stewart B. McKinney Homeless Assistance Amendment Act and/or issues that deal
with the educational placement of homeless children and youth which cannot be
resolved at the attendance center. If a parent or guardian has a complaint, he/ she
should go first to the building principal. If the dispute cannot be resolved at this point,
then it should be presented to the Assistant Superintendent of the Attendance Center.
If the dispute is not resolved at this point, it will be presented to the Director of Student
Services/Federal Programs in the district office. If the dispute cannot be resolved at
this level, a request will be made to the State Department of Education’'s Coordinator
of the Homeless Program for a formal review. The review must be requested in writing
immediately after the dispute takes place. The parent/guardian or youth will be given
every opportunity to participate in the resolution of the dispute.

Foster Care Law

Students in foster care often experience unplanned school changes and the process of
changing schools, together with delays in enroliment and transfer of school records, can
have an enormously disruptive impact on the academic progress of children in foster
care. Studies have shown that children in foster care face a greater risk of adverse
educational outcomes compared to their peers not in foster care, including an increased
likelihood of grade retention and gaps in academic achievement, high school graduation
rates, and postsecondary enroliment.1 Recognizing these challenges, with the
enactment of the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA), Title I, Part A (Title I) of the
Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA) now includes vital new
protections to support these students in achieving educational stability and success in
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school. As State and local educational agencies (SEAs and LEAS) begin planning for
implementation of these protections in collaboration with State and local child welfare
agencies, the U.S. Departments of Education (ED) and Health and Human Services
(HHS) would like to provide important information regarding the new requirements. The
new foster care provisions under Title | of the ESEA (hereinafter all references to the
ESEA are to the ESEA as amended by the ESSA) are intended to minimize disruptions
for children in foster care by requiring SEAs and LEASs to collaborate with child welfare
agencies to ensure educational stability for children in foster care. These provisions
build upon the existing educational stability provisions and the emphasis on cross-
agency collaboration in the Fostering Connections to Success and Increasing Adoptions
Act of 2008 (Fostering Connections Act). At the State level, section 1111(g)(1)(E) of the
ESEA requires an SEA to collaborate with the State agency responsible for
administering State plans under the Fostering Connections Act to ensure the
educational stability of children in foster care. Among other things, this includes
assurances that (1) a child in foster care will remain in the child’s school of origin,
unless a determination is made that it is not in the child’s best interest to remain in that
school, and (2) if a determination is made that it is not in the child’s best interest to
remain in the school of origin, the child will be immediately enrolled in a new school,
even if the child is unable to produce records normally required for enroliment. These
requirements will help ensure that children in foster care experience minimal disruption
to their education during moves and placement changes.

Foster Care Plan

The Jackson County School District is dedicated to promoting high achievement and
educational stability to those students in foster care. The District will collaborate with
the Mississippi Department of Education (MDE), the Mississippi's Child Welfare
Agency, and the Mississippi Department of Child Protection Services (MDCPS) as
needed to provide educational services for students in foster care.

DEFINITIONS

1. Best Interest Determination (BID) — refers the collaborative process between
MDCPS and local school districts based on the individual student’s unique best
interests. The determination involves input from multiple parties to make
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decisions about whether a student placed in foster care should continue to
attend his or her school of origin.

2. School of Origin — refers to the school that a student was attending at the time
of placement in foster care or the last school the student attended, despite a
change in home. To ensure continuity in education, remaining in the school of
origin is preferred.

3. School District of Origin — refers to the Mississippi school district in which a
school of origin is physically located.

DISTRICT POINT OF CONTACT (POC)

The District will maintain a staff person who is designated as the District’'s POC for
students in foster care. The POC will follow all requirements as set forth in MDE Rule
30.8.

The District will provide MDE will the name and contact information of the District POC
at the beginning of each school year. The POC and his/her contact information will be
posted on the District’'s website for ease of contact. Any changes to the District POC
before the end of the academic year will be provided to the MDE POC.

BEST INTEREST DETERMINATION (BID)

The District will coordinate with MDCPS to finalize a BID within seven (7) school days
from the date the District is notified, by MDCPS, of child’s placement in foster care or
change in the child’s living arrangement, except in emergency removal situations.

