1. PROCLAMATION

A. Commitment to Volunteerism — JustServe

Mayor Davis introduced a proclamation encouraging community volunteerism in
partnership with the organization Just Serve. The proclamation emphasizes the
importance of compassion, empathy, and community support in strengthening
connections among residents. The City of Hayden formally committed to promoting
volunteer opportunities by utilizing JustServe.org to help residents easily find ways to
get involved, as well as recognizing and celebrating volunteer contributions. Residents
were encouraged to participate in a wide range of opportunities, including city
projects, park planning input, coaching, community events, and service on city
commissions, with a specific need highlighted for a vacancy on the Public Safety
Commission.

3. VISITOR/PUBLIC COMMENT (3-minutes maximum)

Lorelle Cardenas, Hayden Resident, spoke in opposition to Idaho Senate Bills 1279
and 1280, which address increased housing density. She expressed concern that the
proposals would significantly increase density in established neighborhoods without
adequate consideration for infrastructure, environmental impacts, or community
character. While supporting the goal of affordable housing, she argued that smaller
lots and higher density do not guarantee lower home prices and could instead lead to
increased investor-owned rental properties. She also raised concerns that the bills
would limit local governments’ ability to make decisions based on infrastructure
capacity and emphasized that growth decisions should remain at the local level.

In response, council discussion clarified that the bills had been held in committee but
may be revised and reintroduced. Ms. Cardenas was encouraged to continue engaging
with state legislators. Council members considered adding a future agenda item to
monitor legislative updates and potentially discuss a city response, agreeing to include
a general legislative update on an upcoming agenda to stay informed as the situation
evolves.

4. COMMISSION REPORT
A. Hayden Urban Renewal Agency
During the Hayden Urban Renewal Agency (HURA) report to City Council, it was noted
that a written report was included in the council packet, and no formal presentation
was given. Discussion centered on the recent hiring of a new executive director to
replace the previous director.

Council Member Roetter, who also serves as a HURA commissioner, explained his vote
in opposition to the hire. His concerns included a potential conflict of interest, as the
HURA board chair recused herself during the decision due to a personal relationship
with the selected candidate. Additional concerns were raised about the qualifications
of the new executive director, noting a background in accounting and finance but a
lack of experience in urban planning, engineering, or land use; areas traditionally
associated with the role.

Council Member Roetter also questioned inconsistencies in hiring practices, stating
that previous executive directors had been city employees, while the board indicated
that was no longer an option. Financial concerns were raised as well, particularly that
the new director would continue serving as bookkeeper while also taking on executive
director duties, resulting in dual compensation and a perceived lack of role separation.
It was suggested that an alternative staffing approach could have reduced costs.
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Overall, he emphasized concerns about transparency, public perception, and
accountability given the use of public funds by HURA, and stated that these issues
could reflect negatively on both the agency and the city.

5. PUBLIC HEARING (Public Testimony will be received for these items)
A. ACTION ITEM PZE-25-0110 City Initiated Annexation of Two Parcels on North
Ramsey Road
Mayor Davis opened the public hearing at 5:24 p.m.

STAFF: Community Development Director Donna Phillips presented a city-initiated
annexation request for two city-owned parcels located off North Ramsey Road that
are currently in the county. The proposal includes annexing the properties into the
city with a light industrial zoning designation, which aligns with both the current
county zoning and the city’s future land use map. Staff and the Planning and Zoning
Commission found the request met all required standards of approval, with no need
for additional studies, and recommended approval with standard conditions related
to fire district requirements and future sewer connections.

The properties are already developed with city shop and storage uses, and no public
comments were received during the hearing process.

Mayor Davis closed the hearing at 5:34 p.m.

DELIBERATIONS:

Council discussion highlighted practical benefits of annexation, including bringing
sewer service fully under the city system, avoiding county permitting requirements
for future improvements, and ensuring development aligns with city regulations.
Council Members expressed support for the annexation, noting it as a logical and
beneficial step, particularly given the city already owns the property and acquired it
in a cost-effective manner. Council Members explained that the proposal is consistent
with the city’s future land use map, aligns with the city’s overall vision and design
goals, and supports identified city needs. The annexation was described as the final
step in allowing the city to fully utilize the property and existing buildings in
accordance with those plans, confirming that it meets the established approval
standards.

MOTION: Council President DePriest moved to approve with conditions as
recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission PZE-25-0110 North Ramsey
Road annexation request with a zone designation of light industrial finding the request
is in accord with the standards of Hayden city code based upon testimony received at
the city council public hearing and the record of the request. Council Member Roetter
provided the second.

6. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
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A. ACTION ITEM Resolution Adopting the Kootenai County Multi-Jurisdictional All
Hazard Mitigation Plan Update

The council considered a resolution to adopt the updated Kootenai County Multi-
Jurisdictional All-Hazard Mitigation Plan, a FEMA-required update that must be
completed every five years. The plan, already approved by FEMA, covers the period
from February 2026 through February 2031. During discussion, a council member
noted that a previous version of the plan had raised concerns due to language allowing
emergency officials access to private property without permission. Upon review of the
updated plan, it was confirmed that this language had been removed, addressing prior
concerns.

7. NEW BUSINESS

A. ACTION ITEM Historic Preservation Commission Annual Update and Request for
Direction by City Council

The Historic Preservation Commission presented its annual update to the council,

covering four main items:

1. Updated Strategic Plan - The commission revised its goals and objectives,
added an action plan with timelines, and clarified which commissioners or
community partners would implement each action. Progress has already been
made on several objectives.

2. Community Engagement - They plan to partner with Hayden Canyon Charter
School on a storytelling event, helping students research local history and connect
with community members, fostering a stronger sense of local heritage.

3. Historic Awards Program - The commission is launching a formal awards
process to recognize buildings and sites that preserve or interpret Hayden’s
history. Nominations open March 16 and close April 27, with awards presented
May 28. Criteria include preservation, rehabilitation, restoration, interpretation, or
even new construction that reflects local history. Awards will feature plaques
possibly made from salvaged historic wood.

4. Stoddard Farm Funding Exploration - The commission is seeking council
guidance on pursuing funding opportunities (state and other sources) to restore
the silo and barn at Stoddard Farm. The property is not eligible for National
Register status, but other preservation designations exist. They are evaluating
funding and in-kind contributions for restoration work, particularly addressing
structural concerns with the silo and barn.

The commission emphasized their focus on preserving and telling Hayden’s history

while seeking council direction on moving forward with the Stoddard Farm restoration
efforts.

In response to an inquiry from Council Member Shafer regarding salvaged wood from
old structures, the commission explained its efforts to salvage historic wood and other

materials from structures over 50 years old that are slated for demolition. With the
permission of the property owner or developer, the commission inspects these
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buildings, documents them with photographs, and prepares reports with
recommendations for preserving materials such as wood, windows, and other
historically significant elements.

An example highlighted was the Finucane property, where large pieces of hay barn
wood are being preserved for potential reuse. Salvaged materials have been
repurposed in projects like the East Hayden Lake School replica displayed in the city’s
history area. Additionally, the commission explores opportunities to raise funds or
enhance the storytelling value of new projects by incorporating these historic
materials. Overall, this program aims to preserve the city’s history while preventing
valuable materials from being discarded.

B. ACTION ITEM Request for Project Funding from Kootenai County Aquifer
Protection District

The council discussed a funding request proposed by Council Member Roetter for the
Aquifer Protection District to conduct a study on the carrying capacity of the Rathdrum
Prairie Aquifer in relation to development. City Administrator Lisa Ailport clarified that
the city is not funding the study; rather, the request is for a city endorsement to
encourage the district to fund it, with the check going directly to a consultant. Council
Member Roetter proposed a highly qualified environmental researcher as the
consultant. The district’s annual budget is approximately $542,000, collected via
mandatory parcel fees, and Hayden property owners have contributed around $1
million since the district’s formation in 2007. Staff emphasized that the council’s role
is limited to expressing general support, not directing the funding or the consultant,
and noted that backing from other local entities could strengthen the proposal.

