Osseo Public School District, ISD #0279-01 is proposing a single-question referendum on November 7, 
2023, that would authorize $223,225,000 in bonding authority to finance district-wide facility upgrades. The 
largest project components are a new elementary school and additions/renovations at the three high 
schools. Other proposed projects include flex room renovations and outdoor classrooms at multiple sites, 
as well as renovations at multiple school buildings.

Cost estimates by 
location/project component are as follows:

The district has supplied cost estimates to operate and staff the additional building space and it appears 
existing revenues will be sufficient to fund any associated operational cost increases.

If the bond referendum is successful and bonds are sold, the debt service on the bonds will be eligible for 
debt service equalization under Minnesota Statutes, section 123B.53, subdivision 3, if the bond schedule is 
approved. The amount of debt service equalization aid, if any, the district receives is determined annually 
and is dependent upon property wealth, student population, and other statutory requirements.
