10. E. Population Analysis Committee Study List

Steve Hogan reviewed three study options considered by the Population Analysis Committee
(PAC). These were option 1 - a one-year internal study, option 2 - Area 5, and option 3 - 3500 S.
Corridor study. The committee recommends option 3 - 3500 S. Corridor because this area has the
most urgent needs. Concerns include highly impacted schools, dual language immersion (DLI)
programs in small schools, a new charter school opening in the fall of 2025, and potential
reconfiguration in 2025 - 6th grade to junior high.

Discussion: The identified area has a potential impact in areas 1,2,3, and 4. The DLI program
issues, including loss of future funding, will be studied. Evaluation of dual language programs is
a parallel issue to the PAC study. Decisions about DLI will inform the PAC study. Unlike recent
years when most parents did not want their schools considered for boundaries and closure, the
Granger Council PTA chair asked to have their area studied. Option 1 was not recommended, in
part because momentum is valuable, and the continued work of PAC is needed to improve
student outcomes. Many elements of option 1 are important and should be included in the PAC
study if option 3 is selected.

I propose that we accept the PAC's recommendation for Option 3 with a new bullet point that
says pursue a study of the DLI program.

I am deeply sorry for
the student affected here. I sincerely hope that the board and the district can do everything in our
power to meaningfully support her through this challenging time. Nevertheless, what we have
gathered to vote on tonight is not a plan to provide support. Rather, I have to ask the question,
'How does passing a resolution that is calling on the entire State to condemn Natalie Cline and
call for her resignation, all but ensuring a media spectacle sure to last for quite some time help
our student?' I believe in fact that it makes more of a spectacle of our student for a longer time.
So, I don't believe this is actually helpful. In addition to that this resolution, in short, is asking
each of us to take a stance to convict and condemn someone without due process. Due process is
always important and should be guaranteed to everyone regardless of their views or the actions
they are accused of taking or how guilty others may believe they are of those actions. Being an
elected official does not strip someone of that right. In fact, I contend that as elected officials we
should be defenders of that right rather than complicit in its denial. For those reasons and
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because of the high-profile nature of this issue where there may be pending legal ramifications, I
feel it would be rash for us to be weighing-in in this manner and I cannot support this resolution.
Thank you."

President McDermott said, "On behalf of those who support this resolution, our board seldom
passes resolutions. The gravity of this incident compels us to act. We believe in civil discourse
and problem-solving, yet the events of this week have shown a lack of civility and an intentional
misunderstanding. No child should be subjected to cruel and hateful words or threats. This is not
about politics; this is about the physical and mental safety of our students. We want all of our
students to feel supported, assured that we stand beside them and willing to step in front to
protect them if needed. We would be derelict in our duties if we did not only take action to
protect our students but also condemn the actions of those who put them in harm’s way."

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3. STUDY SESSION:

3.A. Dual Language Immersion Presentation

Rick Anthony and Sheri Sorensen, Curriculum and Instruction Associate Director, gave a
summary of Dual Language Immersion (DLI) and best practices. They reviewed DLI in Granite,
describing the benefits and challenges that are specific to Granite. There are three variations of
DLI in schools where enrollment has declined. Potential solutions to the challenges were
discussed. The administration recommends using four specific criteria to determine if a school
should discontinue the DLI program. The criteria are; a single traditional classroom, in multiple
grade levels, for consecutive years, with a forecast of continued declining enrollment. The
protocol for discontinuing DLI would allow students who are currently enrolled in DLI to
complete the pathway at the current school or consolidate programs/schools.

Board members asked questions and discussed the recommendation. The program can only be
expanded to new schools if it is a two-way model or if an existing program is moved from
another school. A recent study in the Magna Elementary community showed a DLI program is a
third priority behind STEAM / Arts focused programs. The legislature may not continue to fund
DLI. However, his did not factor strongly into the recommendation. We make efforts to advertise
DLI programs to our families. Because neighboring districts also have DLI programs, it is not
likely we will have more student permits from outside the district specifically for DLI. Board
members acknowledged it is difficult to balance academic priorities such as literacy with efforts
to provide specialized programs. President McDermott concluded the discussion and affirmed
that the board supports the administrative recommendation.

Transition Challenges:

Similar to current 7th graders, we will need to provide enhanced support to transitioning students as it
can be a significant transition for some students, who may struggle to adjust to a new school
environment, and increased academic expectations.

The transition may be particularly difficult for students who are already struggling academically or
socially.

Loss of Elementary School Environment:

Some students benefit from remaining in the nurturing and familiar environment of elementary school
for an additional year.

Elementary schools often have a stronger sense of community and more personalized attention from
teachers, which may be lost in a larger setting.

Without adequate support and supervision, there may be an increased risk of social isolation or
involvement in risky behaviors.

