The SRN Testing Services, LLC analytical laboratory received one soil sample on June 18, 2024, from the 
referenced project site of the material to be generated during construction of the project. We understand 
that the project will consist of the construction of a 10,000 square foot Technical Education Facility Building 
with a new HMA parking lot. 

An Environmental Risk Information Services (ERIS) report was generated to confirm appropriate testing 
protocol for the referenced site (Section C). Based on a review of the ERIS Report, we found records near 
the project site with environmental concerns or incidents.  An SRN employee took one sample at a depth 
of approximately four to five feet below ground surface in the on-site material to be removed (Section A).  

The signed LPC-663 form only certifies the disposal of material from the referenced project location. We 
understand the total material to be excavated is less than 3,000 cubic yards.  

The laboratory tested the sample for pH, VOCs, SVOCs, and RCRA Metals. Lab analysis found that the 
soil sample, S-1, was below the Maximum Allowable Concentrations (MAC) for CCDD. The pH result is 
8.290, which is within the accepted pH range of 6.25 to 9.0 for CCDD or USFO disposal (Section B).
