Proclamation 2024: Approval of Textbook Adoption Timeline and

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The State Board of Education issued Proclamation 2024 at its April 2022
meeting, which calls for instructional materials for K-12 science, K-8
technology applications, Personal Financial Literacy and Economics, and
several Career and Technical Education courses. The adopted materials will
be utilized beginning in the 2024-2025 school year. The adoption process a
timeline for the adoptions under Proclamation 2024 as well as the selection of
the District Textbook Committee(s) for each area. The District Textbook
Committees consists of teacher representatives from each campus. The
superintendent or her designee is a member and will serve as chair of the
committee. The role of the textbook committee is to examine the different
textbooks and materials on the state-adopted lists approved by the State
Board of Education. After the committee reviews the adoptions with the
campus teachers, teachers vote. The committee is planning to make the final
recommendation of the respective publishers to the Superintendent and the
Board of Trustees at the May 2024 board meeting.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

The recommended timeline and textbook adoption committees for
Proclamation 2024 are for K-12 science, K-8 technology applications, Personal
Financial Literacy and Economics, and several Career and Technical
Education courses. Each campus has representation on the respective
textbook committee.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Mission CISD Administration and Risk Management have been working cooperatively
with law enforcement agencies to explore additional safety and security measures to
ensure students and staff are safe and secure at all times. One security measure is
to try to ensure that our campus front doors are equipped with the necessary security
systems to limit or prohibit the entrance of intruders who may want to cause criminal
intent. All our campuses have door security access systems and in addition, some
campuses have entrance vestibules as an additional safety measure. Several
elementary campuses are currently limited by these systems.

At the Regular Board of Trustees meeting held on Wednesday, November 13, 2019,
the Board approved the following:

Administration requests to explore a project at campuses for the installation of door
security and monitoring systems along with assessing the construction of a vestibule
similar to ones constructed at MHS, RCJH, and Escobar/Rios (our most recently
constructed or renovated campuses). All campuses are equipped with front door
security cameras and call buttons where the front office staff needs to activate
locking mechanisms to allow person entrance into the campus. However, not all
campuses have a vestibule where visitors are checked and verified before being able
to have access to the entire campus. The construction of vestibules will serve as an
additional safety measure against possible intruders. Since many of our campus
entrances are constructed differently there are varying options on how a vestibule
may or may not be built. Some campuses may be as simple as constructing a glass
barrier as a separation similar to what is installed at Escobar/Rios Elementary
School. Other campuses may need to have a vestibule constructed at the entrance
similar to what was just completed at VMHS. Other campuses may need more of a
design due to not being able to utilize the other two options. The Construction and
Maintenance departments will be responsible for the construction of these vestibules,
however, due to the total costs and the need to ensure that we are meeting all
building and ADA compliance codes and requirements we are requesting
Consideration and Approval to Advertise for Request for Qualifications (RFQ) for the
Selection of Architect/Consultant for Elementary Campus Security Vestibules Project.

The Board of Trustees must take the necessary action in accordance with Texas
Education Code 44.035 which consists of the selection/designation of an
architect/consultant and/or engineer to prepare construction documents for this
project. The engineer and/or architect/consultant selected or designated will have full
responsibility for complying with the Texas Engineering Practice Act (Article 3271a,
Vernon’s Texas Civil Statues) or Chapter 478, Acts of the 45th Legislature, Regular
Session, 1937 (Article 249a, Vernon'’s Texas Civil Statues) as applicable.

The selected architect/consultant/engineer along with preparing construction
documents will be required to provide MCISD with an estimated project budget if
required by Administration.

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If the engineer or architect/consultant is not a full-time employee of the District, the
Board must select the engineer or architect/consultant on the basis of demonstrated
competence and qualifications as provided by Section 2254.004, Government Code.

On Wednesday, February 12, 2020, the Board selected EGV Architects, Inc. as the
district’'s professional services firm to act as the district's representative for the
duration of the project.

At the Regular Board of Trustees meeting held on Wednesday, June 24, 2020, the
Board approved the following:

Consideration and Approval of Project and Proposed Budget for the Districtwide
Security Vestibules Project.

Consideration and Approval as Design Build as Procurement Method for the
Districtwide Security Vestibules Project.

There are twelve (12) district campuses that will require vestibules, however, seven
(7) can be constructed using storefront framing. Each of these campuses is a
different design and configuration and will be contracted out to vendors.

Before soliciting bids or proposals for this project, Texas Education Code 44.031(a)
requires the board of a school district, considering a construction project to take the
following action. 1. The board must consider the method of delivery that provides
the best value for this project. Administration recommends competitive sealed
proposals as the method of delivery due to the nature of the project. 2. Selection
criteria for the project must also be considered.  Attached is a copy of the
recommended selection criteria used for previous District large-scale projects. 3.
The Board must designate the selection committee to evaluate and rank the
proposals. (This was reviewed and approved by the Purchasing Department)

After some delays in the original procurement, the method Administration
recommends Consideration and Approval of Changing the Procurement Process
from Design Build to Competitive Sealed Proposals (CSP) for the Districtwide
Security Vestibules Project in order to expedite the project.

At the Regular Board of Trustees meeting held on September 09, 2020, the Board
approved changing the procurement process from design-build to competitive
sealed proposals (CSP) for the Districtwide Security Vestibules Project.

Advertisements in the local newspapers were posted on April 28, 2021, and May 05,
2021. A pre-proposal meeting was held on Thursday, May 06, 2021, with proposals
scheduled to be publicly opened on Thursday, May 13, 2021. There were no
proposals submitted and Administration extended the solicitation for an additional
two weeks. A second pre-proposal meeting was held Thursday, May 20, 2021, and
proposals were opened on Thursday, May 27, 2021, at 2:00 p.m. Pre-ranking of the
proposals was conducted by Ms. Lorena Garcia, Mr. Ricardo Rivera, Ms. Dora
Garcia, Mr. Joel Garcia, and Ms. Daisy Cuevas on Friday, May 28, 2021, at 11:00
a.m.

Pre-ranking of proposals by the Administration is a district process to pre-check if all
requested documents and information in the Competitive Sealed Proposal (CSP)

were submitted.

