Speakers are expected to adhere to School Board policy 504 AP: Student Dress and
Appearance, section Il. General Statement of Policy.

Individual or group time will be no longer than three minutes. In the case of a large number
of attendees, the Board will allow two to three spokespersons per topic.

The Executive Assistant to the Superintendent and School Board (or a designee) will
distribute any documents you would like to share.
