Authorized in 2001 by Senate Bill 218 of the 77™ Legislature, Schools FIRST, an accountability
system, was sct up to monitor the use of revenues by school districts. Superintendent Gutierrez
pointed out that a public hearing must be held in order to comply with the state mandate. Assist-
ant Superintendent Rebecca Morrison proceeded with Agenda Item III Overview of Schools
FIRST (Financial Integrity Rating System of Texas) by going over the 22 indicators used to
measure district fiscal accountability. Some of the criteria used to assess district financial
management systems include a positive fund balance, an unqualified annual financial audit, ratio
of students to total staff within Texas Education Agency (TEA) recommended ranges, and
unrestricted net asset balance greater than zero. Disclosures as required by Texas Administrative
Code Chapter 109 are superintendent’s current employment contract, travel reimbursements for
the superintendent and board members, outside compensation and/or fees received by the super-
intendent, gifts received by executive officer(s) and board members, and business transactions
between the district and board members for fiscal year ending August 31, 2010. New this year
was the completion of a solvency survey required by TEA. Dr. Morrison stated that survey
responses were factored into the overall rating of school district accountability systems.

For the ninth year in nine years that Schools F/RST has been used to measure financial systems
of school districts, Edinburg CISD has earned a Superior Achievement Rating (Agenda IV).

At 6:04 p.m. President Torres opened the floor for Agenda V Public Comments Regarding the
Schools FIRST Report of Edinburg CISD. No one approached the podium.

Dr. Martin Castillo moved and Mr. David Torres seconded the motion to adjourn. The motion
carried. President Torres adjourned the meeting at 6:05 p.m.

The District may reject any and all bids.

If competitive sealed proposals are chosen as the purchasing me-
thod, the Superintendent or designee shall prepare the request for
proposals and/or specifications for items to be purchased. All pro-
posals shall be submitted in sealed envelopes, plainly marked with
the name of the proposer and the time of opening. Proposals re-
ceived after the specified time shall not be considered.

Evidence of attempts by vendors to create unauthorized pur-
chases may be acted on after reasonable documentation is submitted
to the Purchasing Department.

Any bid may be withdrawn
prior to the scheduled time for opening. Bids received after the
specified time shall not be considered.

The District may reject any and all bids.

If competitive sealed proposals are chosen as the purchasing me-
thod, the Superintendent or designee shall prepare the request for
proposals and/or specifications for items to be purchased. All pro-
posals shall be submitted in sealed envelopes, plainly marked with
the name of the proposer and the time of opening. Proposals re-
ceived after the specified time shall not be considered. Proposals
shall be opened at the time specified, and all proposers shall be
invited to attend the proposal opening. Proposals may be with-
drawn prior to the scheduled time for opening.

Within the context of current law, The District shall be guided by
Board-adopted written policies that are given appropriate distribu-
tion and are accessible to staff members, parents, students, and
community residents. :

Legally referenced policies contain provisions from federal and
state statues and regulations, case law, and other legal authority
that together form the framework for local decision-making and im-
plementation. These policies are binding on the District untii the
cited provisions are repealed, revised, or superseded by legisia-
tive, requlatory, or judicial action.

No policy or regulation, or any portion thereof, shall be operative if
it is found to be in conflict with applicable law.

If any portion of a policy or its application to any person or circum-
stance is found to be invalid, that invalidity shall not affect other
provisions or applications of policy that can be given effect without
the invalid provision or application; and to this end the provisions of
this policy manual are declared to be severable.

Policies and policy amendments may be initiated by the Superin-
tendent, Board members, school personnel, or community citizens,
but generally shall be recommended for the Board’'s consideration
by the Superintendent.

The Board shall designate one copy of the local policy manual as
the official policy manual of the District. The official copy shall be
kept in the Superintendent’s office, and the Superintendent or des-
ignee shall be responsible for its accuracy and integrity and shall
maintain an historical record of the District's policy manual.

Proposed local policies introduced and recommended to the Board
at one meeting shall not be adopted until a subsequent meeting.

