Major Changes

1. Threat Assessment and Safe and Supportive School Team —p. 5

SB 11 requires districts to adopt threat assessment policies and procedures and establish a team
to serve at each campus.

2. Searches —p. 5

Additional language was added to this section in order to clarify and to more accurately reflect
current state and federal law.

3. Security Personnel —p. 6

SB 1707 requires the District to include the duties of school resources officers (SROs) and
security personnel in the Student Code of Conduct. The bill also states that law enforcement
personnel should not be assigned duties outside of their purview of security.

4. Prohibited Aversive Techniques —p. 12

SB 712 and HB 3630 prohibit a district employee, volunteer or independent contractor from
using aversive techniques or causing aversive techniques to be used on a student.

5. Out-of-School Suspension; Misconduct — p. 15

HB 692 prohibits a district from placing in out-of-school suspension a student who is homeless,
unless the student engages in conduct that involves drugs or alcohol, contains elements of a
weapons offense or contains elements of assault.

6. Process — p. 16, p. 17, p. 19, p. 25, p. 29

HB 811 adds a student’s status as homeless or in the conservatorship of the Department of
Family Protective Services to the list of mitigating factors the District must consider in making a
disciplinary decision regarding suspension, placement in DAEP, expulsion or placement in
JJAEP.



7. Coursework During Suspension — p. 16

HB 3012 amends the Education Code to require a school district to provide a student who is
placed in either in-school or out-of-school suspension a way to receive all coursework provided
in the student’s foundation curriculum classes. The bill further stipulates that the District must
provide one option for receiving the coursework that does not require the use of the internet.

8. Transition Services — p. 23, p. 31

HB 2184 requires the DAEP administrator to provide the campus where the student is returning
with information about the student’s progress while in the alternative setting. The bill also
requires the campus to develop a personal transition plan for the student.

9. Glossary —p. 33

Several definitions were added or updated to the glossary in order to incorporate the changes to
the Penal Code, Agriculture Code and Education Code from the legislative session. Some of
these definitions include controlled substance, dangerous drug, harassment, hazing and
reasonable belief.

PROPOSED REVISIONS

The District shall not admit into its public schools any person age
21 or over unless otherwise required by law.

The student’s parent, legal guardian, or other person having lawful
control shall annually complete registration forms. A student who
has reached age 18 shall be permitted to complete these forms.

At the time of initial registration, the parent, guardian, or other per-
son having lawful control of the student under order of a court shall
present proof of residency as defined by law. The District shall ac-
cept the following types of records as proof of residency: a current
utility bill, current dated rental or lease agreement, or tax
statement.

In accordance with law, the District may make reasonable inquiries
to determine whether the student is a resident of the District, in-
cluding when a document submitted for purposes of proving resi-
dency is not in the name of the adult who is enrolling the student.
Based on an individual's circumstance, the District may grant ex-
ceptions to the requirement to produce a document listed above.
When required by law, the District shall waive the requirement to
prove residency in the District boundaries.

After a student’s initial enroliment, the District shall verify residency
through the annual registration forms and may investigate stated
residency as necessary.

A minor student residing in the District but whose parent, guardian,
or other person having lawful control under a court order does not
reside in the District shall present a power of attorney or an author-
ization agreement as provided in Chapter 34 of the Family Code
assigning responsibility for the student in all school-related matters
to an adult resident of the District.

A minor student living apart who has engaged in misconduct that
results in any of the consequences found in Education Code
25.001(d) shall not be permitted to attend a District school.

Based on an individual student’s circumstance, the Superintendent
shall have authority to grant exceptions to the requirement for a
power of attorney or authorization agreement and to the exclusion
for misconduct.

The Superintendent shall determine whether a minor student living
apart is present in the District for the primary purpose of participat-
ing in extracurricular activities.

A student enrolled in a private school, including a homeschool,
shall not be eligible for concurrent enrollment in the District nor for
participation in curricular or extracurricular activities. [See also

FM(LOCAL)

The parent and grandparent of a nonresident student requesting
admission under Education Code 25.001(b)(9) shall provide to the
Superintendent the required information on the grandparent’s resi-
dency and complete a form provided by the District describing the
extent of after-school care to be provided by the grandparent.

The Superintendent shall have authority to approve or deny such
admissions requests in accordance with criteria approved by the
Board.

For the purposes of this policy, “accredited” shall be defined as ac-
creditation by TEA, an equivalent agency from another state, or an
accrediting association recognized by the commissioner of educa-
tion.

The parent, guardian, or other person having lawful control of a
student enrolling in a District school from an accredited public, pri-
vate, or parochial school shall provide evidence of the prior school-
ing outside the District. The student shall be placed initially at the
grade level reached elsewhere, pending observation by the class-
room teacher, guidance personnel, and the principal. On the basis
of these observations and results of tests that may be administered
by appropriate District personnel, the principal shall determine the
final grade placement.

A student enrolling in a District school from a nonaccredited public,
private, or parochial school, including a homeschool, shall be
placed initially at the discretion of the principal, pending observa-
tion by classroom teachers, guidance personnel, and the principal.
Criteria for placement may include:

1. Scores on achievement tests, which may be administered by
appropriate District personnel.

2. Recommendation of the sending school.
3.  Prior academic record.

4. Chronological age and social and emotional development of
the student.

5.  Other criteria deemed appropriate by the principal.

Credit toward state graduation requirements earned in an accred-
ited public school district in Texas shall be transferable and recog-
nized by the District.