During the BID determination period, the District will ensure the child is permitted to
remain in his or her school of origin and the District will document how transportation
shall be provided, arranged, and funded during the pendency of the BID decision. See
Policy EDA

The BID decision will involve input from multiple, relevant parties who have the
authority to make decisions regarding the child in foster care, and who have the
knowledge and expertise about the child and the child’s circumstances to determine
whether a student in foster care should continue to attend his or her school of origin.
These parties may include:

MDCPS representative;

Student, if applicable;

Child’s foster family;

Individual from receiving school district;

Counselor;

Guardian Ad Litem; and,

Biological Parent, if determined by MDCPS or Court Order.
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If there is disagreement regarding school placement for a student in foster care,
MDCPS is the final decision maker. Students should continue to attend their schools of
origin while BIDs are determined.

The District will consider all factors relating to a child’s best interest. In evaluating the
appropriateness of the current educational setting, the District will consider:

1. Appropriateness of the current educational setting (the school of origin),

2. Proximity to the school in which the child is enrolled (the school of origin) at the
time of placement in foster care,

3. Preferences of the child’s parent(s) or education decision maker(s) (individual
legally authorized by the court to make educational decisions for a child in
foster care);

4. Holistic and well-informed determination, utilizing a variety of student-centered
factors including, but not limited to —

a. Student’s age and grade level,;

b. Student’s preference, when age appropriate;

c. Student’s attachment to the school, including meaningful relationships
with staff  and peers;

d. Placement of the student’s sibling(s);

e. Distance/length of time to travel to/from school;

f. Time of academic year, academic performance, and skills;

g. Current educational goals and services; anticipated length of time in
placement, and whether reunification is the family goal;

h. Number of placements to date;

i. Child’s participation in specialized instruction (e.g., gifted programming,
career technical education program, College Credit Plus, Advanced
Placement classes);

J. Availability of required special education and/or related services in a
school other than the school of origin when the student has an identified
disability under IDEA or Section 504;

k. Availability of language services in a school other than the school of
origin when the student has been identified as an English learner;

I. Child’s ability to earn full academic credit, the ability to proceed to the
next grade, or the ability to graduate on time;

m. School climate, peer support, supportive adults, and involvement in
extracurricular activities;

n. Availability and quality of the services in the school to meet the child’s
educational and socioemotional needs;

0. Impact the commute to and from school would have on the child, based
on developmental functioning. For children with disabilities, consider the
IDEA’s federal requirements when determining best interest;

p. Any other relevant factors pertinent to the child.

5. Whether the student needs to remain in the school of origin for a limited time
(e.g., until the end of the school year, the end of a testing or grading period).



6. Determine if it is appropriate to revisit the question of whether it is in the
student’s best to remain in the school of origin or enroll locally, and if so,
document a specific time to reassess; and,

7. NOT consider the cost of transportation when determining a child’s best
interest.

REMAIN IN SCHOOL OF ORIGIN

When the District has determined that it is in the best interest of the child to remain in
the school of origin, the District will document in the individualized student’s plan
regarding how transportation will be provided, arranged, and funded for the student.

The District will document, in collaboration with MDCPS, the Transportation Plan that
supports the District’s obligations under state and federal law and follows all guidelines
in MDE Rule 30.8, in order for the student to receive transportation services on the first
day of the student’s attendance. See also policy EDA.

LEAVE SCHOOL OF ORIGIN

When the District has determined it is in the best interest of the child to leave the
school of origin, the enrolling district will:

1. Ensure enroliment in the new school takes place on the same day the student is
enrolled, even if the child is unable to provide records normally required for
enrollment.

a. A student in foster care must be enrolled by a MDCPS representative.
b. The District will confirm, in writing, the person responsible for making
educational decisions. If a student is removed, from the school, by anyone
other than a MDCPS employee the district will notify MDE immediately,
unless a court order state otherwise.

c. The District will contact the school last attended (school of origin), within
one (1) school day of enrollment, to obtain relevant academic and other
records.

2. Update the student database and contact information for the student within one
(1) school day of notification of enroliment from the custodial agency (MDCPS).

3. Ensure the student is assigned to a school in the district in the same manner
and according to the same process used for all other students in the district.

4. Give foster children transferring into the District credit for full and/or partial
coursework completed at their school of origin, in accordance with the District’s
policy on transfer credits.