MOTION: Council Member Shafer moved to approve that the city provides a generally
written letter of support to the aquifer protection board to fund a study on the aquifer
carrying capacity to be signed by the Mayor and City Council members. Council
President DePriest provided the second.

8. REPORTS

A. City Administrator Report and Calendar Review

City Administrator Lisa Ailport provided an update, noting she is catching up on recent
meetings and the strategic planning process. She outlined that council members
previously submitted questions to vendors responding to the request for proposals
for law enforcement strategic planning and sought direction on next steps,
emphasizing compliance with Idaho Code for evaluations. She confirmed that council
members would individually evaluate the proposals, including responses to follow-up
questions, and discuss them at the next council meeting to make a final decision. She
confirmed that even if only one vendor responds fully, the evaluation process must
still be completed.

Ms. Ailport also addressed fiscal matters, noting that discussions for the FY27 budget
are beginning and that a tentative schedule for strategic budget planning will be
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presented soon. Regarding the January budget report, she clarified that Fund 130, a
major capital fund, was separated from the general fund for clarity, reducing the
general fund total from $18 million to $15 million. Fund 130 contains general fund
dollars set aside for large capital expenses and cannot be reallocated. She highlighted
that January typically sees the largest revenue deposits from state revenue sharing,
including property, sales, fuel, and liquor taxes. She emphasized the importance of
maintaining a reserve fund covering at least 90 days of operating expenses, noting
that the city has improved its financial stability over the past year.

B. Law Enforcement
The item was heard first on the agenda, before agenda Item 1A.

Kootenai County Sheriff’s Office Lt. Sifford highlighted several key trends. He noted a
total of 25 traffic accidents, with incidents occurring across various locations, including
parking lots and along Government Way. While some crashes were attributed to
inclement weather, including slide-offs, they were generally spread out rather than
concentrated at a single intersection. Theft activity was also a concern, with current
numbers matching totals from the same period in the previous year. These incidents
were largely tied to retail locations, particularly larger stores, along with some
individual cases, though no organized pattern was identified.

Questions were raised about the reduction in reported “top calls for service” from ten
to five, with a follow-up expected. Additionally, Council shared concerns about drivers
running red lights and failing to stop at stop signs were discussed. Lt. Sifford explained
that these issues are common throughout the county, especially on major roadways,
and emphasized that enforcement depends on identifying specific problem areas.
Residents are encouraged to report concerns so targeted enforcement can be
conducted, and drivers were advised to use caution at intersections and allow an extra
moment when proceeding through traffic signals.

The city council reviewed proposals for a law enforcement strategic plan to guide
decisions about policing in Hayden. Two consultants submitted proposals: Matrix
Consulting Group and CPSM. Matrix was seen as more thorough, providing detailed
startup cost modeling, staffing, facilities, technology, and long-term planning, while
CPSM was less expensive and focused more on data analysis without recommending
whether the city should start its own police department. Council members generally
agreed that both could work, but several favored Matrix for its depth, clarity, and
alignment with the city’s needs. The council emphasized the importance of clear
communication with the chosen consultant and integrating input from the sheriff's
department, public safety commission, and county to produce a strategic plan guiding
service levels and potential in-house policing. Cost differences were acknowledged but
getting the most informative and actionable analysis was considered the priority.

Acceptance allows the city to officially
take ownership, complete the public-private funding partnership, and begin the
reimbursement process, marking the project as officially finished.

F. Public Works Construction Season Presentation

Public Works presented the summer construction plans for the city. Key city-funded
projects include:

1. Hayden and Atlas temporary signal — expected completion by the end of
summer; some equipment can be reused for future signals.

2. Ramsey-Honeysuckle roundabout - full summer project, estimated at $3.4
million, with traffic impacts in the area.

Additional road maintenance projects include chip sealing just under 20 lane miles,
extending the lifespan of roads by 5-8 years, with minor short-term traffic
disruptions.

Several developer-driven projects are anticipated this summer, impacting public
roads and intersections, including Hayden Canyon, Mark’s Ranch, Hayden Sky PUD,
Mabrey, and Madison Ranch subdivisions. Work includes frontage improvements,
intersection upgrades, and some new road construction, coordinated to manage
traffic flow.

Overall, the city expects a busy construction season, balancing city and developer
projects, with efforts to coordinate traffic and maintain efficiency.
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6. REPORTS

A. City Administrator Report and Calendar Review

City Administrator Lisa Ailport reported that she will deliver the State of the City
address next Tuesday, March 17, at the North Idaho Builders Contractors Association
meeting. Council members were informed about several legislative bills being tracked,
including House Bill 801 (development on religious properties) and House Bills
1352/1354 (density and accessory dwelling units), with the option for city
representatives to testify if interested. Staff is also preparing for the FY27 budget
public hearing and the first strategic planning workshop, expected in April. The update
concluded with a reminder that it will be a busy summer for public works and city
projects, with ongoing updates to come.

C. Mayor/Council

Mayor Davis noted he will attend the 2026 Innovia Leadership Summit in Spokane on
Monday and Tuesday and will update the council afterward. Council Member DePriest
provided an update on several state legislative bills with significant implications for the
city. Senate Bill 1353 would allow twin homes and duplexes on any residentially zoned
lot without discretionary approval and prohibit certain lot, parking, and fee
requirements. Senate Bill 1352, the “starter home subdivision” bill, would allow a
minimum of 12 dwelling units per acre, override local zoning authority, and restrict
the city’s ability to control density or lot sizes. House Bill 1354 would require cities to
allow accessory dwelling units administratively and without discretionary review, with
additional limitations on parking, fees, and unit sizes. Council discussion emphasized
the bills could significantly limit local control over zoning and development decisions.
Staff advised that any council member speaking on the bills individually cannot
officially represent the city and suggested adding this topic to the agenda for a future
meeting to allow a public, substantive discussion. Council members expressed concern
about the late, quiet rollout of these bills and the limited opportunity for local input.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HAYDEN, A MUNICIPAL CORPORATION OF THE
STATE OF IDAHO, PROVIDING FOR ANNEXATION OF APPROXIMATELY 19.6 ACRES OF
LAND LOCATED APPROXIMATELY 675 FEET NORTH FROM CENTERLINE OF W
LANCASTER ROAD NORTH ON NORTH GOVERNMENT WAY TO THE SOUTH LINE OF

AGREEMENT made between The City of Hayden Governmental Entity, a political subdivision
of the state of Idaho, herein "ENTITY" and, Matrix Consulting Group, herein "CONSULTANT".

5. FEDERAL, STATE, AND LOCAL PAYROLL TAXES: Neither federal, state or local
income taxes, nor payroll taxes of any kind shall be withheld and paid by ENTITY on behalf of
CONSULTANT or the employees of CONSULTANT. CONSULTANT shall not be treated as an
employee with respect to the services performed hereunder for federal or state tax purposes.
CONSULTANT understands that CONSULTANT is responsible to pay, according to law,
CONSULTANT's income tax.

9.  EQUIPMENT, TOOLS, MATERIALS OR SUPPLIES: CONSULTANT shall supply, at
CONSULTANT's sole expense, all equipment, tools, materials and/or supplies to accomplish the
services to be provided herein.

10. EFFECTIVE DATE: This contract will run from the date at which it is signed by both
parties until such time as the services are deemed no longer needed by the Mayor and Council or
contract fulfillment is reached.