Transition Considerations

Academic Outcomes - Impact of grade configuration on RISE test scores, grades, and attendance:

e |tis currently statistically indeterminate with a lack of year-to-year data for reconfiguration and the
impacts of COVID on those same metrics.

e Statistics has generally proven over time is that parent engagement is the primary determinant in
whether a child succeeds at school, followed by the teacher’s impact.

e Absenteeism seems to be similar whether sixth graders were in elementary or junior high.

e Academic grades were similar when comparing 6" graders in elementary schools to 6" graders in
junior high schools.

i. Selected networks that reconfigured showed a positive impact on academic grades when 7t
grade students were in the second year of junior high school compared to when they transitioned
into junior high as 7" graders.

e Amount or duration of instruction is a mitigating factor in student performance.

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Article V.C.17 Student Memorials and Tributes

A. Statement of Purpose

In the unfortunate event of a student’s passing, there is often a call for the creation of memorials
or other types of activities to remember or commemorate the loss. The Board of Education of
Granite School District (District) provides the following policy to govern requests for
memorials or tributes.

B. Statement of Policy

Because of the danger of increased suicidal ideation, gestures, and attempts following a death,
mental health experts have cautioned that schools should not glorify or sensationalize a death in
any way. Schools shall seek to “do no harm” and work to prevent further tragedy such as the
death of another student. For this reason, student deaths shall not be memorialized at school.
Schools shall leave that responsibility to families, friends, and communities to grieve and
eulogize the deceased. As such, schools shall not create memorials or provide tributes on school
campuses or other properties, in school yearbooks, or otherwise as part of school sponsored
events or publications.

1. Memorial Events
a. Families of the deceased student may consult with the District Crisis
Intervention Team, the appropriate assistant superintendent, and/or a
director of school leadership and improvement when considering
appropriate ways to memorialize a student’s death.

b. Schools shall not sponsor or direct memorial events, although school
personnel are welcome to attend and take part in memorial events.

C. School personnel may consult with community organizers of memorial
events to ensure gathering sites are safe.

d. Fundraising efforts shall not be led by school employees or students

acting as representatives of a school or Granite School District, although
school personnel may contribute to such efforts.

2. Physical Memorials

a. Permanent physical memorials will not be placed on school or District
property, including but not limited to planting trees, plagues, and yearbook
dedications. Temporary tokens and gestures such as cards, remembrances,
and donations are preferred. When considering a request for any
temporary token or gesture, schools should consult with the District Crisis
Intervention Team.

b. Under state law, only the Governor can direct how the flag should be
flown, and as such, flags should be flown as directed by executive order.

3. Procedure and Crisis Response
When a crisis occurs, District and school personnel shall refer to current protocols
in the Granite School District Crisis Response Materials and the Granite School
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District Safety Manual. These documents provide evidence-based best practices to
support schools during recovery from any type of crisis. and-canincludebutare

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Article IX.A.3.1. Personnel Files and Medical Records

A. Statement of Policy

1. The District Human Resources office maintains an official permanent record file
for each employee. These records are the property of Granite School District.
Access to the information contained in personnel files is protected under the
Government Records Access Management Act (GRAMA), subject to provisions
of the Professional Agreement, and otherwise restricted from third party
disclosure.

2. Fhis-Personnel files shaH-contain, but shall not be limited to; the following items:

application for employment, employmentee-status forms, pre-employment

recommendatlons and records and documen%s—mlaﬂng—teempleynaent—trans#ep

subjeet—tewrpleyee—mspeeneprntatlon of |ob performance Personnel flles may

also contain other employment documents and records_as appropriate.

3. Upon request, and by appointment, the employee will be allowed to inspect their
his-er-herown file, except for pre-employment recommendations and records, and
such other information that may be privileged under law and not subject to

employee inspection. A-separate-fe-will-be-maintainedfor-medical-information;
1-9's-fingerprints-and-information-on-background-checks.

4. A separate file will be maintained for any medical information.
5. Any item within the file may be petitioned to be removed subject to state law,

other district policies, and the professional agreements. Material found to be
inaccurate, unreliable, or unfounded shall be removed and destroyed. Arenymeus

B. Medical Records

1. In all instances, District personnel shall respect an individual’s right to privacy
and treat medical records as confidential information. Medical records are
maintained separately from Personnel files in the District Benefits office and
access to medical records is restricted. Any information obtained regarding the
medical condition or history of any employee shall be collected and maintained
on separate forms and treated as confidential information. Only those individuals
with a legitimate need to know (i.e., those persons with a direct responsibility for
the care of or for determining werk-placeworkplace accommodation for the staff
persenemployee) will be provided with necessary medical information.

2. Supervisors and managers may be informed of the necessary restrictions on the
work or duties of the employee and necessary accommodations. First aid and
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safety personnel may be informed, when appropriate, if the disability might
require emergency treatment.