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However, since the district no longer has a Facilities/Environment Committee and
we now use the Board of Trustees Work Shop format Administration presents the
option of presenting Consideration and Approval to Accept Administrations
Rankings and Enter into Negotiations in the Order of Ranking for the Security
Entrances for AMJH, KWJH, Pearson Elementary & Roosevelt Alternative Project

Two proposals were submitted for this project; however, one proposal was
incomplete and could not be included in the ranking process thus Administration
presents one proposal to consider.

Initial project negotiations were held on June 10, 2021, with Mr. Connor Friedrichs,
REFCO V.P., Mr. Joel Garcia, and Mr. Ricardo Rivera. On Monday, June 14, 2021,
REFCO submitted their best and final offer (BAFO). In their BAFO they also
recommended substitution for door closers from a specified LCN model to a Stanley
closer. After consulting with EGV Architects and our maintenance personnel the
substitution is acceptable.

The Board of Trustees has the option to accept this BAFO, to decline the offer, and
direct the Administration to reject all offers and re-advertise the project using the
same specifications and design.

Session, 1937 (Article 249a, Vernon'’s Texas Civil Statues) as applicable.

The selected architect/consultant/engineer along with preparing construction
documents will be required to provide MCISD with an estimated project budget as
required by Administration.

If the engineer or architect/consultant is not a full-time employee of the District, the
Board must select the engineer or architect/consultant on the basis of demonstrated
competence and qualifications as provided by Section 2254.004, Government Code.

Administration will use the purchase will be using the Buy board inter-local purchase
Co-0p.

Using an inter-local purchase co-op complies with the purchase requirement of TEC
44.031a (5) requiring and approval purchasing method for contracts valued at $50,000
or more. Responses will be reviewed and analyzed to select a qualified vendor(s)
whose proposal best met the specifications and provided the “Best Value”.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Mission CISD prioritizes the safety and health of its students, staff, and community and
ensures that all safety and health measures, including air quality, are addressed as a
priority. School indoor air quality is particularly important as it may affect the health,
performance, and comfort of school staff and students. The MCISD Five (5) Year
Improvement Plan consists of facilities improvements district-wide that include
improvements for drainage, roof replacements, lighting improvements, and replacement
of HVAC systems. The plan shows that due to the campuses’ age, certain items need to
be assessed such as air handlers, blowers, and control systems.

Due to laws and requirements that regulate such equipment and the cost, this project is
being considered a construction project, and as such the Texas Education Code 44.031
(a) requires the board of a school district considering a construction project to comply with
bidding requirements.

Administration will use competitive sealed proposals (CSP’s) as the procurement method
as approved by the Board of Trustees in the February 2021 Board of Trustees meeting.
This method was approved as the primary default method for projects.

At the Regular Board of Trustees, Meeting held on September 8, 2021, the Board
approved the project, and proposed budget, and utilized the on-call professional services.
The administration approved the on-call professional services agreement for the project
assessment. DBR MEP Engineering estimated project cost is $33,000,000.00 for all
district projects.

Administration will use the on-call professional services agreement for project
administration. It will be the responsibility of the design/engineer professional to provide
an estimated project budget. When provided, Administration will advise the Board of
Trustees as an informational update.

At the Regular Board meeting held on January 25, 2023, the Board approved the Final
Design for the Indoor Air Quality Projects for Cavazos, Midkiff, and Salinas Elementary —
DBR MEP Engineering

Note: Most campuses are scheduled for air quality projects with some more complicated
and intensive than others. These three can be worked on quicker than others and we will
begin. We continue to be in the design phase and those will be presented as completed
by DBR MEP Engineering.

Salinas Elementary School (Est. Cost $2,775,000.00) (revised)

The project scope consists of replacing the aging 27-year-old HVAC systems. This work
includes air handlers, VAV boxes, air-cooled chillers, and associated pumps. The design
increased air quality by providing air handlers with higher MERYV filter rating capabilities
and replacing the existing HVAC control system. In addition, the project includes
converting the heating from hot water to electric heat to reduce maintenance upkeep.
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Hurla M. Midkiff Elementary School (Est. Cost $2,325,000.00) (revised)

The project scope consists of replacing the aging 21-year-old HVAC systems. This work
includes outside air units, VAV boxes, and air handlers. The design increased air quality
by replacing the nonfunctioning outside air units, providing air handlers with higher MERV
filter rating capabilities, and replacing the existing HVAC control system.

Raquel Cavazos Elementary (Est. Cost $2,325,000.00) (revised)

The project scope consists of replacing the aging 21-year-old HVAC systems. This work
includes outside air units, VAV boxes, and air handlers. The design increased air quality
by replacing the nonfunctioning outside air units, providing air handlers with higher MERV
filter rating capabilities, and replacing the existing HVAC control system.

Alton Memorial Junior High School

The project scope consists of replacing the aging 21-year-old HVAC systems. This work
includes replacing 23 roof-mounted air handlers, fan-powered terminal units, air-cooled
chillers, chilled water pumps, building automation systems, and re-insulating chilled water
lines above the ceilings. The design will increase air quality by providing air handlers with
higher MERYV filter rating capabilities, increased ventilation air, and better HYAC controls.
In addition, the fan-powered terminal units will be replaced with single duct boxes which
helps reduce maintenance upkeep.

The use of CAD / Revit files prepared by DBR shall not in any
way obviate the Contractor / Proposer’s responsibility for the
proper checking and coordination of dimensions, details, and
quantities of materials as required to facilitate complete and
accurate fabrication and erection.

INDEMNITY

DBR shall indemnify and hold the CLIENT and the CLIENT’s
officers and employees harmless from and against damages,
losses and judgments arising from claims by third parties,
including reasonable attorneys’ fees and expenses
recoverable under applicable law, but only to the extent they
are caused by the negligent acts or omissions of DBR, its
employees and its consultants in the performance of
professional services under this Agreement.