SECTION 1. Section 44.031{(a), Education Code, is amended
to read as follows:

(2) competitive sealed proposals;

(3} a request for proposals, for services othexr than
construction services;

{4) an interlocal contract;

(5) a design/build contract;

{(6) a contract to construct, rehabilitate, alter, or
repair facilities that involves using a construction manager;

{(7) a job order contract for the minor construction,
repair, rehabilitation, or alteration of a facility;

{(8) the reverse auction procedure as defined by
Section 2155.062{d), Government Code; or

{9) the formation of a political subdivision

corporation under Section 304.001, Local Government Code.
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SECTION 2. Subchapter B, Chapter 44, Education Code, 1is
amended by adding Section 44.0313 to read as follows:

Sec. 44.0313. PROCEDURES FCR ELECTRONIC BIDS OR PROPOSALS.

(a) A school district may receive bids or proposals under this

chapter through electronic transmission if the board of trustees

of the gchool district adopts rules to ensure the

identification, security, and confidentiality of electronic bids

or proposals and to ensure that the electronic bids or proposals

remain effectively unopened until the proper time.

Superintendent’s Recommendation

board policy EIA (LOCAL) Academic Achievement: Grading/Progress Reports to
Parents

Rationale

Beginning in the 2011-2012 school year, the Texas Education Agency (TEA) will implement the
State of Texas Assessments of Academic Readiness (STAAR) program, which includes new
assessments in grades 3 through 8 and development of tweive end-of-course (EQC)
assessment for students in grades 9 through 12. STAAR phases out the Texas Assessment of
Knowledge and Skills (TAKS) program, in place since 2003. Students enrolled for the first time
in grade 9 in the 2011-2012 school year must perform successfully on the EQOC assessments to
graduate. To graduate on the Recommended or Advanced/Distinguished Achievement
Programs, students must also meet performance targets on certain assessments. As a result of
this new testing framework, TASB Policy Service has reviewed policies concerning grading and
class rank, along with a range of other issues associated with the implementation of EOC
assessments.

STAAR differs significantly from the current TAKS program in the following ways:

¢ STAAR assessments evaluate content and skills from the Texas Essential Knowledge
and Skills at greater depth and higher level of cognitive complexity.

« STARR assessments emphasize readiness in terms of subsequent grades or courses,
and ultimately, college and career readiness.

+ EOC assessments constitute a new form of exit-level testing. To graduate, students
must achieve a cumulative score at least equal to the product of the passing standard
times the number of EOC assessments in each foundation area (English language arts,
mathematics, science, and social studies). In general, students on the Recommended
or the Advanced/Distinguished Achievement Programs are required to take all twelve
EOC assessments. Students on the Minimum Program will usually take fewer EOC
assessments.

Superintendent’s Recommendation

That the Board of Trustees approve Resolution and Ordinance 2012-03, making specific board findings
and providing for the taxation of property otherwise exempt under Texas Tax Code Section 11.253;
providing for publication and setting an effective date.

Rationale

SB 1, 82nd Legislature, First Called Special Session, amended Tax Code §11.253 to automatically exempt
goods-in-transit from property taxation, unless action is taken by the Board of Trustees to tax this
property after conducting a public hearing on this issue on or after October 1, 2011. Senate Bill 1
provides that prior action taken to tax goods-in-transit is effectively rescinded by the passage of Senate
Bill 1, with the exception of school districts that pledged taxes from this property for payment of debt
chligations.

The 82™ Texas Legislature has enacted Senate Bill 1, including Section 48.02 thereof to take effect on
October 1, 2011, which would amend Texas Tax Code 11.253. The new provision of Texas Tax Code
11.253 will exempt from taxation certain tangible personal property that is acquired in or imported into
this state to be forwarded to another location in this state or outside this state is stored under a
contract of bailment by a public warehouse operator at one or more public warehouse facilities in this
state that are not in any way owned or controlled by the owner of the persanal property for the account
of the person who acquired or imported the property is transported to another location in this state or
outside this state not later than 175 days.