Before recognizing credit in a course earned in an accredited non-
public school, an accredited school outside of Texas, or a nonac-
credited school, appropriate personnel shall evaluate a student’s
records and transcript. The District may require the student to
demonstrate mastery of the content or use alternative methods to
verify course content for the award of credit. [See El]

A parent or guardian wishing to withdraw a minor student shall pre-
sent a signed statement that includes the reason for the with-
drawal. A student who is 18 or older may submit a withdrawal
statement without a parent’s or guardian’s signature.

PROPOSED REVISIONS

The District shall make no distinction between absences for UIL ac-
tivities and absences for other extracurricular activities approved
by the Board. A student shall be allowed 15 extracurricular ab-
sences not related to post-district competition, five absences for
post-district competition prior to state, and two absences for state
competition.

The campus principal shall have the authority to approve additional
absences for a student in accordance with administrative regula-
tions and the following:

1. The student has not been assigned to the disciplinary alterna-
tive education program (DAEP) during the current school
year;

2. The student is passing all courses at the time of the request;
and

3. The student is meeting the attendance for credit requirements
for absences other than those related to participation in extra-
curricular activities. [See FEA|]

School-sponsored student groups may use District facilities with
prior approval of the appropriate administrator. Other student
groups may use District facilities in accordance with policy FNAB.

[For eligibility of a private school student, including a homeschool
student, to participate in extracurricular activities, see FD(LOCAL).]

PROPOSED REVISIONS

The District shall apply the same class rank calculation method
and rules for local graduation honors for all students in a graduat-
ing class, regardless of the school year in which a student first
earned high school credit.

The District shall include in the calculation of class rank semester
grades earned in high school credit courses taken at any grade
level, unless excluded below, and only in the following subject ar-
eas: English, mathematics, science, social studies, and languages
other than English.

The calculation shall include failing grades.

The calculation of class rank shall exclude grades earned in any
distance learning course; independent study; credit recovery; or
through credit by examination, with or without prior instruction.

Note: The following provisions shall apply to students in the
graduating class of 2020 and 2021.

The District shall categorize and weight eligible courses as Ad-
vanced, Dual Credit, and Regular in accordance with provisions of
this policy and as designated in appropriate District publications.

Eligible Advanced Placement (AP) and International Baccalaureate
(IB) courses shall be categorized and weighted as Advanced
courses.

Eligible dual credit courses shall be categorized and weighted as
Dual Credit courses.

All other eligible courses shall be categorized and weighted as
Regular courses.

The District shall assign weights to semester grades, including fail-
ing grades, earned in eligible courses and calculate a weighted nu-
merical grade average, in accordance with the following:

The District shall record unweighted numerical grades on student
transcripts.

When a student transfers semester grades for courses that would
be eligible under the Regular category and the District has ac-
cepted the credit, the District shall include the grades in the calcu-
lation of class rank.

When a student transfers semester grades for courses that would
be eligible to receive additional weight under the District’s weighted
grade system, the District shall assign additional weight to the
grades based on the categories and grade weight system used by
the District only if a similar or an equivalent course is offered to the
same class of students in the District.

Note: The following provisions shall apply to students begin-
ning with the graduating class of 2022.

The District shall categorize and weight eligible courses as Tier lll,
Tier 11, and Tier | in accordance with provisions of this policy and as
designated in appropriate District publications.

Eligible Advanced Placement (AP), International Baccalaureate
(IB) and dual credit courses associated with the Texas Bioscience
Institute shall be categorized and weighted as Tier Il courses.

Eligible dual credit courses shall be categorized and weighted as
Tier Il courses.

All other eligible courses shall be categorized and weighted as Tier
| courses.

The District shall assign weights to semester grades, including fail-
ing grades, earned in eligible courses and calculate a weighted nu-
merical grade average, in accordance with the following:

Category Weight
Tier 1l plus 10
Tier Il plus 7
Tier | plus 0

When a student transfers semester grades for courses that would
be eligible under the Regular category and the District has ac-
cepted the credit, the District shall include the grades in the calcu-
lation of class rank.

When a student transfers semester grades for courses that would
be eligible to receive additional weight under the District’s weighted
grade system, the District shall assign additional weight to the
grades based on the categories and grade weight system used by
the District only if a similar or an equivalent course is offered to the
same class of students in the District.

Note: The following provisions shall apply to all students, re-
gardless of their graduating class.

For the purpose of determining honors to be conferred during grad-
uation activities, the District shall calculate class rank in accord-
ance with this policy and administrative regulations by using
grades available at the time of calculation at the end of the fifth six-
week grading period of the senior year.

For the purpose of applications to institutions of higher education,
the District shall also calculate class rank as required by state law.
The District’s eligibility criteria for local graduation honors shall ap-
ply only for local recognitions and shall not restrict class rank for
the purpose of automatic admission under state law. [See EIC(LE-
GAL)]

The valedictorian and salutatorian shall be the eligible students
with the highest and second-highest rank, respectively. To be eligi-
ble for this local graduation honor, a student must:

1. Have been continuously enrolled in the District high school for
the three semesters immediately preceding graduation;

2. Be graduating after exactly eight semesters of enrollment in
high school; and

3. Have completed the foundation program with the distin-
guished level of achievement.

In case of a tie in weighted numerical grade averages after calcula-
tion to the hundredths place, the District shall recognize all stu-
dents involved in the tie as sharing the honor and title.

The local eligibility criteria for recognition as the valedictorian shall

of receiving the honor graduate certificate from the state of Texas.