5. Ensure each student in foster care shall be provided services comparable to
other students in the school of attendance.

6. Ensure that it is documented that a student was withdrawn prior to the best
interest determination, if applicable.



STUDENT RECORDS

Upon receipt of a written request for school records from a new school, the school
district of origin shall forward, in a manner consistent with state and federal law, a
complete copy of the records of the student in foster care. Information needed by the
receiving school district shall include, but is not limited to:

Proof of age;

Immunization records;

Cumulative education file, if the child is attending a public school.

Copy of the current IEP, if the child is eligible for special education services;
Copy of the current Section 504 Plan, if the child has a Section 504;

Copy of health records kept by the school; and,

Any other pertinent information needed to assist the enrolling school in
providing appropriate educational services.
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The inability to receive records shall not delay student enroliment. Once a foster
student is disenrolled by MDCPS, no other sharing of information shall occur. The
District will comply with all state and federal law in order to protect student privacy.

(i) children and youths who are sharing the housing of other persons due to loss of
housing, economic hardship, or a similar reason; are living in motels, hotels, trailer
parks, or camping grounds due to the lack of alternative adequate accommodations; are
living in emergency or transitional shelters; or are abandoned in hospitals;*

(ii) children and youths who have a primary nighttime residence that is a public or
private place not designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation
for human beings (within the meaning of section 103(a)(2)(C));

(i) children and youths who are living in cars, parks, public spaces, abandoned
buildings, substandard housing, bus or train stations, or similar settings; and

(iv) migratory children (as such term is defined in section 1309 of the Elementary and
Secondary Education Act of 1965) who qualify as homeless for the purposes of this
subtitle because the children are living in circumstances described in clauses (i) through

Procedures

e. Parent/guardian in placement of institution (i.e. jail/prison, mentally ill
facility, etc)

f. Child who is initially housed in an emergency placement by DHS and
awaiting foster care placement.

2. Then the counselor will send the Title IX forms (part 1 and 2) & Caregiver
Authorization form, if applicable, to the Federal Programs Director and the
Homeless Liaison and make every effort to inform them of any extenuating
circumstances in a brief synopsis.

3. The Homeless Liaison will review the form and decide on whether the student
should be considered as homeless. If the student is considered homeless then
the following must occur:

a. The counselor must mark the student as homeless in SAM7 (Go to the
student’s folder, then to the At-Risk tab, scroll down and click on edit, and
check the box next to “homeless” under the At-Risk section).

b. Please store all forms in the student’s cumulative folder for a period of one
academic school year. (This documentation will need to be removed
from the cumulative folder at the end of the year).

c. The Homeless Liaison will send Food Services a copy of the homeless
student’s Title IX (form 1) for their records.

4. Once each school uploads MSIS MSD files for the month, please go into MSIS
(under the view student data to make sure that the title x indicator has turned to
“y” instead of “n”. If the student was marked in SAM7 before you upload, then all
should go well.

5. A student is marked homeless for 1 year, and will have to re-apply every
year. Please clear out all of your homeless indicators in SAM7 at the end of
the school year after your final Month 9 upload to MSIS.

Chapter 40 McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Dispute Resolution Procedure

1. INTRODUCTION

The McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (Act) acknowledges that disputes may
arise

between a local educational agency (LEA) and the parent or guardian of a homeless
child

or youth, or unaccompanied youth, when the LEA seeks to place him or her in a school
other than the school of origin or the one requested by the parent, guardian, or
unaccompanied youth. Guidance regarding the definition of homeless, the
responsibilities

of the LEA in serving homeless children and youth, school selection, eligibility and
enrollment is provided in the Act. The Act includes dispute resolution among the
required

duties of the LEA liaison and the State Educational Agency (SEA).The following
procedures are specified in the Act:

a. Enrollment: Immediately enroll the homeless child or youth in the
school preferred by the parent, guardian or unaccompanied youth
until the dispute is settled and all available appeals have been
exhausted. The statutory definition of “enroll” includes attending
classes and patrticipating fully in school activities.

b. Written explanation: Written explanations provided by the LEA shall
be in a manner and form understandable to the parent, guardian, or
unaccompanied youth of any decisions related to school selection,
eligibility or enrollment made by the school or LEA, including the

rights of the parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth to appeal such
decisions.

c. Parent/Guardian/Unaccompanied Youth Rights: It is the
responsibility

of the LEA to inform the parent or guardian, or unaccompanied youth of
the McKinney-Vento rights and the dispute resolution process.