11. WARRANTY: CONSULTANT warrants that all materials and goods supplied under this
Agreement shall be of good merchantable quality and that all services will be performed in a good
workmanlike manner.

STATEMENT OF UNDERSTANDING/APPROACH

STATEMENT OF UNDERSTANDING

The City of Hayden has contracted for law enforcement services with the Kootenai County Sheriff’s Office
(KCSO) for several decades under an incrementally evolving cost methodology. In 2022, the approval of a
levy to expand dedicated staffing resources significantly increased the City's expenditures in providing
law enforcement services. These challenges have been compounded by additional cost increases, such
as vehicle costs and overall labor costs.

In response to FY26 budget processes, the County replaced the historical cost model with a new cost-
for-service model that nearly doubles the City’s expenditures on police services. Given the substantial
realignment of costs, the City is seeking an independent and objective analysis to examine the feasibility
of conducting a municipal police department.

At this critical juncture for the City, this study will provide a comprehensive evaluation of the City's
options for law enforcement services, and their associated costs — both now and projected into the
future.

PROJECT APPROACH

The following outlines our proposed task plan to conduct the project.

TASK 1: PROJECT INITIATION AND INITIAL INTERVIEWS

The project team will begin the study by developing an initial understanding of contract services, the
history of these services, and by better understanding the context and factors leading to this study. The
team will meet with internal and external stakeholders using a combination of interviews that are
designed to help us learn about the City of Hayden and contract service provision, the City’s goals, the
unique factors of the service environment, and to obtain views on issues relevant to the project.

+ Meet with representatives of the community of Hayden to understand their stake in police services in
the City and issues associated with it. As part of this, we will reach out to the various security
services to initiate our understanding of their roles and services.

« Other interviews with key stakeholders, as identified throughout this process.
The project team will also begin collecting various documents, including departmental goals, vision and
objectives statements, as well as other organizational materials and budgetary documents. In

preparation for the kickoff meeting, the project team will develop a comprehensive list of data needed to
conduct the study, as well as a week-by-week schedule for project completion.

TASK RESULT

Based on the results of these interviews and initial data collection, we will prepare an
issues list that will provide the basis for subsequent analytical steps. The project
team will also finalize the project work plan and project deliverable schedule.

TASK 2: PROFILE AND CURRENT STATE ASSESSMENT

Having developed an initial understanding of KCSO service delivery to the City, contract charging
methodology, and issues surrounding the study, the project team will summarize and evaluate the factual
basis gathered from this process. Review of this document by KCSO and the City will solidify this
understanding and ensure that the factual basis of assumptions developed later in the study are correct.

Initial issues that have been identified as part of the initial fact-finding effort will be examined further in
this task with the data collected, and the project team will comprehensively review the services provided
by the KCSO. This includes analysis and findings regarding every aspect of contract police services:

« Documentation and analysis of the services provided by the KCSO, including:
o Patrol coverage, response times, proactivity, and staffing capacity.

o Gaps in service provision and staffing that must be met, including for administrative and
support functions.

o The assessment of contract service delivery will be based on comparisons to service
commitments, best practices in law enforcement, and the project team'’s experience with
other contract service clients.

The draft document will be reviewed with the project team, with corrections and revisions being made
thereafter. This meeting will also provide an opportunity to discuss initial observations and findings,
coordinate any remaining data collection needs, and discuss the next steps of the project.

TASK RESULT

The project team will develop a descriptive profile and review of current contract
costs and services provided by KCSO. The interim deliverable and its findings will be
reviewed with the project steering committee.

Feedback and input from the community are essential to developing how a new agency would be
organized, staffed, and provide services to the community. We propose two methods for engaging the
community:

+ In-person town hall meetings to directly meet with the community on key issues with KCSO services
and explore potential alternatives.

+ A public survey that will give community members the opportunity to provide their perspective and
input on all issues relevant to the study.

The project team will conduct three City hall-style meetings to directly engage stakeholders on a wide

range of topics, including:

SERVICE LEVELS

How responsive is KCSO to community needs? Are response times to calls for service
adequate?

ENGAGEMENT AND COMMUNICATION

Does the community feel that KCSO engages and communicates effectively? What could
be improved in an alternative service delivery system?

COMMUNITY PRIORITIES

Are the issues KCSO focuses on aligned with the community’s priorities? What public
safety priorities would the community want an alternative service delivery approach to
focus on?

To maximize input, we could conduct one community meeting on a weekday evening and another on a
Saturday morning, with the third on either depending on the City’s preference.

The input gained from these meetings will be summarized in an interim deliverable, which identifies
opportunities to incorporate the community’s priorities into the assumptions for the new service delivery
analysis.

TASK RESULT

The project team will conduct three community meetings to directly engage on
issues with current service delivery, as well as priorities and philosophies for the
development of a municipal police department or other alternative.

TASK 4: MUNICIPAL POLICE FRAMEWORK AND GAP ANALYSIS

As an initial step in evaluating the feasibility of establishing a municipal police department or other
alternative approach, assumptions must be developed to create the framework for agency operations.
Principally, this focuses on several key areas: organization, service level targets, and transition timelines.
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This task will also identify gaps in current service delivery from these assumptions for optimizing service
in any alternative.

In coordination with the City of Hayden to identify priorities, the project team will develop a framework
document that outlines key aspects of alternative service delivery, including:
+ Core police workloads and service level targets, including:
o Analysis of calls for service for the past three years.
o Response time targets and current KCSO performance.
o Coverage needs across a full 24-7 spectrum.
+ Scope of crime prevention education and other community programming.

+ Level of investigative services, including assumptions about the role of patrol in case follow-up
activities.

+ Provision and organization of support and administrative functions.

+ Regional support and interagency services.

+ Initial implementation timelines, to be refined later in the study.

+ Organizational structure of a municipal police department.

+ Usage of existing facilities versus construction of new facilities.

-+ Field deployment levels and practices, as well as target levels for proactive time (staffing capacity)

and response time performance.

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The assumptions document, after review by the project steering committee, will form the foundation of
the feasibility analysis.

TASK RESULT

The project team will develop a framework document that outlines the operating
assumptions, service level targets, opportunities for regionally shared services in
alternative police service delivery systems.

TASK 5: FEASIBILITY AND COST PROJECTIONS

The analytical core of this study is the feasibility and cost analysis, which examines how alternative
police services would be staffed and structured, as well as how much they would cost. Using the
foundational assumptions and framework developed as part of the previous task, the feasibility and cost
analysis includes the following major elements:

STAFFING NEEDS

Using workload data and priorities for proactive policing functions, as well as the input of Hayden
stakeholders and community feedback, the project team will assess staffing needs for every function
and position within alternative municipal service delivery approaches.

+  For example, needs will be analyzed separately for patrol services, investigations, specialized and
proactive units, each functional area of administrative services, etc.

+ Furthermore, officer safety considerations and work-life balance implications of scheduling
alternatives are also critical components to consider.
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ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE

Organizational structure and chart of a municipal police department or other alternative, detailing
reporting structures and staffing levels in each position and work unit.

ONGOING OPERATIONAL COSTS

Comprehensive evaluation of anticipated expenditures for budgeting purposes, including, for example:

+ Personnel expenditures will be developed using the firm's interactive compensation package
modeling tools.

o The calculations will pull data from comparative cities in the same hiring market to project
realistic costs, built up from every compensation category, such as retirement costs and
liabilities, incentive pay, step increases, medical, etc.