CLIENT shall indemnify and hold DBR and the DBR’s officers
and employees harmless from and against damages, losses
and judgments arising from claims by third parties, including
reasonable attorneys’ fees and expenses recoverable under
applicable law, but only to the extent they are caused by the
negligent acts or omissions of the CLIENT, its employees and
its consultants in the performance of professional services
under this Agreement, or any other agreement.

DBR shall not be responsible for the acts or omissions ofthe
CLIENT, CLIENT’s other consultants, any contractor,
subcontractor, their agents or employees, or other persons
performing work on any project covered by this Agreement.

NO THIRD-PARTY BENEFICIARY

Nothing contained in this Agreement shall create a
contractual relationship with, or a cause of action in favor of,
a third party against DBR.

SEVERABILITY

If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid or
unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall be valid and
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binding upon the parties. One or more waivers by either party
of any provision, term of condition shall not be construed by
the other party as a waiver of any subsequent breach of the
same provision, term or condition.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION

Any entity, including any non-party relying on thisagreement,
claiming any claim, dispute, or other matter which arises out
of or relates to this Agreement, shall provide 30-days’ written
notice as a condition precedent.

Any claim, dispute, or other matter in question arising out of
or related to this Agreement shall be subject to mediation as
a condition precedent. If the parties fail to resolve the claim,
dispute or matter in question through mediation, the method
of binding dispute resolution shall be the following:

The parties agree to enter into the following arbitration
agreement below with the intention for this agreement to be a
broad form agreement designed to encompass all possible
disputes:

(1) Rules. The arbitration shall be conducted in accordance
with the following arbitration rules (as then in effect)(the
“Rules”): Rules of the American Arbitration Association
in accordance with its Construction Industry Arbitration
Rules.

(2) Number of Arbitrators. The arbitration shall be conducted
by three arbitrators unless all parties to the dispute agree
to a sole arbitrator within (30) days after filing of the
arbitration. For greater certainty, for purposes of this
section titled “Dispute Resolution”, the filing of the
arbitration mans the date on which the claimant’s request
for arbitration is received by the other parties to the
dispute.

(3) Method of Appoint for Sole Arbitrator. If the arbitration is
to be conducted by a sole arbitrator, then the arbitrator
will be jointly selected by the parties to the dispute. If the
parties to the dispute fail to agree on the arbitrator within
thirty (30) days after the filling of the arbitration, then AAA
shall appoint the arbitrator.

(4) Method of Appointment for Two Parties. If thearbitration
is to be conducted by three arbitrators and there are only
two parties to the dispute then each party to the dispute
shall appoint one arbitrator within thirty (30) days of the
filing of the arbitration, and the two arbitrators so
appointed shall select the presiding arbitrator within thirty
(30) days after the latter of the two arbitrators has been
appointed by the parties to the dispute. If a party to the
dispute fails to appoint its party-appointed arbitrator or if
the two party-appointed arbitrators cannot reach an
agreement on the presiding arbitrator within the
applicable time, then AAA shall appoint the remainder of
the three arbitrators not yet appointed.

(5) Method of Appointment for More than Two Parties. If the
arbitration is to be conducted by three arbitrators and
there are more than two parties to the dispute then within
thirty (30) days of the filing of the arbitration, all claimants
shall jointly appoint one arbitrator and all respondents
shall jointly appoint one arbitrator, and the two arbitrators
so appointed shall select the presiding arbitrator within
thirty (30) days after the latter of the two arbitrators has
been appointed by the parties to the dispute. If either all
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claimants or all respondents fail to make a joint
appointment of an arbitrator or if the party-appointed
arbitrators cannot reach an agreement on the presiding
arbitrator within the applicable time, then AAA shall
appoint the remainder of the three arbitrators not yet
appointed.

(6) Consolidation. If the parties initiate multiple arbitration
proceedings, the subject matters of which are related by
common questions of law or fact and which could result
in conflicting awards or obligations, then all such
proceedings may be consolidated into a single arbitral
proceeding.

(7) Place of Arbitration. The place of arbitration shall be
Houston, Texas.

(8) Entry of Judgment. The award of the arbitral tribunal
shall be final and binding. Judgment on the award ofthe
arbitral tribunal may be entered and enforced by any
court of competent jurisdiction.

(9) Qualifications and Conduct of the Arbitrators. All
arbitrators shall be and remain at all times wholly
impartial, and, once appointed, no arbitrator shall have
any ex parte communications with any of the parties to
the dispute concerning the arbitration or the underlying
dispute other than communications directly concerning
the selection of the presiding arbitrator, where
applicable.
Costs and Attorneys’ Fees. The arbitral tribunal is
authorized to award costs and attorneys’ fees and to
allocate them between the parties to the dispute.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Due to a severe hail storm that occurred on April 21, 2023, and a severe wind storm
that occurred on April 28, 2023, many of our campus and support services buildings
were damaged to different extents. The District utilized the Job Ordering Contract to
remediate and/or repair damage to District property that needed immediate repairs.

The Risk Management Department along with the Business and Finance Department
immediately contacted our insurance carrier, Property Casualty Alliance of Texas,
and have continued to work with them on our claims. Sedgwick Adjusters mobilized
several adjusters and conducted inspections on all district buildings climbing on top
of all buildings and inspecting roofs and equipment mounted on the roofs.

Ms. Sylvia Cruz and Mr. Garcia have continued to work on the claims reimbursement
in order to begin the repairs. Damage from both storms varied from very minor to
major roof damage. At the maintenance department, part of the roof structure was
completely torn away.

Administration has been working closely with the insurance adjuster for an
assessment of the damage to the roofs and other structures at campuses and several
departments for the needed repairs, thus we present the approval of Project,
Proposed Budget, and Request for Qualifications (RFQ’s) for Professional Design
Services for the Mission CISD Districtwide Roofing Repairs.

Repairs will be prioritized by safety and by damage, not all projects may require
extensive or outside vendor repairs, and not all projects listed may be able to be
completed with the estimated total claims reimbursement funds.

If approved by the Board of Trustees the Purchasing department will proceed with
advertisements for this project. Request for Qualifications (RFQ’s) will be advertised
for professional design services and Administration will schedule presentations to the
Board for the selection. A ranking criteria will also need to be reviewed and approved.