Texas Tax Code 11.253, as amended, specifically authorized the governing body of a taxing unit, after
conducting a public hearing, to provide for the continued taxation of such goods-in-transit.

It is the opinion of the Board of Trustees that it is in the best interests of the district to continue to tax
such goods-in-transit, as defined Texas Tax Code 11.253.

The Hidalgo County Appraisal District did not identify any businesses declaring an inventory listing that
reflects an assessed value for tax purposes.

Dear Dr. Gutierrez:

You have asked me for a legal opinion concerning the authority of the Board of Trustees
of the Edinburg Consolidated Independent School District to continue to tax goods-in-transit
following the adoption of Senate Bill 1 (SB 1) during the 82" Texas Legislature, First Called
Special Session. SB 1 adopted by the Texas Legislature requires action by the Board of Trustees if
the Board should wish to exercise authority previously granted to it, i.e., the authority to tax
goods-in-transit.

SB 1, 82nd Legislature, First Called Special Session, amended Tax Code §11.253 to
automatically exempt goods-in-transit from property taxation, unless action is taken by the Board
of Trustees to tax this property after conducting a public hearing on this issue on or after October
1, 2011. Senate Bill 1 provides that prior action taken to tax goods-in-transit is effectively
rescinded by the passage of Senate Bill 1, with the exception of school districts that pledged taxes
from this property for payment of debt obligations.

Specifically, the new provisions of Tex. Tax Code § 11.253 (j-1) provides:

Sec. 11.253 (-1) AD VALOREM TAXATION OF CERTAIN
STORED PROPERTY Notwithstanding Subsection (1) or official

action that was taken under that subsection before October 1, 2011. to

fax goods-in-transit exempt under Subsection (b) and not exempt
under other law, a taxing unit mayv not tax such goods-in-transit in a

tax vear that begins on_or after January 1, 2012. unless the governing
body of the taxing unit takes action on or after October 1, 2011, in the

manner required for official action by the governing body, to provide
for the taxation of the goods-in-transit. The official action to tax the
goods-in-transit must be taken before January 1 of the first tax vear in
which the governing body proposes to tax goods-in-transit. Before
acting to tax the exempt property, the governing body of the taxing
unit must conduct a public hearing as required by Section 1-n(d),
Article VHI, Texas Constitution. If the governing body of a taxing
unit provides for the taxation of the goods-in-transit as provided by
this subsection, the exemption prescribed by Subsection (b) does not
apply to that unit. The goods-in-transit remain subject to taxation by

the taxing unit until the governing body of the taxing unit, in the

manner required for official action, rescinds or repeals its previous

action to tax goods-in-transit or otherwise determines that the

exemption prescribed by Subsection (b) will apply to that taxing unit.

A copy of the newly adopted language is enclosed with this letter.

“Goods-in-transit” is defined by Tex. Tax Code §11.253(2) as tangible personal property
that is acquired in or imported into this state to be forwarded to another location in this state or
outside this state; is stored under a contract of bailment by a public warehouse operator at one or
more public warehouse facilities in this state that are not in any way owned or controlled by the
owner of the personal property for the account of the person who acquired or imported the
property; is transported to another location in this state or outside this state not later than 175 days
after the date the person acquired the property in or imported the property into this state; and does
not include oil, natural gas, petroleum products, aircraft, dealer’s motor vehicle inventory, dealer’s
vessel and outboard motor inventory, dealer’s heavy equipment inventory, or retail manufactured
housing inventory (“goods-in-transit”), which property has been subject to taxation in the past.

Because these provisions invoke the Board’s authority to exempt property from taxation,
Texas Constitution Article V111, Section 1-n (d) requires that the District conduct a public hearing
at a duly called and publically noticed meeting of the Board of Trustees. Further, that hearing
must take place before December 31, 2011, if the Board should wish to tax goods-in-transit in tax
year 2012. If the Board elects to continue to tax goods-in-transit, a copy of the resolution adopted
by the Board must be filed with the Chief Appraiser of Hidalgo County.