While the dispute is being resolved, the child or children in question must
be enrolled in

school and receive all services for which they are eligible, including
transportation

services. If the dispute is concerning the school of “best interest,” the child
must be



enrolled in the school preferred by the parent/guardian or unaccompanied
youth.

2. ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURE

The Mississippi Department of Education (MDE), Office of Federal Programs, has
adopted a dispute resolution process at the local and state levels. If a dispute arises
regarding the eligibility, school selection, or school enrollment of a homeless child or
youth, or unaccompanied youth, the following procedures are to be followed:

Local Educational Agency Level: If the LEA makes a determination regarding school
selection or enrollment that would result in the child or youth attending a school other
than the one requested by the parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth, a written
explanation shall be provided in a manner and form understandable to the parent,
guardian, or unaccompanied youth. The parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth
shall

be informed of the right to appeal and the written decision shall include a statement of
the

right to appeal to the LEA superintendent. The dispute resolution process shall be
initiated at the local level by the parent/guardian or unaccompanied youth who wishes to
appeal the school district’s decision. The LEAs shall develop written policies and
procedures with timelines that govern the dispute resolution process and shall include,
ata

minimum, the following:

a. Each LEA is required to have a designated McKinney-Vento liaison.
In addition, each school should have a contact who has been trained
on the McKinney-Vento Act.

b. If the parent, guardian or unaccompanied youth disagrees with the
LEA’s decision and wishes to appeal to the LEA superintendent or
his/her designee, the parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth
shall file a request for dispute resolution with the LEA liaison by
completing a dispute resolution form or submitting a written

request after receiving notification of the LEA’s decision. The LEA
superintendent’s designee shall be someone other than the LEA
liaison. The parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth shall be
informed of the right to appeal and the LEA superintendent’s written
decision shall include a statement of the right to appeal to the local
school board of education.

c. If the parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth disagrees with the LEA
superintendent’s decision and wishes to appeal to the local board of
education, the parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth shall inform the
LEA liaison of the intent to appeal. The LEA liaison shall ensure an
appointment is made for the next, regularly scheduled board meeting to
address the dispute. The LEA liaison shall also provide the parent,
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guardian, or unaccompanied youth with the documentation collected up to
that point, including the parent, guardian or unaccompanied youth’s
request for dispute resolution, the LEA liaison’s and local superintendent’s
written decisions and any other additional information submitted by the
parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth. The parent, guardian, or
unaccompanied youth shall be informed of the right to appeal and

the local school board of education’s written decision shall include a
statement of the right to appeal to the MDE if aggrieved.

State Educational Agency Level: Appeals made to the MDE shall be submitted in
writing, signed by the complainant, and forwarded by the LEA. The following steps are

to
be taken:

a. Address the complaint to:

b. The complaint shall include the following:

1. A description of the situation that prompted the dispute
2. The name(s) and age(s) of the homeless child or youth
3. The name(s) of the LEA and personnel involved

4. A description of the attempts that were made to

resolve the issue at the local level, including copies

of any documentation used in making the decisions.

c. The State Homeless Coordinator will gather needed information from
statements of the parties involved and forward the information to the
Executive Director of the Office of Federal Programs, along with a
recommendation for resolution or for further investigation.

d. Within ten (10) business days after receiving a complaint, the
Executive Director of the Office of Federal Programs will
recommend a resolution and will inform interested parties, in writing,
of the decision.

e. If the parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth disagrees with the
decision, that party may, within ten (10) business days, appeal to the
State Superintendent. This appeal shall be made in writing and state
why the party disagrees with the decision of the Executive Director

of the Office of Federal Programs.



f. Within ten (10) business days after receiving an appeal, the State
Superintendent or his/her designee will render a final administrative
decision and notify all parties in writing.

If the parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth disagrees with the
decision of the State

Superintendent in a matter concerning homeless children or youth, the
party may request a

review of the decision by the United States Secretary of Education in
accordance with 34 CFR

Part 299.11.