TASK RESULT

The project team will conduct a comprehensive feasibility analysis of establishing a
new approach to municipal policing. This task will detail the staffing, organization,
operating costs, and startup costs, considering the potential for regionalized
services, integration with other City strategies, and anticipated growth impacts.
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TASK 6: TRANSITION PLANNING

Based upon the feasibility analysis, which provides a foundation and design for how a new police
department or other alternative delivery approach would be staffed, organized, and operated, the project
team will create a detailed implementation plan to ensure that it can be accomplished. This includes:

+ Timelines for each step of new agency formation, such as:
o Capital projects
o Recruitment and hiring processes, including marketing and phasing
o Policy development
o Estimated costs for technology services, including estimates for third-party vendor
contracts (CAD, RMS, etc.)
+ Options for the transition of services to ensure continuity, including for special events and other
instances where higher staffing levels must be deployed.
* A model outlining 5-, 10-, and 20-year financial cost projections.

Each step of the transition plan will be detailed with a timeline, the person(s) responsible for
implementation, and any barriers that may be foreseen that must be addressed to remain on track.

TASK RESULT

The project team will create a detailed transition plan that outlines timelines and
action items building to the initial operation of a police service alternative, including
steps to ensure continuity of services throughout the contract transition period.

TASK 7: FINAL REPORT AND PRESENTATION

The study culminates with the development of the final report, which will incorporate each element of the
study process to this point, and include:
+ Executive summary, summarizing the process of the study and its major findings.

+ Profile of and assessment of KCSO contract services, including independent analysis of contract
costs and charges.

*  Outreach to the community, including a public survey and community meetings to gather input on
current KCSO services and potential alternatives.

+  Framework assumptions and gap assessment for the governance, structure, and other foundational
factors involved in the creation of a new municipal police department.
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+ Feasibility analysis and cost projections detailed how a municipal police agency or other alternative
would be organized and staffed (current and optimal), its service level targets, and comprehensive
cost modeling of personnel compensation, other operating costs, and initial startup costs.

o The report will also identify priorities in governance, policy development, and other
practices to ensure that the department is built around the pillars of community-centric
policing philosophy that best serve Hayden.

o To further our analysis of startup costs, we will work with DLR to analyze square footage
needs and potential cost implications.

+ Atransition plan to implement the new agency formation process and ensure continuity of services.

Following revisions to the draft final report, the project team will make presentations to the stakeholders
and the Hayden City Council.

TASK RESULT

The project team will develop the draft final report on the study, building upon
each deliverable completed in the study to create a cohesive framework for review
of the existing contract and the feasibility of forming a municipal police
department.

Matrix was selected to review Fountain Hill's contract with the Maricopa
County Sheriff's Office and examine the feasibility of forming a municipal
police department, including its costs, staffing needs, and organization. The
analysis demonstrated that the MCSO contract provided more staffing
capacity than was needed in patrol and investigations, with recommended
reductions able to save $219,000 annually.

The analysis comprehensively examined all costs of creating and operating a
new municipal police department, using Matrix’s proprietary interactive new
agency formation model. Salary costs were forecasted using detailed
projections for compensation package structures and the results of the
staffing needs analysis.

The study found that the start-up costs involved in forming a new municipal
police agency, including capital expenditures, would total about $4.3 million. In
comparison to the existing MCSO contract, the study showed that the
municipal police department option would save approximately $500,000 per
year in operating costs alone.

Over the past six years, Matrix has conducted a series of studies for La Quinta
to review their contract with the Riverside County Sheriff's Department.

In the most recent 2022 study, Matrix was asked to contract for service from
the Riverside County Sheriff's Department and analyzed the feasibility of
developing a joint contract with Indian Wells, Palm Desert and Rancho Mirage.

The regional feasibility analysis concluded that there are substantial
opportunities for savings, while improving service to the participating cities.

Matrix worked with nine cities that contract with the Riverside County Sheriff's
Department to conduct a feasibility analysis of replacing those services by
forming a regional policing agency under a joint powers authority (JPA).

The project team developed a comprehensive feasibility model to accurately
construct how such an agency would be staffed, organized, and governed,
while ensuring that service level objectives are reached.

The study forecasted initial and operating costs, while maximizing both the
cost efficiencies and shared service opportunities in a regional policing
agency.

Examining all aspects of forming a regional policing agency, the study
included the development of:

+ Detailed allocation methodologies.
«  Opportunities for regionalization and shared services.
«  Startup and capital costs.

+ Detailed compensation structures, based on market rates within the
region.

Background and Recommended Action or Motion

The Government Way and Honeysuckle intersection has improvements identified in the 2040 Transportation
Master Plan, and the subsequent 2022 Government Way Corridor Study. This intersection is located within the
Hayden Urban Renewal Area (HURA) and is in HURA’s budget. Staff intends to seek reimbursement from HURA.

The attached agreement provides the City with construction-ready plans for the additional turn lanes, signal
updates, pedestrian facility modifications, legal descriptions, and exhibits for the necessary right-of-way
acquisition, in accordance with the adopted planning documents and applicable codes.

Welch Comer and Associates has been selected from the current City’s roster for transportation services.

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ENGINEERING SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS ENGINEERING SERVICES AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into
this __ day of , 2026 (“Effective Date”) by and between THE CITY OF
HAYDEN, a political subdivision of the state of Idaho (“CITY”) and WELCH COMER &
ASSOCIATES, INC. (“ENGINEER”). The CITY and ENGINEER may be collectively referred to
herein as the “parties” and individually referred to as a “party.” The promise and agreements of each
being in consideration of the promises and agreements of the other. The parties agree as follows:

1. SCOPE OF WORK: The CITY engages ENGINEER to perform the work of design
phase services for the Honeysuckle Ave and Government Way Intersection project.

2. PAYMENT: The CITY agrees to pay ENGINEER for a portion of its services on
rendered under this Agreement for said services rendered (refer to Exhibit A). The parties agree that
ENGINEER will invoice the CITY for payment under this Agreement for services rendered herein
and will create a separate task or item number for each service requested to simplify tracking.

3. RIGHT OF CONTROL: The CITY agrees that it will have no right to control or
direct the details, manner, or means by which ENGINEER accomplishes the results of the services
performed hereunder. ENGINEER has no obligation to work any particular hours or days or any
particular number of hours or days. ENGINEER agrees, however, that its other contracts or services
shall not interfere with the performance of its services under this Agreement.

4. INDEPENDENT ENGINEER RELATIONSHIP: ENGINEER is an independent
contractor and is not an employee, servant, agent, partner, or joint venturer of the CITY. The CITY
shall determine the scope of work to be done by ENGINEER, but ENGINEER shall determine the
legal means by which it accomplishes the work specified by the CITY.

5. FEDERAL, STATE, AND LOCAL PAYROLL TAXES: Neither federal, state or
local income taxes, nor payroll taxes of any kind shall be withheld and paid by the CITY on behalf of
ENGINEER or the employees of ENGINEER. ENGINEER shall not be treated as an employee with
respect to the services performed hereunder for federal or state tax purposes. ENGINEER
understands that ENGINEER is responsible to pay, according to law, ENGINEER's income tax.
ENGINEER further understands that ENGINEER may be liable for self-employment (Social
Security) tax to be paid by ENGINEER according to law.

6. LICENSES AND LAW: ENGINEER represents that it possesses the skill and
experience necessary and all licenses required to perform the services under this Agreement.
ENGINEER further agrees to comply with all applicable laws in the performance of the services
hereunder.

7. FRINGE BENEFITS: Because ENGINEER is engaged in its own independently
established business, ENGINEER is not eligible for, and shall not participate in, any employee
pension, health, or other fringe benefit plans of CITY.

8. WORKER'S COMPENSATION: ENGINEER shall maintain in full force and effect
worker's compensation for ENGINEER and any agents, employees, and staff that the ENGINEER
may employ, and provide proof to the CITY of such coverage or that such worker's compensation
insurance is not required under the circumstances.

9. EQUIPMENT, TOOLS, MATERIALS OR SUPPLIES: ENGINEER shall supply, at
ENGINEER's sole expense, all equipment, tools, materials and/or supplies to accomplish the services
to be provided herein.