Administration will use Competitive Sealed Proposals (CSPs) as the procurement
method as approved by the Board of Trustees in the February 2021 Board of Trustees
meeting. This method was approved as the primary default method for projects.

The Board of Trustees must take the necessary action in accordance with the Texas

Education Code 44.035 which cdnisisted of the selection/designation of an architect

and/or engineer to prepare construction documents for this project. The engineer
and/or architect selected or designated will have full responsibility for complying with
the Texas Engineering Practice Act (Article 3271a, Vernon’s Texas Civil Statues) or
Chapter 478, Acts of the 45th Legislature, Regular Session, 1937 (Article 249a,
Vernon’s Texas Civil Statues) as applicable.

If the engineer or architect is not a full-time employee of the District, the Board must
select the engineer or architect on the basis of demonstrated competence and
qualifications as provided by Section 2254.004, Government Code. The selected
architect/engineer along with preparing construction documents will be required to
provide MCISD with an estimated project budget.

The preliminary timeline is to advertise for RFQ’s on or about October, with
presentations to the Board of Trustees for evaluation and ranking in November with
possible selection and approval to enter into a design contract in December. The
amount of the design contract for this project will exceed the Board approved On-call
threshold, thus request for RFQ’s.

Note: Due to the number of roof projects that may need to be designed and the need
for a quick turn-around for required designs for the repairs, Administration may
present to the Board of Trustees a recommendation of more than one design team.

Note: As per the Finance department “Wind and Hail Storm” insurance presentation
at the Workshop, any listed project that indicates “Replace” indicates that the roof is
a “Total Loss” and is to be replaced, and if not that building is un-insurable. Should
the roof be older than the year 2010 we would only receive the depreciation value.
For any roof that is within a total reimbursement amount and not budgeted for that
amount, the district will receive full reimbursement. Reimbursements to include other
fees as architect/engineering fees, any over-time fees, and any costs required to
meet new building codes.

At the Regular Board of Trustees meeting held on September 13, 2023, the Board
approved the Project, Proposed Budget, Request for Qualifications (RFQ’s) for
Professional Design Services, and Ranking Criteria for the Mission CISD Districtwide

Advertisements in the local newspapers were posted on October 04, 2023, and
October 11, 2023. The process is for the submittals to be reviewed by the Purchasing
Department Staff and the Administration Ranking Team to assure that firms meet the
criteria based on demonstrated expertise, competence, and qualifications. The
submission of RFQ’s was on October 19, 2023, and seven (7) proposals were
received. The Administration ranking team reviewed and pre-ranked the RFQ’s on
October 23, 2023, at 2 p.m.. After the review Administration will then recommend the
top two firms to be reviewed and ranked in order of selection. The ranking team
consisted of Mr. Adrian Hernandez, Maintenance Director, Mr. Leandro Ochoa,
Maintenance Coordinator, Mr. Adan Rivera, Assistant Maintenance Coordinator and
Mr. Ricardo Rivera, Assistant Superintendent for Operations and Ms. Daisy Cuevas,

Purchasing Specialist who served as the facilitator.
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At the Regular Board of Trustees meeting held on November 8, 2023, the Board

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Mission CISD is proposing to purchase and install school playground equipment for district-
wide elementary campuses with the exception of Midkiff, Escobar-Rios, and Cavazos
elementary schools. These three campuses have the most recent installations and continue
to be in good condition. The remaining eleven elementary campuses have equipment that
is no longer usable due to weather deterioration or needs replacement due to age. New
playground equipment is a necessary activity for young students and is used for teaching
and learning activities.

Due to laws and requirements that regulate such equipment and the cost, this project is
being considered a construction project, and as such the Texas Education Code 44.031 (a)
requires the board of a school district considering a construction project to comply with
bidding requirements.

At the Regular Board of Trustees meeting held on August 11, 2021, the Board approved the
project, procurement as competitive sealed proposals (CSP’s), and proposed budget. The
Board requested approval to advertise for Request for Qualification (RFQ) for Professional
Design Services for the Playground Equipment for Elementary Campuses.

The ranking of Request for Qualifications responses must be on the basis of demonstrated
competence, qualifications, capability to perform, the past performance of the firm and
members of the firm, and other appropriate factors submitted by the firm in response to the
request for qualifications, except that cost-related or price-related evaluation factors are not
permitted as provided by Section 2254.004, Government Code.

Advertisements in the local newspapers were posted on August 12, 2021, and August 19,
2021. The process is for the submittals to be reviewed by the Purchasing Department Staff
and the Administration Ranking Team to assure that firms meet the criteria based on
demonstrated expertise, competence, and qualifications. After the review Administration
will then recommend those firms to be reviewed and ranked in order of selection. The
recommendations will then be presented for review and possible approval to the Board of
Trustees and if approved Administration will then enter into negotiations in the order of
selection. Administrative review and rankings were conducted on Tuesday, August 31,
2021, by Ms. Daisy Cuevas — Purchasing Specialist, Ms. Dora Garcia — Purchasing
Coordinator, Mr. Adrian Hernandez — Project & Energy Coordinator, Ms. Lorena Garcia —
Deputy Superintendent for Support Services, and Mr. Ricardo Rivera — Assistant
Superintendent for Operations.

At the Regular Board of Trustees meeting held on September 08, 2021, the Board approved
Ricardo Hinojosa Structural Engineering for the Playground equipment at (11) elementary
schools.

At the Regular Board of Trustees meeting held on October 20, 2021, the Board approved
and entered into a contract for professional design services with Ricardo Hinojosa Structural
Engineer in the amount of $71,750.09+ Fixed Fee.
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On utilizing the Interlocal Agreement procurement method Administration believes that a
fiscal opportunity in the districts best interest is better served for this project.

The professional services contract was for complete design and construction management,
however, should MCISD use the Buy Board method firms may have complete designs
included. Professional services will be needed to review and approve the designs, conduct
civil engineering to ensure playground units are in a non-flood area, and manage the
projects, thus, needing to amend the current design contract with Rick Hinojosa Structural
Engineering.