Transportation

Section 7.2 School of Origin Transportation Requirements

The McKinney-Vento Act requires every state and its LEAs to

adopt policies and practices to ensure that transportation is provided at the request of
the parent or guardian (or in the case of an unaccompanied youth, the liaison), to and
from the school of origin in accordance with the following, as applicable. If the homeless
child or youth:

1) continues to live in the area served by the LEA in which the school of origin is
located, transportation to and from the school of origin shall be provided or
arranged by the LEA in which the school of origin is located [42 U.S.C. 8
11432(g)(1))(ii(D]-

2) begins living in an area served by another LEA but remains enrolled in the
school of origin, the LEA of origin and the LEA in which the homeless child or
youth is living shall agree upon a method to apportion the responsibility and
costs for providing the child with transportation to and from the school of
origin. If the LEAs are unable to agree upon such method, the responsibility



and costs for transportation shall be shared equally [42 U.S.C. §
11432(g)(1)(I)(iii)].

The law requires LEASs to coordinate inter-district activities with other LEAs, specifically
mentioning the coordination of transportation [42 U.S.C. § 11432(g)(5)(A)(i)]. It is
important to note that this requirement applies to all LEAs whether or not they receive
subgrant funds and whether or not they provide transportation to other students.

Homeless children and youth have the right to remain in their school of origin for the
duration of homelessness, in any case in which a family becomes homeless between
academic years or during the academic year, and for the remainder of the academic
year, if the child or youth becomes permanently housed during an academic year [42
U.S.C. 8§ 11432(g)(3)(A)].

Related to transportation, “The State and its LEAs in the State will adopt policies and
practices to ensure that transportation is provided, at the request of the parent or
guardian (or in the case of an unaccompanied youth, the liaison), to and from the
school of origin” [42 U.S.C. § 11432(g)(1)(J)(iii)]-.

Liaisons must ensure that “...the parent or guardian of a homeless child or youth, and
any unaccompanied youth, is fully informed of all transportation services, including
transportation to the school of origin...and is assisted in accessing transportation to the
school that is selected...” [42 U.S.C. 8.11432(g)(6)(A)(viii)].

Requirements

Jackson County School District will collaborate with MDCPS to implement the
educational stability provisions for students in foster care. JCSD will work closely with
MDCPS, during the best interest determination, to ensure that processes and
procedures are in place to meet the unigue needs of students in foster care including:

e Students in public preschool — Districts must meet the educational stability
requirements for children in foster care who were enrolled in preschool at their time of
placement in a foster home.

e English language learners (ELLS) - students identified as having limited English
proficiency in speaking, listening, reading, or writing English through procedures
established by school districts. Title VI and the Equal Educational Opportunities Act of
1974 (EEOA) require public schools to ensure that all English learner students,
including English learner students in foster care, can participate meaningfully and
equally in educational programs.

JCSD Foster Care Point of Contact

Given that educational stability for children in foster care provisions will largely be
implemented at the local level, LEAs must designate a Point of Contact. The contact
information for the LEA point of contact should be made public so the designee may be
easily reached when required. Roles and responsibilities of the LEA point of contact
may include:

e Coordinating implementation of the Title I, Part A provisions, as it relates to Foster
Care provisions outlined in the Every Student Succeeds Act;

¢ Leading the development of a process for making the best interest determination;

e Documenting the best interest determination; 7 Educational Stability for Children in
Foster Care December 2016

¢ Facilitating the transfer of records for immediate enrollment;

e Facilitating data sharing with the MDCPS consistent with Family Education Rights to
Privacy Act and other privacy protocols;

¢ Developing and coordinating local transportation procedures;

e Managing best interest determinations and transportation cost disputes;

e Ensuring that children in foster care are enrolled in and regularly attending school;
and,



e Coordinating and implementing the child’s IEP if applicable. If the child is a child with
a disability the school of origin should collaborate with the new school to ensure
services begin day one.