10. EFFECTIVE DATE: This contract will run from effective date of the agreement
through December 31, 2026. The above set date shall be the Effective Date of this Agreement.

11. WARRANTY: ENGINEER warrants that all services under this Agreement will be
performed in a professional manner, in accordance with the applicable standard of care, and in
conformance with the standards established for engineers and/or licensed surveyors in the State of
Idaho. ENGINEER acknowledges that it will be liable for any breach of this warranty.

12. INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE:

As respects to acts, errors or omissions in the performance of professional services,
ENGINEER agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the CITY, its officers, employees, and the
CITY’s designated volunteers from and against any and all claims, demands, defense costs, liability
or consequential damages of any kind or nature arising directly out of ENGINEER's negligent acts,
errors or omissions in the performance of its professional services under the terms of this contract.

As respects all acts, errors or omissions which do not arise directly out of the performance of
professional services including, but not limited to those acts or omissions normally covered by
general and automobile liability insurance, ENGINEER agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the
CITY, its officers, agents, employees, representatives, and volunteers from and against any and all
claims, demands, defense costs, liability, or consequential damages of any kind or nature arising out
of or in connection with ENGINEER's (or ENGINEER's subcontractors, if any) performance or
failure to perform, under the terms of this contract; excepting those which arise out of the sole
negligence of CITY.

Without limiting the CITY's right to indemnification, it is agreed that ENGINEER shall
secure prior to commencing any activities under this Agreement, and maintain during the term of this
Agreement, insurance coverage as follows:

a. Worker's compensation insurance as required by ldaho statutes.

b. Comprehensive general liability insurance or commercial general liability insurance,
including coverage for premises and operations, contractual liability, personal injury
liability, products/completed operations liability, broad-form property damage (if
applicable) and independent ENGINEER's liability (if applicable), in an amount of not
less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence, combined single limit,
written on an occurrence form.

c. Comprehensive automobile liability coverage including, as applicable, owned, nonowned
and hired autos, in an amount of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per
occurrence, combined single limit, written on an occurrence form.

d. Professional liability insurance coverage, including contractual liability, in an amount not
less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00), and ENGINEER shall maintain such
coverage for at least four (4) years from the termination of this Agreement; and during
this four- year period, ENGINEER shall use ENGINEER's best efforts to ensure that
there is no change of the retroactive date on this insurance coverage.

ENGINEERING SERVICES AGREEMENT: Page - 2
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The CITY is hereby authorized to reduce the requirements set forth above in the event the
CITY determines that such reduction is in the CITY's best interest.

Each insurance policy required by this Agreement shall contain the following clauses:

a. This insurance shall not be canceled, limited in scope or coverage, or non-renewed until
after thirty (30) days prior written notice has been given to the Clerk of the CITY.

b. It is agreed that any insurance maintained by the CITY shall apply in excess of and not
contribute with insurance provided by this policy.

Each insurance policy required by this Agreement, excepting policies for worker's
compensation and professional liability, shall contain the following clause:

The CITY, its officers, agents, employees, representatives and volunteers are
added as additional insureds as respects operations and activities of, or on
behalf of, the named insured, performed under contract with the CITY.

Prior to commencing any work under this Agreement, ENGINEER shall deliver to the
CITY insurance certificates confirming the existence of the insurance required by this
Agreement, and including the applicable clauses referenced above. Also, within thirty (30) days
of the execution date of this Agreement, ENGINEER shall provide to CITY endorsements to the
above-required policies, which add to these policies the applicable clauses referenced above.
Said endorsements shall be signed by an authorized representative of the insurance company and
shall include the signature’s company affiliation and title. Should it be deemed necessary by the
CITY, it shall be ENGINEER's responsibility to see that the CITY receives documentation
acceptable to the CITY which sustains that the individual signing said endorsements is indeed
authorized to do so by the insurance company. Also, the CITY has the right to demand, and to
receive within a reasonable time period, copies of any insurance policies required under this
Agreement.

In addition to any other remedies the CITY may have if ENGINEER fails to provide or
maintain any insurance policies or policy endorsements to the extent and within the time herein
required, the CITY may, at its sole option:

a. Obtain such insurance and deduct and retain the amount of the premiums for such
insurance from any sums due under the Agreement;

b. Order ENGINEER to stop work under this Agreement and/or withhold any payment(s)
which become due to ENGINEER hereunder until ENGINEER demonstrates compliance
with the requirements hereof.

c. Terminate this Agreement.

Exercise of any of the above remedies, however, is an alternative to other remedies the CITY
may have and is not the exclusive remedy for ENGINEER's failure to maintain insurance or secure
appropriate endorsements.

Nothing herein contained shall be construed as limiting in any way the extent to which
ENGINEER may be held responsible for payments of damages to persons or property resulting from
ENGINEER's, or its subcontractor's, performance of the work covered under this Agreement.

ENGINEERING SERVICES AGREEMENT: Page - 3
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13. NONDISCRIMINATION: ENGINEER, for itself and its successors and assigns,
agrees that in the performance of services provided for in this Agreement, ENGINEER will not
unlawfully discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of age, race,
handicap, color, creed, religion, sex, marital status, ancestry, or national origin.

14. CONFLICT OF INTEREST: ENGINEER warrants that it presently has no interest
and will not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, that would conflict in any manner or degree with
the performance of its services hereunder. ENGINEER further covenants that, in performing this
Agreement, it will employ no person who has any such interest. Should any conflict of interest arise,
it will be disclosed and managed accordingly.

15. OWNERSHIPS: All work performed by ENGINEER on behalf of the CITY shall
become the property of the CITY upon payment by the CITY for the services, including but not
limited to electronic data and data compiled for the purpose of generating the final work product.
The CITY shall have the right to use the data without obtaining prior approval by the ENGINEER.

16. NONWAIVER: Failure of either party to exercise any of the rights under this
Agreement, or breach thereof, shall not be deemed to be a waiver of such right or a waiver of any
subsequent breach.

17. CHOICE OF LAW: Any dispute under this Agreement, or related to this Agreement,
shall be decided in accordance with the laws of the state of Idaho.

18. ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This is the entire agreement of the parties and can only be
modified or amended in writing by the parties.

19. SEVERABILITY: If any part of this Agreement is held unenforceable, the remaining
portions of the Agreement will nevertheless remain in full force and effect.

20. ATTORNEY FEES: Reasonable attorney fees shall be awarded to the prevailing
party in any action to enforce this Agreement or to declare forfeiture or termination of this
Agreement.

Honeysuckle Ave/Gov’t Way Intersection

The City of Hayden intends to construct a southbound right turn lane on Government Way at the
Honeysuckle/Government Way intersection and revise the turn lane geometry layout from
Honeysuckle Avenue to Commerce Avenue as identified by the 2022 Government Way Corridor study
by Iteris.

The project also includes limited traffic analysis to obtain one weekday intersection traffic count and
confirm new signal timing (AM peak, PM peak, and midday/other) using Synchro.

Design will include moving the northwest corner signal pole, stormwater system modifications,
relocation of light poles on the west side of Government Way, and utility coordination to facilitate the
relocation of overhead power poles and underground utility vault modifications.

The project will also include sign relocation, irrigation/landscape modifications, and likely impacts to
parking on the northwest corner. Property owner coordination is included and will be conducted in
cooperation with the City staff.

In addition to the right turn lane addition and the curb, gutter, and sidewalk related to the right turn
lane, other improvements at the intersection include: island removal, pedestrian ramp upgrades on all
four corners of the intersection, miscellaneous signal upgrades including new pedestrian push
buttons, new detection, radio to communicate with the Gov’t Way/Prairie Avenue signal, and an
updated ped module.