At the Regular Board of Trustees meeting held on November 09, 2022, the Board approved
changing the Procurement Method to an Interlocal Agreement from Competitive Seal
Proposal (CSP’s) and Amend the Professional Services Contract for the Playground
Equipment for Elementary Campuses Project.

Administration advertised on Buy Board on Friday, February 17, 2023. Proposals were
due Thursday, March 02, 2023, at 2:00 p.m., however, in order to allow possible firms
additional time to work on their proposals the submission date was extended to Monday,
March 06, 2023, at 2:00 p.m.. Eight proposals were received and the Administration
reviewed them along with the alternates for each.

All MCISD
playgrounds utilize engineered mulch and the maintenance department adds mulch during
the years as needed.

The District shall excuse a student for up to two days during the
student’s junior year and up to two days during the student’s senior
year to visit an accredited institution of higher education.

The District shall excuse a student for up to two days during the
student’s junior year and up to two days during the student’s senior
year to visit a professional’s workplace for purposes of exploring
the student’s interest in pursuing a career in that professional’s
field.

The District shall excuse a student 17 years of age or older for up
to four days during his or her enrollment in high school for activities
related to pursuing enlistment in a branch of the U.S. Armed Ser-
vices or Texas National Guard.

The District shall excuse a student for up to two days per school
year to serve as an early voting or election clerk.

The District shall excuse a student 15 years of age or older for one
day during his or her enrollment in high school for each of the fol-
lowing:

e Visiting a driver’s license office to obtain a learner license; or
e Visiting a driver’s license office to obtain a driver’s license.
[For extracurricular activity absences, see FM.]

The District may initiate withdrawal of a student under the age of
19 for nonattendance under the following conditions:

1. The student has been absent ter10 consecutive school days;
and

2. Repeated efforts by the attendance officer and/or principal to
locate the student have been unsuccessful.

[For District-initiated withdrawal of students 19 or older, see
FEA(LEGAL).]

Students who are homeschooled are exempt from the compulsory
attendance law to the same extent as students enrolled in other
private schools.
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Adequate documentation of homeschooling for withdrawal shall
consist of either a statement of withdrawal in accordance with
FD(LOCAL) indicating the date homeschooling began, or a signed
and dated letter from a parent or guardian indicating that his or her
child is being homeschooled and the date the homeschooling be-
gan.
The District may request from a parent or guardian a letter of as-
surance that a child is being educated using a curriculum designed
to meet basic education goals of reading, spelling, grammar, math-
ematics, and a study of good citizenship.

No employee shall give any student prescription medication, non-
prescription medication, herbal substances, anabolic steroids, or
dietary supplements of any type, except as authorized by this or
other District policy.

The Superintendent shall designate the employees who are au-
thorized to administer medication that has been provided by a stu-
dent’s parent. An authorized employee is permitted to administer
the following medication in accordance with administrative regula-
tions:

1. Prescription medication in accordance with legal require-
ments, for a period of up to ten days, and only when it is not
possible to maintain the proper levels of medication by admin-
istering outside of school hours. [See FFAC(LEGAL)] A written
request by a physician or other health-care professional with
authority to write prescriptions shall be required when the
medication must be administered for a longer period.

2. Nonprescription medication, upon a parent’s written request,
when properly labeled and in the original container for up to
two weeks, as the school nurse deems necessary.

3.  Herbal substances or dietary supplements provided by the
parent and only if required by the individualized education
program or Section 504 plan for a student with disabilities.

Except as required by law and provided by this policy, the District
shall not purchase medication to administer to a student.

Administration of epinephrine shall only be permit-
ted when an authorized and trained individual reasonably believes
a person is experiencing anaphylaxis.

On Campus Authorized and trained individuals may administer an unassigned
epinephrine auto-injector at any time to a person experiencing ana-
phylaxis on a school campus.

The District shall ensure that at each campus a sufficient number
of authorized individuals are trained to administer epinephrine so
that at least one trained individual is present on campus during all
hours the campus is open. In accordance with state rules, the cam-
pus shall be considered open for this purpose during regular on-
campus school hours and whenever school personnel are physi-
cally on site for school-sponsored activities.

Off Campus Authorized and trained individuals may administer an unassigned
epinephrine auto-injector to a person experiencing anaphylaxis at
an off-campus school event or while in transit to or from a school
event when an unassigned epinephrine auto-injector is available.

Opioid Antagonist This provision shall be applicable to every campus.

On Campus The District authorizes school personnel who have been ade-
quately trained to administer an opioid antagonist in accordance
with law and this policy. Administration of an opioid antagonist shall
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only be permitted when an authorized and trained individual rea-
sonably believes a person is experiencing an opioid-related over-
dose.

Each applicable campus shall have at least one individual who is
authorized and trained to administer an opioid antagonist present
during regular school hours.

Each applicable campus shall have at least two unused, unexpired
opioid antagonist doses available.

All opioid antagonists shall be stored in a secure location and shall
be easily accessible by individuals who are authorized and trained
to administer an opioid antagonist.

The Superintendent shall develop administrative regulations ad-
dressing acquisition, maintenance, expiration, and disposal of opi-
oid antagonists in the District, as well as reporting, employee train-
ing, and emergency notification requirements.

Except as permitted by law, an employee shall not:

1. Recommend to a student or a parent that the student use a
psychotropic drug;

2. Suggest a particular diagnosis; or

3. Exclude the student from a class or a school-related activity
because of the parent’s refusal to consent to psychiatric eval-
uation or examination or treatment of the student.

A student’s parent, legal guardian, or other person having lawful
control shall annually complete and sign a form that provides emer-
gency information and addresses authorization regarding medical
treatment. A student who has reached age 18 shall be permitted to
complete this form.

The District shall seek appropriate emergency care for a student as
required or deemed necessary.

Medical specialists shall not make examinations in the schools
without prior approval by the Superintendent.
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In compliance with law, the Superintendent shall ensure that a mul-
tidisciplinary threat assessment and safe and supportive team is
established to serve each campus. The Superintendent shall ap-
point team members. The team shall be responsible for developing
and implementing a safe and supportive school program at each
campus served by the team and shall support the District in imple-
menting its multi-hazard emergency operations plan.