Best Interest Determination (BID)

The LEA and MDCPS must collaborate to determine or ensure a determination is made
as to whether it is in the child’s best interest to remain in his/her school of origin. The
school of origin is defined as the school in which a child is enrolled at the time of initial
foster care placement or at the time a change in foster placement is made. The
custodial agency must notify the school and district within one school day of the child
being placed in foster care or of a change in the foster child’s living arrangement. A
district must ensure that a child in foster care remains in his or her school of origin
unless a determination is made that it is not in the child’s best interest to do so. The
LEA must take into consideration all factors relating to a child’s best interest. Although
there is flexibility in determining which factors should be considered as part of
evaluating the appropriateness of the current educational setting, to make a holistic and
well-informed determination, a variety of student-centered factors should be considered
such as:

e The child’s participation in specialized instruction (e.g., gifted programming, career
technical education program, College Credit Plus, Advanced Placement classes); 8
Educational Stability for Children in Foster Care December 2016

e The availability of required special education and/or related services in a school other
than the school of origin when the student has an identified disability under IDEA or
Section 504;

e The availability of language services in a school other than the school of origin when
the student has been identified as an English language learner pursuant to Title VI and
the Equal Educational Opportunities Act;

e The student’s ability to earn full academic credit, the ability to proceed to the next
grade, or the ability to graduate on time;

e School climate, peer support, supportive adults, and involvement in extracurricular
activities;

e The availability and quality of the services in the school to meet the child’s educational
and socioemotional needs;

e The impact the commute to and from school would have on the student, based on
developmental functioning. For children with disabilities, the Fostering Connections Act,
and Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) federal requirements are to be
factored in when determining best interest; and

e The cost of transportation or the appropriate services should not be a consideration
when determining a child’s best interest. Best interest determinations are only required
when there is a potential change in the school; however, the custodial agency should
inform the student’s school and district the next school day when there is an out of
home placement or a change in placement. This process will ensure the LEA has
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correct information. The LEA must update the student database and contact information
for the student upon notification. Timely notification allows the school and district to
adjust necessary services and interventions (e.g., counseling, school-based health
services) for the student. When it is not in the best interest of the child to remain in his
or her school of origin, a child must be immediately enrolled in his or her new school
even if the student doesn’t have the necessary documentation for enroliment.

Procedures

Identifying Foster Care Students

The Child Protection Services (CPS) will identify for the LEA when a student is placed in
foster care is attending or is to be enrolled in Jackson County School District. CPS will
also be responsible for notifying JCSD of any foster care living placement changes.

Reqguest to Participate in the Best Interest Determination

CPS will notify JCSD immediately upon learning that a student attending JCSD has
been placed in foster care or will be moved to a new home placement that is located
outside the JCSD and a best interest decision must be made.

Notice of Final Best Interest Decision

1. When it is determined that it is in a student’s best interest not to remain at their
school of origin after being placed or changing foster care living placement CPS will
contact the school counselor and together they will complete BID for the student.

OR

2. When it is determined that it is in a student's best interest to remain in their school of
origin after changing foster care placement to reside outside of JCSD; CPS must notify
JCSD of the final decision and submit a BID form to the school. This decision
determines the need for the parties to collaborate under this agreement and procedure
to establish the most cost- effective transportation available for the student.

Disputes

Transportation

Some children in foster care may need transportation to remain in their
school of origin. Any child in foster care needing transportation to their
school of origin must promptly receive transportation services. If the child
remains in their school of origin and moves outside the current school’s
attendance zone, the LEA must collaborate with the local MDCPS to develop
and implement clear written transportation procedures in accordance with
34 C.F.R. 8 299.13(c)(1)(ii). The two entities must establish a system that
expedites transportation for children placed in foster care. The goal is to
maintain educational stability for the student. There are various modes of
transportation available for students. Examples of no-cost or low-cost
options for transportation that LEAs and the MDCPS could explore include
whether:

1. MDCPS will arrange for the child to be dropped off at a school bus
stop for the school of origin;

2. MDCPS will arrange for the foster parent or other designee to
transport the child to school (mileage reimbursable through foster
care maintenance payments);

3. MDCPS and the LEA will review pre-existing bus routes or stops
close to the foster care placement that cross district boundaries, such
as bus routes for magnet schools and transportation for homeless
students as required by the McKinney-Vento Act;

4. MDCPS and the LEA will determine if the child is already eligible for
transportation covered by other programs;

5. MDCPS and LEA will address how the child welfare agency will use
foster care maintenance payments and administrative funds to pay
for transportation to the school;

6. MDCPS and LEA will specify how “additional costs” of
transportation will be calculated, to delineate clearly the LEA’s
responsibility to provide transportation when there are no additional
costs;

7. MDCPS and LEA will specifically describe how transportation to the
school of origin will be provided in situations where there are no
additional costs; and

8. MDCPS and LEA will specify the timing and procedures for the child
welfare agency to reimburse the LEA for transportation costs.