The project also includes right of way exhibits and legal descriptions; however, actual assistance in
acquiring right of way is not included in this contract.

It is assumed that no geotechnical engineering or pavement design will be necessary.
An electrical engineering subconsultant will be on the team for lighting modifications.

Irrigation will be a performance specification written with input from the City’s public works and parks
personnel.

Contract documents will not be prepared in this scope of work but can be added as additional services
once the project funding and bid timelines are determined.

Summary
Hayden City Code Title 6-1-3 authorizes the City to direct the towing of vehicles and to pass the cost of such

actions to the vehicle owner. The code needs to be clarified to ensure that the City’s authority to direct
vehicle towing and recover costs includes typical activities such as construction, road maintenance, and
publicly sanctioned events where removing vehicles may be necessary to serve a public purpose. The
current [anguage lists snow plowing specifically, but not other activities where towing may be required to
serve the public good.

Recommended Action or Motion
Provide direction to staff to proceed with finalizing proposed amendments to Title 6-1-3 for public notice
and Council adoption.

Proposed Amendments to Hayden City Code Title 6-1-3
6-1-3: PARKING REGULATIONS:
A. Authority:

1. The city council and/or the public works director hereby authorized to indicate
zones where vehicles shall not be parked or stopped for any purpose, including
deliveries or pick ups, loading or unloading, when, in the opinion of the city council or
the public works director, based upon his professional judgment, it is necessary to
prevent parking, standing and/or stopping of vehicles on any street or portion of such
street. The city council and/or public works director may do so by either placing
appropriate signs or placing barricades or officers at such places. The city may
designate an agent who is authorized to remove illegally parked vehicles and the owner
thereof shall pay the cost of such removal and storage.

2. Upon approval from the city administrator, the public works director or the
director’s designee is authorized to indicate temporary zones or locations where
vehicles shall not be parked, when, in the opinion of the public works director or the
director’s designee, it is necessary to temporarily prevent the parking of vehicles to
avoid public harm or inconvenience or to prevent the vehicles from impeding
snowplowing- Activities necessary to serve the public, including but not limited to snow
plowing, construction, right of way and underground utility maintenance, and publicly
sanctioned events. The public works director or the director’s designee may do so
either by placing appropriate signs or placing barricades at such places where parking
is to be restricted or by publishing such notice of the parking restrictions in the official
newspaper of the city and placing it on the city’s website. It shall be unlawful for any
person to park any vehicle at such time and at such designated places in violation of the
restrictions established by the public works director or the director’s designee. Any law
enforcement officer or an agent of the City designated agent-ef-the-eity by the Public
Works Director is authorized to remove such illegally parked vehicles and the owner
thereof shall pay the cost of such removal and storage.

1. Removal: The enforcement official, upon finding any motor vehicle or
major recreational equipment parked in violation of any provision of
this section, may have the same removed from such street, alley,
parking lot, or park and the owner shall pay the cost of such removal
and all other associated costs, including storage.

B. Administration: Any peace officer or other designated person observing any
violations of this section may issue a ticket describing such violation and the charge
assessed for the



violation to the person responsible for committing the violation by placing a citation on
the vehicle. The designated persons are authorized to refrain from instituting a
prosecution charging the person with an infraction or, where applicable, a
misdemeanor, if such person pays the charge herein assessed to the city within
fourteen (14) calendar days of the violation.

C. Vehicle Ownership As Evidence; Exception:

1. In any prosecution against the registered owner of a motor vehicle charging a
violation of any regulation governing the standing or parking of a vehicle under any
ordinance of the city, proof that the particular vehicle described in the complaint was
parked in violation of any such ordinance, together with proof that the defendant named
in the complaint was, at the time of parking, the registered owner of the vehicle, shall
constitute prima facie evidence that the registered owner of the vehicle was the person
who parked or placed the vehicle at the point where, and for the time during which, the
violation occurred. For the purposes of this subsection, proof that a person is the
registered owner of a vehicle is not prima facie evidence that the registered owner has
violated any other provision of law. Proof of a written lease or of a rental agreement for
a particular vehicle described in the complaint on the date and time of the violation,
which lease or rental agreement includes the name and address of the person to whom
the vehicle is leased or rented, shall rebut the prima facie evidence that the registered
owner was the person who parked or placed the vehicle at the time and place where the
violations occurred.

2. In any prosecution against the lessee or renter of a motor vehicle charging a
violation of any regulation governing the standing or parking of a vehicle under any
ordinance of the city, proof that the particular vehicle described in the complaint was
parked in violation of any provision of the ordinance, together with proof that the
defendant named in the complaint was, at the time of parking, the lessee or renter of the
vehicle, shall constitute prima facie evidence that the lessee or renter of the vehicle was
the person who parked the vehicle at the point where, and for the time during which, the
violation occurred. For the purposes of this subsection, proof that a person is the lessee
or renter of a vehicle is not prima facie evidence that the lessee or renter has violated
any other provision of this law.

3. Any charge under such ordinance shall be dismissed when the person charged
has made a bona fide sale or transfer of the vehicle, has delivered possession thereof
to the purchaser, and has complied with the requirements of Idaho Code title 49,
chapter 4, prior to the date of the alleged violation and has advised the court of the
name and address of the purchaser and the date of the sale.



D. Parking Regulations Generally:

1. No person shall stop or park a vehicle, except when necessary to avoid conflict
with other traffic or comply with law or the directions of a police officer or traffic control
device, in any of the following circumstances:

a. At any location where a traffic control device restricting or prohibiting parking
has been posted in accordance with subsection A of this section;

b. On a public sidewalk, pedestrian path, bicycle path or similar nonvehicular
right of way;

c. Inan alley, except for loading and unloading which shall be done as
expeditiously as possible and shall not exceed thirty (30) minutes’ elapsed time in any
one block, unless written permission is given by city administrator;

d. In front of, or otherwise blocking, a public or private driveway or street access
from lands adjoining a public street;

e. In an unloading zone for more than thirty (30) minutes;
f.  Within fifteen feet (15') of a fire hydrant;
g. Inviolation of posted public parking lot use regulations;

h. In a handicapped zone without having a valid special license plate or special
card bearing the international accessible symbol issued by the department of motor
vehicles;

i. Inthe opposite direction of the authorized traffic movement;

j- Upon the travel area of the roadway when it is practicable to stop, park or leave
the vehicle off the roadway.

2. No vehicle shall be parked at the same location or combination of locations
within the same block on any public street or alley in the city continuously for more than
forty-eight (48) hours. Movement of a vehicle on a public street, alley, or other public
property for a distance of less than six hundred feet (600') for a period of less than
twenty-four (24) contiguous hours shall constitute continuous and uninterrupted parking
or storage in the same location.

3. Overnight Parking In Residential Areas:



a. Restrictions: It is unlawful to park or otherwise leave overnight, or between the
hours of one minute after twelve o’clock (12:01) A.M. and six o’clock (6:00) A.M., on any
public street or public alley in the city on those areas classified as residential by the
official zoning ordinance, commercial vehicles, commercial trailers, or vehicles over ten
thousand (10,000) pounds’ licensed gross vehicle weight, the principal use of which is
the transportation of commodities, merchandise, produce, freight, animals, vehicles,
passengers for hire, or backhoes, tractors and cranes.

b. Exceptions: The provision of subsection 3(a) of this section shall not apply
when a vehicle is parked: a) for any purpose incident to any lawful construction project
located within the immediate vicinity of such parked vehicle; b) for any purpose incident
to a lawful commercial or industrial operation located in any residential area and
conducted under a conditional use permit and so long as the vehicle is parked within
one hundred feet (100') of such commercial or industrial operation.