Each team shall complete training provided by an approved pro-
vider on evidence-based threat assessment programs.

Each campus shall establish a clear procedure for a student to re-
port concerning behavior exhibited by another student for assess-
ment by the team or other appropriate District employee.

A District employee who reports a potential threat may elect for the
employee’s identity to remain confidential and not be subject to dis-
closure under the state’s public information law. The employee’s
identity shall only be revealed when necessary for the team, the
District, or law enforcement to investigate the reported threat.

The District shall maintain a record of the identity of a District em-
ployee who elects for the employee’s identity to remain confiden-
tial.

A member of the team or any District employee may act immedi-
ately to prevent an imminent threat or respond to an emergency, in-
cluding contacting law enforcement directly.

The District shall develop procedures as recommended by the
Texas School Safety Center. In accordance with those procedures,
the threat assessment and safe and supportive team shall conduct
threat assessments using a process that includes:

1. Identifying individuals, based on referrals, tips, or observa-
tions, whose behavior has raised concerns due to threats of
violence or exhibition of behavior that is harmful, threatening,
or violent.

2. Conducting an individualized assessment based on reasona-
bly available information to determine whether the individual
poses a threat of violence or poses a risk of harm to self or
others and the level of risk.

3. Implementing appropriate intervention and monitoring strate-
gies, if the team determines an individual poses a threat of
harm to self or others. These strategies may include referral
of a student for a mental health assessment and escalation
procedures as appropriate.
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For a student or other individual the team determines poses a
serious risk of violence to self or others, the team shall imme-
diately report to the Superintendent, who shall immediately at-
tempt to contact the student’s parent or guardian. Additionally,
the Superintendent shall coordinate with law enforcement au-
thorities as necessary and take other appropriate action in ac-
cordance with the District's multihazard emergency opera-
tions plan.

For a student the team identifies as at risk of suicide, the
team shall follow the District’s suicide prevention program.

For a student the team identifies as having a substance
abuse issue, the team shall follow the District’'s substance
abuse program.

For a student whose conduct may constitute a violation of the
District’'s Student Code of Conduct, the team shall make a re-
ferral to the campus behavior coordinator or other appropriate
administrator to consider disciplinary action.

As appropriate, the team may refer a student:

1. To alocal mental health authority or health-care provider for
evaluation or treatment; or

2. For afull individualized and initial evaluation for special edu-
cation services.

The team shall not provide any mental health-care services, except
as permitted by law.

The team shall provide guidance to students and District employ-

Community ees on recognizing harmful, threatening, or violent behavior that
may pose a threat to another person, the campus, or the commu-
nity and methods to report such behavior to the team, including
through anonymous reporting.

Reports The team shall provide reports to the Texas Education Agency as
required by law.
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The Superintendent shall develop and maintain a comprehensive
system of student records and reports dealing with all facets of the
school program operation and shall ensure through reasonable
procedures that records are accessed by authorized persons only,
as allowed by this policy. These data and records shall be stored in
a safe and secure manner and shall be conveniently retrievable for
use by authorized school officials.

A cumulative record shall be maintained for each student from en-
trance into District schools until withdrawal or graduation from the
District.

This record shall move with the student from school to school and
be maintained at the school where currently enrolled until gradua-
tion or withdrawal.

Therecerds
managementofficerThe records management officer is the custo-
dian of records for students who have withdrawn or graduated. The
student handbook made available to all students and parents shall
contain a listing of the addresses of District schools, as well as the
Superintendent’s business address.

The record custodian shall be responsible for the education rec-
ords of the District. These records may include:

1. Admissions data, personal and family data, including certifica-
tion of date of birth.

2. Standardized test data, including intelligence, aptitude, inter-
est, personality, and social adjustment ratings.

3.  All achievement records, as determined by tests, recorded
grades, and teacher evaluations.

4.  All documentation regarding a student’s testing history and
any accelerated instruction he or she has received, including
any documentation-of-discussion-oraction-by-an-accelerated
learning-committee-convenededucation plan developed for

the student.
5. Health services record, including:

a. The results of any tuberculin tests required by the Dis-
trict.
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b. The findings of screening or health appraisal programs
the District conducts or provides. [See FFAA]

c. Immunization records. [See FFAB]
6. Attendance records.
7.  Student questionnaires.

8. Records of teacher, school counselor, or administrative con-
ferences with the student or pertaining to the student.

9. Verified reports of serious or recurrent behavior patterns.

10. Copies of correspondence with parents and others concerned
with the student.

11. Records transferred from other districts in which the student
was enrolled.

12. Records pertaining to participation in extracurricular activities.

13. Information relating to student participation in special pro-
grams.

14. Records of fees assessed and paid.
15. Records pertaining to student and parent complaints.

16. Other records that may contribute to an understanding of the
student.

The District shall make a student’s records available to the stu-
dent’s parents, as permitted by law. The records custodian or de-
signee shall use reasonable procedures to verify the requester’s
identity before disclosing student records containing personally
identifiable information.

Records may be reviewed in person during regular school hours
without charge upon written request to the records custodian. For
in-person viewing, the records custodian or designee shall be
available to explain the record and to answer questions. The confi-
dential nature of the student’s records shall be maintained at all
times, and records to be viewed shall be restricted to use only in
the Superintendent’s, principal’s, or school counselor’s office, or
other restricted area designated by the records custodian. The
original copy of the record or any document contained in the cumu-
lative record shall not be removed from the school.

Copies of records are available at a per copy cost, payable in ad-
vance. Copies of records must be requested in writing. Parents
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may be denied copies of records if they fail to follow proper proce-
dures or pay the copying charge. If the student qualifies for free or
reduced-price lunches and the parents are unable to view the rec-
ords during regular school hours, upon written request of a parent,
one copy of the record shall be provided at no charge.

A parent may continue to have access to his or her child’s records
under specific circumstances after the student has attained 18
years of age or is attending an institution of postsecondary educa-
tion. [See FL(LEGAL)]

A school official shall be allowed access to student records if he or
she has a legitimate educational interest in the records.