In the event of a dispute between the LEA and MDCPS concerning the cost
of transportation, the two entities must consider what is in the best interest
of the student. If the disagreement continues, the cost will be divided
equally between the LEA and MDCPS. The dispute shall be brought before
the state appointed POCs ( MDE and MDCPS).
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Current transportation expenses shall remain in effect until a decision is
rendered to maintain the student’s status quo.

Funding Source for Transportation: In addition to state and local funds that
may be available for providing transportation, certain federal funds may be
available to cover additional transportation costs to the school of origin for
students in foster care. Districts may use Title | funds to pay for additional
costs needed to transport children in foster care to their schools of origin.
Additionally, Title IV-E funds which are earmarked for the child welfare
training program was created as part of the Child Welfare and Adoption
Assistance Act of 1980 (P.L. 96-272) to support training in both foster care
and adoption services. These funds are provided through the Mississippi
Department of Child Protection Services to aid with reasonable
transportation costs that will enable foster care students to attend his or her
school of origin. LEAs will need to consult with MDCPS regarding
individual student’s eligibility of Title IV-E child welfare funds. It is
important to note that if a foster care student receives Title IV-E
reimbursement, it is only available for the federal portion of transportation
costs, LEAs are responsible for the non-federal portion. Cost-sharing to
meet the match requirements for federal reimbursement is allowable, and
is one way for LEAs and MDCPS to collaboratively meet their
responsibilities for providing transportation and maximize use of available
federal funds. The following will aid the LEA

Multiple factors are utilized in determining reasonable transportation,
including costs, distance, and duration. The MDCPS has sole authority in
determining which cost to include in a child’s foster care maintenance
payment. These factors must be considered and part of the plan developed
collaboratively between the LEA and local MDCPS.

Furthermore, the Every Student Succeeds Act requires that districts must
ensure that transportation is provided for a child in foster care, regardless
of whether the district provides transportation otherwise. This requirement
includes students in foster care who attend public preschools. If an LEA
offers a public preschool education, an LEA must meet the Title |
requirements for children in foster care in preschool, including ensuring
that a child in foster care remains in his or her preschool of origin, unless a
determination is made that it is not in the child’s best interest. (See
Elementary and Secondary Education Act Section 1111(g)(1)(E)).
Additional costs incurred in providing transportation to the school of origin
should reflect the difference between what an LEA otherwise would spend
to transport a student to his or her assigned school and the cost of
transporting a child in foster care to his or her school of origin. U.S.

VAPING POLICY

Electronic cigarettes have recently surpassed conventional cigarettes as the most commonly used
tobacco product among youths. The Jackson County Board of Education recognizes that the use of
electronic cigarettes and other vaping devices, or any tobacco products, is detrimental to the health
and safety of students, staff and visitors and is therefore prohibited at all times.

This policy applies to all students, school staff, parents, and any visitors while on school grounds,
in school buildings and facilities, in any school bus, on school property or at school-related
activities or school-sponsored events which includes, but is not limited to, athletic events.

DEFINITIONS

Vaping — The act of inhaling and exhaling the aerosol (often called vapor) produced by an
electronic cigarette or similar battery-powered device.

Vaping Device — Battery-operated devices that people use to inhale an aerosol, which typically
contains nicotine, flavorings, and/or other chemicals. They can resemble traditional tobacco
cigarettes, cigars, pipes, devices with fillable tanks, or everyday items like pens or USB memory
sticks. They may also be known as e-cigarettes, e-vaporizers, or electronic nicotine delivery
systems.

CONFISCATION

When there is evidence that a student is in possession of any tobacco products, tobacco
paraphernalia, or vaping devices, administrators or other designated staff may confiscate such
items.

VIOLATIONS

Anyone found in violation of this policy shall be disciplined in accordance with corresponding
district policies.

Any adult in violation shall also be subject to discipline under Miss. Code § 97-32-29.