E. Major Recreational Equipment: No person shall park or store major recreational
equipment on any public right of way for a period to exceed twenty four (24) hours. For
the purposes of this section “major recreational equipment” is defined as including, but
not limited to, boats and boat trailers, pickup campers or coaches (designed to be
mounted on automotive vehicles), motorized dwellings, tent trailers, trailers, and the
like, and cases or boxes used for transporting recreational equipment, whether
occupied by such equipment or not.

F. City Park Parking Restrictions:
1. Prohibited Areas:

a. No person shall stop, stand or park a motor vehicle within any City park,
except in designated areas established by the City Council and marked by a sign.

b. No person shall operate or be in physical control of a motor vehicle in any City
park (except in designated parking lots and other roadways open for public use), without
the permission of the Mayor or City Administrator or their designee.

c. The Mayor and City Administrator are authorized to indicate temporary zones
where motor vehicles may be parked within any City park.

2. Exceptions: The provisions of this section do not apply to authorized emergency
vehicles or to any vehicles in the City park participating in an authorized parade or event
approved by the City Council. For the purposes of this section, “authorized emergency
vehicles” shall mean vehicles operated by any fire department or law enforcement
agency



of the State or any political subdivision thereof and ambulances of any public utility or
public service corporation.

G. Removal: The enforcement official, upon finding any motor vehicle or major
recreational equipment parked in violation of any provisions of this section, may have
the same removed from such street, alley, parking lot or park and the owner shall pay
the cost of such removal and all other associated costs.

H. Violations: It is unlawful for any individual to violate any of the provisions of this
section. Anyone violating any provision of this section may be charged with an
infraction, and if the violator is found guilty, will be fined as provided by law.

1. Inlieu of issuance of a uniform citation for the infraction, law enforcement
officers are authorized to issue a civil citation. The civil assessments shall be as follows:

Violation Charge
Violation Charge
In a handicapped zone $100.00
In alley or in front of driveway 50.00
Over 30 minutes in loading zone 50.00
By a fire hydrant 50.00
Opposing traffic 50.00
Parking on roadway travel area 50.00
In a no parking zone 50.00
Violation of public parking lot use regulations 50.00
Other parking violations not specifically listed 50.00

2. The civil citation assessment shall be payable at City Hall within thirty (30) days
from the date of issuance. No partial payments will be accepted as full payment.

3. Nothing contained herein prohibits a law enforcement officer from issuance of a
uniform infraction citation instead of a civil citation.



I. Appeal Of Civil Penalties: A determination that a person has committed a civil
violation, as allowed in this section, may be appealed in the following manner:

1. A person who has received a citation for a civil violation may file a written
request with the city for a hearing within ten (10) business days after the date of
issuance of the citation. A hearing shall be held within five (5) business days after
receipt of the written request.

2. The scope of the hearing shall be limited to the following issues:
a. Whether a civil violation did in fact occur; and

b. Whether the person who received the civil citation had any responsibility for
the actions that gave rise to the issuance of the citation.

3. The hearing shall be informal and strict rules of evidence shall not apply. The
person may be represented by counsel, present testimony and evidence, and examine
witnesses.

4. A decision shall be issued and the person shall be notified in writing within five
(5) days after the close of the hearing.

5. The decision of the hearing officer may be appealed to the mayor or her or his
designee pursuant to such rules as may be established. The decision of the mayor shall
be final. (Ord. 519, 3-13-2013; amd. Ord. 573, 7-11-2017, eff. 1-1-2018; Ord. 603, 8-27-
2019; Ord. 632, 6-14-2022)

RELATING TO STATE GOVERNMENT AND STATE AFFAIRS; AMENDING SECTION 67-2303A,
IDAHO CODE, TO REVISE PROVISIONS REGARDING FLAGS FLOWN BY A GOVERNMEN-
TAL ENTITY, TO REMOVE PROVISIONS REGARDING FLAGS FLOWN BY A GOVERNMEN-
TAL ENTITY, TO PROVIDE AN EXCEPTION, TO PROVIDE A PENALTY, AND TO ES-
TABLISH PROVISIONS REGARDING ENFORCEMENT BY THE ATTORNEY GENERAL; AND
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:

SECTION 1. That Section 67-2303A, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows:

67-2303A. FLAGS -- PROPER PROTOCOL. (1) As used in this section, "gov-
ernmental entity" means the state of Idaho or any county, municipality, spe-
cial district, or any other political subdivision or governmental instru-
mentality of or within the state other than a school, college, or university.
Property of a governmental entity includes land owned and maintained by the
governmental entity, including buildings, adjoining land, parks, roads, and
boulevards.
(2) A governmental entity shall not display a flag on its property other
than the following:
(a) The United States flag;
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(b) Official flags of any state in the United States and the offi-

ial city or county flag as established prior to January 1, 2023;

u Official flags of any of themilitary branches and units of the
ed States;

( ) The POW/MIA flag as provided for in section 67-2303, Idaho Code;

(e) Official flags of recognized Indian tribes;
(f) Official flags of countries other than the United States to com-
memorate special occasions, including the Basque autonomous community
flag as recognized as an official flag by the Spanish government, but
excluding countries with which the United States is engaged in hostile
action; and
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(g) The official flag of an Idaho college or university, if it has des-

ignated by official policy exactly one (1) official flag; and

(h) Flags, banners, or pennants displayed on government-owned flag-

poles or streetlights or on any government property along streets or

boulevards that are not political, religious, or ideological in nature.

(3) The provisions of subsection (2) of this section shall not apply to
any temporary parade or assembly on the property of a governmental entity.
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+3) (4) The division of veterans services is hereby authorized to pro-
mulgate rules directing the proper protocol for the location and display of
flags flown on state property.

(5) A governmental entity that fails to comply with the provisions of
this section shall be subject to a civil penalty of two thousand dollars
($2,000) per flag for each day such flag is displayed.

(6) The attorney general shall have the duty to enforce this section
against a governmental entity. Before initiating a civil action against a
governmental entity, the attorney general shall advise the governmental en-
tity in writing of the violation and, if the governmental entity has not al-
ready been advised of a substantially similar violation, allow the govern-
mental entity ten (10) days to cure the violation. If the violation is cured
within ten (10) days, the governmental entity shall not be subject to civil
penalties for the violation. If the violation is not cured within ten (10)
days, or if the governmental entity is not entitled to an opportunity to cure
based on the commission of a substantially similar violation, the attorney
general shall have the authority to file a civil action in the district court
of the county in which the governmental entity is located to enjoin the gov-
ernmental entity from violating the provisions of this section and to re-
cover civil penalties accruing from the first day of violation.

Some of Idaho laws governing the actions public officials, public employees, and state and local governmental
entities include an enforcement mechanism for ensuring that Idaho laws are followed. Many such laws,
however, do not include any specific enforcement mechanism.

In the event that public officials’ oath of office, whereby they promise to uphold the laws of the State of Idaho, is
insufficient to ensure that Idaho’s laws are followed, this legislation provides a mechanism by which the Idaho
Attorney General can go to court and force a public official, public employee, or state or local governmental
entity to follow the law.

FISCAL NOTE

It is expected that the prospect of the Attorney General taking a public official, public employee, or state or local
governmental entity to court to force compliance with the law, along with potential fines of up to $50,000, and
the potential withholding of state funds, if applicable, will be sufficient to recall such individuals and entities
to their duty to comply with the law in the vast majority of cases. In the rare cases that go to court, the law
provides that the Attorney General’s costs will be covered by the party that failed to uphold the law. As a result,
no fiscal impact is expected, beyond an occasional and unprognosticatable fine deposited to the General Fund,
or a withheld payment, appropriation, or distribution that is either deposited to the Tax Relief Fund or retained
in the General Fund.