For the purposes of this policy, “school officials” shall include:

1. Anemployee, Board member, or agent of the District, includ-
ing an attorney, a consultant, a contractor, a volunteer, a
school resource officer, and any outside service provider used
by the District to perform institutional services.

2. An employee of a cooperative of which the District is a mem-
ber or of a facility with which the District contracts for place-
ment of students with disabilities.

3. Acontractor retained by a cooperative of which the District is
a member or by a facility with which the District contracts for
placement of students with disabilities.

4. Aparent or student serving on an official committee, such as
a disciplinary or grievance committee, or assisting another
school official in performing his or her tasks.

5. A person appointed to serve on a team to support the Dis-
trict’s safe and supportive school program.

All contractors provided with student records shall follow the same
rules as employees concerning privacy of the records and shall re-
turn the records upon completion of the assignment.

A school official has a “legitimate educational interest” in a stu-
dent’s records when he or she is:

1.  Working with the student;

2. Considering disciplinary or academic actions, the student’s
case, or an individualized education program for a student
with disabilities;

3. Compiling statistical data;
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4. Reviewing an education record to fulfill the official’s profes-
sional responsibility; or

5. Investigating or evaluating programs.

The District may request transcripts from previously attended
schools for students transferring into District schools; however, the
ultimate responsibility for obtaining transcripts from sending
schools rests with the parent or student, if 18 or older.

For purposes of a student’s enrollment or transfer, the District shall
promptly forward in accordance with the timeline provided in law
education records upon request to officials of other schools or
school systems in which the student intends to enroll or enrolls.
[See FD(LEGAL), Required Documentation] The District may re-
turn an education record to the school identified as the source of
the record.

The special-education-directorspecial education director shall be

responsible for ensuring the confidentiality of any personally identi-
fiable information in records of students in special education.

A current listing of names and positions of persons who have ac-
cess to records of students in special education is maintained at

the-office-of the-special-education-directorthe office of the special

education director.

Within 15 District business days of the record custodian’s receipt of
a request to amend records, the District shall notify the parents in
writing of its decision on the request and, if the request is denied,
of their right to a hearing. If a hearing is requested, it shall be held
within ter10 District business days after the request is received.

Parents shall be notified in advance of the date, time, and place of
the hearing. An administrator who is not responsible for the con-
tested records and who does not have a direct interest in the out-
come of the hearing shall conduct the hearing. The parents shall
be given a full and fair opportunity to present evidence and, at their
own expense, may be assisted or represented at the hearing.

The parents shall be notified of the decision in writing within ter10
District business days of the hearing. The decision shall be based
solely on the evidence presented at the hearing and shall include a
summary of the evidence and reasons for the decision. If the deci-
sion is to deny the request, the parents shall be informed that they
have 30 District business days within which to exercise their right
to place in the record a statement commenting on the contested in-
formation and/or stating any reason for disagreeing with the Dis-
trict’s decision.
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Directory information for District students has been classified into
two separate categories:

1. Items for use only for school-sponsored purposes; and

2. ltems for all other purposes.

For the following school-sponsored purposes — participation in
school-sponsored activities and events; participation in a
telemedicine or health and wellness-related program officially
authorized by the District; publication in a student directory; a
student yearbook; or official school publications, including the
District's website and programs for school-sponsored events, news
coverage, and the like — directory information shall include student
name; address; telephone listing; electronic mail address;
photograph; date and place of birth; major field of study; degrees,
honors, and awards received; dates of attendance; grade level,
most recent educational institution attended; participation in
officially recognized activities and sports; and weight and height of
members of athletic teams.

For all other purposes, directory information shall include student

name-and-gradelevelstudent name and grade level.

House Bill 3033, effective September 1, 2023, states that school
boards must now designate up to 10 days that the district may
consider non-business days under the Texas Public Information Act
(“PIA”). The PIA requires governmental entities to respond to
requests for information within 10 business days, or 15 business
days if requesting withholding from the Attorney General. Before
House Bill 3033, school districts did not need to count days in which
the district was closed in the timelines required under the PIA.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

According to the new law, a school board may designate a day on
which the school district's administrative offices are closed or
operating with minimum staff as a nonbusiness day. Each school
district is not allowed to designate more than 10 nonbusiness days
each calendar year. Legal counsel assisted in drafting the necessary
revisions to policy GBBA(Local) for what dates to designate as non-
business days:

e The first five weekdays of winter break, other than December

24th, 25th, and 26th and January 1st.

The Child Nutrition Department currently utilizes a roving manager (1) to
cover cafeteria manager absences throughout the district. The department
has experienced multiple cafeteria managers absent at the same time,
causing field supervisors and office administration to assist in daily
operations. This interferes with the daily job duties of this staff affecting the
overall program operations. By repurposing Cook/Cashier vacancies, the
District can create Assistant Cafeteria Manager positions in the junior highs
and high schools.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS
The Texas Food Establishment Rules require a certified manager to be
present during hours of operation.

Senate Bill (SB) 1158 of the 85! Legislature (2017) amends Health and
Safety Code Chapter 437 to establish that a county with a population of
at least four (4) million may require a certified or trained food manager
to be on duty during the operating hours of a food establishment. This
Bill takes effect September 1, 2017.

These positions are essential to comply with SB 1158 and not hinder office
and administrative staff duties. The positions will also create capacity within
the Child Nutrition Program for succession planning purposes. The initiative
will also provide advancement opportunities for our staff and boost morale.

This report summarizes the internal audit activities from July 1, 2023 through September 30, 2023.

Internal Auditing is an independent appraisal activity established within the District to examine
and evaluate its activities. The objective of internal auditing is to assist the Board of Trustees,
Superintendent, and management of the District in the effective discharge of their responsibilities
by furnishing them with analysis, recommendations, and information concerning the activities
reviewed. Types of internal audits that may be conducted include 1) financial, 2) compliance, 3)
efficiency, economy, effectiveness, and 4) special reviews.