67-6541. REGULATION OF DEVELOPMENT ON RELIGIOUS LAND. (1) As used in
this section:
(a) "Group home" means a residential facility that provides housing and
support services in a community-based environment for individuals who
require assistance due to physical, mental, developmental, or behav-
ioral disabilities.
(b) "Heavy industrial use" means a storage, processing, or manufactur-
ing use that:

(c) "Housing organization" means:
(1) A trade or industry group consisting of local members primar-
ily engaged in the construction or management of housing units;
(1i) A nonprofit organization that provides or advocates for in-
creased access to housing and has participated in public comment
before the legislature; or
(i1i) A nonprofit organization engaged in public policy research,
education, or outreach related to housing.
(d) "Mixed-use" means the use and development of a site consisting of
residential and nonresidential uses in which residential uses occupy at
least sixty-five percent (65%) of the total square footage of the devel-
opment.
(e) "Multifamily"™ means the use and development of a site for three (3)
or more dwelling units within one (1) or more buildings, including con-
dominiums.

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE
RS33625 / H0842

This legislation addresses the limitations placed on the growth of property taxes by HB 389 (2021). These
constraints have prevented cities, fire protection districts, and ambulance service districts in a small number
of very fast-growing communities from being able to keep up with the public safety service demands of their
growing populations. Specifically, this legislation:

1.) Increases the cap on overall property tax growth for cities under 30,000 people, as well as for fire protection
districts and ambulance service districts that serve any of these smaller cities, from 8% to 15%, if enough new
construction and annexed territory has been added to cover the cost of these extra property taxes.

2.) Increases the amount of foregone property tax revenue that can be added to the ongoing property tax budget
above these caps, to 2%, replacing the current 1% limit.

3.) Provides that new construction and annexations are added to property tax budgets based on the prior year’s
levy rate, rather than the estimated current year levy rate.

4.) Prohibits the accumulation of additional foregone property tax balances in the future. Foregone property tax
balances from prior to 2026 may continue to be retained and used in the future, subject to statutory limitations.

5.) Provides that city and county voters may utilize the existing local initiative process to reduce city or county
property tax budgets, using the same threshold for passage that the law currently provides for voters to increase
property taxes beyond statutory limits (2/3rds vote for counties, and 3/5ths vote for cities).

FISCAL NOTE

No impact to the revenues or expenditures of any state fund. Very few of Idaho’s smaller communities
are growing fast enough to utilize the increase in the property tax growth cap, and for those that are, the
annexation and new construction values would cover these extra property taxes, resulting in no shift to
existing homeowners. Increasing the amount of foregone property taxes that can be added to budgets each
year from 1% to 2% would allow such costs to be added to property taxes faster than they would be under
current law. However, preventing future accumulations of foregone property taxes will allow property tax
savings generated by a fiscally conservative governing board to be locked in in perpetuity. Potential property
tax budget reductions enacted through the city and county initiatives process cannot be prognosticated.

(2) In the case of fire districts, during the year immediately follow-
ing the election of a publicutility or publicutilities to consent to be pro-
vided fire protection pursuant to section 31-1425, Idaho Code, the maximum
amount of property tax revenues permitted in subsection (1) of this section
may be increased by an amount equal to the current year's taxable value of the
consenting public utility or public utilities multiplied by that portion of
the prior year's levy subject to the limitation provided by subsection (1) of
this section.

(3) No board of county commissioners shall set a levy, nor shall the
state tax commission approve a levy for annual budget purposes, which ex-
ceeds the limitation imposed in subsection (1) of this section unless au-
thority to exceed such limitation has been approved by a majority of the tax-
ing district's electors voting on the question at an election called for that
purpose and held pursuant to section 34-106, Idaho Code, provided however,
that such voter approval shall be for a period of not to exceed two (2) years.

The
amount of property tax revenues to finance an annual budget does not include
any property taxes that were collected and refunded on property that is ex-
empt from taxation, pursuant to section 63-1305C, Idaho Code.

(5) The amount of property tax revenues to finance an annual budget
shall include moneys received as recovery of property tax for a revoked pro-
visional property tax exemption under section 63-1305C, Idaho Code.

(6) For tax year 2023, before calculating the amount required in sub-
section (1) (a) (i) of this section, the board of county commissioners shall
reduce the approved property tax levy portion of its budget for the immedi-

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:

SECTION 1. That Section 74-203, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows:

74-203. GOVERNING BODIES —-- REQUIREMENT FOR OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS. (1)
Except as provided below, all meetings of a governing body of a public agency
shall be open to the public and all persons shall be permitted to attend any
meeting except as otherwise provided by this act. No decision at a meeting of
a governing body of a public agency shall be made by secret ballot.

(2) Deliberations of the board of tax appeals created in chapter 38, ti-
tle 63, Idaho Code, the public utilities commission and the industrial com-
mission in a fully submitted adjudicatory proceeding in which hearings, if
any are required, have been completed, and in which the legal rights, duties
or privileges of a party are to be determined are not required by this act to
take place in a meeting open to the public. Such deliberations may, however,
be made and/or conducted in a public meeting at the discretion of the agency.

(3) Meetings of the Idaho life and health insurance guaranty associa-
tion established under chapter 43, title 41, Idaho Code, the Idaho insurance
guaranty association established under chapter 36, title 41, Idaho Code, the
surplus line association approved by the director of the Idaho department of
insurance as authorized under chapter 12, title 41, Idaho Code, and the Idaho
depredating wildlife appeals board established under chapter 55, title 22,
Idaho Code, are not required by this act to take place in a meeting open to the
public.

(4) A governing body shall not hold a meeting at any place where dis-
crimination on the basis of race, creed, color, sex, age or national origin
is practiced.

(5) All meetings may be conducted using telecommunications devices
which enable all members of a governing body participating in the meeting
to communicate with each other. Such devices may include, but are not lim-
ited to, telephone or video conferencing devices and similar communications
equipment. Participation by a member of the governing body through telecom-
munications devices shall constitute presence in person by such member at
the meeting; provided however, that at least one (1) member of the govern-
ing body, or the director of the public agency, or the chief administrative
officer of the public agency shall be physically present at the location
designated in the meeting notice, as required under section 74-204, Idaho
Code, to ensure that the public may attend such meeting in person. The com-
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munications among members of a governing body must be audible to the public
attending the meeting in person and the members of the governing body.

(6) Except as otherwise provided in this subsection, no person attend-
ing open public meetings shall be prevented or prohibited from recording
such meetings.

surrounding neighborhoods.

(2) By February 1, 2027, by resolution or ordinance adopted, amended,
or repealed in accordance with the notice and hearing procedures provided
in section 67-6509, Idaho Code, each city governing board shall amend its
comprehensive plan and land use regulations to allow starter home subdivi-
sions in residential zoning districts, except for lands falling within an
area defined as a historic district in section 67-4607, Idaho Code, or des-
ignated as a historic property pursuant to section 67-4614, Idaho Code. For
starter home subdivisions, a city's comprehensive plan and land use regula-
tions shall be amended to:

(a) Prohibit requiring minimum lot sizes exceeding one thousand five

hundred (1,500) square feet for lots located in starter home subdivi-

sions unless infrastructure limitations, lot configuration, or envi-
ronmental constraints make it unfeasible;

(b) Prohibit requiring front or rear setbacks exceeding fifteen (15)

(b) Prohibit imposing minimum lot size requirements that would effec-

tively prohibit twin homes or duplexes on a lot where a detached sin-

gle-family dwelling is permitted;

(c) Prohibit requiring more than one (1) off-street parking space per

dwelling unit, provided that the lot is on a street that is paved and

designed or constructed for on-street parking or is within one-fourth

(1/4) mile of transit, an available designated parking area, an employ-

ment area, or commercial services; and

(d) Prohibit imposing impact fees or utility connection fees on twin