ACTIVITY FUNDS

Activity funds, which include both campus and student activity funds, are considered an area of
high risk because the majority of the revenues are received in the form of actual cash, the number
of individuals (employees and students) handling collections and the perception of the community.
During the quarter covered by this report, I reviewed fundraiser applications, fundraiser reports,
and monthly income statement reports, conducted campus training sessions and assisted in
preparing some journal entries related to Activity Funds. A total of 178 fundraiser applications
were approved this quarter.

Activity Funds Income Statement Report

The Finance Department typically prepares a monthly income statement report for all campus and
student activity funds. This report reflects columns for the beginning balance, receipts,
encumbrances, expenditures and the ending balance. Each campus receives a report for the activity
of their campus. [ assist in generating and creating the reports that Finance Department needs for
preparation of the monthly income statement. The last income statement report prepared was for
the first quarter ending September 30, 2023. This report reflected a beginning balance at July 1,

2023 of $1,046,461, year-to-date receipts of $379,593, encumbrances of $160,583, expenditures
of $232,519 and an ending balance at September 30, 2023 of $1,032,952.

Activity Funds should typically be spent in the year earned or collected. The bank account used
for these funds is an interest-bearing account that is pooled with other District funds. In past years,
excess balances were sometimes invested in certificates of deposit, however, currently there are
no investments. The net interest earnings for the activity funds for the quarter ending September
30, 2023 was $4,122. Interest income will be distributed to the campuses based on their ending
balances at the end of the fiscal year.

Attached is a summary report of the balances of campus and student activity funds by campus.
My power point presentation that I prepared in conjunction with this report also includes activity

fund balances.

Training Sessions on Activity Funds

During the quarter, I updated the Activity Funds Manual for the 2023-2024 school year and my
related presentations. On July 27th, I presented activity fund procedures and booster club
information virtually to the coaches during the Athletic Coaches Inservice. On August Ist, I
participated as a presenter at the Annual Finance Training for secretaries and clerks. In addition
to activity fund procedures, I also presented information regarding the use of the fraud hotline, the
board policies that address fraud and the requirement to report actual or suspected fraud. I also
presented some of the same information on July 27th at the Leadership Academy for principals
and other campus administrators.

Additionally, I conducted training sessions for secondary campus teachers and club sponsors that
outlined the basic requirements that teachers must follow in requesting fundraisers and handling
cash collected from students. Campus principals were given an option of a virtual or in-person
presentation. Presentations for all campuses were done in-person with the exception of one
campus that choose the virtual option. I presented separately to each campus as follows: Mission
Jr. High School, Mission Collegiate High School and K. White Jr. High School on August 7th;
Veterans Memorial High School on August 10th; and Mission High School, R. Cantu Jr. High
School and Alton Memorial Jr. High School on August 11th

PARENT TEACHER ORGANIZATIONS AND BOOSTER CLUBS

Parent organizations, including Parent Teacher Organizations (PTO’s) and booster clubs, are
separate, legal entities responsible for their own finances. District requirements include that these
organizations submit an annual registration form, bylaws, officer contact information and financial
report. Parent organizations that fundraise on District property must also submit a fundraiser
application. District employees are not allowed to have control or signature authority over parent
organization. In addition, all student fundraising is required to be processed through Campus and
Student Activity funds. During this quarter I reviewed forms and fundraiser applications submitted
by these parent organizations.
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ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENT AUDIT

The majority of my time spent this quarter ending 9/30/2023 has been related to the annual
financial statement audit for fiscal year 2023. Each year I assist in coordinating the audit process
by reviewing schedules prepared for the audit, requesting information from the various
departments for the auditors, and preparing related notes to the financial statements for review by
the external auditors. During this past quarter, I reviewed various schedules and reconciliations
prepared for the audit including: the payroll accrual, property taxes, compensated absences payable
schedule, schedule of expenditures of federal awards (SEFA), CNP indirect cost calculation and
the bank reconciliations. I also reviewed and assisted in updating the schedule of state/private
grants accounted for in special revenue funds.

In addition, during the quarter covered by this report, I assisted Finance Department by updating
the long-term debt schedules, the GASB 87 lease schedules and completing the foundation revenue
reconciliation. I also assisted in preparing various end-of-year adjustments that included: new
GASB 87 leases, long-term debt, QSCB escrow account, foundation revenues, prepaid
expenditures, CNP receivable and reclass of expenditures to Fund 272 MAC. I also assisted in
reconciling accounts payable and preparing some related adjustments.

Additionally, during the quarter, I reconciled the workers comp liability and escrow account,
preparing the necessary adjustments and adjusted the liability account for the health insurance
fund. Talso completed the GASB 68/75 template for recording liabilities related to pensions (TRS)
and other post-employment benefits (TRS Care). In addition, I competed the schedules for the
Scholarship and Student Activity Funds that are used to create the statement of changes in net
position for these fiduciary funds. I also prepared the year-end inventory adjustments and assisted
by preparing adjustments for operating transfers and due to/due from accounts.

After the year-end closing process was completed, I created the ASCII file containing the year-
end account balances and uploaded it to AuditWare, the software program that I used in the past
to generate the financial statements. I still use this program to run preliminary financial statements
and schedules to ensure that we prepare all of the necessary adjustments. However, the external
auditors again prepared the financial statements for this year. I still prepare the notes to the
financial statements and the necessary financial statement adjustments to cash and interfund
payable accounts for the proper presentation in the combining financial statements.

The external auditors began work on the annual audit in June and continued throughout this quarter
with test of controls and year-end fieldwork testing. Various samples tested included bids,
purchase orders, Activity Funds, payroll/HR and student coding. Federal programs selected as
major programs for Single Audit purposes were the following: ALN 84.425 FEducation
Stabilization Fund - ESSER 1I (Fund 281), ESSER III (Fund 282), and TCLAS (Fund 279).

MISCELLANEOUS

As a Certified Public Accountant, I am required to obtain 40 hours of continuing professional
education each year. In July, I participated in the Texas Schools Accounting and Auditing Update
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seminar by Education Management Information Systems held virtually. Some of the topics
covered included GASB 96 Subscription Based Information Technology Arrangements, TEA
reporting and compliance requirements, and other new GASB statements.

Additionally, during this past quarter I attended virtual meetings of the Coordinated School Health
